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Abstract. Fraudulent financial reporting practices can have significant consequences for organizations and all
stakeholders, as well as, for public confidence in the capital and security markets. In fact, comprehensive,
accurate and reliable financial reporting is the bedrock upon which our markets are based. Keen to project a rosy
picture of the Satyam to investors, employees and analysts, Mr. Raju (CEO and Chairman) fudged the account
books so that it appeared to be a far bigger enterprise, with high profits and fast growth rate, than it actually
was. The Satyam fraud has shattered the dreams of different categories of investors, shocked the government
and regulators alike, and led to questioning of the accounting practices of statutory auditors and corporate
governance norms in India. This is an exploratory study based on secondary sources of information. An attempt
has been made to provide an explanation for various intriguing questions about Satyam scam. After thorough
investigations by the CBI and SEBI, they have unveiled the methodology by which Satyam fraud was engineered.
Finally, we recommend “Fraudulent reporting practices should be considered as a serious crime, and accounting
bodies, courts and other regulatory authorities in India need to adopt very strict punitive measures to stop such
unethical practices”.
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Introduction

Fraudulent financial reporting practices and ac-
counting frauds have occurred in all eras, in all
countries, and affected many organizations, re-
gardless of their size, location, or industry. In
nutshell, fraudulent financial reporting is a delib-
erate misstatement in the financial statements
(FS). It can include the deliberate falsification of
underlying accounting records, intentionally
breaching an accounting standard, or knowingly
omitting transactions, or required disclosures in
the FS. For example, deliberately not disclosing a
contingent liability, or significant going concern
problems in the notes to the financial statements
means that the disclosures required have inten-
tionally not been made. This is an example of
fraudulent financial reporting. Thus, financial re-
porting fraud - an intentional, material misrep-
resentation of a company’s financial statements -
remains a serious concern for investors and
other capital markets stakeholders. In fact,
fraudulent financial reporting practices can take
many forms. For instance, it may entail deliberate
distortion of corporate records (such as, inven-
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tory count tags), or falsified transactions (such as,
fictitious sales or orders), or misapplication of
accounting principles. Company employees at
any level may be involved, from top to middle
management to lower-level personnel. Undoubt-
edly, fraudulent financial reporting can have sig-
nificant consequences for the organization,
stakeholder, as well as, for public confidence in
the capital market. However, fraud impacts or-
ganizations in several areas: financial, opera-
tional and psychological. Corporate accounting
fraud is not a new thing in this world after the
debacle of Enron, which proved to be a stimulus
for others to fancy their own Enron in their re-
spective organizations. “With increasing trend in
financial crimes across the globe, investors have
lost their confidence, the credibility of financial
disclosures is questioned, and companies are also
facing huge financial losses” [31]. Fortunately,
the Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002 and SEBI’s List-
ing Clause 49 in India have done much to im-
prove corporate governance and deter frauds.

No doubt, recent cases of fraudulent financial re-
porting, accounting frauds and the resultant out-
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cry for transparency and honesty in reporting,
have given rise to two disparate yet logical out-
comes. Recently, reiterated, “First, ‘forensic’ ac-
counting skills have become crucial in untangling
the complicated accounting maneuver’s that
have obfuscated financial statement frauds. Sec-
ond, public demand for change and subsequent
regulatory action has transformed ‘corporate
governance’ (henceforth, CG) scenario” [15]. In
fact, both these trends have the common goal of
addressing the investors’ concerns about the
transparent financial reporting system. The fail-
ure of the corporate communication structure
has made the financial community realize that
there is a great need for ‘skilled’ professionals
that can identify, expose, and prevent ‘structural’
weaknesses in three key areas: poor CG, flawed
internal controls, and fraudulent financial state-
ments. “Forensic accounting skills are becoming
increasingly relied upon within a corporate re-
porting system that emphasizes its accountability
and responsibility to stakeholders”.

Satyam Computer Services Limited (henceforth,
Satyam) was once the crown jewel of Indian IT
industry, but brought to the ground by its foun-
ders in 2009 as a result of financial crime. The
debacle of Satyam raised a debate about the role
of CEO in driving an organization to the heights
of success, its relation with the board members,
and role of CG in shaping the protocols related to
working of audit committee (AC). Thus, an in-
depth case study of Satyam is conducted here to
analyze the fraudulent accounting reporting
scam from accounting and top-level management
perspectives.

Review of Literature

Several analytical studies, from time to time, have
been reported in the global media and majority
of these studies were performed in developed,
Western countries. Unfortunately, no study has
been conducted to (a) examine the modus-
operandi of the Satyam, India’s largest corporate
fraud, and (b) analyze the behavioural aspects of
top-level management team in the perpetuation
of corporate frauds in the context of a developing
economy, like India. However, descriptive paper
provided good analysis of the Satyam scandal
[36]. It covered the areas of history of Satyam,
and also provided an insight into how the $2.7
billion scandal evaded regulators, investors, and
the board of directors. The author also provided
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a discussion of who was responsible for the
fraud, and explained the scandal’s effect in India
and the implications for dealing with future ob-
stacles. Finally, the author discussed the regula-
tory reforms undertaken following Satyam scam
and the current status of Indian securities mar-
kets. In another research study performed by
M. Bhasin [9], “the main objectives were to: (a)
identify the prominent companies involved in
fraudulent financial reporting practices, and the
nature of accounting irregularities they commit-
ted; (b) highlighted the Satyam Computer Lim-
ited’s accounting scandal by portraying the se-
quence of events, the aftermath of events, the key
parties involved, and major follow-up actions
undertaken in India; and (c) what lesions can be
learned from Satyam scam?” Another descriptive
study by K. Pai and T. Tolleson [28] examined the
capture of government regulators using the case
of Satyam Computer Services Limited, one of In-
dia’s largest software and services companies,
which disclosed a $1.47 billion fraud on its bal-
ance sheet on January 7, 2009. The authors re-
viewed the Satyam fraud and PWC’s failure to
detect Satyam'’s accounting shenanigans, and also
discussed the societal implications associated
with a “too big to fail” mentality and the moral
hazard of such a mindset. In addition, the paper
provides suggestions to protect the public inter-
est while citing lessons learned from this scandal.

Similarly, M. Bhasin [13] performed another re-
search study by applying a questionnaire-based
survey among 345 bank employees to know their
perception towards bank frauds and evaluate the
factors that influence the degree of their compli-
ance level. The study reveals that “there are poor
employment practices and lack of effective em-
ployee training; usually over-burdened staff,
weak internal control systems, and low compli-
ance levels on the part of Bank Managers, Offices
and Clerks”. However, an exploratory research
was conducted by P. Gupta and S. Gupta [21]
through a combined mode of structured ques-
tionnaires from 346 sample companies and 43
interviews with the corporate professionals,
management, investors, government offices and
authorities having wide experience. They found
that the regulatory system is weak, there is dire
need to redefine the role of auditors, coordina-
tion among different regulatory authorities is
poor, and after every scam, there is a blame
game”. Recently, M. Bhasin [16] conducted a
study using a questionnaire-based survey meth-
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odology, where in 14 specific research questions
were asked. In all, 120 questionnaires were dis-
tributed to the preparers’ and users’ of the com-
pany FS and 85 responses from the participants
were collected and analyzed using the percent-
age and frequencies of respondents. The study
revealed that the practice of creative accounting
(CA) is always a deliberate attempt to gain undue
advantage for accountants, managers and com-
panies. We recommend that “CA practices should
be considered as a serious crime, and as such,
accounting bodies, law courts and other regula-
tory authorities need to adopt very strict punitive
measures to stop unethical CA practices”.

Accordingly, the primary objective of this paper
is to examine managers’ unethical behaviours in
documented corporate fraud cases, on the basis
of press articles, which constitute an ex-post
evaluation of alleged or acknowledged fraud
cases. Unfortunately, no study has been con-
ducted to examine behavioural aspects of man-
ager’s in the perpetuation of corporate frauds in
the context of a developing economy, like India.
Hence, the present study seeks to fill this gap and
contributes to the literature.

Research Methodology

Financial reporting practice can be developed by
reference to a particular setting in which it is
embedded. Therefore, ‘qualitative’ research
could be seen useful to explore and describe
fraudulent financial reporting practice. An at-
tempt has been made by the author to provide a
brief description about the modus-operandi used
by the top-level management at Satyam, based on
reports of various Indian investigative agencies
and media reports to commit the accounting
fraud, duly supported by documentary evidence.
Here, two issues are crucial. First, to understand
why and how a ‘specific’ company is committed
to fraudulent financial reporting practice an ap-
propriate “interpretive” research approach is
needed. Second, case study conducted as part of
this study, looked specifically at the largest fraud
case in India, involving Satyam. The Satyam ac-
counting fraud has, for the first time, comprehen-
sively exposed the failure of the regulatory over-
sight mechanism in India. No doubt, to design
better accounting systems, we need to under-
stand how accounting systems operate in their
social, political and economic contexts.
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Objectives of Study and Sources of Information. To
complement prior literature, we examined
“documented behaviours in cases of corporate
scandals, using the evidence taken from press
articles (such as managers’ quotes and journal-
ists’ analyses)”. In terms of information collection
‘methodology’, we searched for evidence from
the U.S. press coverage contained in the “Factiva”
database (also called Dow Jones Factiva). It is a
non-academic database of international news
containing 20,000 worldwide full-text publica-
tions including The Financial Times, The Wall
Street Journal, as well as the continuous informa-
tion from Reuters, Dow Jones, and the Associated
Press. We also used SEC documents, to under-
stand the technical and accounting aspects of the
corporate fraud. For some companies, we also
used the restatement reports. Thus, present
study is primarily based on “secondary” sources
of data, (EBSCO host database), gathered from
the related literature published in the journals,
newspaper, books, statements, reports. However,
as stated earlier, the nature of study is “primarily
qualitative, descriptive and analytical”. However,
no quantitative and statistical tools have been
used specifically for analysis of this case study.

Result and Discussion

Emergence of Satyam. Satyam was a ‘rising-star’
in the Indian ‘outsourced’ IT-services industry.
The company was formed in 1987 in Hyderabad
(India) by Mr. Ramalinga Raju. The firm began
with 20 employees, grew rapidly as a ‘global’
business, which operated in 65 countries around
the world. Satyam was the first Indian company
to be registered with three International Ex-
changes (NYSE, DOW Jones and EURONEXT).
Satyam was as an example of India’s growing
success; it won numerous awards for innovation,
governance, and corporate accountability [1]. As
M. Bhasin [10] commented, “From 2003-2008, in
nearly all financial metrics of interest to inves-
tors, the company grew measurably, as summa-
rized in Table 1. Satyam generated Rs. 25,415.4
million in total sales in 2003-04. By March 2008,
the company sales revenue had grown by over
three times. The company demonstrated an an-
nual compound growth rate of 38% over that pe-
riod. Similarly, operating profits, net profit and
operating cash flows growth averaged 28, 33 and
35%, respectively”. Thus, Satyam generated sig-
nificant corporate growth and shareholder value
too. The company was a leading star (and a rec-
ognizable name) in a global IT marketplace.

Ramalinga Raju and Fraudulent Financial Re-
porting Practices at Satyam. Unfortunately, less
than five months after winning the Global Pea-
cock Award, Satyam became the center-piece of a
‘massive’ accounting fraud. Satyam’s top-
management simply cooked the company’s
books by overstating its revenues, profit margins,
and profits for every single quarter over a period
of 5-years, from 2003 to 2008. Shockingly, on
January 7, 2009, Mr. Raju disclosed in a letter
(Figure 1), “He had been manipulating the com-
pany’s accounting numbers for years. He over-
stated assets on Satyam'’s balance sheet by $1.47
billion, and nearly $1.04 billion in bank loans and
cash that the company claimed to own was non-
existent. Satyam also under-reported liabilities
on its balance sheet and overstated its income
nearly every quarter over the course of several
years in order to meet analyst expectations”. For
example, the results announced on October 17,
2009 overstated quarterly revenues by 75% and
profits by 97%. Mr. Raju and company’s global
head of internal audit used a number of different
techniques to perpetrate the fraud [27].

As S. Ramachandran [30] pointed out, “Using his
personal computer, Mr. Raju created numerous
bank statements to advance the fraud. He falsi-
fied the bank accounts to inflate the balance
sheet with balances that did not exist. He also in-
flated the income statement by claiming interest
income from the fake bank accounts. Mr. Raju
also revealed that He created 6,000 fake salary
accounts over the past few years and appropri-
ated the money after the company deposited it”.
As M. Bhasin [18] pointed out, “The Satyam’s
global head of internal audit created fake cus-
tomer identities and generated fake invoices
against their names to inflate revenue. The global
head of internal audit also forged board resolu-
tions and illegally obtained loans for the com-
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pany”. It also appeared that the cash that the
company raised through American Depository
Receipts in the United States never made it to the
balance sheets [37].

