Abstract. Many years of research of one of the most influential families in the
Hetmanate have failed to provide sufficiently substantiated versions of the name of the
proband of the family or at least to cover the white spots of the Lyzohub family tree.
The latter were outlined by V. L. Modzalevsky in the early twentieth century. In the first
turn, it goes about the names of the women from the first generations of the Lyzohubs
genus (wives and daughters), which have not been identified by the researcher due to
the lack of information sources. Even more incomprehensible is the ignorance by the
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Lyzohubs' genealogists (0. M. Lazarevsky, G. 0. Miloradovich, V. L. Modzalevsky, V.
V. Krivosheya) of the name of Klim Lyzohub, who was once mentioned in the so-called
«Lyzohub Chronicle». The outlined problems can be solved thanks to the recently
introduced memorial list entitled «The Family of His Grace Mr. Yukhim Lyzohub». It
differs not only in the specific time of creation (April 1702) but also in the clear
separation of the living and the dead. The list can play the role of a kind of «Rosetta
Stone» both for understanding other memorial lists and for significantly ordering the
genealogical connections of the first generations of the Cossack-officer Lyzohubs
family. The research aims to find out as many connections as possible between the
names from the memorial synod of Yu. Ya. Lyzohub in 1702 and the real historical
personalities that were connected with the Cossack-officer Lyzohub. The hypothesis of
the investigation will be the statement that the above-mentioned connections will allow
us to organize the genealogical tree of the first generations of the Cossack-officer
family of Lyzohubs and will allow us to add new historical personalities to it. Out of 22
names of the first part of the funeral list, we managed to identify 20 personalities. The
exceptions were the crossed-out name of Vasyl and the last name of little Hryhoriy,
about whom the genealogical records of the Lyzohubs family and archival sources do
not give any clues for identification. From the second part of the list, only 4 names from
the genus Lyzohub were identified, but even this helped to clarify the genealogical
connection of Klim Lyzohub with other well-known members of the genus. Such
reconnaissance made it possible to organize the genealogical information of three
generations of the Cossack-officer family of the Lyzohubs at once (from the second to
the fourth, if we consider the Kindrat proband to be the first generation). The results of
the study can be used to review the existing ideas about the first generations of the

Abstract. The article analyzes the current state of the market of intimate services. It
gives statistical data on Ukraine and some foreign countries (the UK, India, Indonesia,
China, Malaysia, Germany, Poland, the USA, Thailand, the Philippines, France), which
show the number of prostitutes involved in the sex business, the scale of this business
and its dynamics. Some features of the European and Asian market of intimate services
are analyzed. The research concludes that prostitution in Ukraine is growing every year,
this type of business is overseen by the shadow structures and enriches them, as well
as corrupt civil servants and officials and, as a result, undermines the country’s
economic security. It has been proposed to take prostitution under the official state
control by legalizing it.

Abstract. The article presents the peculiarities of bringing judges to administrative
responsibility. It has been established that in Ukraine bringing judges to administrative
responsibility is regulated by the provisions of such legislative and regulatory
documents as the Code of Ukraine on Administrative Offenses, the Law of Ukraine «On
Amendments to Certain Legislative Acts of Ukraine to Strengthen the Guarantees of
Judges' Independence», the Law of Ukraine «On Ensuring the Right to a Fair Trial», the
Law of Ukraine «On the Judiciary and the Status of Judges». It has been found out that
judges are not included in the structure of subjects of administrative offenses. It has
been determined that the administrative responsibility of judges is a kind of legal
responsibility, which is mostly considered on a theoretical basis, but in practice, the
administrative responsibility of judges is not structured at all. It has been proved that
the main obstacles to bringing judges to administrative responsibility are, first of all, the
ethical impossibility of imposing administrative penalties on them, as they have a fairly
high legal status, and the urgent priority of establishing special procedures and bodies
to bring judges to administrative responsibility. It has been established that bringing

Abstract. The content and the current state of international security are revealed, taking
into account the dynamic growth of new challenges and threats, the acquisition of new
features «traditionally» recognized. Archetypal analysis of the current state of national
and international security as one of the global problems of mankind, the study of the
content and the coordinates of the categories «national security» and «current threats
and challenges to national security» require more detailed research, including more
specific formalization. The rapidly growing range of new threats and challenges has
forced a lot of governments to reconsider traditional approaches to security. The
existing problems in the formation of effective and efficient means and mechanisms
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for ensuring international security are presented and identified. In the context of
globalization, the main threats can have negative consequences not only for an
individual state, but also for the entire world community, as dangers for individuals and
specific countries disappear, and instead there appear dangers for individual regions
and the global system as a whole. The effectiveness of the institutions of international
and national security is analyzed, the factors and spheres of challenges and threats are
given and the dynamism of their growth is noted. An important means of deterring
challenges and threats are international law, which has always been recognized as an
important component of the overall security mechanism in the organization of the world
order. The norms of this law in modern conditions come to the fore in the international
security system as an effective means of establishing law and order in the complex
configuration of international relations. International law in the process of its
development in itself becomes a complex multi-sectoral system, directly undergoing
qualitative changes in the security system in general, as well as its use in various fields.
The current state of international security is summarized, conclusions on the need to
develop a significantly new approach to improving the country’s international security
are formulated and some aspects of improving mechanisms to prevent, overcome and
reduce the impact of existing challenges and threats are proposed.

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Abstract. In the 20th century and at the beginning of the 21st century, Kosovan
society faced numerous social, economic, and political problems. These problems
became the main cause of the high rate of migration. Many citizens, especially young
people, were forced to migrate to European countries and beyond in the absence of
prospects in Kosovo. Unemployed and employed people migrated in search of a
better life. Migration from Kosovo continues to be high to this day. Countries like
Germany began issuing work visas to Kosovans after 2005, leading many young
people to migrate to Germany.

To understand the situation of Kosovan migrants before and after migration, the
study (N = 350) aimed to investigate the situation of unemployment, employment,
and satisfaction with pre - and post-migration earnings. The results show that around
75% of Kosovan migrants were unemployed before migrating and about 50% of those
who were employed had low monthly incomes (up to 200 euros), while in the host
society this situation has changed positively. The results indicate that, after the
migration to the host society, about 85 % of Kosovan migrants are employed, over
50% have high incomes (around 2000 euros), and about one-third have changed their
post-migration occupation.

INTRODUCTION

Migration is often associated with occupational
downgrading. Authors [10, 21] found such a pat-
tern of downgrading for Australia, as did [2, 3] for
the US. For European countries, authors [24]
showed for Spain, in their Institute for the Study
of Labor discussion paper, that the downgrading
hypothesis could be supported for migrants from
different origins, including those who were free to
move from Eastern Europe. In Germany, authors
[4] published the Institute for the Study of Labor
paper on ethnic German migrants’ downward la-
bour market mobility in the 1990. By the 1990,
Kosovan migration focused on the male-domi-
nated labour force, consisting mainly of male
heads of households, young people, and low-
skilled people. Most of the migrants were unem-
ployed, which means that they were persons who
were not in employment before they emigrated,
were unskilled, or were farmers of private agricul-
tural economies. It has been well established in
the literature on migration that the economic out-
look in the country of origin is a relevant push

factor for migrants, while the economic outlook in
the destination country is an important pull factor
[6, 7]. Although this economic approach does not
take into account chain migration, it nevertheless
indicates the crucial role played by the labor mar-
ket in understanding the processes of interna-
tional migration. After the group of Kosovan ‘un-
employed’ migrants comes the skilled workforce
(11.5 %): these are the workers who qualified be-
fore moving abroad as craftsmen, metalworkers,
construction workers, miners, and so on, referring
to the group of secondary sector activities in
which they are employed in the host socie-
ties [18].