Satyam’s Fraudulent Reporting Methodology
Unveiled. The unfolding of Satyam sage has been
a watershed event in the Indian corporate his-
tory. According to the founder’s own public con-
fession, Satyam had frequently used fraudulent
financial reporting practices by inflating its re-
ported revenues by 25%, its operating margins
by over 10 times, and its cash and bank balance
by over 1 billion dollars. The magnitude of this
scam/fraud makes it by far the biggest account-
ing scandal in India’s history [24]. Now, it is good
to see that the Satyam case is different at least in
one respect - we now have all the details about
the modus operandi of the fraud. Shockingly,
how did Raju mastermind this maze of fraudu-
lent accounting practices at Satyam? Keen to pro-
ject a perpetually rosy picture of the company to
the investors, employees and analysts, Raju ma-
nipulated and fudged the account books so that it
appeared a far bigger enterprise and more prof-
itable, than it actually was. Here, M. Bhasin [12]
remarked, “The Satyam reporting scam is clearly
a case of abuse of accounting, in which the ac-
counts were ‘cooked-up’ by creating fake in-
voices for the services not rendered, recognizing
revenue on these fake receipts, falsifying the
bank balances and interest on fixed deposits to
show these fake invoices are converted into cash
receipts and are earning interest, and so on”.
These types of fraudulent reporting accounting
practices are both illegal and unethical. In its re-
cent indictment of the former promoters and top
managers of Satyam, the SEBI and other investi-
gative agencies in India had finally provided
minute and fascinating details about how India’s
largest corporate scam was committed.

2. For the September quarter (Q2) we reported a revenue of
Rs.2,700 crore and an operating margin of Rs. 649 crore {24% of
revenues) as against the actual revenues of Rs. 2,112 crore and
an actual operating margin of Rs. 61 Crore ( 3% of revenues). This

has resulted in artificial cash and bank balances going up by Rs.
588 crare in Q2 alone.

The gap in the Balance Sheet has arisen purely on aceaunt of inflated
profits over a period of last several years (limited only ta Satyam
standalene, books of subsidiaries reflecting true performance). What
started as a marginal gap between actual operating profit and the one
reflected in the books of accounts centinued to grow over the years, It
has attained unmanageable proportions as the size of company
operatlons grew significantly (annualized revenue run rate of Rs. 11,276
crore in the September quarter, 2008 and official reserves of Rs. 8,392
crere). The differential in the real profits and the one reflected in the
books was further accentuated by the fact that the company had to
carry additional resources and assets to justify higher level of

As the promoters held
a small percentage of equity, the concern was that poor performance
would result in a take-over, thereby exposing the Bap.

The aborted Maytas acquisition deal was the last attempt to fill the
fictitious assets with real ones. Maytas’ investars were eonvinced that
this is a good divestment apportunity and a strategic fit. Once
Satyam’s problem was solved, it was hoped that Maytas' payments can
be defayed. But that was not to be. What fallowed in the last several
days is commaon knowledge.

1. Web of Companies. “A web of 356 investment
companies was used to allegedly divert funds
from Satyam. Under Ramalinga Raju, Satyam
floated 327 companies and published inflated
financials,” said M. Bhasin [15]. These front com-
panies purchased 6,000 acres of land, taken loans
of Rs. 1,230 crore from these companies, which
were not even accounted in books. The CID in-
vestigation also revealed that Satyam had exe-
cuted projects in the name of 7 non-existent
companies. All these companies had several
transactions in the form of inter-corporate in-
vestments, advances and loans within and among
them. One such ‘sister’ company, with a paid-up
capital of Rs. 5 lakh, had made an investment of
Rs. 90.25 crore, and received unsecured loans of
Rs. 600 crore.

2. Cooked-Up Books of Accounts. Raju maintained
thorough details of the Satyam’s cooked-up ac-
counts and minutes of meetings since 2002. He
stored records of accounts for the latest year
(2008-09) in a computer server called “My Home
Hub”. Details of accounts from 2002 till Jan. 7,
2009 (the day Mr. Raju came out with his dra-
matic 5-page confession) were stored in two
separate Internet Protocol (IP) addresses. Keep-
ing in view the media reports, M. Bhasin [17] is of

firm opinion that “Satyam’s top management
simply cooked-up the company’s books by over-
stating its revenues, profit margins, profits, ghost
employees, etc. for every single quarter over a
period of 5-years, from 2003 to 2008. In his let-
ter, Raju admitted to inflating the cash and bank
balances of the company by Rs. 5,040 crore. The
company’s total assets as on Sept. 30, 2008, stood
at Rs. 8,795 crore. Of this, cash and bank balances
stood at Rs. 5,313 crore (which was nearly 60%
of the total assets). This was overstated by Rs.
5,040 crore. The company basically had cash and
bank balances of less than Rs. 300 crore”.

The balance sheet of Satyam (as on 30 Sept,
2008) carried an inflated (non-existent) cash and
bank balances of Rs. 5,040 crore, non-existent
interest of Rs. 376 crore, and understated liability
of Rs. 1,230 crore. In fact, the balance sheet car-
ried an accrued interest of Rs. 376 crore, which
was also non-existent. Table 2 depicts some parts
of the Satyam’s fabricated ‘Balance Sheet and In-
come Statement’ and shows the ‘difference’ be-
tween ‘actual’ and ‘reported’ finances. Keeping in
view the modus-operandi successfully used by
Satyam, M. Bhasin [14] remarked: “To show ex-
cess cash, several banks have to be ‘fooled’ (or
asked to look the other way). To show huge fake
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revenues, everyone, from sales teams to MIS
managers to accountants, had to be kept in the
‘dark’ (or conscripted into the conspiracy). To
hide it all from investors and analysts, auditors
had to be ‘fooled’ (or roped in as co-
conspirators). Some surely were. It is frightening
that such large-scale fraudulent financial report-
ing scam, which is precisely the kind of thing our
various ‘watchdogs’ are meant to prevent, can be
perpetrated so casually by just a few people at
the top!”

3. Falsification of Bank’s Fixed Deposits Accounts.
As M. Bhasin [11] commented, “From the records
of Satyam, as well as, the books held with the
auditors, it was noted that two sets of letters of
confirmation of balances of FDRs were available
with the auditors. These two sets included con-
firmations actually sent by banks directly to the
auditors (the genuine ones) in the prescribed
format, and confirmations through forged letters
purportedly sent from various bank branches,
but forged”. Thus, as on 30 Sept. 2008, while the
actual FDs balances with various banks was just
under Rs. 10 crore, fake FD receipts shown to the
auditors totaled over Rs. 3,300 crore. Providing
an explanation, M. Bhasin [17] described the
motto and rationale for the process as, “Fake FDs
had to be generated since fake business had to be
shown to the stock markets, which meant the
creation of fake customers and fake invoices
from these businesses. Fake businesses gener-
ated fake revenues which, in turn, created the
illusion of fake profit margins, and, finally, fake
cash in the bank. Satyam apparently was very
poor on its business fundamentals - with mar-
gins being low in many quarters, including nega-

tive margins in some quarters”. Indeed, falsifica-
tion with regards to fixed deposit have been done
since 2001-02 till 2007-08 and also for the quar-
ter ended June 2008 and Sept. 2008.

4. Fake Invoices. M. Bhasin [16] stated, “Docu-
ments showed how the Satyam'’s standard billing
systems were subverted to generate ‘false’ in-
voices to show ‘inflated’ sales, before its former
boss, Raju, admitted to his role in the corporate
scandal. The Satyam scandal involved this system
structure being bypassed by the abuse of an
emergency ‘Excel Porting System’, which allows
invoices to be generated directly in IMS...by port-
ing the data into the IMS”. This system was sub-
verted by the creation of a user ID called ‘Super
User’ with “the power to hide/unhide the in-
voices generated in IMS”. The investigators had
used cyber forensics to uncover how in-house
computer systems were exploited to generate
fake invoices. Regular Satyam bills were created
by a computer application called ‘Operational
Real Time Management (OPTIMA)’, which cre-
ated and maintained information on all company
projects. The ‘Satyam Project Repository (SRP)’
system then generated project IDs; there is also
an ‘Ontime’ application for entering the hours
worked by Satyam employees; and a ‘Project Bill
Management System (PBMS)’ for billing. An ‘In-
voice Management System (IMS)’ generated the
final invoices. There were about 74,625 invoices
generated in the IMS between April 2003 and
Dec. 2008. The CBI found that “sales were in-
flated every quarter and the average inflation in
sales was about 18% [29].

5. Showing Fake Employees. To quote M. Bhasin
[8], “One of the biggest sources of defalcation at
Satyam was the inflation of the number of em-
ployees. Founder chairman of Satyam, Raju
claimed that the company had 53,000 employees
on its payroll. But according to investigators, the
real number was around 43,000. The ficti-
tious/ghost number of employees could be fabri-
cated because payment to the remaining 13,000
employees was faked year-after-year: an opera-
tion that evidently involved the creation of bogus
companies with a large number of employees”.
The money, in the form of salaries paid to ghost
employees, came to around $4 million a month,
which was diverted through front companies and
through accounts belonging to one of Mr. Raju’s
brothers and his mother to buy thousands of
acres of land. Making up ghost employees might
sound complicated, but investigators said it was
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not that difficult. “Employees are just code num-
bers in Satyam system; it can create any amount
of them by creating bogus employee IDs with
false address, time-sheets, opening fake salary
accounts with banks, and collecting payments
through an accomplice”.

6. Lax Board of Directors. The Satyam Board was
composed of “chairman-friendly” directors, who
failed to question the management'’s strategy and
use of leverage in recasting the company. More-
over, they were also extremely slow to act when
it was already clear that the company was in fi-
nancial distress. Here, M. Bhasin [6] observed,
“The directors acted as mere rubber-stamps and
the promoters were always present to influence
the decision. The glue that held the board mem-
bers together was Mr. Raju (Chairman). Each of
the board members were there on his personal
invitation and that made them ineffective. The
Board ignored, or failed to act on, critical infor-
mation related to financial wrong-doings before
the company ultimately collapsed”. It was only
when Raju in the Dec. 2008 announced a $1.6 bil-
lion bid for two Maytas companies (Maytas Infra
and Maytas Properties) and while the share mar-
ket reacted very strongly against the bid and
prices plunged by 55% on concerns about Sat-
yam’s CG, that some of the IDs came into action
by announcing their withdrawal from the Board,
by than it was too late.

Satyam board’s decision to invest 1.6 billion dol-
lars to acquire a 100% stake in Maytas Proper-
ties and 51% stake in Maytas Infrastructure (the
two real estate firms promoted by Raju’s sons)
was in gross violation of the Companies Act 1956,
under which no company is allowed, without
shareholder’s approval to acquire directly or in-
directly any other corporate entity that is valued
at over 60% of its paid-up capital. “Yet, Satyam’s
directors went along with the decision, raising
only technical and procedural questions about
SEBTI'’s guidelines and the valuation of the Maytas
companies. They did not even refer to the conflict
of interest in buying companies in a completely
unrelated business, floated by the chairman’s
relatives,” remarked M. Bhasin [7]. Indeed, one of
the independent directors even praised the mer-
its of real-estate investment on Satyam’s part.

7. Unconvincing Role of Independent Directors.
With regard to the role of the ‘independent’ di-
rectors (IDs) at Satyam, we should understand:
how ‘independent’ they actually were? It was

seen that all the non-executive directors (NEDs)
at Satyam have been allotted significant stock
options at an unbelievable low strike price of Rs.
2 per share. Apart from this, all the NEDs have
also earned handsome commissions during
2007-08, as reflected by Satyam'’s audited results.
Naturally, a basic question arises here: “how can
directors who had enjoyed such a huge largesse
from the Company’s promoters, had been benefi-
ciaries of stock options given at an unbelievable
strike price of Rs. 2 per share (against the ruling
price of Rs. 500 per share in 2007- 08), and who
had received such high commissions could be
expected to be ‘independent’? According to
M. Bhasin [5], “The idea of giving stock options to
the IDs, was an intelligent ploy by Raju to suc-
cessfully implement his plot at Satyam, with little
resistance from the so-called independent direc-
tors, to whom, he was supposed to report to. It
sounds ridiculous to listen to some of the IDs at
the Press interviews (post-scandal) that they
were not aware of what was going on at Satyam”.
“Satyam scam is one more proof that the mere
compliance of SEBI’s rule of the minimum num-
ber of independent directors does not guarantee
ethical practices. Corporate history of the past
decade has more than clearly shown that inde-
pendent directors have not served their pur-
pose,” stated M. Bhasin [4].

8. Tunneling Strategy Used by Satyam. As part of
their “tunneling” strategy, the Satyam promoters
had substantially reduced their holdings in com-
pany from 25.6% (in Mar. 2001) to 8.74% (in
Mar. 2008). Furthermore, as the promoters held
a very small percentage of equity (mere 2.18%)
on Dec. 2008, as shown in Table 3, the concern
was that poor performance would result in a
takeover bid, thereby exposing the gap. Here,
M. Bhasin [9] reports, “The aborted Maytas ac-
quisition deal was the final, desperate effort to
cover up the accounting fraud by bringing in
some real assets into the business. When that
failed, Raju confessed the fraud. Given the stake
the Raju’s held in Matyas, pursuing the deal
would not have been terribly difficult from the
perspective of the Raju family”.

As pointed out by S. Shirur [33], “Unlike Enron,
which sank due to agency problem, Satyam was
brought to its knee due to tunneling. The com-
pany with a huge cash pile, with promoters still
controlling it with a small per cent of shares (less
than 3%), and trying to absorb a real-estate
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company in which they have a majority stake is a
deadly combination pointing prima facie to tun-
neling”. The reason why Raju claims that he did it
was because every year he was fudging revenue
figures, and since expenditure figures could not
be fudged so easily, the gap between ‘actual’
profit and ‘book’ profit got widened every year.
In order to close this gap, he had planned to buy
Maytas Infrastructure and Maytas Properties. In
this way, ‘fictitious’ profits could be absorbed
through a ‘self-dealing’ process. M. Bhasin [3]
concludes, “The auditors, bankers, and SEB], the
market watchdog, were all blamed for their role
in the accounting fraud”.