The low-skilled composition of the migrants has
led most of them to work hard in the destination
country and to have a heavy life (far from the
standards of the host country) full of difficulties,
especially regarding the nature of integration into
and adaptation to the new social circle. The diffi-
cult life of Kosovan migrants has been driven by
two main factors: their lack of qualifications,
which made it difficult to adapt to and integrate
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into the host society and thus attain a better job
and life and, on the other hand, the need to save
money to be sent to the country of origin to help
their family in Kosovo. This difficult situation for
Kosovan migrants began to improve after 2000.
Migration in earlier periods (before 2000) was
characterized by male dominance, as in the past
migration was more oriented towards the male
workforce. Thus, the gender ratio of migration
was approximately even after 2000, while in re-
cent years’ women have dominated migration:
52.94 % female and 47.06 % male [20]. The aver-
age age of Kosovan migrants is 28 years, which is
younger than the average Kosovo resident popu-
lation (31 years). Migration with the family has
also led to a positive change in the way of life for
Kosovan migrants in the host country in terms of
social and systemic integration [17]. Improving
vocational training and spending years in the host
society have enabled Kosovan migrants to be
more and more accepted and integrated. Most of
the Kosovan migrants in the more recent period
have high school and elementary education, but
there has been an increase in the number of highly
educated migrants. The increase in qualifications
in the last two decades has enabled Kosovan mi-
grants to be employed in important sectors and
leading positions in the host country.

According to the [23] study, regarding Kosovan
migrants in destination countries, 7.57% of the to-
tal number of employees have a managerial/su-
pervisory position, 0.9 % work as an administra-
tor, 82.16 % are low-skilled workers, and 4.68 %
are salespeople and others. 4.68 %. However,
when comparing the composition of employment
by sector with earlier periods (two decades ago),
some progress can be seen. The primary and sec-
ondary sectors have declined sharply from earlier
periods, but the low level of professional qualifi-
cations of Kosovan migrants remains an obstacle.
In the survey conducted with Kosovan migrants
from the Municipality of Suhareka, we also find
that about half of the migrants have secondary ed-
ucation and about 20% have incomplete primary
education [15]. Therefore, this situation causes
Kosovan migrants to take on hard work in host so-
cieties and to change their occupation. This builds
on research on the economic integration of mi-
grants [10] which has postulated that migrants
give up a job in their country of origin to take a job
with a lower status but higher income in the host
country, driven by the motive that the wages in
the - wealthier - host country are substantially
higher.

In the last decade, some European countries (Ger-
many and Italy) have begun issuing work visas for
Kosovan citizens, attracting many young and un-
employed Kosovans to migrate, especially to Ger-
many, in search of a better life. To understand the
situation of Kosovan migrants before and after
migration, this study aims to investigate their so-
cioeconomic status with a focus on employment,
the unemployment rate, and satisfaction with in-
come.

Theoretical framework

Itis well established in the literature on migration
that the economic outlook in the country of origin
is a relevant push factor for migrants while the
economic outlook in the destination country is an
important pull factor [6, 7]. About two-thirds of
Kosovan migrants were unemployed before mi-
grating from Kosovo. This situation has made
more and more Kosovan people migrate in search
of a better job and a better life. However, the situ-
ation is no better for Kosovan migrants who had a
temporary, low-wage job in their country of
origin. This builds on research on the economic in-
tegration of migrants [10], which has postulated
that migrants give up a job in their country of
origin to take a job with a lower status but a higher
income in the host country, driven by the motive
that wages in the - wealthier - host country are
substantially higher. Low monthly incomes are a
driving force for many Kosovan migrants. Accord-
ing to various studies, migrants in the early years
of immigration do not have much choice in the job
that they perform in the host country, so they
quickly integrate into the labour market. The level
of employment among men (70 %) is considera-
bly higher than that among women (50 %). This is
because - as a consequence of their higher age
composition - there are more pensioners among
women as well as the fact that more women than
men stay at home to bring up a family.

Studies have shown that some groups face a per-
sistent labour market disadvantage, with some
non-white immigrants experiencing poorer em-
ployment and earning prospects than white immi-
grants regardless of their education levels and
length of stay in the country [11]. As newly arrived
immigrants often possess qualifications that they
obtained in their origin country that are not di-
rectly transferable or are less valued, they may
face an initial disadvantage in the labour market
due to a deficit of suitable human capital [5]. This
disadvantage, unlike the situation in the country

of origin, will reduce as migrants gain experience
in the host country’s labour market, improve their
language skills, and gain new qualifications that
are valuable to employers.

Authors [10] presented a U-shaped model in their
study of the labour market integration of mi-
grants. According to this model, migrants, shortly
after migration, experience downward mobility
between the status of their last job before migrat-
ing and that of their job after migration. The au-
thors posited that the main reason for this loss of
status lies in the imperfect match between the hu-
man capital acquired by migrants in their country
of origin and the skills required (e.g. qualifications
and language skills) on the labour market in the
destination country - a labour market with which
migrants are moreover not yet sufficiently famil-
iar. Using the latter definition, [12] showed that
education-conditioned migrants in the US tend to
work at a lower socioeconomic classification than
locals. Since [8] it has been known that, in the US,
immigrants start with much lower wages than na-
tives with similar characteristics and then slowly
catch up with them. Authors [1] showed the same
for 15 European countries. The initial wage pen-
alty is often interpreted as the devaluation of the
human capital obtained in another country [9].
Over time, immigrants’ wages converge to those
of natives as immigrants invest in human capital
and find jobs with higher earnings or a better fit
or jobs in higher-paying industries and occupa-
tions. Also, employers over time learn about the
true productivity of the immigrants. There is
some evidence that immigrants even overtake na-
tives after 10 to 15 years in the US and Canada [8,
22]. The reason could be that immigrants are a
self-selected group with potentially higher levels
of labour marketability and motivation.

Methods

The study aims to investigate Kosovan migrants’
employment situation, unemployment, and satis-
faction with their monthly income before and af-
ter migration. It is based on data collected (face to
face) from the field using a questionnaire (N=350)
conducted with Kosovan migrants living and op-
erating in Switzerland (31 %), Germany (29 %),
Italy (16 %), Austria (14 %), and Sweden (9 %).
The study was conducted with both genders
(36 % female and 64 % male). The age of the re-
spondents was between 18 and 65 years. It was
conducted in Kosovo (2019), while Kosovan mi-
grants were visiting Kosovo for summer and
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winter holidays. Contact with the respondents
(Kosovan migrants) was possible in two ways: a)
direct contact with migrants at Pristina Interna-
tional Airport ‘Adem Jashari’ and b) direct contact
at home (in Kosovo). The questionnaire was con-
ducted in the language of the country of origin (Al-
banian) and the sample was semi-planned. It is
worth noting that, out of the total number of
planned respondents, seven of the respondents
refused to answer for personal reasons. The data
were analysed in SPSS.

Measurements

To understand the situation of Kosovan migrants
before and after migration, we asked some ques-
tions such as ‘Were you employed in the country
of origin and were you employed in the host coun-
try? The responses were classified as a) em-
ployed, b) partially employed, c) unemployed, and
d) other. We proceeded with the following ques-
tion: ‘In which economic sector did you work in
the country of origin and in which sector do you
work in the host country? The answers were clas-
sified as follows: a) education or health, b) public
administration, c) agriculture, d) industry, e) con-
struction, f) trade, and g) other. To understand
whether the profession had changed after migra-
tion, we asked: ‘Do you practice the same
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profession as in the country of origin?’ The possi-
ble answers were a) yes, b) no, and c) other. Mean-
while, to understand employed migrants’ satisfac-
tion with their monthly income, they were asked:
‘How much was the monthly income in the coun-
try of origin and how much is it in the host coun-
try?’ The responses were classified separately for
the country of origin and the host. For the country
of origin, the classification ranged from less than
100 euros to over 401 euros, while, for the host
country, the classification ranged from less than
1000 euro to more than 2001 euros. And, satisfac-
tion with monthly income where answers were
classified as: Very, average, little, not at all.