9. Insider Trading Activities. Investigations into
Satyam scam by the CID of the State Police and
Central agencies have established that “the pro-
moters indulged in nastiest kind of insider trad-
ing of the company’s shares to raise money for
building a large land bank”. According to the SFIO
Report findings, “promoters of Satyam and their
family members during April 2000 to January 7,
2009 sold almost 3.9 crore number of shares
thereby collecting in Rs. 3029.67 crore. During
this course, the founder ex-chairman Ramalinga
Raju sold 98 lakh shares collecting in Rs. 773.42
crores, whereas, his brother Rama Raju, sold 1.1
crore shares pocketing Rs. 894.32 crores”. Find-
ing these top managers guilty of unfair manipula-
tion of stock prices and insider trading, SEBI has
asked them to deposit their ‘unlawful gains’ of Rs.
1850 crore, with 12% interest, with the regulator
within 45 days. They have also been barred from
associating with the securities markets in any
manner for the next 14 years.

10. Gaps in Satyam’s Earnings and Cash Flows. Af-
ter careful analysis, we can see there is no real
difference in the trends in Satyam’s net income
and its cash flow from operations during 2004
and 2005, as shown in Figure 2.

Both net income and cash flow lines were almost
overlapping each other. That is not because the
earnings were genuine; it is because the cash
flows were manipulated too. To do that, Raju’s
team had to forge several big amount accounts
receivables, and simultaneously falsify about
their cash collections. Thus, the fake cash flows
had led to the bogus bank balances. However,
wide gaps can be noticed in net income and cash
flow from operation during 2006, 2007 and
2008, respectively. “During 2006 to 2008, cash
flows were far less than net income due to ac-
counting manipulations. Indeed, Satyam fraud
was a stunningly and very cleverly articulated
comprehensive fraud, likely to be far more exten-
sive than what happened at Enron,” said
M. Bhasin [14].

11. Fake Audit and Dubious Role Played by Audi-
tor’s. Many experts cast partial blame for the ac-
counting scandal on Satyam’s auditor ‘Price
Waterhouse (PwC)’ India, because the fraud
went undetected for so many years. In fact, global
auditing firm used Lovelock and Lewis (as their
agent), who audited the Satyam’s books of ac-
counts from June 2000 until the discovery of the
fraud in 2009. Several commentators criticized
PwC harshly for failing to detect the fraud [36].
However, Raju’s admission of having fudged the
accounts for several years put the role of these
statutory auditors on the dock.

The SFIO Report stated, “Statutory auditors in-
stead of using an ‘independent’ testing mecha-
nism used Satyam’s investigative tools and
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thereby compromised on reporting standards”.
PwC did not check even 1% of the invoices; nei-
ther did they pay enough attention to verification
of sundry debtors, which (according to Raju’s
confession) was overstated by 23% (SFIO report
says it was overstated by almost 50%). The
Statutory auditors also failed in discharging their
duty when it came to independently verifying
cash and bank balances, both current account
and fixed deposits. Hence, it was required that
the PwC auditors independently check with the
banks on the existence of Fixed Deposit’s, but this
was not done for as large as a sum of Rs. 5,040
crore. “The statutory auditors on whom the gen-
eral public relied on for accurate information not
only failed in their job but themselves played a
part in perpetrating fraud by preparing a clean
audit report for fudged, manipulated and cooked
books,” concluded Bhasin (2012).

It is shocking to know that “PwC outsourced the
audit function to a local audit firm, Lovelock and
Lewis, without the approval of Satyam”. Unfortu-
nately, the PwC audited the company for nearly 9
years and did not uncover the fraud, whereas
Merrill Lynch discovered the fraud as part of its
due diligence in merely 10 days. Missing these
“red-flags” implied either that the auditors were
grossly inept or in collusion with the company in
committing the fraud. The CBI, which investi-
gated the case, also charged the two auditors
with complicity in the commission of the fraud by
consciously overlooking the accounting irregu-
larities. On April 22, 2014 “The Institute of Char-
tered Accountants of India (ICAI)” has imposed a
life-time ban on four auditors involved in the
Satyam CA fraud. A penalty of Rs. 5 lakh each was
also levied on them. Strangely, Satyam’s auditor,
PwC, got away with a rap on its knuckles.

12. Abnormal Audit Fees Paid to PwC India Agent.
A point has also been raised about the unjustified
increase in audit fees. Table 4 shows that over a
period of four years, 2004-05 to 2007-08, the au-
dit fee increased by 5.7 times, whereas total in-
come increased by 2.47 times during the same
period. Here, Bhasin (2013) remarked, “Satyam
also paid PwC twice what other firms would
charge for the audit, which raised questions
about whether PwC was complicit in the fraud”.
The Chairman of the AC’s in the relevant years
should have been interrogated by the investiga-
tors as to what justification did the AC have for
recommending such a hike?

The PwC received an annual fee of Rs. 37.3 mil-
lion for financial year 2007-2008, which is almost
twice, as what Satyam peers (i.e., TCS, Infosys,
Wipro), on an average, pay their auditors. Bhasin
(2015) stated, “This shows that the auditors
were being lured by the monetary incentive to
certify the cooked and manipulated financial
statements. Events of such nature raised doubts
about statutory auditors’ discharging their duty
independently”. Consequently, on 24th Jan. 2009,
two senior partners of PwC, Mr. S. Gopalakrishna
and Mr. Srinivas Talluri were booked by Andhra
Pradesh CID police on charges of fraud and
criminal conspiracy. Also, the PwC had sus-
pended the two partners, who signed on Sat-
yam’s balance sheet and are currently in prison.

13. Questionable Role of the Audit Committee. Re-
cently, Bhasin (2016d) observed, “Surprisingly,
the failure to detect the Satyam fraud is ‘unimag-
inable’ because it involved violating basic ‘audit’
procedures. Auditing ‘cash’ is so basic that people
do not think twice about accepting the number,
never thinking to ask questions about it”. Still, a
basic question arises: “Where was the Audit
Committee (AC)?” As AC member, the directors
have full-access to the auditors and right and re-
sponsibility to question the audit team. For in-
stance, in the Satyam case after seeing an accu-
mulated $1 billion on the books, the AC should
have raised questions about “what the company
planned to do with the cash, or how much it was
earning on the money, and so on”. Moreover,
Bhasin (2015) observed that “the timely action
on the information supplied by a whistleblower
to the chairman and members of the AC (an e-
mail dated December 18, 2008 by Jose Abraham),
could serve as an SOS to the company, but they

chose to keep silent and did not report the matter
to the shareholders or the regulatory authori-
ties”.

Aftermath of Satyam Scandal. The news of the
fraudulent financial reporting practices followed
by Satyam sent jitters through the Indian stock
market, and Sensex index fell more than 5% and
also Satyam shares fell by more than 70%. Fol-
lowing the shocking disclosures by Mr. Raju
(Chairman), the traders counter saw frantic sell-
ing on the bourses and nearly 143 million shares
(or a quarter of the total 575 million shares) had
changed hands and finally, the shares closed
down 77.69% at Rs. 39.95 at the Bombay Stock
Exchange (BSE), wiping out Rs.139.15 per share
in a single day. After Wednesday'’s fall, the firm'’s
market value has sunk to little more than $500
million from around $7 billion as recently as last
June. The stock that hit its all-time high of Rs. 542
in 2008 crashed to an unimaginable Rs. 6.30 on
the day Raju confessed on Jan. 9, 2009. Satyam’s
shares fell to 11.50 rupees on Jan. 10, 2009, their
lowest level since March 1998, compared to a
high of Rs. 544 in 2008. In the New York Stock
Exchange, Satyam shares peaked in 2008 at US$
29.10; by March 2009 they were trading around
US $1.80. Thus, investors lost $2.82 billion in Sat-
yam.

Just a year later, the scam-hit Satyam was
snapped up by Tech Mahindra for a mere Rs. 58
per share - a market cap of mere Rs. 5,600 crore.
In the aftermath of Satyam, India’s markets re-
covered and Satyam now lives on. India’s stock
market is currently trading near record highs, as
it appears that a global economic recovery is tak-
ing place. Civil litigation and criminal charges
continue against Satyam. As Shubhashish (2015)
concluded, “On 13 April 2009, via a formal public
auction process, a 46% stake in Satyam was pur-
chased by Mahindra & Mahindra owned com-
pany Tech Mahindra, as part of its diversification
strategy. Effective July 2009, Satyam rebranded
its services under the new Mahindra manage-
ment as Mahindra Satyam. After a delay due to
tax issues, Tech Mahindra announced its merger
with Mahindra Satyam on 21 March 2012, after
the board of two companies gave the approval.
The companies are merged legally on 25 June
2013”. As D. Winkler [36] states, “With the right
changes, India can minimize the rate and size of
accounting fraud in the Indian capital markets”.
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Investigation into the Satyam Case: Criminal &
Civil Charges. The Indian government immedi-
ately started an investigation, while at the same
time limiting its direct participation. The gov-
ernment appointed a ‘new’ board of directors for
Satyam to try to save the company: goal was to
sell the company within 100 days [26]. On 7 Jan.
2009, the SEBI commenced investigations under
the various SEBI regulations. The Ministry of
Corporate Affairs (MCA) of the Central Govern-
ment separately initiated a fraud investigation
through its Serious Fraud Investigation Office
(SFIO). In addition, the MCA filed a petition be-
fore the Company Law Board (CLB) to prevent
the existing directors from acting on the Board
and to appoint new directors. On 9 Jan. 2009, the
CLB suspended the current directors of Satyam
and allowed the Government to appoint up to 10
new “nominee” directors. Subsequently, the new,
six-member Board had appointed a chief execu-
tive officer and external advisors, including the
accounting firms KPMG and Deloitte to restate
the accounts of Satyam.

“The Satyam fraudulent financial reporting
scam/fraud has highlighted the multiplicity of
regulators, courts and regulations involved in a
serious offence by a listed-company in India. The
lengthy and complicated investigations that were
followed up after the revelation of the fraud has
led to charges against several different groups of
people involved with Satyam,” says M. Bhasin [9].
Indian authorities arrested Mr. Raju, Mr. B. Ramu
Raju (Raju’s brother), its former managing direc-
tor, Mr. Srinivas Vdlamani, the company’s head of
internal audit, and its CFO on criminal charges of
fraud. Indian authorities also arrested and
charged several of the company’s auditors (PwC)
with fraud. The Institute of Chartered Account-
ants of India (ICAI 2009) ruled that “the CFO and
the auditor were guilty of professional miscon-
duct”.

All the accused involved in the Satyam fraud case
were charged with cheating, criminal conspiracy,
forgery, breach of trust, inflating invoices and
profits, faking accounts and violating number of
income tax laws. The CBI had filed three charge-
sheets in the case, which were later clubbed into
one massive charge-sheet running over 55,000
pages. Over 3000 documents and 250 witnesses
were parsed over the past 6 years. A special CBI
court on April 9, 2015 finally, sentenced Mr. B.
Ramalinga Raju, his two brothers and seven oth-
ers to seven years in prison in the Satyam fraud
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case. The court also imposed a fine of Rs. 5 crore
on Ramalinga Raju, the Satyam founder and for-
mer chairman, and his brother B. Rama Raju, and
Rs. 20-25 lakh each on the remaining accused
[25]. The 10 people found guilty in the case are:
B. Ramalinga Raju; his brother and Satyam'’s for-
mer managing director B. Rama Raju; former
chief financial officer Vadlamani Srinivas; former
PwC auditors Subramani Gopalakrishnan and T.
Srinivas; Raju’s another brother, B Suryanara-
yana Raju; former employees (G. Ramakrishna, D.
Venkatpathi Raju and Ch. Srisailam); and Sat-
yam’s former internal chief auditor V.S. Prab-
hakar Gupta.

Conclusion and Recommendation

Satyam, a global IT-company based in India, has
just been added to a notorious list of companies
involved in fraudulent financial reporting prac-
tices. Satyam’s CEO and Chairman, Mr. B. Rama-
lingam Raju, took the final responsibility for all
the accounting improprieties. “This leads one to
ask a simple question: How does this keep on
happening for five years, without any suspi-
cions?” asked M. Bhasin [17]. So, while Raju ran
his fraud, the auditor slept, the analysts slept, and
so did the media. To be fair, finally, the media and
a whistle-blower did an excellent job of exposing
Raju and his many other “shenanigans” after he
had confessed. In his letter (of Jan. 7, 2009) ad-
dressed to board of directors of Satyam, Raju
showed the markers of this fraud ‘pathology’.
Now, more than six years later, the final decision
in the Satyam scam has been made and all ac-
cused charge-sheeted in the case have been
awarded punishment by the Court.

The Satyam fraudulent financial reporting scam
is a glaring example of ‘abuse’ of accounting, in
which the account books were cooked up. Re-
cently, M.Bhasin [16] lucidly pointed out that
“the culture at Satyam (especially dominated by
the board) symbolized an unethical culture”. This
scam brought to light the role of CG in shaping
the protocols related to the working of Audit
Committee and duties of Board members. Now, it
is amply clear that the Satyam scam was plotted
at the top and driven by Ramalinga Raju and his
brother. They were the key players in the plot to
falsify the accounts and hide the bottom-line
truth from everyone. It is also clear that all the
culprits - from Raju down to the finance guys -
did everything possible to give SEBI and other

investigative agencies a run-around and delay
the verdict. This is what explains, why it took
more than five-and-a-half years to close an open-
and-shut-case. It took nearly 2 years, involve-
ment of multitude of investigation agencies, and
over 200 experts to assess the total damage of
the scam perpetrated by Raju. Now, the final fig-
ure is a shade under Rs. 8,000 crore. A special
CBI Court in Hyderabad on April 9, 2015 finally,
sentenced all the 10 people involved in the multi-
crore accounting scam found guilty of cheating,
forgery, destruction of evidence and criminal
breach of trust, almost the six-year-old case has
reached its logical conclusion. Undoubtedly, the
Indian government took quick actions to protect
the interest of the investors, safeguard the credi-
bility of India, and the nation’s image across the
world.