RESULTS

Pre-migration situation of migrants. Until the
1970s, Kosovan society was rural - agrarian and
uneducated. After that period, the level of urbani-
zation progressed, large social enterprises were
established, which employed large numbers of la-
bourers, and the first public university was
opened, expanding the education and health sys-
tem throughout the country. In this wave of indus-
trialization, many citizens were employed. How-
ever, this progressive situation did not continue.
After the abolition of Kosovo’s autonomous status
in 1989, the situation changed drastically to the
disadvantage of Kosovan Albanians [13, 14, 16].
At this time, the Albanian population (workforce)
was laid off, Albanian schools closed, and the edu-
cation and health system began to develop in ex-
ceptional circumstances (in private homes). Alba-
nians with political backgrounds were persecuted
by the Serbian police, and large-scale migration
occurred throughout the country. This situation
lasted until the liberation of Kosovo (1999). After
1999, although Kosovo was liberated (1999) and
independent (2008), the social and economic sit-
uation was severe (unemployment was around
45%, and the youth and female unemployment
rates were as high as 80%), and the lack of infra-
structure, lack of jobs, and high demand for em-
ployment led many citizens to migrate. The re-
sults show that most Kosovan citizens who mi-
grated were unemployed. According to the find-
ings of the study, 75 % of Kosovan migrants were
unemployed before migrating, while only 24 %
were employed and 1% reported ‘other’. The
highest unemployment rate was for women
(85 %) and the young age group. Regarding the
level of education of immigrants before they mi-
grated, only 11% had completed university
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studies, whereas most of the migrants had sec-
ondary education, a lower education level, or
other cases.

The worst situation regarding the level of educa-
tion was for the female gender. About 60 % of the
women who migrated had primary education, in-
complete primary education, or no level of educa-
tion. This situation caused Kosovan migrants to
take on hard work in the host society and to be un-
able to choose a better job, and they lived a more
difficult life. Differences in the level of employ-
ment also exist in the rural-urban context, in
which migrants originating from rural areas had
lower employment rates than those from cities
before migrating. Only 21 % of rural migrants
were in employment before migrating, and 77%
were unemployed or reported in other cases.
Meanwhile, among urban migrants, 36 % were in
employment and 64 % were unemployed, mean-
ing that, compared with those from rural areas,
migrants originating from urban areas had a
slightly better level of employment and living con-
ditions. The differences in the rate of employment
and unemployment of migrants before they mi-
grated are also reported by age group: see the ta-
ble below.

The highest unemployment rate was for the age
group of migrants between 18 and 34 years old
(78 %), followed by the age group 35-64 years
(71 %). Thus, according to the findings of the
study, the unemployment rate for all age groups
was very high (75 %). Although 24 % of migrants
were in employment before migrating, their in-
come was insecure and insufficient for a stable
life. Migrants did not regularly receive their
monthly salary from their employer, making it dif-
ficult to make a living in one form or another, as
most of the migrants interviewed said they ‘were
in debt every day’ because their employer did not
give them their monthly salary regularly
(monthly). On the other hand, despite being em-
ployed (24 %), they received very low wages. The
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low monthly wages were not enough to lead a dig-
nified life, so they were forced to migrate in search
of a better life.

For migrants who were employed in their country
of origin before migrating, 54 % had a monthly in-
come of fewer than 200 euros, while 31% had a
monthly income of 201-400 euros and 16% had a
monthly income of over 401 euros. With these
monthly incomes, it is difficult to cover monthly
expenses and to lead a normal life. When we add
to this the situation of being a householder with
an unresolved housing status or a family member
with poor health, the social status of the family de-
teriorated.

Another feature of Kosovan migrants employed in
the country of origin before migrating was the
level of income by demographic structure. The
monthly income differs by age group; for example,
a monthly income of fewer than 100 euros per
month dominates the age group 35-64 years
(16 %) versus the age group 18-34 years (7.3 %).
As one age, one’s monthly income increases too.
Only 9.7% of this demographic category had a
monthly income of over 401 euros, while for the
age group 35-64 it was 18.3 %. The increase in
the monthly salary with the increase in age is ex-
pressed as a result of work experience and profes-
sional achievement. A difference in monthly in-
come at work also exists by gender. Female mi-
grants had lower incomes than male migrants be-
fore migrating. See the table below.

Before migrating, 70 % of the female migrants had
a monthly income of fewer than 200 euros, while
only 5 % had a monthly income of over 401 euros.
The cause of this situation is the low level of edu-
cation for women and social issues. Labor mi-
grants who were highly skilled before migrating
enjoyed higher incomes. Significant differences in
terms of income were also observed in cities and
villages. Migrants from the city (urban areas) who
were employed before migrating had higher

incomes, and 65 % of migrants had a monthly in-
come of over 401 euros against 35 % of those
from rural areas. In urban areas, in general, the
level of education is higher and there are greater
job opportunities and higher-paying jobs.

Poor social and economic conditions in the coun-
try of origin and the desire for a better life in the
host country made Kosovan citizens migrate. To
understand what people’s monthly income
should be to avoid them migrating from their
country of origin, the study reveals that citizens’
demands are for an above-average wage (the av-
erage wage in Kosovo was 374 euros in 2017) Ko-
sovo. With the average wage that Kosovo cur-
rently has, there is the possibility of further migra-
tion of citizens, especially young people. From the
results, we found that 39.5 % of the migrants, to
have an average living standard in their country of
origin, would have to have an income of 501-800
euros per month, with over 35 % of the migrants
declaring a monthly income of over 801 euros and
other cases. What is special about the study is that
the requirements for the average monthly income
between the two genders and by age group are
very close. Differences exist based on migrants’
qualifications. As migrants’ qualifications in-
crease, their demands for higher wages also in-
crease. The results of the study show that 44.8 %
of migrants who have completed university stud-
ies want to have a monthly salary of over 801 eu-
ros. The latter is justified by the fact that this social
category has invested in human capital and leads
a life with higher standards and thus demands
higher pay. Differences in the amount of monthly
income also exist in the village-to-town relation.
While migrants originating from urban areas
claim a monthly income of over 801 euros (over
40%), only about 30% of those from rural areas
require an income of over 801 euros. This differ-
ence may be due to migrants with real estate orig-
inating from the village who can use and thus gen-
erate additional income from individual and fam-
ily real estate. As a result of high unemployment,
poverty, poor education, a lack of proper infra-
structure, and so on, many citizens, especially
young people, have migrated to developed coun-
tries in search of a job and a better life for them-
selves and their families.

Post-migration situation of migrants. Although
most Kosovan migrants have faced many chal-
lenges during the migration process and after-
ward, many have integrated into the host society,
jobs, education, and social life in general. While
most of the respondents were unemployed before
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migrating, their situation changed after migration,
with most now being employed. Of the total num-
ber of migrants, 83 % are employed in the host so-
ciety while only 14 % are unemployed, 1.3% work
part-time, and 1% reported another situation. The
highest employment rate is represented by the
male gender (92 % employed), while 59 % of the
female gender is employed. According to a United
Nations Development Programme (UNDP) study,
none of the migrant women with family reunifica-
tion status are employed compared with 42% of
men in this category, and only one-third of women
with a work visa are employed compared with
more than two-thirds of men of the same status.
This underscores the fact that male migrants from
Kosovo tend to perform better than female mi-
grants in the labour market and appear to make
better use of economic and employment opportu-
nities in their home countries [25]. Regarding em-
ployment by age group, there are no significant
differences, whereas differences exist according
to the level of qualifications of the employed mi-
grants. The level of employment is higher among
highly skilled migrants. Despite the lack of profes-
sional qualifications or the lack of qualifications in
general for migrants, the employment rate is quite
high. However, the results show that the majority
of Kosovan migrants are employed in heavy work
(construction, industry, cleaning and hygienic
maintenance of public and private facilities, gar-
den care, driving, etc.). To obtain a real picture of
the employment sector of Kosovan migrants in
the host society, the study reveals that about one-
third of the migrants are employed in the con-
struction sector (30 %), 17% in industry, 12% in
trade, 8 % in education and health, 5.3% in public
administration, and 27% in various sectors. The
main sector of the economy in which Kosovan mi-
grants are employed is construction (30 %), fol-
lowed by industry and other sectors. A considera-
ble number are also employed in hotels, tourist
agencies, and so on, but this sector is not included
as a separate sector in this study. Of the total num-
ber of employees, 73 % are employed in private
enterprises, while 26 % are employed in public in-
stitutions and 1% in other entities. A characteris-
tic of the employment of Kosovan migrants is gen-
der representation by economic sectors. About
one-third of female migrants (23.9 %) and 3.4 %
males are employed in the education and health
sector, 11.9 % of female migrants are employed in
public administration and 3.4 % males, while in
the construction and industry sector the male
gender is represented by 55.6 % versus the
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female which is represented by 15.2 %. Male mi-
grants are employed in heavier work.