According to A. Chopra [20], President of ICAI,
“The Satyam scam was not an accounting or au-
diting failure, but one of CG. This apex body
found the two PwC auditors ‘prima-facie’ guilty
of professional misconduct”. The CBI also
charged the two auditors with complicity in the
commission of the fraud by consciously over-
looking the accounting irregularities. As
A. Krishnan [26] pointed out, “Yet both Satyam’s
internal as well as statutory auditors did not
bring it to anyone’s notice. Well, the internal
auditor hauled up by SEBI has frankly admitted
that he did notice differences in the amounts
billed to big clients, such as Citigroup and Agilent,
when he scoured Satyam’s computerized ac-
counts. But when he flagged this with Satyam'’s
finance team, he was fobbed off with the assur-
ance that the accounts would be ‘reconciled’.
Later, he was ‘assured’ that the problem had
been fixed”. We strongly recommend that
“Fraudulent financial reporting practices should
be considered as a serious crime, and as such,
accounting bodies, law courts and other regula-
tory authorities in India need to adopt very strict
punitive measures to stop such unethical prac-
tices”. According to the Association of Certified
Fraud Examiner’s Report to the Nations [2],
“Their survey estimated that the typical organi-
zation loses 5% of revenues in a given year as a
result of fraud... India ranks second in terms of
victim organizations reporting fraud cases”. Fi-
nally, the responsibility of preventing, detecting
and investigating corporate and financial frauds
rests squarely on Board of Directors and this re-
quires them to adopt preventive steps. Also, the
Board of Directors and top-management should
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jointly agree and define their anti-fraud strategy,
establish appropriate fraud mitigation steps, and
train their employees to combat financial and
corporate frauds. Shockingly, no full-proof sys-
tem could be developed, so far, by the multiple
local and international regulatory bodies across

holders’ “dubs the rising cases and magnitude of
frauds as an inevitable cost of doing business”.
Although, corporate world cannot be 100% se-
cure against unknown threats, a certain level of
preparedness can go a long way in countering
fraud risks.

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Musical Creativity and the Subjective World of the Artist: the Context of Culture
Creation
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Abstract. The problem of creating music in the light of postmodern artistic imitation of ideas is characterised by
the compositional focus of attention to the expression of subjective meanings and ideas that actualizes the
possibility of an intentional world of the artist, originality of creative thinking, the ability to specify and deepen
semantic sphere-shaped piece. The personification of artistic meanings within subjective reality is related to the
processes of objectification of artistic and aesthetic paradigms prevailing within the culture; defining the inner
meaning of culture contextually, a creative person is able to understand the deep, concentrated essence of the
cultural epoch or cultural form. A creator-man, who feels or is conscious of an internal impulse of culture, thinks
contextually, creating new stories, images that outgrow the limits of the author's subjective content, finding
expression in interpreting the meanings of concepts.
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Introduction

The use of songs and dance as dramatic expres-
sions are definitely not new to postcolonial writ-
ers but what differentiates one writer from the
other is the purpose for which such songs are
meant for. It should, however, be noted that, al-
though song and dance are independent arts,
there are being used adequately in today’s theat-
rical production to play significant roles as as-
pects of oral aesthetics. The various songs and
symbols that permeate the works under study
play multiple roles and carry various meanings if
read within the context of the postcolonial socie-
ties they all set out to represent. It is important to
mention here that though songs and dance do
not constitute the only aspects of oral aesthetics,
this paper limits itself to the examination of
songs and dance.

Literature Review

A.S Akinuli Olumide stipulates in “Elements of
Theatre” that the use of songs in dramatic pro-
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duction can be divided into two major categories:
incidental and dramatic music [22]. A. S. Olumide
sees incidental (song) as that used to set mood, to
underscore or heighten emotions. In a dramatic
production, incidental music is not an integral
part of a play but can be introduced prior to the
beginning of it to establish the appropriate mood
and atmospheric conditions within a perform-
ance. By not being an integral part of the produc-
tion, we mean it is not composed for the play. It is
used as background music in a dramatic produc-
tion.

Dramatic music on the other hand, A. S. Olumide
further stresses, is an integral part of the play’s
action. He quotes Brockett who argues that “it is
used most extensively in opera and musical com-
edy or in plays that employ music and song to
comment on the action in a Brechtian manner”
[22]. Brockett, Olumide opines, goes further to
state that “in such works the music is usually
written to meet the specific demands of the
script, and the overall effect would be altered se-
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riously were the music to be omitted”. A. Olumide
concludes his analysis on the use of song and
dance in theatre by stating that [22, p. 114]:

Some of the functions of music in a dramatic pro-
duction are to first and foremost establish or en-
hance mood and create expectation. Secondly, it is
also used to establish the level of probability. That
is, what the audience are watching is not a real life
situation but an artistic imagination of the play-
wright’s view. Thirdly, it can also be used to char-
acterise melody, rhythm and tempo. Fourthly, mu-
sic can be a medium for the ideas and lastly, music
can be pleasurable in itself, for it is enjoyable quite
apart from its dramatic uses.

Walcott and Besong use song and dance for mul-
tiple reasons. Song and dance constitute an im-
portant element of satire in the works of Walcott
and Besong. There are not only used for enter-
tainment but constitute a veritable instrument
for conscientisation, satire and revolution. The
messages and meanings embedded in most of the
songs one comes across in the plays under study
validate H. L. B Moodys’ claims in Literary Appre-
ciation that, “Literature, which entertains us,
does not keep us for long in the other world of
fantasy or unreality. The greatest satisfaction to
be found in literature occurs where it bring us
back to the realities of human situations, prob-
lems, feelings and relationships” [19, p. 2-3].
Moody’s view here is very much contrary to that
of Peter Abety who in “The Literary Podium and
the Political Pulpit: Medium and Message in An-
glophone Cameroon Drama” emphasises on the
strength of the literary podium over message
(political pulpit) [1]. He believes plays that
overtly address the problems of the people are
less successful from the aesthetic stand point and
their survival as literary masterpieces becomes
short-lived. According to P. Abety, audiences go
to the theatre not to get solutions to social and
political problems but rather for entertainment.
As he puts it, “they want to be in the literary po-
dium and only sink into the political pulpit long
afterwards in quiet reflection” [19, p. 16]. Songs
from Walcott’s and Besong’s perspective become
not just instruments for entertainment as
P. Abety emphasises but are mostly used to ex-
pose and satirise the realities of the human situa-
tion as suggested by Moody.

Walcott uses songs in Dream on Monkey Moun-
tain (Henceforth referred to as Dream) [31],
O Babylon!, Ti Jean and His Brothers (Henceforth
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Ti Jean), The Sea at Dauphine (Henceforth The
Sea and Pantomime to express the modes of the
Caribbean and St. Lucian society. Drawn from his
native background, songs express the hopeless-
ness and despair of the black man and the ex-
ploitative nature of the colonialist. Most of the
songs in Dream are songs of lamentation [27,
p. 212-213]:

Contour: Mouma mooma
Your son in de jail a ready
Your son in de jail a ready
Take a towel and

Brand you belly...

I pass by the police station,
Nobody to sign de bail bond...

This song exposes the judicial system in the Car-
ibbean Island where the basic rights of the peo-
ple like the right to bail are violated. The inmate’s
inability to obtain bail inflicts psychological pain
not only on the victims but on their families as
well. The above song, while exposing Walcott’s
allegiance to Creole in terms of its wordings, is at
the same time, a lampoon on the West Indian ju-
dicial system.

Also, Walcott uses songs to attack certain societal
vices like marginalisation, caused by the multi-
racial nature of the St. Lucian society. For in-
stance, the song “I' don’t know what to say this
monkey won’t do...” [27, p.222-223]. The Mon-
key in this song refers to the black man. Derek
Walcott in this song attacks the black man for his
passive acceptance. Walcott seems not to be
happy with the blacks who suffer injustice from
the oppressor without complaining and yet seem
to do nothing to improve their situation.

Furthermore, though living in a hopeless world,
the Caribbean’s are very hopeful. Their hopeful
dreams are exposed through singings. In songs,
the oppressed hopes for a place of peace, love
and comfort. Ti-Jean hopes for external happi-
ness in the song below [30, p. 162]:

To the door of breath, you gave the key,
Thanks you, lord

The door is open, and I step free,

Amen, Lord...

Cloud after cloud like silver stair

My lost ones waiting to great me there
With their silent faces, and starlit hair
Amen lord...

This song equally highlights Walcott’s religious
vision. The song proves that there’s happiness
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after every successful struggle like is exemplified
with the case of Ti-Jean.

As in Ti-Jean and Dream, Walcott Pantomime and
O Babylon! have been described as musicals be-
cause music is one of the most prominent dra-
matic devices. At the beginning of the play Pan-
tomime, Harry in a song gives the purpose for
their Pantomime [28, p. 132):

It’s our Christmas Panto,

it’s called: Robinson Crusoe.

We're awfully glad that you've shown up,
it’s for kiddies as well as for grownups.
Our purpose is to please:

so now our magic wand ...

Just picture a lonely Island

and a beach with its golden sand.
There walks a single man

in the beautiful West Indies!

Harry’s song sets the pace for the performance as
it acts as a formal introduction to the play. The
play as Harry’s song above denotes is about
“Robinson Crusoe” and is set in the “beautiful
West Indies”. Nevertheless, it will be an academic
oversight to see the play as Harry stipulates only
as an instrument of entertainment. This is be-
cause, beneath every song used in the course of
the play, there is a denotative meaning meant to
send a strong message. Walcott uses songs and
dance in Pantomime to narrate the story of slav-
ery and its traumatic effects on the Afro-West
Indians.

Equally, it is as a result of the excessive use of
songs and dance in O Babylon! that forced Sule
Mombara to conclude that the play is “ a musical
which fuses the tenets of European musical
drama into the tense political day to day life of
the Rastafarians” [18]. It is for this reason that
almost all the dramatic dialogue in O Babylon! is
rendered in the form of songs because song and
dance are part and parcel of Rastafarian exis-
tence. The following song, sung by Four Horse-
men in act one of the play exposes a series of
topical issues relating to the lives and believes of
the Rastafarian cult [29, p. 163]:

Jah is I-and-I salvation.

Jah shall gather all the nations,
Wide as ocean is his patience

and deep with wisdom like the seaq,
the secret seaq,

the shining sea of

Jah love and peace.

Jah love and peace.

Paspgen «MckyccTBoBeaeHue»

This song has to do with themes of liberty and
freedom and “Jah” refers to Emperor Haile
Selassie whom the Afro-West Indians consider as
their saviour. It is hoped that the coming of Jah
which is the main theme in the play will bring
salvation, peace and love to the Rastafarians. The
use of reggae to emancipate the Jamaicans was
the driving force behind the music of Bob Marley
and Peter Torch. O Babylon! can, therefore, be
described as a music in which Walcott uses the
Jamaican culture, seen through the use of the Ja-
maican vernacular, Creole, mime, song and dance
to re-assert his Afro-West Indian identity.

Like Derek Walcott, one thing that makes Besong
an outstanding playwright is his ability to use
songs for multiple purposes. In Besong’'s The
Most Cruel Death of the Talkative Zombie (Hence-
forth Zombie), Beasts of No Nations (Henceforth
Beasts), Requiem for the Last Kaiser (Henceforth
Requiem) Once Upon Four Lepers (Henceforth
Lepers) and The Banquet the playwright like Wal-
cott, uses song and dance to comment on the
postcolonial politics of corruption, tribalism, mis-
rule, dictatorship, embezzlement and greed. Be-
song incorporates satire, confessions and buf-
foonery to comment on the state of affairs in
postcolonial Cameroon. Most of Besong’s songs
in Zombie carry titles that are quite symbolic.
Some of the songs includes: “The Leper’s An-
them” [5, p. 5], “Ballad of a Party Cadre” [5, p. 9],
“Song of the Youthful Militant” [5, p. 29], “Song of
the Great Fatherland” [5, p. 60], “Ballad of the Ci-
vilian Junta“[5, p. 51] and “Song of the Party
Stooge” [5, p. 51]. The following song “Ballad of a
Party Stooge” carries a lot of meaning within the
context of postcolonial Cameroon [5, p. 9]:

Curse to those who mock

A messiah

We’ll caress their skulls

In the sand paper hands

Of the Mantoum enqueter ...
We’'ll scatter

The human manure

Of those who hate a messiah
Whose sensitive organs, we
Plunked.

In the balancoire

Of Foumban ideological
Corvee (sic), whose
Sensitive organs

We manured

At the Foumbam
Ideological corve
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Curse to those who mock him.
We will machine-gun
Them from

The rear.

Eternal curse

To those who hate him
We will

Bazooka them

At Tignere.

For we'll not let those
Who hate him

For no reason smirk
With delight

Over his sorrow ...
Amandha! Power!