Regarding migrants’ workplace conditions, the
study analysed the length of working hours, as a
very important indicator that is regulated by in-
ternational norms, in the profession that they are
practicing, and the amount of income that they
earn. In this respect, we understand that about
two-thirds of Kosovan migrants (59.8 %) work
for 5-8 hours per day, 32% work for 9-12 hours
and 4.3 % work for over 12 hours in the host soci-
ety. Working for over 8 hours and over 12 hours a
day in hard work (construction, industry, etc.)
makes life difficult for migrants. As a result of hard
work and overtime, many migrants retire early
and are in poor health. This is especially true of
Kosovan migrants who migrated before and dur-
ing the 1970 and 1990, who, while trying to help
their families in their country of origin, saved
money for their basic needs, such as food, housing,
clothing, and so on, to send to their families to Ko-
sovo. This situation began to change after 2000.
Migrants, especially those of a younger age, place
greater importance on food, clothing, modern
technologies, and luxury in general. This situation
has arisen for many reasons, among the main ones
being that most of the migrants have migrated
with their families and most of them are employed
and generate higher incomes.

Part-time work (1-4 h) is most represented by
women (11%), while for men the figure is 2%. The
work with overtime is dominated by men with
4.6 % versus women with 3.4 %. Most (70 %)
women work for 5 to 8 hours a day, while 56 % of
males work for 5 to 8 hours. Male migrants work
in heavier jobs and for more hours.

Another important issue is the change of occupa-
tions after migration. Various sociological studies
have shown that migrants change occupations af-
ter migration and in the early years do not choose
their occupation but work in whatever job is given
to them only to make a living and integrate into
the host society. The results show that 86.5 % of
Kosovan migrants switched jobs after migration,
only 8.1 % have the same occupation (as in the
host country) even after they migrated, and 5.3%
of migrants practice approximately the same oc-
cupation as they had in the country of origin.

One of the factors driving young people to migrate
is satisfied with their income in the host society.
While the income of Kosovan migrants in the
country of origin was small and uncertain, this sit-
uation changed positively after migrating to the
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host society. Kosovan migrants in the host society
have a monthly wage that is 4-5 times higher than
in the country of origin, thereby increasing their
satisfaction with their monthly income in the host
society. The results show that 53.2 % of Kosovan
migrants employed in the host country have a
monthly income above 2001 euros, 39.3 % have a
monthly income of 1001-2000 euros, and 7.6 %
have a monthly income of up to 1000 euros per
month. The lowest monthly salary in the host
country is represented by female migrants (14 %
of employees have a salary less than 1000 euros),
while the highest salary is represented by male
migrants (56 % have a higher salary than 2001
euros per month). Regarding income by age, there
are no significant differences, while migrants with
higher educational backgrounds have higher in-
comes.

Kosovan migrants have experienced a long jour-
ney towards integration into the host society, fac-
ing many different challenges; however, the high
level of employment and the creation of better liv-
ing conditions are clear indications of their suc-
cess in the host society.

CONCLUSIONS

The socio-economic crisis in Kosovan society,
with the change of political systems and especially
the aftermath of the last war in Kosovo (1999),
which destroyed family houses, public enter-
prises, and the country’s economy in general,
made international migration an unstoppable
process. After 1999, public enterprises were pri-
vatized and many workers lost their jobs. Many
young and unskilled workers, unable to find a job
and consequently to have a better life, viewed mi-
gration to the developed countries of Europe and
beyond as the only solution to find employment
and a better life.

In the last decade, Kosovan migrants have been
able to migrate more easily, especially to Ger-
many, Italy, and so on, with work visas. The crea-
tion of opportunities to migrate with work visas to
several European countries has led to a large
number of Kosovans migrating and integrating
into the host society at the same time. The wave of
migration in the last two decades has also been in-
fluenced by family migration (family reunifica-
tion) and the difficult socio-economic situation in
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Kosovo. Based on the findings of our study, we can
conclude that the unemployment rate for Koso-
van migrants before migrating was very high
(75 %); thus, it was one of the driving factors of
migration. The situation was not good even for
migrants who were employed before migrating.
They worked long hours per day in poor working
conditions, they were not paid regularly by their
employer, and they earned low wages. Over 50%
of Kosovan migrants had a monthly wage below
200 euros before migrating, lower than Kosovo’s
average wage (374 euros), and over two-thirds of
migrants had a monthly wage below 400 euros
per month.

The employment situation for Kosovan migrants
improved upon migration to their host country.
Accordingly, we can conclude that the majority of
Kosovan post-migration migrants are employed
(83%) and enjoying a better life than in the coun-
try of origin, but in the first years of migration,
their life was far from the standards that the locals
achieved in the host society.

The study shows that, due to the migration poli-
cies applied by these countries, Kosovan migrants
have a lower post-migration professional status
than before migration, a finding that is consistent
with the international literature. Of the total num-
ber (24 %) of Kosovan migrants employed before
migrating, 86.5 % have changed jobs after migra-
tion. However, changing occupation has not de-
creased their satisfaction with their income; on
the contrary, income satisfaction in the host coun-
try is high compared with that in the country of
origin. After migration, Kosovan migrants receive
a monthly income that is about four to five times
higher than they had in their country of origin.

The socio-economic situation was not good even
for Kosovan migrants employed in Kosovo. Alt-
hough 24 % of Kosovan migrants were employed
before their migration, their monthly income was
low, irregular, and insufficient to lead a normal
life. This socio-economic situation of migrants im-
proved significantly after migration. Long-term
work is characteristic of Kosovan migrants. Post-
migration, many Kosovan migrants (about 40 %)
work for over 8 hours a day and live a life far be-
yond the standards set by locals in these host
countries. An early study by [26] showed that an
increase in professional status was seen only after
more than 10 years in the host country.

Abstract. The article presents the results of pedagogical research aimed at
improving the level of professional development of heads of physics-mathematics
clubs of out-of-school education institutions in the system of postgraduate
education by introducing separate pedagogical conditions and a structural-
functional model. A qualitative analysis of the obtained results with a positive
conclusion on the effectiveness of certain pedagogical conditions and the author’s
structural and functional model was carried out. The proposed classification of
levels of professional development of the head of physics and maths club of out-
of-school education institutions in the system of postgraduate education contains
four levels: basic, heuristic, and innovative. Based on quantitative and qualitative
indicators the comparative analysis of the received intermediate and final results
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of the pedagogical experiment was carried out. The reliability of the research
results was ensured by using statistical methods of processing the results of
research work. The analysis of the results of the experiment in control and
experimental groups indicates the effectiveness of introduction into the process
of professional development of heads of physics and mathematics circles of out-
of-school educational institutions scientifically substantiated pedagogical
conditions and the structural-functional model that presupposes the usage of
specially-oriented educational and methodical complex (programs of elective
courses, methodical manuals and programs for the organization of self-
educational activity).

Abstract. The article considers experimental testing of pedagogical conditions for
the formation of the readiness of future primary school teachers to use cloud
technologies in their professional activity.
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The concept of the study was that training future primary school teachers
becomes effective under certain pedagogical conditions, namely: motivation of
future teachers to acquire theoretical knowledge by means of cloud technologies;
organization of training, using the capabilities of cloud technologies; introduction
of forms, methods and means of training that contribute to the formation of the
readiness to use cloud technologies in professional activities; mastering the
method of application of cloud technologies.

Experimental verification was carried out in four stages. The results of the
preparatory stage were the clarification of the main definitions, defining the goals
and objectives of the study, the selection of cloud technologies to create an
educational environment, based on the studied psychological and pedagogical
literature on the subject. The ascertaining stage gave us the opportunity to clarify
the methodology of the pedagogical experiment, to identify the levels of formation
of the readiness to use cloud technologies in professional activity and to conduct
the initial control of knowledge, skills and abilities. At the formative stage of the
experiment, the developed methodology was tested and changes in the level of the
readiness for using cloud technologies in professional activities in the
experimental and control groups were revealed.