This song is a threat of death to the head of
state’s enemies and critics. The images of pain
and torture also emerge “we will caress their
skulls ... whose sensitive organs we plunked ..
machine gun them ... bazooka them”. These tac-
tics are employed by dictators to frighten and
intimidate the masses from rising to dissension
or opposing the autocratic regime. Names of
places like Mantoum and Tignere all carry with
them, images of torture and violence as they
served as notorious torture in prisons in the days
of the former president Amadou Ahidjo’s regime.
Reference is also made to the historical Foumban
conference and in terms of comparison, this song
is very similar to that of “The Road after Foum-
ban” in The Banquet. A song which gravitates on
the Foumban conference and its disappointing
outcome.

Also, Bate Besong in Lepers equally makes use of
songs in an attempt to criticise postcolonial lead-
ership. The song “The Vanguard of the Party” in
Lepers, for example, is a satire on the oppressive
and dictatorial nature of postcolonial leadership.
The song reveals a lot in terms of meaning and
imagery [10, p. 55-66]:

We are the vanguard

Of the party,

We are

The vanguard of our party
We will twist flesh

We will maim

Bodies, just wait ...

We will break them

And surely we

Will bring them to their knees
Do you know that we have
Unlimited fire-power?

Do you know ...

Section «Arts»

Like must of Besong’s songs, this song ridicules
the autocratic and dictatorial nature of postcolo-
nial leadership. Comments like “we will maim
bodies, break them, bring then to their knees”, all
echoes an atmosphere of torture and pain. The
rhetorical question at the end of the song “do you
know that we have unlimited powers? Only em-
phasises how oppressive Mbokaya’s regime is.

Conversely to the above songs which are full of
images of pain, torture and intimidation, Besong
also uses songs as a booster to encourage the
masses to resist and fight the forces of oppres-
sion. To do this, Besong at times borrows from
children’s songs to spur the masses to action. The
songs: “Okokoriko: Oya/ Okokoriko: Oya, Juju
dong come Oya!” in Zombie [5], Minimini
Minimini/ O Minimini / Talkam no fear... You fear
you go di...” in Beasts [6] and “Tumbu tumbu/Bos
kalaba/ Titi mbala poom” in The Banquet [8], re-
spectively are all used to incite the population to
action. These are children’s songs that are very
popular in the Anglophone Cameroon, easily
draw the attention of the masses and are easily
identified. Besong incorporates them in his plays
because they awaken the consciousness of the
masses. Childish as some of these songs may
seem, they carry with them lots of meaning. “Tal-
kam no fear...” for example is a song that empha-
sises on the importance of collective action and
eliminates the spirit of fear by openly criticising a
bad system.

Another example of a song used as a warning to
the dictatorial regimes is that sung by Woman in
The Banquet [8, p. 170-171]:

Ten alien eyes

Cannot be compared

With one’s eyesight

Ten alien eyes

Cannot be compared

With one’s eyesight ...

The eye that have beheld the ocean
Can no longer be afraid of the lagoon ...
We do not use for leprosy

The herbs that are

For lhasa fever

We do not lick

The hands

That are soaked

Ingore

And blood ...

In terms of dramatic significance, this song
makes excessive use of proverbs and the numer-
ous proverbs are a call on the masses to stand up
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and fight for their freedom. From the above
songs, one realises that some of them are used to
praise the head of state, to threaten his critics
and distracters and to mobilise the masses to
take action. The songs, in one way or the other,
re-enforce the central thematic preoccupations in
the plays and are used not only to satirise the so-
ciety’s leadership but also to conscientise the
masses. Besong’s wish therefore is [13, p. 101]:

For a leadership that is made up of front-line na-
tionalist with a steady resilience, hone in democ-
ratic zeal, and who will propel the Cameroonian
people to redefine their individual as well as their
natural focus and aspiration.

From there analyses so far, it can be argued that
Walcott and Besong use songs not only to enter-
tain but to satirise with the aim of revamping
their societies. Besides songs and dance, the
playwrights equally use stage directions, con-
trast, historical, biblical and literary allusions, a
play within a play, ringing of the bell, buffoonery,
dump shows and the stream of consciousness
technique to expose the plight of the masses and
to mock the nauseating autocratic leadership that
characterises their societies. Symbolism equally
constitutes Walcott's and Besong's aesthetic res-
ervoir and like songs, it plays an important role
in exposing the playwrights’ aesthetic ideologies.

Result and Discussion

Some postcolonial leaders, especially in Africa,
considered the works of most committed drama-
tists as subversive to their regimes. Conse-
quently, for fear of banishment as was the case in
many regions, dramatists resorted to writing
plays where the social commentary was not so
direct, but the characters and incidences were
highly symbolic. Walcott’s and Besong’s ability to
shock, provoke and “inspire, marginalised social
groups to rise above their limitation by challeng-
ing the conditions of their oppression” [23, p. 7],
lies party in their use of symbolism. Symbolism is
an important literary device in the artistic com-
munication of the playwrights’ ideology. The
emergence of absurdist drama with its emphasis
on symbolism equally inspired these play-
wrights. The playwrights attribute symbolic or
significance meaning to settings, characters, ob-
jects, events, actions and relationships. As a revo-
lutionary alternative, Walcott and Besong avoid
conventional symbols (symbols whose meanings
are widely recognised) and make excessive use
of contextual symbols. Most of the symbols used
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by the playwrights gain their symbolic meaning
only within the context of the specific stories they
set out to tell.

Symbolism is a valuable literary ingredient in
Walcott’'s Dream. Characters, incidents, actions
and events carry with them symbolic meanings.
The most prominent use of symbolism in Dream
is in Makak’s dream. As Lloyd Brown has sug-
gested, it is not difficult to accept the play’s revo-
lution as a dream, a vision which symbolically
projects the revolutionary potential of Makak
[12]. In other words, Dream symbolically analysis
all that exist in Makak’s mind. Makak’s dream
thus be-comes a metaphor of the realities that
characterised the relationship between Black
West Indians and their White Masters. Thus,
many critics have interpreted Dream as a meta-
phorical work in which the oppressed con-
sciences of a colonised society is symbolised
through the hallucination of Makak, an ageing
charcoal maker and vendor.

As critics have pointed out, those victimised by
globalisation in Walcott’s Dream try to adjust to
the dominant culture of the West by transform-
ing, reinterpreting and indigenizing it. In Dream,
critics have noted that this adjustment involves a
shift from the mundane everyday world to the
abstraction of the sacred. Robert Fox and Lloyd
Brown, although taking different approaches,
both underscore the play’s dream element and
metaphoric dimension. Brown compares Dream
to Leroi Jone’s The Slave and illustrates that both
plays are revolutionary and combine symbolism
with fantasy. Walcott’s play, however, clarifies
The Slave for critics who dis-miss it as “naive and
suicidal and the author as a hysterical monoma-
niac”, insisting instead on the transcultural unity
of black American and Caribbean experience.
Fox, in turn, emphasises on the mythological as-
pect of Walcott's drama; arguing that dream goes
beyond redeeming the downtrodden to drama-
tise “the disparities between a consciousness that
is creative and metaphoric, and one that is
straight forward and imprisoning” [14, p. 200].
Makak’s dream, which is collective and universal-
ised according to Fox, liberates Makak by allow-
ing him to outgrow and discard external values
and thereby rediscovers his personal roots.
Robert Hammer, on his part, says what is “origi-
nal in Walcott is the use of his manifold voice, his
particular combination of imagination and ex-
perience” [15, p. 180]. Walcott argues, sees
Makak as a potential warrior, repressed by slav-
ery.
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Besides Makak’s dream, characters in Dream
equally carry symbolic meaning. Makak, Souris
and Tigre symbolise the West Indian masses.
Their problems are what the West Indian masses
are going through in the hands of their leaders.
Also, Corporal Lestrade is a symbol of oppression
and dictatorship. He ridicules Makak and his fol-
lowers as backward savages and proudly up-
holds his masters’ standards. Gloating over his
presumed superiority, he proves through inter-
rogation that Makak is an ape, an imitator who
must be told how to behave and what to do. Like
the true dictator that he is, Lestrade commands
absolute power and considers himself superior.
For example, when the play opens with a pro-
logue, Makak is being led to spend the night in jail
by Corporal Lestrade the mulatto, who symbol-
ises the enthusiastic custodian of British law. He
arrests Makak for being drunk and disorderly
and for breaking Feliciene Alcinder’s cafe. In jail,
Makak meets the two habitual felons, Tigre and
Souris who join Corporal Lestrade in elaborating
on his offence. They mime a court scene which
equally becomes very symbolic, in which Makak
is tried, convicted and sentenced with the Corpo-
ral acting as Prosecutor and Defense put to-
gether, while the felons act as judges. After a
whole range of exercises variously commanding
Makak to ‘turn about,” ‘go on his knees,’ stand up!
Sit down! Or up on the bench! ‘ [15, p. 222-223],
Lestrade declares that, the aim of the exercise is
to “Prove that the prisoner is capable of reflexing,
obeying orders, and of understanding justice”
[15, p. 223].

At this level of depiction alone and through the
character of Corporal Lestrade, Walcott engages
in a sort of satire that other postcolonial writers
see as the best way to ridicule enthusiastic, but
rather naive and half-baked perpetrators of colo-
nial rule and legality in newly independent
states. The depiction is reminiscent of Wole Soy-
inka’s portrayal of the Nigerian village school
teacher, Lakunle, in The Lion and The Jewel [27].
Besides the numerous wits which punctuate his
speech and phrases like ‘sale of self-said bags’, or
‘is reputed to have’, Lestrade repeats the phrase
‘all the Sunday’ twice in this passage, and the
combination of these misnomers makes him the
quintessential Lakunle figure, who cannot effec-
tively challenge the forces of reactionary tradi-
tion no matter how hard he tries. Lestrade, there-
fore, becomes a symbol of those non-progressive
forces that continue to hinder the emancipation
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of the West Indians. However, his conversion at
the end of the play equally becomes important
within the context of the play as it symbolises the
realisation of his West Indian identity. Walcott in
this act is suggesting that the West Indians must
depend on their fellow brothers for their own
emancipation.

Makak’s beheading of the White Apparition, in
Dream, is also of great significance. This act be-
comes a symbol of liberation not only to Makak
but to the entire West Indian community includ-
ing Corporal Lestrade who later on realises him-
self and becomes a native and Makak’s staunch-
est convert to Africa. Makak becomes a symbol of
courage and a manifestation of an acutely per-
ceived Caribbean working man of immense cour-
age.

Furthermore, the spider’s image in Dream is also
very symbolic. When Moustique impersonates
Makak in the market, he discovers that he is
afraid of spiders, which is witnessed once more
by Basil, who then torments him with the crea-
ture, and uses the image of a moonlight road as
seeming to have legs “splayed like a spider”. The
sinister qualities of the spider’s image are really
associated with Moustique’s fear, which are both
a convincing example of folk belief and a sugges-
tion of Moustique’s lack of capacity to deal with
the thought or association of death. Moustique is
a fearful person who therefore survives by his
wits and if necessary by deception and betrayal.

Symbolically still, Makak’s name is interchange-
able with a monkey and the site or location of the
play’s second Eden is Monkey Mountain. Within
the framework of the coloniser’s misnaming, the
animal/savage symbols associated with Makak
and other principal characters, Tigre (Rat),
Souris (Mouse), Moustique (Mosquito) are a rein-
forcement of the myth of the noble savage. How-
ever, as Walcott observes himself, his own use of
this animal symbolism operates on a deeper level
of ‘meaning’, not unconnected with the strength
of the stories about devils and gods and the cun-
ning of certain figures. Some of these figures have
been read in their literal senses by the play-
wright himself but many others enhance the pat-
tern or cultural and ideological signification of his
entire discourse in Dream on Monkey Mountain.
In Afro-American profane discourse according to
Henry Louis Gates “there are thousands of
‘toasts’ of the signifying Monkey, most of which
commence with a variant of the following formu-
laic lines [2, p. 138]:
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Deep down in the jungle so they say

There’s a signifying monkey down the way.

There hadn’t been any disturbin’ in the jungle for
quite a bit,

For up jumped the monkey in the tree one day and
laughed,

'l guess I'll start some shit.

Thus, in adopting the figure of the monkey, Wal-
cott makes a subtle recourse to what Gates de-
scribes further as “the ironic reversal of a re-
ceived racist image of the black as simian-like,
the Signifying Monkey (or) he who is dwelling at
the margins of discourse, ever-punning, ever
troping, ever embodying the ambiguities of lan-
guage - is our trope for repetition and revision,
indeed, is our trope for chiasmus itself’ [2,
p. 188]. In coming down from Monkey Mountain,
Makak acts like the proverbial monkey ‘who
guessed he’ll start some shit’.

Ostensibly the definition of the signifying Mon-
key is not complete if it is not linked with its an-
cestral homeland. Walcott’s adaptation of these
folk elements is not along the pattern of works
merely informed by the past but one that holds
the past itself in profound dialogue. Integral parts
of these dialogues are the amorphous relation-
ship between the slave buyer and the seller
which constitute the distinctive features of West
Indian postcoloniality with lots of signification.

Similarly, as in Dream, Walcott’s Pantomime and
Ti-Jean can be read as symbolic representations
of the different stages of slavery and slave trade
and its impacts on the Afro-West Indian masses.
Harry and Planter in Pantomime and Ti-Jean re-
spectively symbolise the oppressors or slave
masters, while Jackson and the three Jeans and
their mother stand for the oppressed West In-
dian masses. Still, in terms of significance, these
two plays can be considered as the long and on
ending battle between good and evil.