The result of the control phase of our study was the final check of the level of
readiness for the use of cloud technologies in the professional activities of control
and experimental groups, which showed a change in the distribution of higher
education in accordance with all components of readiness.

The introduced pedagogical experiment allowed to determine the effectiveness of
pedagogical conditions for the formation of the readiness of future primary school
teachers to use cloud technologies in their professional activity.

Overcoming Social Inequality by Using Augmentative and Alternative
Communication Devices in Education

Abstract. For students whose different sorts of special needs restrict them to
communicate with their peers, Alternative and Augmentative Communication
(hereafter AAC) Devices have an important impact on overcoming social inequalities
by facilitatihg communication, interactions, and learning outcomes. By
interconnecting Assistive Technology with appropriate curriculum and methodology
of teaching and learning, students with special communication needs may utilize
AAC Devices and overcome some of the communication barriers they face.

The main purpose of this article is to research how the learning process occurs by
implementing facilitated learning with the use of AAC Devices in United States
schools, and its impact on student's ability to communicate efficiently and to interact
with their peers, teachers, and so forth. In that context, the Article investigates how
AAC Devices help students with communication disabilities to overcome
communication inequalities and the way students can utilize them to be engaged in
the learning process. To achieve this purpose, we have used participatory structured
observation as the methodology of research.

We have visited one of the New York State Schools where AAC Devices were being
used, and observed students' behavior and their learning outcomes while using those
devices. Besides the facilitated learning by utilizing AAC devices, students with
special communication needs were able to interact with their peers and teachers

INTRODUCTION

Alternative and Augmentative Devices (hereinaf-
ter referred to as AAC devices) are considered as
some of the most utilized tools that aim to im-
prove people’s lives and enhance their capabilities
to efficiently communicate with others. It is esti-
mated that “Over 49 million individuals in the
United States present with an ongoing disabling
condition. About 5.3% of them, over 13 million
people are users of assistive technology” [13].
Thus, the necessity of using these devices is im-
mense, and researching this topic is considered of
great importance. Having said that, many of such
devices are being utilized in the learning environ-
ments such as Schools and Universities, to facili-
tate communication between students who com-
municate with difficulties or do not have any abil-
ity to communicate by other means.

However, there are various manners AAC devices
are used in different learning environments. The
efficacy and success rate of using those devices
depend on many possible factors, such as the

more effectively and express their opinions through those devices.

quality of Teacher’s training received concerning
AAC Devices, appropriate evaluation and determi-
nation of the specific devices to be used, appropri-
ateness of the student’s individual need for spe-
cific devices, and so forth.

In that context, the hypothesis that AAC Devices
facilitate the learning process and social interac-
tion of students with special communication
needs will be proven by researching the impact of
Augmentative and Alternative Communication
Devices on the learning process and social inter-
actions of students with special communication
needs.

To find out the efficacy of communicating and
learning by using AAC Devices, we have visited a
learning environment where we have conducted
several observations of students using such de-
vices. Based on these observations, we could re-
search the impact these devices have on a stu-
dent’s social life and their importance in the learn-
ing process.
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METHODS

The methodology of research used for this article
is the qualitative method of participatory observa-
tion. We have been present in one of the Middle
Schools in New York State to observe how AAC
Devices were being used to facilitate the commu-
nication process and boost the learning efficacy of
students with special needs.

The observation occurred with a pre-defined
schedule and objectives. In that context, we had
the full consent of research participants such as
teachers and teacher assistants, who informed
students in advance about my visits and the pur-
pose of my research.

Data collected during observations were written
and analyzed, later on, to focus on students’ be-
havior and attitude towards AAC Devices. Then,
after data analysis collected with participatory ob-
servation, we gave our suggestions to the school
in terms of improving the effectiveness of using
AAC Devices in the learning environment. Moreo-
ver, we have also suggested improvements that
could be useful regarding a lesson plan, by provid-
ing a sample of good practices that could be uti-
lized in the observed classroom and similar cases.

Due to confidentiality and the respect for the pri-
vacy of the observed students, we did not reveal
the name of the school, nor the city where the re-
search took place.

LITERATURE REVIEW

Communication is defined as the process of shar-
ing information and ideas. “Communication can
be successfully achieved through communicative
functions such as seeking social interactions, mak-
ing requests, and negations of an object or social
interactions” [7]. To be able to effectively com-
municate, people with special communication
needs may need the help of Assistive Technology
(hereinafter referred to as AT). In general, most of
the authors agree that AT, and in particular the
AAC devices have an important impact on facili-
tating communication between people. Moreover,
students identified as using AT had an average of
seven devices listed on their Individual Education
Plans (IEPs) and for many of these students, one
of the devices was AAC (44.7%) [11]. Thus, many
authors’ have tried to investigate this issue and
find better ways of using those devices.

However, despite general agreement on the bene-
fits of using AAC devices in a classroom, there is a
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lack of implementation support. “Although a
school district receives federal funds to provide
special education, there is not a separate federal
fund allocated specifically for the provision of AAC
devices and services” [6]. In that context, consid-
ering the benefits and the importance of such de-
vices in the lives of students with special needs,
more financial support is necessary to make a pos-
itive impact and develop a society of equality and
inclusiveness where everyone can communicate
effectively.

“Three recent systematic reviews concluded in-
terventions involving aided AAC modeling can im-
prove students’ expressive and receptive commu-
nication skills” [1]. This is particularly important
when having in mind the large number of people
who need such devices to be able to communicate
with others. Particularly, a large number of stu-
dents with special needs utilize AAC devices to
learn and communicate with their peers and
teachers. “In other words, approximately 3% of all
students with a disability utilize AAC” [3].

However, only the fact that there is a need for AAC
devices or the fact those devices are extensively
used among people with special needs does not
guarantee successful and effective communica-
tion. “Successful communication using AAC de-
vices largely depends on the function of the tech-
nology, the severity of the individuals’ disabilities
with regards to their physical, sensory, and cogni-
tive functions” [9].

Thus, beyond communication as a way to express
one’s thoughts, effective communication in an in-
clusive classroom or school setting would be also
beneficial in terms of student’s socialization and
their feeling of belonging. For that, “...peer net-
work interventions involving aided AAC modeling
can be effective to improve the symbolic commu-
nication of students with complex communication
needs while enhancing their social experiences
with peers within inclusive school settings” [2]. In
that context, it is of great importance to have two-
way communication between peers, meaning that
all students involved in that kind of communica-
tion should be able to understand the principles of
using AAC devices. “Teaching peers to use aided
AAC as a shared means of communication could
demonstrate the device is a useful mode of com-
munication and help students build connections
between the meaning of spoken words, graphic
symbols, and their referents [10]. In other words,
“establishing the effectiveness of assistive tech-
nology devices, however, is no guarantee that they
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will be routinely used by either practitioners or
parents with young children with disabili-
ties” [14]. Other obstacles could prevent the over-
all success of AAC devices, despite the technical ef-
ficacy and functionality of those devices. “One of
these is the failure to use evidence-based training
methods to promote practitioners’ and parents’
understanding of and skills in using different
types of assistive technology devices” [5]. Thus,
when deciding to utilize AAC devices, it is neces-
sary to consider the most proper methodology,
training, and appropriateness of the device based
on each student.

RESULTS

The participatory observation that was done in a
special education classroom was divided into two
equal parts. In the first part, [ have observed Eric,
one of the autistic students who went through
several surgeries and other difficulties, and dur-
ing the second part of the observation, I was fo-
cused on another autistic student named Je. Of
course, I couldn’t avoid observing all other stu-
dents from time to time, but I made efforts to focus
my observation on these two students.

The classroom had 12 students, and all of them
were diagnosed with some kind of disability. For
every three students, an assistant teacher was as-
signed to work closely with them. In that context,
the classroom had 1 main teacher and 3 regular
assistant teachers.