Furthermore, characters, concepts and setting
becomes very symbolic in Walcott’s The Sea. The
sea serves both as a place for death and at the
same time, the Afro-West Indian source of sur-
vival. It represents the unpredicted forces of na-
ture. Set beside a string of reminiscences as in
Dream, the reminiscences symbolises the active
presence of a past as the characters’ awareness
of their history is what gives meaning to their
lives and attest to their identity, first as individu-
als, then as a community. For example, Afa, the
wise old man remembers his colleagues and fel-
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low fishermen who lost their lives in the sea. The
humour and pathos of these reminiscences by
Afa evoke the memory of his dead colleagues and
captures in a symbolic mannerism, the fated lives
of the Afro-West Indian fishermen. When the
young Jules (who symbolises the Afro-West In-
dian youth) decides to take to the sea, Afa looks
out to the sea and say “last year Annuelles, and
Bolo, and this year Hounakin and one day, to-
morrow, you Gracia, and me... and Augustin ... [2,
p. 80]. Given this background of absurdity, the
characters in the play are intensely aware of the
ironies and perplexities of their lives and the ex-
istential impasse with which they have to con-
tend. Symbolically, they are all imprisoned in
their circumstances and their awareness of this
imprisonment leads them to acts of rebellion as
we see in the rebellion against institutionalised
religion. The examples above reveal that Wal-
cott’s language is blended with images that help
to communicate his ideology.

Bate Besong’s ingenuity as a playwright is partly
revealed in his ability to use scatological images,
metaphors and symbols that are pregnant with
meanings. S. Ambanasom argues that Besong
gives his work the force of topicality because he
sometimes uses direct and recognisable refer-
ences [3]. Besong uses a reference to make clear
his revolutionary ambitions and it is certainly for
this reason that “some people fled in terror when
Bate Besong’s play was performed in Yaounde”.
People fled because Besong’s play Butake stipu-
lates, “Puts a mirror to our faces so that we can
see how full of filth and shit the refection is” [2,
p. 19]. Jean-Stephane Biatcha’s reactions after the
performance of Besong’s Beasts is a clear testi-
mony of the power of Besong’s shock therapy
[11, p. 115]:

... After enduring this play, I had to get up, by the
way of protest, accompanied by Chief of Service for
Student’s Associations and Cultural Clubs, to quit
the hall just at the time when Mr. Besong was con-
cluding his fiery exhortations at the end ... this ex-
periences which, I must admit, is shocking and dis-
appointing ...

The manner and profundity of Besong’s theatre,
as expressed by Biatcha validates Victor Hugo’s
observations that, “the multitude must not come
out of the theatre without taking with them some
austeric and profound moral message” [16, p. 6].
Beasts, Requiem, The Banquet, Lepers and
Change Waka are plays that address issues of
power politics and dictatorship and can be con-
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sidered the issues raised in the plays, as a direct
confrontation to Agidigidi’s, Epeng Ebho’,
Nouayed’s and Ednouay’s leaderships.

In terms of setting, there is a series of similarities
between the world of the text and that of a par-
ticular historical period and physical place.
Commenting on Requiem, George Nyamndi says
“The two worlds can confront each other without
difficulty” [20, p. 38]. Iduote the capital of Agidigi,
is Etoudi read backwards. Etoudi being the
presidential palace in Yaounde, the capital of
Cameroon, one will not be wrong to conclude
that the story of Agidigidi, a country character-
ised by tyranny, tribalism and greed, is symboli-
cally that of Cameroon. Equally, one can say that
Requiem constructs a revolutionary conscious-
ness in order to overthrow a dictatorship in a
neo-colonial African setting. It is obvious that
Iduote where the play is set, reveals the unmis-
taken intent of the writer, at launching a direct
critique on the current dictatorship in Cameroon.

Similarly, in Beast and The Banquets the city of
Ednuoay, Yaounde read backward and Nouayed
where the stories are set is the capital city of the
Republic of Cameroon. The shit metaphor that
Besong uses to punctuate the facts in Beasts
resonates with lots of significations. Besong uses
shit and stench metaphors to make a statement
about a nation held hostage by beastlike leaders,
who because of their inexhaustible greed reduce
every other thing in society to “filth” and “shit”.
The imagery in the world of Beasts is compel-
lingly repellent as one follows the squatting and
grunting Narrator’s graphic description of one of
the toilets [16, p. 123]:

I am the alumnae, a genius in the academic cos-
mos of shitology (squats as if answering call of na-
ture). This is the prolegomena of the brim-stone,
the Nitric acid, the effluvium, the gangrene, the
syphilitic concoction, and the mycobacterium
leprae of modern trade dealers.

The Night-Soil Men’s indecent exposure of their
buttocks to “foul the air” is such an absolutely
grotesque and repellent device of artistic repre-
sentation. As N. Ambe mentions, that does not
only shock the audience, but also pricks and ap-
peals to their collective conscience to begin to
want to arrest such a state of depravity and cal-
lousness [4]. This dramatic device, which in itself
is very innovative, is meant not only to expose
the decadent nature of post-independence Cam-
eroon but most especially, to attack the social
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conventions that characterises the society like
greed, embezzlement and corruption.

Since shit becomes the main product in society,
its pungent smell looms freely and overwhelm-
ingly everywhere in the theatre space. So, in de-
picting the conflicting relationship and social and
economic imbalance in Besong’s Ednouay, the
dramatist, in almost the same manner as the
Ghanian writer Ayi Kwei Armah in The Beautyful
Ones are Not Yet Born, invests in scatological and
unsettling images. As noted above, the image of
shit buckets, faecal equipment and lavatories that
dominate this play, and the very present of sound
and rhythm of buckets of excrement being
loaded and offloaded by Night-Soil-Carrier, who
symmetrically squat and foul the air, capture the
picture of a society enmeshed in the decay and
darkness of a bucket toilet. It is equally this
shocking new way of communicating the human
condition, that so shocked some members of the
audience when the play was premiered in Amphi
700 of the University of Yaounde 1, that some of
them fled out of the hall. It is this same shit that
the Night-Soil-Men used to storm Aadingingin’s
marble palace at the end of the play. In terms of
experimentation, especially as far as metaphors,
images and symbols are concerned, Beasts con-
firm Besong as the best experimental Anglo-
phone Cameroon dramatist, as his language is
carefully crafted with symbols that will leave no
reader indifferent. The moral rottenness of the
world of Ednuoay is what Besong conveys suc-
cessfully through the image of shit and all the
smell it emits.

One aspect that makes Besong very different
from some of his contemporaries is his use of
real names of people, places and concepts with
symbolic meaning. Besong in the ALA Bulletin
argues that the New Deal politics has been a dis-
ruptive phenomenon. It excludes rather than in-
cludes social element and therefore, a writer in
such a society must “question history, question
environment and question people in authority”,
and to do this successfully according to him, “the
writer uses his talent... to call things by their
names...” [16]. Besong in Beasts, Requiem, The
Banquet, Zombie, Lepers and Change Waka
makes references to real concepts like plebiscite,
referendum, reunification and integration. He
uses names like Jacque Chirac, John Ngu Foncha,
E.N Endeley, S.A George, Um Nyobe, Ernest
Quandie, A.N. Jua, P.M. Kale, Z.A. Abendong and
places like lake Nyos, Sonara, Tchollere, Konden-
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gui, Mantoum and Foumban amongst many oth-
ers. The above are all concepts, names and places
with dire connotation. For example, Lake Nyos is
a lake in the Menchum Division, of the North
West Region of Cameroon, where thousands of
Anglophone Cameroonians died, alongside their
animals, during the August 26, 1985 gas explo-
sion. An action considered by the Anglophone
Cameroonians as a conscious act by the Franco-
phone leadership to satisfy their political ambi-
tions. Sonara on its part is the oil refinery com-
pany located in Limbe, the South West region of
Cameroon. It is an epitome of French Capitalist
interest in Cameroon since Cameroonians; espe-
cially South Westerners have no say in the run-
ning and enjoy little or no benefits from their
tapped resources. It equally emphasises Anglo-
phone marginalisation. Foumban is historically
symbolic in that it is in Foumban that the 1962
conference to change the country into a Federal
government system was held. The terms of this
conference were violated in 1972 by President
Ahidjo, an act which Anglophone Cameroonians
consider as betrayal. Kodengui, Mantoum and
Tchollerie are notorious torture prisons. These
names are all linked to the political history of
Cameroon as exemplified in chapter two of this
study. The above incidences justify George
Ngwane’s claims that, to better understand Be-
song’s plays, “one needs to be current with his-
torical events, and abreast of socio-political
trends” [20, p. 20].

Furthermore, the title of Beasts, Requiem, Zom-
bie and Change Waka are equally very symbolic.
A “beast” is an animal that is cruel and brutal and
by referring to Ednuoay’s leadership as “beasts of
no nation”, Besong is in a way saying that, just as
beasts, Ednuoay’s leader, Aadingingin is not only
cruel and brutal to the masses, symbolised by the
Night-Soil-Men but is equally insensitive to the
plight of the masses. The pain and suffering that
he inflicts on the masses are enough to qualify
him as a beast.

In Requiem, “Requiem” symbolises the definite
passing away of a man and his time. It pre-
supposes a death song, a funeral salute to the
dead, an elegy. In the play, the song is address to
Akhikikrikii, a ruler, the last Kaiser. Just as
Akhikikrikii, Kaisers were monarchs with estab-
lished authoritarian and dictatorial regimes.
When Besong talks of “Requiem for the Last Kai-
ser”, he is in effect saying that Akhikikrikii is the
last of such rulers in Agidigidi. Thus, the title an-
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nounces the purging of the society from all the
ills incorporated in despotism. Also, in terms of
signification, the play opens with Akhikikriki (the
supreme leader) in a coffin, symbolising the im-
minent death of dictatorship. He epitomises tyr-
anny and thus bears the brunt of Besong’s satire.
With his head barely sticking out, he begins a
long monologue, more or less fantasising about
his enormous power. His words like those of his
cohorts are couched in obnoxious images of con-
ceit and power. A “Zombie” is a blood drinking
creature that is often associated with violence
and torture.

Moreover, in terms of characterisation, Requiem,
Beasts, Lepers, Change Waka and The Banquet
present characters with symbolic meanings.
Akhikikrikii, Aadingingin, Mbozo’o, Mbokaya and
Mfawbaheb Gnockor are symbols of dictatorship
and tyranny in Agidigidi, Ednuoay, Nouayed and
Epeng Ebho respectively. The French Ambassa-
dor and the Swiss Banker in Requiem symbolise
the colonial influence in Africa and the perpetra-
tors of political, economic and socio-political ex-
ploitation. Absalom Antangana symbolises
French assimilation and religious hypocrisy.
Woman and Student in Requiem, and the Night-
Soil Men, Cripple and Blind man in Beasts and
Change Waka in Change Waka respectively all
symbolise the downtrodden masses. Equally, the
words “Anglos” and “Frogs” as used in the two
plays represent the Anglophone and the Franco-
phone Cameroonians. With regards to the use of
suggestive names, Mfawbahep, as Ambanasom
stipulates means a gang leader in the play-
wright's native Kenyang language. This, together
with the fact that, His Excellency Gknockor
Gknockor is referred to in the play as “loot dis-
penser” [9, p. 32] makes the head of state a great
thief, expanding thus the thematic interpretation
of the play. “Change Waka” is a kind of democ-
ratic watch-dog, a defender of the transparent
ballot boxes at a time when the dominant and
fashionable “walking style” is rigging. Change
Waka therefore represents the trend of democ-
ratic salvation that is yet to gather steam.

More still, Requiem, Beasts and The Banquet can
symbolically be considered as a battle between
power and violence on the one hand and neces-
sity and hope on the other. Whereas the regime
and its mentor struggle to protect and strengthen
the tyrannical status quo, the people, on the other
hand, struggle to bring it down through a revolt.
The masses are held in the darkness of slavery
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for too long and now a need is felt for the over-
throw of the force that have reduced them to
slaves. This new need is symbolised by Woman
and Student in Requiem, and the Night-Soil Men
in Beasts, Change Waka in Change Waka and
Belle in The Banquet. They all symbolise revolt
against tyranny. In Requiem, Woman’s determi-
nation and will to combat hunger, injustice and
exploitation and her refusal to give evil any fur-
ther chance is highlighted in her climatic ex-
change with Etat-Major Andre Abessolo, “Career
toe-breaker and torturer” [7, p. 21]:

Our children won’t be hungry anymore. We won't
see our old folks all trusted up with rheumatism of
injustices, the water of exploitation running down
their faces, we are here to destroy the robbers in
paradise. They have created their own Ruben Is-
land. Their separate Amenities Act but soon all
that will be over.