The purpose of the observation was to find out
how AAC devices were being used in this school,
and what benefits they brought up to students
with special communication needs, and their so-
cial interactions with the rest of the class partici-
pants. Put in another way, the impact of AAC de-
vices on the observed students' lives and the
learning process facilitated by using AAC devices
were the aim of this research project.

1st part of the Classroom Observation

Students’ name: Eric. When I came to the School,
my first contact was MS T. Kogut who was in-
formed about my visit and the purpose of the re-
search. She introduced me to the main teacher of
the target classroom, Ms. Moskow, and briefly in-
formed me in detail about each of the students’
conditions and what their special needs are. Other
assistant teachers were: Jim, Daron, Chris, and a
health attendant Gene.

The classroom was composed of:

2 autistic children - Eric and Ji (which I have ob-
served in detail);

2 paralyzed girls — one of them also had a mental
deficiency and the other one had cerebral palsy;

1 asocial girl - Janiah
1 mild mental deficient - John
1 mentally deficient, but very social girl - Jaylin.

The first student | had observed - Eric, a 15-year-
old boy, was diagnosed with an autism spectrum
disorder. According to many authors, people with
this condition often need some kind of facilitation
to develop communication abilities. “Individuals
with autism typically display inefficiencies in
communication. With increasing numbers of chil-
dren being diagnosed with Autism Spectrum Dis-
order, it is necessary to find effective methods of
communication for these children. Augmentative
and alternative communication interventions de-
velop communication skills using unconventional
techniques” [8].

Earlier in his life, Eric experienced severe seizures
and went through brain surgery to ease those sei-
zures. The surgery affected his intellectual capaci-
ties, so now he also suffers from intellectual defi-
ciency, which further affected his ability to com-
municate with others.

Having said that, according to Cook, “a core char-
acteristic of children with Autism Spectrum Disor-
der (ASD) is their atypical development of social
skills, language, and communication” [12]. Thus, it
is important to improve conditions that may facil-
itate the development of these skills by using
some sort of Assistive Technology. “If a child with
ASD can be taught to communicate, more learning
opportunities can take place. One way of teaching
communication has been through the use of Aug-
mentative and Alternative Communication
(AAC)” [12].

Returning to Eric, he is usually quiet and sustained
in most of the learning processes and social situa-
tions inside the classroom. He keeps calm most of
the time, although as some of the class teachers in-
formed me, from time to time Eric displayed some
kind of aggressive behavior. According to his
teachers, one of the possible reasons for this be-
havior is, for instance, the absence of his teachers
with whom he feels closer. Otherwise, most of the
time he stands quiet and rarely makes any noise.
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Eric is not communicative and cannot spell any
words. He uses some sort of sign language, and he
can respond by saying “ah” for everything. Eric
uses the “Augmentative and Alternative Commu-
nication Schedule Board” - a device that appears
too simple and has a lack of options. It has only a
little space to put pictures - (usually the teacher
puts only two pictures), and Eric is provided with
two options to choose from. When Eric points to
and makes physical contact with the correct pic-
ture, his teachers give him positive feedback/mo-
tivation what reinforces his response. In other
words, the teacher puts two different pictures in
each space and usually goes near the student by
asking which one is correct. For instance, two pic-
tures that were often put in the device for Eric
contained: Wednesday and Tuesday. The teacher
asked Eric what day is today, and he had to re-
spond by touching one of the buttons. Then, the
teacher changed the pictures and put something
else on the board. Most of the time, Eric responded
to the given tasks and touched the correct picture.
Whenever he guessed the correct option, all
teachers encouraged him by saying: good job Eric,
well done, and so forth. In that context, they have
reinforced his behavior by giving him a social re-
ward for the correct answer.

Eric is asocial to some extent, but he shows some
signs of being engaged in classroom activities.
When students went to the gym for a physical ed-
ucation class, he played with a ball chair and
stayed near other children. At the time he wasn’t
playing, he sat down and watched other children
playing.

In general, the device used in this case was too
limited and could not do much for its users. It was
only used in a morning “calendar & schedule” ac-
tivity, and after that, the printed hand-outs were
used more often. Thus, our recommendation
would be to use AAC devices more often and in
several activities during the whole day. If possible,
[ strongly recommend to the school administra-
tion to explore the possibility of purchasing other
more advanced AAC devices, which would pro-
vide more support for Eric and other students as
well. Since every student in that classroom, except
John, cannot communicate by speaking, an I-pad
or a chin-switch (for cerebral palsy) would make
a difference in these children’s life.
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2nd part of the Classroom Observation

Students’ name: Ji. Ji is another student I have fo-
cused on during the second part of my observa-
tion. He is 13 years old and similarly to Eric, was
diagnosed with an autistic spectrum disorder. He
also has intellectual deficiency and a condition
called echolalia which makes him repeat words
too often.

Ji is usually quiet and calm. He wears some large
headphones and appears to enjoy the music. Alt-
hough at the time [ was observing, his headphones
had some kind of defect and there was no music
playing, he kept wearing them and even pre-
tended he is dancing with the music rhythm. He
moved his hands in a way that indicated following
a certain rhythm.

On the other hand, in a gymnastics class, there was
real music playing in the background, which made
Jilook happy and dancing most of the time. He did
not approach other students and wasn'’t inter-
ested in playing with them at all, not even with a
ball chair (as Eric did). Ji also wears a green back-
pack, but I could not find out the reason for that.

Ji can’t speak or communicate with others. He
uses the AAC device described in Eric’s case. Ex-
cept for the “schedule board” and a projector, no
other AAC device was used during the whole time.
However, Ji can use an unaided communication
system to some degree, such as sign language.

Except for the schedule board mentioned above,
in many cases was also utilized a Projector to dis-
play different content, for instance, CNN news,
stories, and so forth, but Ji showed no interest
whatsoever. In my opinion, the projector could be
utilized better by presenting more age-appropri-
ate clips, because the daily news seemed not to
evoke any interest in most of the student’s minds.

Other Observations

While staying at the School, except for the as-
signed students, [ couldn’t avoid observing others
too. In particular, I noticed some interesting
events by observing the behavior of John and
Jailyn.

According to most of the teachers, and also based
on my observation, John was the only student who
could speak and make sense in a conversation.
Compared to other classmates, he seems to be
mildly affected by intellectual deficiency and is
fully body-abled. He is very social and approaches
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every teacher, student, and even approached and
tried to include me in some of the conversations.
He could do most of the assigned tasks and even
realized what words form a rhyme (most of the
time).

Since John was the only one who could speak, in
my point of view he gained more attention than
other students. For that reason, | would strongly
suggest the school to purchase more AAC devices
which would enable other non-speaking students
to communicate all the time. Even more schedule-
boards-alike devices or a switch would be benefi-
cial in some cases when yes/no questions were
asked.

On the other hand, Jailyn was a girl with intellec-
tual deficiency who showed a social attitude and a
great interest to explore people and devices. She
was particularly interested in watches and clothes
design. She explored my watch several times and
seemed to be enthusiastic about it. In contrast, she
showed no interest in smartphones, which made
me think she is not interested in the things she al-
ready recognizes. By because Jaylin can’t speak,
and having in mind her curiosity to explore, I think
she would be also interested in AAC devices. Ad-
vanced AAC devices with a lot of options and fea-
tures would make it possible to change or add
new icons, buttons, pictures, and so on, which
would keep her curiosity ongoing.

The main purpose of this article was to research
the impact of using AAC devices in the learning
process of students with special communication
needs. We have done this by visiting a school in
New York State and observing the learning pro-
cess by being present in the classroom.

We have identified strong and weak points of the
methodology of teaching that was being imple-
mented in the above-mentioned school. Likewise,
we have analyzed student’s reaction to various
AAC devices used and suggested other kinds of de-
vices which could be helpful in those particular
cases and individually for each of the special
need’s students.

Based on observations done, we have developed
and proposed improved lesson plans as an illus-
tration of our suggestions being implemented in
the future. In that manner, we have given our
practical contribution to the school where the re-
search was conducted, and hopefully, our sugges-
tions have been delivered in other nearby schools
as well.