The above declarations open our minds to the
truth of the day to day activities in postcolonial
Cameroon. Like rheumatism, which attacks the
entire body system, injustice has eaten deep into
the fabrics of Besong's fictive society. In fact, the
symbolism in Zombie, Requiem, Beasts, Change
Waka, The Banquet and Lepers documents the
realities of post-colonial Cameroon. It empha-
sises the long history of political, social and eco-
nomic domination of the Anglophones whom,
Besong indicates in most of his plays, have been
the greatest losers and victims in the formation
and evolution of the Cameroon nation at decolo-
nisation. Nevertheless, the metaphor in the plays
is also a call for the suffering masses and their
greedy leaders to improve their human condi-
tion, uplift their society from the darkness and
rot that have held it hostage. ]. M Kariuki puts it
in a more emphatic manner when he submits
that only a new future would redeem the African
masses from their past suffering [17, p. 230]:

The article is devoted to establishing of the influence peculiarities in the British and Ukrainian virtual
dialogical communication on the material of such genres as chats, blogs and forums. The isomorphic and
allomorphic features of the use of lexicon in interlocutors’ behavior as a significant instrument of
communicative influence are established and analyzed. The lexicon is compared according to the strata of
elevated and low vocabulary of the present-day English and Ukrainian languages. The percentage of the words is
presented in every genre of a dialogue in the comparative view and a general statistic conclusion is made on the
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Introduction

The topicality of the research is conditioned by
the overall tendency of the modern anthropocen-
tric linguistic studies to learn procedural and
regulatory aspects of discourse activities that
shape their final results, namely successful and
unsuccessful communicative and object-oriented
achievements of the interlocutors. The dialogue
is the most ubiquitous form of speech communi-
cation. It is the basic sphere of a communicative
language function realization. If it's true to state
that the language finds its real life only in the dia-
logue, then it’s fair to state that the dialogue is a
part of that general communicative system that
bears the name of the language.

In case a person is not satisfied with the condi-
tions they exist in, they start a purposeful and
willful initiation of a real or virtual social-verbal
interaction producing an impact effect on the in-
terlocutor to make them act. Impact presupposes
different verbal means of realization, one of
which is the vocabulary used. Their choice, no
doubt, is intentionally and contextually prede-
termined. The aim of the paper to demonstrate
the prototypical choice made by British and
Ukrainian interlocutors in the genres of chat,
blog, forum.

Review of Literature

The typological comparison of the lexical aspect
of British and Ukrainian chats, blogs and forums
has been done for the first time in this paper.
This stipulates the novelty of the research.
Though, it is worth mentioning that these genres
have already been the object of the research by
I. Pozhidaeva [6], I. Tonkyh (blog research) [7],
N. Andrianova [1], O. Chrystinko (chat research)
[8], S. Volohonsky [2], H. Mostsevenko (forum
research) [4]. The material for the comparative
research was taken in ethnic electronic resources
of chats, blogs and forums, namely Allergy UK,
Bestukforums , Free Uk Chat Rooms, Livejournal
UK, Ukchatters Free Uk Chat, World of Chat and
Ykpaincbka npaaa, baoru, ®opym TopUa.net,
@®opymu Maiipnany, Yatuner, Yar Bizarre,
Korrespondent, Politiko.

Research Methodology

The research has been carried out with the help
of the general methods of induction, deduction as
well as a contrastive analysis of the words of dif-
ferent stylistic layers followed by the statistical
analysis aiming at clearing out the typical lex-
emes usage in a particular genre and the descrip-
tive method in data interpretation.
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Results and Discussion

While studying the genre of a chat, we found out
the actual absence of the literary vocabulary; a
small percentage of terms functions there: global
warming, inauguration, LAN, emittance and
Baldai, nmpoTecTtuTH, iHCiHyauis (0.9% in the
British discourse and 0.8% in the Ukrainian one).
Colloquial or vernacular vocabulary is used less
in British chats (27.5% difference, cf. 38.7% vs.
79.1%): celeb, admin, mum, awww, yummy and
YKp. MyJIbT, AYpPe€Hb, KJAacHO, Tpe(6a), axasa,
ryrauTy, ¢ayaHung, irHoputu. The percentage
of slangisms is higher in British discourse: dude,
screw, fart, marky, scruffy and moHnTH,
BUIIMBATH, 6a3apuTH, 3aBicatu (44.1% differ-
ence, cf. 56.6% vs. 12.5%). In spite of the fact of
moderators’ control of swear words not to come
into a chat-room, still they function there: crap,
screw, piss, arseholes and Buaynok, cpaty,
najio, cyka (3.8% difference, cf. 3.8% vs. 7.6%).
This list also includes Ukrainian words that
seemingly do not coincide in their form with
swear ones though the form they transfer the
idea or emotion is quite clear: ms, msis, TBa
(tBap), n13xare. Dialecticisms were found only
in Ukrainian chats: ¢aiinuii, kpymmi, ioi, 3opa
(2.9%). In general, the same saturation of ethnic
chats with elevated (0.9% vs. 0.7%) and low
(99.1% vs. 99.3%) vocabulary is observed. The
genre distribution of the lexicon under study tes-
tifies to the higher degree of frequency of the sty-
listically coloured lexicon of British chats (5.7%
difference, cf. 43.3% vs. 37.6%).

In its turn, the stylistically coloured lexicon of
ethnic blogospheres can be characterized as fol-
lowing. The literary vocabulary is divided into
terms: mustard gas, to decry, sarine and cor,
MaHinysasTop, Aedasuisa (2.2% difference, cf.
6.8% vs. 4.6%) and bookish words proper:
whilst, God wot, commence, unto and 6ogH,
ro6it, opk (2.3% vs. 2.3%). Vernacular vocabu-
lary consists of colloquial words proper: weirdo,
mug, nosey, yeah, classy and sezangora, cymep,
IITaHU MPOTUPATH, KJaC, PECHEKT, Jiy3ep, ToIl,
deiic (3.1% difference, cf. 55.7% vs. 58.8%),
slangisms: boots, troll, m8, ziggy and reiy,
KOPUTO, IOMHUMKA, JIM3aTH, JIOX, jargon units in-
clusive: typo and naxaH, ronHik (9.7% difference,
cf. 7.9% vs. 17.6%), professionalisms: no-fly
zone, to emote, run-up and 60T, 3a6aHuTH (6%
difference, cf. 9.1% vs. 3.1%), dialecticisms: boyo,
polt, weasand and 3ax/JilaHHUH, JieXMa, HOW,
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kobiTa (4.9% difference, cf. 17% vs. 12.1%), vul-
garisms: crap, shut up, piss off, fucking, shit,
bloody, damn and s1aitHO, 6UA/10, MalIaHBOIIIKA,
cBosioTa (1.2% vs. 1.5%). The frequency of the
lexicon usage in blogs is practically the same in-
side the format (35.9% vs. 36.2%), but the ele-
vated vocabulary predominates in British dis-
course (2.2% difference, cf. 9.1% vs. 6.9%) and
low vocabulary in Ukrainian (2.2% difference, cf.
90.9% vs. 93.1%).

The research of the genre of forum showed the
following. Literary vocabulary predominates in
British discourse and consists mostly of terms:
injunction, long-range missiles, level blocking,
disingenuous; in Ukrainian forums the Internet
terms prevail thematically: npoxci-cepsep,
o6pangmayep, aomeH, Jlinykc (11.9% difference,
cf. 27.5% vs. 15.6%). More than that, historisms
have been found in British forums (3.9%): en-
deth, pal, servage, M’'Lord. Vernacular lexical
units have been used less in Ukrainian forums
(34% difference, cf. 52.9% vs. 18.9%): hassle, to
drive nuts, porn, scruffy, howdy, dump and
LITHO, OOBKHYTH, JOYPHEHDbKa, MPUKOVJI,
npuaypkyBati, ydJio, xenni-eH, OH-JIalH, OKi,
peas, Meci/pK, JeM jgac 3aiHe. Slangisms are
more often used in Ukrainian dialogues (13.1%
difference, cf. 5.8% vs. 18.9%): lol, sack duty,
thread and kob6iTa, HabkmkaTH, MalllMHa, MakK.
The analysis demonstrates functioning of swear
lexemes that in the form of vulgarisms predomi-
nate in British forums (2.5% difference, cf. 9.9%
vs. 7,4%): ass, to bomb the crap out, to make cock
up, fan-bloody-tastic and cpaka, nepayH, Tpax,
noxyBaTu cormi, though this lexicon is not used
by Ukrainians to offend other interlocutors as it
is done in British forums. Dialecticisms (1%)
have been revealed in Ukrainian forums solely:
CBIT/IMHA, TPyHb, paliHuUK, JoWTpa. In general, a
genre distribution of the stylistically coloured
lexicon demonstrates that 1) these units are less
frequently used in forums in comparison to other
British and Ukrainian genres and 2) the domi-
nance is revealed in the sphere of the Ukrainian
discourse (5.4% difference, cf. 20.8% vs. 26.2%).
According to the degree of frequency, the lexicon
of the elevated language layer predominates in
the British discourse (15.8% difference, cf. 31.4%
vs. 15.6%), meanwhile, the low language layer
prevails in the Ukrainian one (19.8% difference,
cf. 68.6% vs. 84.4%).
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Conclusion and terminology. An isomorphic feature is the
absence of professional words in chats and fo-
rums, bookish words in blogs, as well as the dis-
tribution of terms in chats and dialectal units in
blogs and forums. Allomorphic are the parame-
ters of terms usage (4% advantage of the British
discourse), literary words proper (1.3% advan-

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Abstract. The study was analyzed the determinants, costs and benefits and resources allocation of both
conventional and high yielding rice cultivation over the Rajbari district of Bangladesh. Data were accumulated
from 300 regular rice growers of conventional and high yielding varieties and random sampling technique was
applied for selecting the respondents from the study area from which information was collected through pre-
tested questionnaire. Cobb - Douglas production function and gross margin were mainly used to determine the
productivities and profits of both rice and the marginal value of the product was highly recommended to derive
the optimal use of the resources. Results obtained by applying ordinary least square method showed that the
most important factors of production in the study area were irrigation, labor, fertilizer and insecticide costs
whose elasticities were 0.904, 0.048, 0.045 and 0.044 respectively and insignificant factors were seed and
ploughing costs whose elasticities were - 0.009 and 0.030 respectively for high yielding rice. On the other hand,
irrigation, insecticide, seed and ploughing costs of elasticities 0.880, 0.589, 0.116 and - 0.127 respectively were
the important factors and minor role playing factors were labor and fertilizer costs whose elasticities were 0.098
and 0.077 respectively for conventional yielding rice. The core message from productivity analysis was that the
irrigation was key variable which played a positive and vital role in producing rice of both varieties. All variables
(resources) were economically misallocated in the production activities of both varieties along the study area
but high yielding rice was more profitable than conventional one. Results also showed that the farmers of the
study area produced rice of both varieties in the inefficient range of production. Continuous supply of electricity,
flexible credit and improving the existing resources were the prime policy recommendations of producing more
rice efficiently in future in the study area.

Agriculture is the most primitive occupation in
the world and is considerated as a heart of the
human civilization and settlement. Bangladesh is
an agrobased land which is blessed with many
natural resources and its climate and
environment are very suitable for the successful
production of food and cash crops. Rice is the
most important and fundamental food crop in
Bangladesh. It dominates the crop sector of
Bangladesh agriculture approximately more than
73 % of total cropped area and is treated as
principal food to the people of Bangladesh [14].
Bangladesh has been familiar as the sixth largest
rice producer country in the world [7] where rice
area had prolonged faintly during 2001 to 2010
[4] and rice area under irrigation increased from
about 30 % in 1995 to 73 % in 2008 [3]. During

Yielding Varieties which also increased from
52 % to just about 80 % [3]. Rice is the seed of
monocot plant called paddy. Generally, paddy is
husked out in order to get rice. The scientific
name of rice is Oriza Sativa L. It is a staple food
for more than half of the world’s population [13]
and more than 95 % of population consumes rice
in Bangladesh.

Though agricultural production both of food and
cash grains is increasing day by day in
Bangladesh but the country has to import food
grains especially rice every year in the last
decades to fulfil the extra demand [11].
Hopefully, Bangladesh didn’t import any rice
officially but only private sector imported 2.15
lakh metric tons rice in 2015-16 [10]. So, it can
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be said that Bangladesh is at the door of self-
sufficiency in the production of food grains which
can be achieved if productivity could be pulled up
through enhancing technical and economic
efficiency in agriculture [8].

Rice mainly grows in Asia, Europe, America and
Africa continents in the world. It requires plain
and moist land and heavy rainfall for its growth.
So, rice production largely depends on weather
and climate factors like solar radiation (including
sunshine and day length), temperature, rainfall,
evaporation, wind and humidity, soil structure,
social values and customs, land-tenure, fragmen-
tation and sub-division of land. But, the climate in
Bangladesh changes every year where hazards
like floods, droughts, cyclones occurred. So, rice
production hampered every year.

Rice in Bangladesh is grown in three distinct sea-
sons; namely Boro (January to June), Aus (April
to August) and Aman (August to December) [5].
The first is the High Yielding Variety (HYV) while
the last two are Conventional Yielding Variety
(CYV) in Bangladesh [2]. CYV is the summer and
rain-fed crops whereas HYV is the winter crop.
The development and perfection of rice varieties
are very essential because the enhancement of
world supply largely depends on it and various
conventional and biotechnological procedures
are applied to develop the HYVs that having re-
sistance against biotic stresses [17].

The People of Bangladesh live on rice. Various
products are made from rice. Rice flour, Rice
syrup, Rice born oil, Rice milk, Chira, Muri, Khai
and many kinds of cakes are made of it. Polao,
Khichuri, and Payes are also made of rice. Around
68 % of the protein in the national diet, 78 % of
the value of agricultural output and 30 % of con-
sumer spending comes from rice [1]. Again,
straw is used as fodder for cattle, as fuel and as a
roof. It is proved by many researchers that Rice is
an every 165 grams brown rice (1 cup) contains
calories 10 %, Protein 7 %, carbohydrate 15 %,
fat and fatty acid 1 %, vitamin B3 14 %, Vitamin
B6 4 %, Calcium 1 %, Iron 16 %, Magnesium 2 %,
Phosphorus 6 %, Zinc 5 % , Copper 3 %, Manga-
nese 28 % and Selenium 22 %.