However, the research conducted for this Article
has its limitations and further investigation is
much needed. Broader and continuous research
that would include more than one particular
school would give us more representative infor-
mation. Likewise, it would be interesting to re-
search schools that have recently received AAC
devices and started implementing facilitated
learning. That way, it would be possible to com-
pare situations “with versus without” AAC devices
and measure the impact of those devices in the
learning outcome.

CONCLUSIONS

Based on participatory observation done at the
special education classroom, it is obvious that AAC
devices have a positive impact on the learning
process of students with special communication
needs, meaning that our hypothesis was con-
firmed. It is also possible to claim that the social
life of students who have communication difficul-
ties can be improved by the facilitation which AAC
devices make possible.

However, as we have identified some of the weak
points of our research in the discussion section, to
provide a more representative sample, it is neces-
sary to broaden the research and extend it to
other schools and even other countries as well.
Thus, I consider these case studies observed for
this Article as a starting point that may lead to fur-
ther research in the future.

Finally, this article has achieved its purpose by re-
searching the learning process that occurred with
utilizing various Augmentative and Alternative
Communication devices, and its impact on stu-
dent’s social life, particularly on their ability to
communicate efficiently with their peers and
teachers. This way, we have analyzed how specific
AAC devices impact the learning process individ-
ually and what can be done to improve learning
efficiency. By doing this, we gave our contribution
to a great cause such as researching more effec-
tive ways of communication in a classroom with
students with special communication needs.

RECOMMENDATIONS

Schools should consider purchasing more AAC de-
vices or make low-tech boards for each student.
This way, all non-speaking students would be able
to answer instantly (for instance yes/no ques-
tions).
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An [-pad would replace hand-outs and engage all
students in every activity.

Make an Eye-Gaze Board for a girl with Cerebral
Palsy. This simple and inexpensive board would
enable her to communicate by staring at the pro-
vided pictures or words.

Buy an AAC Spinner (or make it) which could help
the other paraplegic girl to be engaged in-class ac-
tivities, i.e. in the gym she could spin pictures and
choose with who and with which ball she likes to

play.

AAC devices such as the I[-pad would be beneficial
in utilizing Jaylin’s curiosity to explore new de-
vices and would enable her to communicate bet-
ter with the rest of the class.

Replace the content shown by a projector with
more age-appropriate clips, to evoke students’ in-
terest and curiosity.

Consider moving some of the students to other
general education classes, at least for some hours
during the week. That way, they would learn more
efficiently and expand their experience.

Physical Education Plan for a class with special
needs students

The classroom is composed of 12 students with
different special needs. Some of the students are
diagnosed with an autism spectrum disorder, and
most of them have some intellectual deficiency.

The great interest of philosophers in the prob-
lems of education is determined by the very fate
of philosophy, its past, and future. Philosophical
understanding of education is a logical continua-
tion of philosophical interpretation of the world
and human beings in it. “Every epoch, every soci-
ety, every culture has uniquely interpreted the
concept and essence of education. This largely
depends on the mentality of a society that influ-
ences the educative doctrine and also undergoes
dramatic changes. The philosophy and psycholo-
gy of education is the center, the battlefield of
worldviews and system of values” [6]. Therefore,
it is not surprising that such an important social
sphere has attracted the attention of philoso-
phers for centuries. Even a cursory glance at
their concepts reveals that they have touched
upon most issues that are still relevant today.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

The concept of the “Middle Ages”, which was first
used by humanists in the second half of the 15th
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century, has become widespread and is actively
used in the historiography of world history. This
is the name of the longest period of the historical
development of Western Europe - from the fall of
the Roman Empire in the 5th century till the be-
ginning of the Renaissance (14-15th centuries).
During this period, the slave-owning society was
replaced by a way of life associated with the
emergence of feudal relations, the stronghold of
which was Christianity.

The replacement of the oral culture with written,
which made it easier to transfer knowledge, was
a striking feature of this period. The cult of the
Word was asserted. The text became very im-
portant. To achieve the goal of understanding
God, which was set by medieval sages, it was
necessary to read and interpret the Bible the
whole life. Medieval thinkers interpreted sacred
texts and preached on their basis — hence a new
understanding of life as eternal discipleship. In-
dividuals felt themselves a part of the whole, that
is, God, and saw the meaning of their lives in the
attachment to the Divine Blessing. Every Chris-
tian is first and foremost a disciple of God. There-
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fore, most theologians were either preachers or
teachers.

The emergence and development of the medieval
era education were associated with the devel-
opment of the church culture, which used it both
to preach religious dogma and to combat here-
tics. For the first time, the question of the need to
develop a program of the church education to
implement the ideas of Christianity was raised by
Aurelius Augustine, who opposed the use of pa-
gan elements in Christian education. At the be-
ginning of the 7th century, the first church
schools appeared in Ireland and Britain due to
the activity of the monks. The opening of the
schools at the monasteries was facilitated by the
fact that the ancient manuscripts that could serve
as textbooks were preserved there. There were
several levels of education in medieval schools.
At the elementary level, children learned to read,
write, count, sing. Latin, rhetoric, dialectics were
studied at the intermediate level, and finally, at
the highest level, arithmetic, geometry, astrono-
my, and music were added to these subjects.

A medieval man perceived the world as one big
school, in which Jesus Christ was the supreme
teacher and whose sermons were divine lessons.
If the ideal of the Ancient times was a citizen, a
warrior, a man who reached his heyday, in Chris-
tian Europe, it was believed that people should
become like children. As far as the world is a
school, it is not society that forms the school, but
the school forms the world and culture. If in early
Christianity love was considered higher than
knowledge and faith, then later Christian authors
emphasized the ideas of authority and teaching,
unconditional adherence to discipline. All ques-
tions and answers were known in advance, the
student only needed to repeat the teacher’s ex-
planation.

A Christian theologian and philosopher Titus Fla-
vius Clemens (also known as Clement of Alexan-
dria), noted that in addition to external education
a person should have a religious feeling [3]. The
purpose of education is to teach a child the Chris-
tian way of life, “improve” a child’s soul. The task
of a teacher is to lead the youth on the path of
good and lay the foundations for comprehending
the truth in the process of active dialogue. The
example of a teacher’s life is a role model for stu-
dents. A Christian scholar and theologian Origen
of Alexandria believed that a man was a combi-
nation of a soul and a body, and this unique com-
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bination provides for self-

improvement [10].

opportunities

According to one of the most famous Christian
theologians and philosophers of the Patristic pe-
riod of church history Augustine of Hippo (also
known as Saint Augustine), the purpose of educa-
tion is to merge with God. In his treatise “The City
of God” [14], he attempted to combine ancient
philosophy and the ideas of Christianity into a
single doctrine of good and evil, human sinful-
ness, love, salvation, and repentance. The basis of
knowledge for the philosopher was a synthesis of
feelings, thoughts, and pious aspirations. He con-
sidered self-immersion, self-analysis to be the
most important method of cognition because the
soul hid the truth and only the cognition of this
truth paved the way to God.

The so-called last Roman philosopher Anicius
Manlius Severinus Boethius developed the foun-
dations of the scholastic method and gave the
Latin equivalents to the categories of Greek phi-
losophy. According to the thinker, the study of
the seven liberal arts, especially quadrivium (ge-
ometry, arithmetic, astronomy, music) makes the
mind sharp, promotes logical thinking, and, most
importantly, understanding of the philosophical
sciences, full and comprehensive knowledge of
the divine wisdom is impossible without it. The
disciplines of the quadrivium are the steps to
higher knowledge, that is, to philosophy which is
truth [1]. Thus, it was Boethius who laid the
foundations of the characteristic features of me-
dieval education, i.e, its contemplation and de-
tachment from the practical needs.