So, in the agriculture sector of Bangladesh, rice is
the single crop which plays the most important
contribution to GDP, income and employment
generation, and meets the challenges to self-
sufficiency in food production [7], reducing rural
poverty and to foster sustainable economic de-
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velopment in Bangladesh. So, the people of Bang-
ladesh can’t live without rice ever for a day.

The current study is designed to focus the follow-
ing objectives: (1) comparing the production
functions and profitability between conventional
and high-yielding varieties of rice and (2) show-
ing an allocative efficiency of the resources use in
the study area for both CYV and HYV of rice.

Materials and methods

The study was based on the multistage random
sampling procedure where Rajbari district was
the first stage purposively chosen as the study
area and the selection of respondents were the
last stage. The pilot survey was chosen for the
data collection from the rice growers.

Rajbari district is situated on the bank of Padma
river and lies between 22240" and 23250 north
latitudes and between 89219' and 909240' east
longitudes. It covers 1092.28 square kilometres
having five upazilas namely, Rajbari sadar, Pang-
sha, Baliakandi, Goalanda and Kalukhali and the
annual average temperature varies from maxi-
mum 35.82 to minimum 12.62 and total annual
rainfall is 2105 mm that are very supportive of
agricultural activities throughout the season. The
district is predominantly an agriculture-oriented
area in which many agricultural products such as
rice, jute, onion, oilseed, pulse, garlic, ginger,
wheat, sugarcane, potato, cataract, cucumbers,
ground nut and so on are produced in different
seasons. Rajbari is one of the most important dis-
tricts of growing CYV and HYV rice in Bangla-
desh. Most of the rice growers produce rice of
conventional varieties during the summer season
and of high yielding varieties during the winter
season.

The primary data were collected for a total of
300 farmers from three Upazilas videlicet Rajbari
sadar, Pangsha and Goalanda of Rajbari district
that are more suitable for rice production in
comparative to other upazilas and considering
time and fund constraints ten villages were se-
lected from these three upazilas such as Bha-
badia, Kamalpur, Urakanda and Baniboh were
taken from Rajbari sadar upazila, Debogram,
Doulatdia and Sajapur from Goalanda upazila
and Mrigee, Habaspur and Dowki from Pangsha
upazila and finally fifteen regular farmers of us-
ing CYV and another fifteen of using HYV were
selected from each village randomly (Table 1).

The data given by the respondents were col-
lected through the use of well-structured and
pre-tested questionnaire developed by the re-
searcher and also by face to face interview
method. Therefore, the main source of data con-
sists of a primary source as the primary data
were collected from the rice growers during the
crop year. Secondary data were brought together
from the various publications, relevant journals
and printed documents, Bangladesh Bureau of
Statistics (BBS), Bangladesh Economic Review
(BER), Yearbook of Agriculture Statistics of Bang-
ladesh, various websites etc.

Finally, the editing and transferring data from
questionnaire into worksheet after completing
the field work, the Statistical Package for Social
Science (SPSS) version 21 was used as a database
file and obtained results for productivity and al-
locative efficiency of inputs.

Analytical techniques

Profitability Analysis. Gross Margin. The Gross
margin (GM ) of both conventional and high
yielding variety’s rice is obtained by deducting
the Total Variable Cost (TVC) from the Total
Revenue (TR) of the rice production [15]:

The Net Return ( NR) refers to the
actual profit from the rice cultivation of the farm-
ers which is found by comparing the TR and

It is widely used in Economics. If BCR >1, then
the production of revenue from rice is economi-
cally satisfactory; if BCR <1, then the revenue
from rice is not economically satisfactory and if
BCR =1, then there is economic breakeven
point of rice production which is similar to other
crop cultivation.

Empirical Model of Productivity Analysis. The
production function analysis of rice for both CYV
and HYV is used to determine the factors affect-
ing rice production. It gives the technical rela-
tionship between dependent and independent
variable of production process. To determine the
contribution of the most important variables in
the production process, the following stated in
implicit of the model (6):

In the
production function seed cost, labor cost, fertil-
izer cost, insecticide cost, ploughing cost, irriga-
tion cost were assuming to be independent vari-
ables and total return was assumed to be de-
pendent variable. By applying Ordinary Least
Square (OLS) method in this equation, the re-
searcher was derived the value of input coeffi-

cients, return to scale, F-value, adjusted R? and
Durbin-Watson (D-W) value for CYV and HYV
rice.

Returns to Scale (RTS). The term RTS, a long run
concept in the production function analysis, re-
fers to the responsiveness of output when a set of
input changes by the constant or same propor-
tion [9]. In the production process, if the output
increases faster than the rise in inputs then it is
called increasing RTS, if output changes less than
the change in inputs it is familiar as decreasing
RTS and if output and inputs change in same
proportion it is called constant RTS. In this study,
the RTS was dignified by adding together all re-
gression coefficients of production function for
all independent variables. Symbolically:

Here, f3; is the production or regression coeffi-
cients of the variables X; to Xg.

Therefore, it can be said that if RTS is greater
than 1, lesser than 1 and equal to 1 then it will be

called increasing, decreasing and constant RTS
respectively.

Elasticity of Production. Elasticity of Production
(E p) is defined as the percentage change in out-

put/gross revenue (dependent variable) relative
to a unit change in an input (independent vari-
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able) while other inputs (independent variables)
are kept constant in the production process. So,
in the Cobb-Douglas production function, the co-
efficients of independent variables are known as
the production elasticities [16]. Symbolically,
Ep = [ and if Ep >1, Ep <1 and Ep =1,

then the elasticity of production is elastic, inelas-
tic and unity respectively.

Allocative efficiency of inputs. The allocative
efficiency of resource use in the production of
rice was determined by using tools for projected
efficiency. The marginal value product (MVP)
of the resource used in rice production was esti-
mated by multiplying the marginal physical
product ( MPP) by the unit price of the output
(Y ). Thatis [6]:

The marginal value product was divided by the
cost of one unit of the (marginal factor cost) to
make influence on allocating use efficiency. In
order to make the relative efficiency of resource
use the following ratio were computed (10):

If R =1, resource is efficiently used; R <1, re-
source is underutilized and R >1, resource is
over utilized [18].

Results and discussion

Productivities and production functions analysis.
The collected data for 300 rice growers of which
150 farmers are CYV rice growers and remaining
150 farmers are HYV rice growers were analyzed
by SPSS software version 21 and applying OLS
method on the six important variables relating to
rice production the researcher obtained different
results for each variety. Table 2 shows CYV and
HYV lead equations of production functions.

Table 3 shows the productivities of CYV and HYV
user rice growers.

From table 3, it is seen that only four variables
viz. labor, fertilizer, insecticide and irrigation
costs per bigha play a positive and significant
role in producing HYV rice over the study area
whereas the seed, insecticide and irrigation costs
per bigha play the same role in case of CYV rice
cultivation. An important message is that irriga-
tion is the key variable and plays a chief role in
the cultivation of both CYV and HYV rice. If the
irrigation cost increases by 1 % the gross reve-
nue of HYV and CYV rice increased by 0.904 %
and 0.880 % respectively.

Other variables for HYV rice are seed and plough-
ing costs that are insignificant but the seed cost
plays an inverse role with a minor elasticity
(0.009) and ploughing cost acts a positive role
with also minor elasticity (0.030) and for CYV
rice, labor and fertilizer costs are non-significant
and ploughing cost plays an inverse role in the
production process.

The values of adjusted R? for HYV and CYV rice
are 0.920 and 0.490 respectively which imply
that around 92 % variations of gross revenue
(dependent variable) were explained by the ex-
planatory variables in case of HYV rice and ap-
proximately 49 % variations of gross revenue
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(dependent variable) were created by independ-
ent variables of the CYV rice along the study area.
So, the HYV rice is very fruitful in the study area if
these variables work effectively.

The F-values of the rice productions obtained for
286.266 and 24.847 for CYV and HYV rice respec-
tively were highly significant which indicates that
all variables taken in this study were important
and capable to explain the variations of the gross
returns throughout the rice production process.
The Durbin-Watson values for HYV and CYV rice
were approximately 2 which implies that the
data were free from auto correlation problem.

The values of RTS for HYV and CYV rice were
1.062 and 1.63 respectively which indicate that
farmers faced increasing RTS, i.e., if inputs of rice
production for both HYV and CYV are increased
then the gross return of the rice cultivation will
increase at a faster rate.

In this table 3, it is seen that the elasticity of each
input is less than unity which imply the inelastic
phenomenon of rice production. Since the elastic-
ities of all farmers for both HYV and CYV rice
were greater than unity the rice growers allo-
cated their resources in the irrational stage
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(stage-I) of production. They cannot operate
their production activities at efficient range of
production and also cannot use the production
inputs in optimal way.

Cost analysis. Table 4 shows the difference of
cost of the production between HYV and CYV rice
and also shows the various components of cost
incurred throughout the production process by
the rice farmers of both varieties.

The variable costs dominate the whole produc-
tion where irrigation cost is the major cost item
around 39.05 % and 30.02 % of the total cost for
HYV and CYV rice respectively. Another impor-
tant cost is labor which contributes approxi-
mately 26.01 % and 29.36 % of the total cost for
HYV and CYV correspondingly. The total fixed
cost consists of land rent and land use cost dur-
ing the production season that contributes only
7.74 % and 9.68 % of the total cost in case of HYV
and CYV respectively. During the data collected
period, the total variable cost, fixed cost and total
cost per bigha incurred by the rice farmers were
Tk. 14905.33, Tk. 1250 and Tk. 16155.33 and Tk.
11665.3, Tk. 1250 and Tk. 12915.3 for HYV and
CYV rice respectively. Therefore, it can be said
that the HYV rice cultivation consumes more
costs than that of CYV in the study areas.

Return and profitability of rice production. Re-
turn and profit are the most important concept
by which a farmer takes the decision of continu-
ing production activities. Although there are
many farmers lived in our country who cultivate
rice without the consideration of profit, but a re-
searcher provides basic policies of increasing the
productivity of rice with profitability analysis.
Table 5 shows the different components of re-
turn and profit of rice cultivation. Return from
the rice cultivation comes in terms of yield and
by product (straw). By adding the values of yield
and straw the researcher obtained gross return
of the rice production. The gross return of HYV
rice was Tk. 18703.8641 which was larger than
that of CYV rice (Tk. 13126.92).

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The profitability analysis was completed with aid
of GM and NR which were Tk. 3798.5341 and
Tk.2548.5341 for HYV and Tk. 1461.62 and
Tk.211.62 for CYV respectively. Many econo-
mists examine the profit rate by the ARR which
was 23.513 and 11.317 for HYV and CYV rice. It
implies that the cultivation of HYV rice is around
twice profitable than the CYV rice. The BCR in

variable cost basis (1/0) and total cost basis were
1.25 and 1.16 for HYV and 1.13 and 1.02 for CYV
rice during the crop season.

Allocative efficiency analysis. The optimal utili-
zation of resources or inputs was derived by the
analysis of allocative efficiency which is shown in
table 6.

It could understand from the table 6 that all of
factors of production are not economically allo-
cated. Since Marginal Factor Cost is assumed to
be 1, only MVP indicates the optimum utilization
of inputs used in rice production. If MVP > 1, < 1
and = 1, then the allocation of resources is under,
over and optimum utilization. Here is in the
study area all of the factors of production are
mis- allocated. The seed, labor, fertilizer and
Ploughing costs were over utilized as MVP < 1,
and insecticide and irrigation were underutilized
as MVP > 1 for HYV rice production. On contrary,
the seed, insecticide and irrigation were under
utilized as MVP > 1 and labor, fertilizer and
Ploughing costs were over utilized as MVP < 1 for
CYV rice.

Conclusion and Suggestions

The core message of this study is that the HYV
rice is more suitable and profitable than the CYV
rice in the Rajbari district. All of the factors
namely seed cost, labor cost, fertilizer cost, insec-
ticide cost, Ploughing cost and irrigation cost are
very important for both rice cultivation of which
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labor, fertilizer, insecticide and irrigation are the
dominant factors for HYV rice and seed, insecti-
cide, ploughing and irrigation are the prime fac-
tors of CYV rice in the study area. The production
function analysis also concludes that the farmers
produce their both HYV and CYV rice in the inef-
ficient range. Finally, the resource use efficiency
gives an alarm that all resources used in the pro-
duction activities over the study area are not
economically optimal, they have mis-allocation.

Some policies can be suggested for higher pro-
ductivity, profitability and efficiently allocated
inputs of HYV and CYV rice cultivation in the
study area.

Since irrigation is the key factor of the produc-
tion, so the supply of electricity should be
launched in a continuous process and should be
very cheap and available for the farmers during
the crop season in the study area.

It is obvious that rice production for both HYV
and CYV can be enhanced either by extending the
cropped area under rice cultivation or by im-
proving the productivity of existing resources
allocated to rice production. The cropped area is
limited by nature so the only way to increase the
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efficiency of the factors of production. For this, Flood resistance dam should be made in Doulat-
the institutional investment in input delivery in dia where huge amount of CYV rice are damaged
time, infrastructural development, improving every year due to flood.

marketing channels, increase in farm manage-
ment services and rising farmers’ technical effi-
ciency should be very strong in the study area.

Agricultural credit should be more flexible and
available to the farmers so that they can invest
more in their field.

Government should increase its expenditures in

research and development on improving CYV for

obtaining higher profit from the study area.