In the 11-13th centuries under the conditions of
profound changes in the political and spiritual
life of society, a new type of religious philosophy
- scholasticism - emerged. It was “the philosoph-
ical systems and speculative tendencies of vari-
ous medieval Christian thinkers, who, working
against a background of fixed religious dogma,
sought to solve anew general philosophical prob-
lems (as of faith and reason, will and intellect,
realism and nominalism, and the probability of
the existence of God), initially under the influence
of the mystical and intuitional tradition of patris-
tic philosophy, especially Augustinianism, and
later under that of Aristotle” [13]. Scholasticism
contributed to the formation of a certain type of
culture focused on the formal logic of Aristotle
and abstract theology. The most important role
was played by the most authoritative Catholic
religious philosopher and theologian the Doctor
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of the Church Thomas Aquinas. In a kind of ency-
clopedia of Catholic theology “Summa Theologi-
ae” [15] he reinterpreted church knowledge,
tried to subordinate secular knowledge to faith-
based on the ethics, logic, and psychology of Aris-
totle. His activities were aimed at giving faith a
form of scientific knowledge. For several centu-
ries, the works of Thomas Aquinas served as the
main source for the study of theology in Europe-
an schools of advanced type - colleges and uni-
versities.

The separation of crafts from agriculture and the
emergence of cities was of great importance for
the development of medieval education. The
emergence of early urban culture was a signifi-
cant moment in the history of society because it
broke the centuries-old monopoly of the Catholic
Church in the field of intellectual education. Ad-
vocates of secular culture grouped around urban
schools that were separated from the church.
These schools differed from the church in both
program and contingent. Secular urban schools
were a fundamentally new phenomenon in the
intellectual life of medieval society. The secular
school was private and existed at the expense of
the fees charged to students. Many schools of this
type arose in northern France, which became one
of the centers of intellectual education at the be-
ginning of the 12th century. These schools were
headed by people who asserted the priority of
reason, bowed to ancient philosophy, and glori-
fied secular knowledge.

The cultural dominance of the Middle Ages,
which determined the direction of education and
pedagogical thought, was a human desire for a
perfect world, serious religious and moral atti-
tude to inner life, physical and spiritual asceti-
cism. The earthly world seemed perishable and
sinful, it was not the subject of study and change.
Scholarship and education were intellectual,
bookish, detached from life. The reaction to such
a one-sided worldview and self-determination
were deep processes in cultural development,
which were manifested in the ideology of the Re-
naissance and the Reformation in the 14-16th
centuries.

The Renaissance is a transitional period from the
Middle Ages to the New Age, which covers sever-
al centuries (Italy - 14-16th centuries, other Eu-
ropean countries — 15-16th centuries) when the
Middle Ages in its economic, social, political, spir-
itual forms had already exhausted itself and the
new bourgeois system has not yet been estab-
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lished. At this time, significant changes were ob-
served in the spiritual life of society. Urban secu-
lar culture became widespread, and its repre-
sentatives rethought the traditionally religious,
ethical, and aesthetic views of the Middle Ages
without breaking with them completely. Interest
in the ancient heritage was revived, it was seen
as a source of new ideas. There was a new type of
worldview, at the center of which was an active
person who can change the world [4]. Asceticism
with its denial of the joys of earthly life, the de-
sire to prepare for eternal life was opposed by
the ideal of a comprehensively developed, strong
in spirit and body man who sought self-
determination and self-realization in this world
and not in the afterlife.

The diverse needs, wishes, motives of a human
personality were manifested in humanism. The
concept of humanism in the broadest sense of the
word is a system of ideas and views on a human
as the highest value, in a narrower - is a progres-
sive trend of the Western European culture of the
Renaissance aimed at respect for human dignity
and reason, his/her right to earthly happiness
and the free manifestation of natural human feel-
ings and abilities. The bearers of the new
worldview were people of different social strata,
primarily citizens who studied philosophy, as
well as poets and artists. The object of their study
was a human being. Humanists understood that
the new ideals could be affirmed through the ed-
ucation and upbringing of the new generations.
Putting a man at the center of their worldview,
humanists associated the moral and social pro-
gress of society with purposeful education. This
explained the special attention to pedagogy dur-
ing the Renaissance. A new goal of education was
formulated and the factors that contributed to
the development of a harmonious personality
were studied in the pedagogical works of the
most prominent humanists. Particular emphasis
was placed on the intellectual, moral, and aes-
thetic elements of education.

The Italian poet and humanist Francesco Pet-
rarch [11] believed that a man has the right to be
happy in the real, earthly life. He defended the
dignity of a man, the uniqueness of his/her inner
world with hopes, experiences, and anxieties. To
achieve complete independence, self-control, and
peace of mind is possible under the conditions of
a person’s internal struggle with his/her pas-
sions and confrontation with the surrounding
world.
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The Italian humanist and educator Vittorino de
Feltre saw the purpose of education in the for-
mation of a harmoniously developed human. He
established the secondary school “The House of
Joy” in Mantua: “the spacious school contained
broad corridors and well-lighted and lofty rooms
and was surrounded by broad meadows, walks,
and trees... Vittorino believed that learning pro-
ceeded more efficiently in pleasant surroundings
and sought to create and maintain a physically
attractive school” [7]. The education was based
on Latin and Greek, ancient literature, logic, rhet-
oric, arithmetic, geometry, algebra, science, mu-
sic. Much attention was paid to moral education
based on Christian ethics. Classical education at
school was supplemented by physical education.
Vittorino de Feltre abandoned scholastic dis-
putes, corporal punishment, and in the process of
teaching, he used elements of the game. The
thinker considered self-education a necessary
component of human development.

The French philosopher and writer of the Re-
naissance era Michel de Montaigne in his “Es-
says” [8] proposed the concept of a new type of a
man who was highly educated and able to think
critically. He considered the natural inclinations
of a child to be the main reference point of the
educator’s activity. According to the philosopher,
the experience should be the basis of knowledge.
Montaigne saw a significant shortcoming of the
educational process in the fact that students
were offered ready-made truths, which they ac-
cepted uncritically. To prevent this, people need
to be taught to observe, compare, contrast, draw
their conclusions. Therefore, the most valuable
knowledge is knowledge obtained as a result of
personal experience. Montaigne’s educational
ideas were later developed by the representa-
tives of the Enlightenment.

Erasmus of Rotterdam - the famous humanist,
writer, philologist, theologian - was one of the
first to put forward the idea of public education.
Determining the content of education, he put
grammar at the forefront; it was followed by his-
tory and literature, geography, and science.
Erasmus of Rotterdam opposed strict school dis-
cipline, severe punishment, and emphasized that
the educational process should bring joy and sat-
isfaction to the students. The purpose of educa-
tion, in his opinion, is to develop a sense of moral
duty [12].

The English thinker Thomas More argued for the
possibility of providing “spiritual freedom and
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education” for all citizens. In his book “On the
Best Form of a Commonwealth and on the New
Island of Utopia: A Truly Precious Book No Less
Profitable than Delightful” [9], the thinker de-
picted a fair social system (in his opinion) where
people work and the state cares about education
and upbringing. T. Moore expressed the need for
universal, equal for all people education in the
native language; put forward the principle of
clarity and observation of nature; emphasized
the harmonious development of personality and
the need to form such virtues as modesty, hard
work, and kindness.

The social character of education was empha-
sized by the Italian philosopher and writer
Tommaso Campanella. In his work “The City of
the Sun” [2] he portrayed an ideal state in which
there was no private property, all people worked
and had the opportunity to engage with scientific
inquiry and arts. The system of education and
upbringing in an ideal city is exclusively social
and the same for all citizens. It is organized in
such a way that all children develop their
strengths and abilities. Campanella paid great
attention to intellectual education, which should
be combined with physical, moral, and aesthetic
education and with the preparation of children
for a particular profession. For the thinker, the
comprehensive development of a child directly
related to work was the main purpose of educa-
tion.

CONCLUSIONS

The complex processes in the spiritual life of me-
dieval Europe contributed to the emergence of
the humanistic tradition of the Renaissance and
the religious reform movements (Lutheranism,
Calvinism, Anglicanism). In general, both the Re-
naissance and the Reformation cultures opposed
the ideology and social institutions that prevailed
at the time, but in the spirit they were opposites.
If humanism preached the idea of the harmoni-
ous development of an individual who could im-
prove all spheres of society [5], then the ideology
of the Reformation was based on the idea of a
community that subjugated the individual. At the
end of the 16th century, the humanistic
worldview was almost completely pushed to the
background by the ideology of the Reformation
and Counter-Reformation. Its revival took place
only in the era of the Enlightenment.
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
