Abstract. The article reveals axiological and historical-pedagogical aspects of the
formation and development of the vocational school in Ukraine from the second half of
the XIX century until 1919. Conducted analysis of axiological and historical-pedagogical
aspects of the formation and development of the vocational school in Ukraine in the
second half of the nineteenth century - 1919 has proved that this period is characterized
by significant axiological and structural transformations of the then educational sphere.
On the one hand, this was manifested in the strict control and despotic imperial policy,
which instructed imperial officials to ruthlessly destroy any manifestations of
educational democracy and the development of national educational trends in Ukraine,
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and on the other hand, society's demands and time to develop a new, more democratic,
education system which had to be based on preparing young people for life.

The article reveals the main ideas and approaches that formed the basis for the
development of a vocational school in the territory of Ukraine. It has been established
that in the specified period, the ideas of free and vocational education of students
became especially popular in Ukraine among the progressive segments of the
population. The particular value of these ideas for Ukrainian teachers was that they
were based on the principles of democratic and humanistic nature, which opened up
significant opportunities for teachers in the way of democratization of the educational
process, updating the content, forms and methods of teaching and educating students.
These ideas and approaches, along with the requirement of universal access to
education, formed the basis for the development of a single vocational school during
the years of Ukrainian statehood, which provided for the development of the value-
based educational ideas within the then national educational paradigm.

It is concluded that, despite all the difficulties in the formation and development of the
vocational school in Ukraine within the period under study, we can safely say that
vocational school itself and the ideas underlying it were essential and valuable for the

Abstract. The article substantiates the theoretical prerequisites for training future
primary school teachers to form students’ media educational skills. The development
of new technologies necessitates managing information, choosing the primary
information from a large flow within minimal time. The digitalization of society requires
a person to be able to work correctly with media resources. Massive information flow
covers all areas of human life, and the main difficulty is not to obtain specific
information but to determine which information is needed. Because many current
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media do not verify the authenticity of the data published, manipulative technologies
are spreading.

Currently, the purpose of higher educational establishments is to train an educated
specialist, who should be focused on lifelong learning and his or her ongoing personal
and professional development. To be able to develop students’ media educational
skills, teachers themselves need to be media-competent. Media competence affects
students' professional competence and ensures the development of critical and
analytical thinking. Pedagogical institutions of higher education are designed to
provide future teachers with a high level of professional media knowledge and media
skills to form a creative personality of a modern teacher, capable of research and
innovation.

In higher educational establishments of Ukraine, there have been revealed a number of
problems related to the lack of orientation of the educational process on the
professional training of future teachers to form media educational skills of students,
namely: weak motivation of students to acquire media academic knowledge; episodic
application of media educational technologies in the educational process; lack of
future teachers' interest in improving their level of media competence; insufficient level
of theoretical knowledge and practical skills, associated with the effective use of media
education, their didactic capabilities and functions; future teachers do not have the
desire to improve their knowledge and skills through the use of media education
technologies.

Abstract. The effectiveness of the radio monitoring system depends on the
correctness of determining the coordinates of the location of radio monitoring
tools at the stage of planning their application. The decision on the choice of
position for radio monitoring should consider the heterogeneity of the terrain in
the area of tasks, the presence of natural and electronic interference, which can
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lead to deterioration of conditions for receiving signals from radio sources. The
use of the known methods, techniques, and algorithms for the placement of
radio monitoring tools does not fully consider the requirements mentioned
above. This leads to a decrease in the effectiveness of radio monitoring in a
particular area of performance. Therefore, the purpose of this article is to
develop a methodology for spatial placement of radio monitoring to ensure the
effectiveness of radio monitoring in a particular area of tasks, taking into
account the heterogeneity of the terrain, as well as natural and artificial
electronic interference. Determining the coordinates of radio monitoring
facilities included in the radio monitoring system involves determining the
allowable options for their placement in a particular area of tasks using the
mathematical apparatus of the dense placement function and its hodograph and
further thinning of the matrix of acceptable solutions based on restrictions. A
distinctive feature of the proposed approach is the optimization problem of
geometric design for radio monitoring of complex spatial forms. At the same
time, the peculiarities of completing the radio monitoring system using different
types are also taken into account. It is expedient to use the developed technique
for the planning of application of the system of radio monitoring; formation of
working decisions on the construction of the radio monitoring system; assessing
the quality of decisions and the formation of alternatives; ensuring the
adaptation of the structure of the radio monitoring system to changes in the
situation under the influence of the enemy and the formation of new zones of
electronic interference.

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INTRODUCTION

Abstract. In this study, Dijah-Monkin bentonite clay was modified with a cationic
surfactant hexadecyltrimethylammonium bromide (HDTMA-Br) at the level of twice
the cation exchange capacity (CEC). This process results in the development of
hydrophobic organoclay with an improved adsorption capacity. The clay obtained
from Zing LGA Taraba State, North-East Nigeria, was beneficiated and pulverised to
a particle size of 125 pm. The modification was performed without acid activation
to prevent damages to the clay's crystal structure. The organoclay was
characterised for chemical composition, functional groups, mineralogical and
surface morphology using X-ray fluorescence (XRF), Fourier Transform Infrared
(FTIR) spectroscopy, X-ray diffraction (XRD) and scanning electron microscopy
(SEM), respectively. The XRD showed an increase in the basal spacing from
15.681A to 17.758 A, while the XRF revealed a 5.35% concentration of Br on the
modified clay, indicating successful intercalation. The FTIR spectra also revealed
the appearance of symmetric and asymmetric stretching bands at 2847.7cm™ and
2914.8cm™ respectively, as a consequence of the modification, resulting in more
sites for adsorption.

The modification of clay materials using various
chemical/physical treatment has been found to
achieve the desired surface properties for the
best immobilisation performance of specific
compounds. The modification process consists of
altering the surface polarity of the clay minerals
through intercalation with cationic surfac-
tants [11, 20].

The bentonite clay essentially consists of mont-
morillonite, a member of the 2:1 clay family of
two tetrahedrally coordinated silicon sheets cov-
ering an octahedrally coordinated aluminium ion
layer as shown in Figure 1, with a range of nega-
tive charges of 0.4 to 1.0 per unit cell, averaging
about 0.7 per unit cell.

The origin of layer charge is primarily in the oc-
tahedral sheet due to the substitution of Mg2*
and some Fe?* for Al3* and Fe3* [10]. Bentonite

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Later the term was attributed to every plastic
clay generated by the alteration of organic ash or
glass emitted from volcanoes [2, 18].

The modification of clay surfaces with surfactant
is a method to obtain organoclay by transforming
organophobic to strongly organophilic surfaces
and therefore increases the adsorptive capacity
for adsorption of targeted/organic pollutants.
This kind of surfactant-modified organo-
bentonite has been used extensively for a wide
variety of environmental applications [8]. The
most common organic cations used for or-
ganoclays preparation are cationic surfactants.
They are adsorbed on the clay mineral surface,
and their alkyl chains render the interlayer space
organophilic. As a result, the organoclay becomes
an excellent adsorbent for poorly water-soluble
organic species [12]. When excess HDTMA* is
present, the degree of adsorption increases due
to hydrophobic interactions among tail groups.
The amount of surfactant added reaches twice of
clay’s CEC, a complete surfactant bilayer forms
on the clay surface [15].

The CEC is a term used to describe the promising
ability of clay to exchange positively charged el-
ements (cations) in an aqueous solution; it also
describes the holding capacity of a soil particle or
clay for cations. The cation exchange sites are
primarily discovered on organic matter surfaces
and clay minerals. This implies that higher clay
content will result in a higher CEC value since
clays have the most significant surface area. Gen-
erally, the CEC for sodium montmorillonite rang-
es from 80-150 mEq/100 g while calcium
montmorillonite is between 40-70 mEq/100 g.
However, Dijah-Monkin bentonite clay, which
has a CEC of 47.7 mEq/100 g as reported else-
where [3], is readily available in large quantity in
Nigeria and is a promising candidate for various
industrial applications.

This work aimed to modify the Dijah-Monkin
bentonite clay with organic surfactant hexa-
decyltrimethylammonium bromide (HDTMA-Br)
twice the cationic exchange capacity (CEC) of the
clay. Further objectives were to characterise the
natural and HDTMA-Br modified before the ad-
sorption process.

METHODS

Beneficiation of Raw Dijah-Monkin Bentonite Clay.
The raw bentonite clay used in this research
work was collected from the deposit site at Dijah-
Monkin town in Zing LGA, Taraba State of Nige-
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ria. The clay was subjected to preliminary treat-
ment like breaking of lumps and removal of other
objects. The beneficiation process was carried
out according to [3] with slight modification. The
powdered bulk raw Dijah-Monkin bentonite clay
was soaked in de-ionised water for 24 hours and
stirred at room temperature for equal mixing and
homogeneity.

The clay-water mixture was allowed to age for
four days for quartz impurities to sediment to the
bottom, leaving the colloidal solution of clay and
suspended particles at the top. The overflow was
decanted and replaced with fresh tap water on
each day of the sedimentation until the overflow
becomes less milky and free of suspended parti-
cles. The colloid clay was collected and separated
from the quartz sediments by screening through
63 um mesh size and allowed adequate time
(24 hours) to settle. The thick slurry clay was
sun-dried and later oven-dried to constant
weight at 100 °C. The dried clay was crushed,
sieved with 125 pm mesh and stored in polyeth-
ylene bags for subsequent experiments.

Preparation of HDTMA-Br modified bentonite
adsorbent. The cationic surfactant (HDTMA-Br)
was imported from Xiamen Xm-innovation
Chemical Co. LTD, China. It has a purity of 99 %
and a molecular weight of 364.45 g/mol and was
used without any further treatment. To obtain
HDTMA-bentonite, 100 g of the beneficiated
bentonite was dispersed in 500 mL distilled
water; the solution was stirred with a high-speed
stirrer for 2 hours until a clear solution was
obtained. The organic modifier was weighed
(based on bentonite clay’s 2.0 x CEC) and
dissolved in 500 mL distilled water until all
organic modifier dissolves in water. The two
solutions were mixed and stirred under HJ-3D
Constant temperature magnetic stirrer for 24
hours. The mixed solution was then precipitated
with a high-speed centrifuge (3500-4000 rpm),
and the supernatant was decanted. The solid part
(organoclay) was washed four times with
deionised water and dried in an oven at 60 °C for
20 hours. The final organoclay was pulverised,
sieved into the 100 um mesh size and stored in a
desiccator for further use.

The amount of surfactant used was calculated
based on CEC of Dijah-Monkin bentonite clay us-
ing equation (1):

where A is the weight of bentonite clay (g), and B
is the molecular weight of surfactant (g/mol), n is
the ratio to be used [7].
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Instruments for Characterisation. The pH of the
sample was determined by soaking the solid clay
in water at a ratio of 1:5, and the solution pH was
measured with a pH meter (model ST2100F Bio-
cotech, China). The value was compared with the
pH scale to determine the acidity or alkalinity of
the clay sample

The FTIR spectral spectra were recorded with an
FTIR Spectrophotometer (model Cary 630 FTIR,
Agilent Technologies, USA). The spectra were ob-
tained from the solid samples at a resolution of
1 cm! within the range of 4000-650 cm-1. Also,
the elemental composition was determined using
X-ray Fluorescence (XRF; model ARL9900,
Thermo Scientificc USA). The equipment uses
basic parameters to determine the propagation
of X-rays from the tubes through the optical path
to the detector.

The X-ray diffraction (XRD) data for both natural
and modified were obtained using an x-ray dif-
fractometer (model mini Flex600, Rigaku, Japan)
at a fixed power source (40 kW, 40 mA). The
measurements were obtained at a scanning rate
of 0.5° (26) min! with diffraction (26) angle at 2-
90°. The basal spacing was calculated using
Braggs equation (nA = 2dsin®), where n is the in-
teger (n=1), A is the wavelength of incidence
wave (A=0.15418 nm), and d is the spacing be-
tween the incident ray and the scattering planes.

The surface morphology of both natural and
modified bentonite clay was obtained using a
scanning electron microscope (SEM, model phe-
non pro X, Eindhoven, Netherlands) which was
carried out at 15 kV and a size of 200 pm.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

The pH of the natural clay was 6.6, while the pH
of the HDTMA modified clay was 5.15. Most clay
suspensions have pH ranging from 4.2 to 7 [3].

This implies that the natural clay is less acidic
compared with the HDTMA modified clay. The
extended C-H group of the HDTMA* chain inter-
calated on the clay could be responsible for this
development.

FTIR Spectroscopy. Figures 2 and 3 show the
spectra of natural and modified Dijah-Monkin
bentonite clay in the wavenumber range of
4000-650 cm1, while the vibrational frequencies
and the assignments are presented in Table 1.
The bands corresponding to the water molecules
in the interlayers and the structural hydroxyl
groups in the clay layers are in the region be-
tween 3750 and 3500 cm1.

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In comparison and the characteristic silicate
bonds are found between 1200 and 700 cm
[19]. When modification was carried out with
HDTMA* the peak at 3650.9cm representing
free OH stretching bonds appeared while the ad-
sorption band 2960-2820cm-! can be considered
belonging to the C-H groups HDTMA-*. Also, the
OH- adsorption peaks shift from 685.8 to
687.7 cm'L while the peaks of the structural OH-
stretching remain unchanged. Furthermore, the
peak of the silicate bonds disappeared being the
consequence of HDTMA* exchanging the Al3*
groups. This shows that the appearing peaks rep-
resenting C-H groups and the free OH stretching
groups will provide more available attachment
sites for adsorption.

X-ray fluorescence analysis. This was conducted
to reveal the chemical compositions in the modi-
fied and unmodified Dijah-Monkin bentonite
clay. The chemical analysis presented in Table 2
shows that the bentonite clays consist mainly of
silica and alumina with metallic oxides such as
Fe203, K20, Ca0, etc., present as minor.

The most abundant components are Si and Al,
which are the smectite clay group [5]. Generally,
the Al203/SiO2 ratio obtained is 0.34 and 0.30 for
natural and HDTMA-Br modified Dijah-Monkin
clays, respectively, which is in close agreement
with the expected value (i. e. 0.33) for montmo-
rillonite [1].

The concentration of Fe203 is responsible for the
reddish and brownish colours in clay samples.
For the Dijah-Monkin bentonite clay, the Fe203
concentration was 8.24% and higher than the
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iron content concentration of 6.34% in the modi-
fied Dijah-Monkin bentonite.

This explained the high reddish colour in the
natural clay as compared to the modified. The
presence of a moderate amount of CaO could be
attributed to the occurrence of carbonate such as
calcite in the sediments, and there is no detecta-
ble amount of Naz20, which may suggest that the
predominant clay mineral is a Ca-rich type [16].

Furthermore, it was observed that with the clay
intercalation at twice the CEC, the concentration
of Br in the modified clay was at 5.35%, which
implied intercalation by HDTMA+ via hydropho-
bic interactions among surfactant tail groups, in-
dicating bilayer modification with a correspond-
ing decrease in K20 (4.61% to 2.88%) and CaO
(1.18% to 1.04%) as shown in Figure 4.

A chemical formula calculation could be per-
formed for the natural bentonite with the XRF
data using the approach proposed by Foster [9].
The calculation procedure and half-cell formula
are presented in Table 3, and the one layer struc-
tural formula for natural Dijah-Monkin bentonite

vourably with the structural formula obtained for
the natural Dijah-Monkin bentonite clay for one
layer unit Ko.722

[Alz054Tio.113Fe3*0.761]V1 O20(OH)4 reported by [3].
Both structural formulas were found to be in
close agreement, with silicon occupying all the
tetrahedral sites and aluminium occupied two-
thirds of the octahedral sites while potassium
and calcium are exchangeable. The superscripts
“iv and vi” are used to indicate tetrahedrally and
octahedrally coordinated ions, respectively [6].

The XRD patterns for natural Dijah-Monkin ben-
tonite clay shows the presence of 57% montmo-
rillonite (M), with other constituents such as
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quartz (Q), Anthophyllite, muscovite, suessite
and kaolinite accounting for the remaining 43%
(Figures 5, 7). However, the montmorillonite
component reduced to 49% coupled with the ap-
pearance of 0.58% bromide (Figure 6, 8).

Furthermore, the first montmorillonite peak rep-
resents the doo1 spacing of an intercalated layer
of the sample. Thus the doo1 spacing of natural
Dijah-Monkin bentonite clay at 5.64° is 15.6814,
and the HDTMA-Br modified Dijah-Monkin ben-
tonite clay at 4.98° is 17.758A. This shows a sig-
nificant increase in the spacing after modifica-
tion. Thus it implies interlayer intercalation of
the surfactant, and this is in close agreement with
the result obtained by [4] where the doo1 spacing
of the HDTMA-Br modified bentonite clay in-
creased from 12.06A for original bentonite to
21.85, 35.87 and 36.46 A for 1.0, 2.0 and 3.0 CEC
respectively.

The textural properties,
along with the surface morphology, play an es-
sential role in identifying pores that could allow
adsorption to proceed. The surface morphology
of natural and HDTMA-Br modified Dijah-Monkin
bentonite are shown in Figure 9 and 10, respec-
tively. The micrograph of the natural bentonite
grains (Figure 9) consists of several irregular
shapes forming an aggregated mass due to sev-
eral flaky particles stacked together in agglomer-
ate, which implies a heterogeneous surface mor-

phology [3].

CONCLUSIONS

Dijah-Monkin bentonite clay was successfully
intercalated with HDTMA-Br, and the following
conclusions can be drawn from this study as pre-
sented below.

1. The natural Dijah-Monkin bentonite clay pH is
6.60 while HDTMA-Br modified pH is 5.15, which
revealed a slight shift towards the acidic range
and implied the intercalation of the HDTMA* long
chain.

2. The FTIR spectra for HDTMA-Br modified Di-
jah-Monkin revealed peaks at 2847.7 cm and
2914.8 cml which are the consequence of the
intercalation making more sites available for ad-
sorption.

3. The XRF of HDTMA-Br modified Dijah-Monkin
revealed a 5.35% concentration of Br, which im-
plies successful intercalation of the surfactant on
the Dijah-Monkin bentonite clay surface. The
one-layer structural formula for the natural Di-
jah-Monkin bentonite clay obtained was [(Al3*2s2

4. The XRD patterns showed the doo1 spacing of
natural clay at 5.64° is 15.681A while the
HDTMA-Br modified clay at 4.98° is 17.758A.

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Abstract. This article discusses the functioning of proper names in a literary text.
The primary attention is paid to the study of the essential functions of
anthroponyms. This work will focus on studying the origin of anthroponyms and
their use in a poetic text. The features of each functional style have long made it
possible to contrast the literary and artistic style with everyone else in the presence
of exceptional semantic complexity in the literary texts, a multi-tiered composition,
and the aesthetic function of the word that organises the entire context of the
work. Onomastic units are integral components of the space of a literary text; they
are a connecting, constructive element of the meaningful and semantic space and
structure of the text. Proper names participate in the creation of semantic
multidimensionality of the text, are a means of translating the author's intention
and the artistic idea of the work. The article uses descriptive and comparative
linguistic methods. It is noted here that the creation of proper names is a practical
process and is directly related to the mental-national thinking of the people. The
scientific and methodological study of names is theoretical. The proper namein a
work of art performs some artistic functions. They include identification, ensuring
unity of perception, characterising a character, shaping his image and plot of work,
forming subject-object relationships, spatio-temporal and compositional
organisation of work, and implementing intertextual connections.

INTRODUCTION

Proper names, namely personal names, play a
central role in accumulating and transmitting cul-
tural information, determining their exceptional
value for interpreting a literary text. Proper
names have attracted the attention of scientists
since ancient times.

The history of onomastic lexemes' occurrence and
meaning, connection with the life of society, with
the worldview and beliefs of people, with the na-
ture around us have been studied of various sci-
entific disciplines - history, geography, ethnogra-
phy, local history, psychology, literary criticism.

There is a special section in linguistics, a whole
line of linguistic research devoted to names, titles,
and denominations — onomastics. This scientific
term is based on the Greek word "onomastike",
which was translated into the Azerbaijan lan-
guage in ancient times, just like "the art of giving
names".

We can define proper names from this perspec-
tive as historical-cultural and spatio-temporal
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milestones in the ethnos' history and language.
Recently, many researchers have been talking
about the particular position of homonyms in the
context of the artwork. It becomes evident that the
study of a work is impossible without studying
proper names in a text. Active consideration of
this problem in the philological vein continued in
the works of M. Bakhtin, Yu. Lotman, D. Likha-
chev, R.Chapel, M.Grimand, E.Lambert. How-
ever, for all the abundance of publications, many
problems associated with artistic names are only
identified. Factual material is actively collected
and analysed; names are described and investi-
gated in the artistic heritage of Russian and for-
eign authors, dictionaries of names are compiled
in separate works and the work of the writer as a
whole.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

The name's problem was addressed in work
M. Bakhtin: "The unconsciousness of his etymon
characterises the name; the roots of names do not
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belong to living languages, and their meaning can-
not be felt. Deciphering the name's Greek and He-
brew roots gives monophonic and unambiguous
glorifying characteristics (courageous, winner,
noble). But, of course, it is not this meaning that
determines the choice and the emotional-seman-
tic colouring of the name, but the character of the
saint who sanctified and canonised this name, or
that person (father, grandfather, ancestor, friend,
historical figure) in whose honour or memory this
name is selected" [2, p. 28].

The proper names used in fiction are the object of
study of poetic or literary onomastics. "The sys-
tematic nature of this space determines the organ-
ising role of onomastic space in the structure of a
literary text: All this is reflected in the work of art
and plays a constructive role in conveying human
relations, shades of intimacy, officiality, age rat-
ings and other characteristics. In any work, a liter-
ary character is affirmed in the reader's mind by
his appearance, character traits, actions, thoughts,
a peculiar speech. If this or that character was a
success for the writer, then in the readers' view,
all his features will be connected with one word —
his name. Each new name, if it appears on the
pages of a work created by the hand of a true art-
ist, and if this work is read by someone who
knows the art of reading, attracts attention, is
alarming, causes specific associations, creates a
certain mood.

In literature, a proper name, its meaning and
form, situations of its use are not random, since
proper names, with the language and style of the
work, occupy a special place in the system of artis-
tic and visual means used to express author de-
sign. The appearance of naming is determined by
the plot-thematic content of the work, and its
leading ideas, the laws of the genre and the stylis-
tic system of the text as a whole. Therefore, the lit-
erary onym, an essential element of the artistic
structure, can actively express the content and
subtext information.

It reflects an individual author's understanding of
events and facts described in an imaginary world.
It conveys to the reader hidden information ex-
tracted due to the name's ability to generate asso-
ciative and connotative meanings. The specificity
of symbolic and artistic comprehension of the
word also affects the functions of proper names
included in the composition of a literary work. In
the literary text, onyms undergo operational re-
structuring. The main thing is not so much
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nominative; how much is a characterising func-
tion, which largely depends on the genre of the
work.

The study of the proper name includes a research
of the structural organisation of the onomastic
space, the principles and methods of nominating
the characters, the stylistic functions of the
onyms, their associative relations.

Allliterary anthropology can be classified in terms
of its origin. So, the first group consists of proper
names, entirely borrowed by the writer from
what already exists in the culture.

Onomastic words without any change, that s, they
"are not in any way created by the author of the
text, but are borrowed by him from the general
cultural and linguistic arsenal” [8, p. 72].

The second group includes anthroponyms from
which only the sound-graphic shell is borrowed
from the onomastic lexicon already existing in the
culture. The internal form of these onyms is not al-
ways speaking; often enough, it is erased, the se-
mantics are darkened. "Each realist writer can
find many semantically motivated names, sur-
names, names, but they never fill the entire ono-
mastic space of a literary text, there are different
types of proper names, including those indirectly
motivated by the historical norms of the onomas-
tic lexicon, the social sphere, speechusus and
other reasons" [8, p.81]. In the analysis of the in-
ternal form, the original meaning of the name
should be given only when the presence of a con-
nection between it and the characteristic of the
image given by the author is revealed. Such an ap-
proach is since "in work, the pre-anthropological
meaning is highlighted, the semantics of the name
is revived".

The third group includes anthroponyms wholly
invented by the author. It seems reasonable to
subdivide this group according to whether the
writer uses existing common nouns of the original
language, translating them into their own, or cre-
ating entirely new sound-graphic complexes. The
study of stylistic onomastics, and in particular one
of its most essential components, antonomasia, is
due to the urgent need for a deeper understanding
of the work of art. The term antonomasia is usu-
ally used to mean a trail, "consisting in the meta-
phorical use of a proper name to denote a person
endowed with the properties of the original
bearer of this name" [1]. For example, the usual
surname Chervyakov in the context of the story of
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A. Chekhov "The death of an official" prompts to
correlate the character with the worm.

The author must organise the context with partic-

ular skill so that the reader first thinks that
Chervyakov is the most common surname, then
realises that this is not just a surname, but a kind
of artistic epithet he is convinced his guess is cor-
rect. Once in the world of literature, personal
names become a crucial artistic tool in the ono-
mastic system of text and all the writer's work.
A. Kuharenko correctly noted that the proper
name, entering the work, "comes out of it seman-
tically enriched and acts as a signal that excites an
extensive complex of associative meanings. They
can be considered a local semantic structure,
which is assigned to a given name as its own" [9,
p. 124]. Thus, the onomastic vocabulary of a work
of art occupies a special place in the verbal palette.
It appears in each writer as a noticeable expres-
sive means, a bright sign of style.

Researchers of this problem distinguish various
functions of personal names in a literary text, such
as spatio-temporal, characterising, comparatively
descriptive, symbolic. Performing a spatio-tem-
poral function, personal names, along with other
linguistic means of expression, are objects in the
space of a literary text and thus relate the second-
ary reality of a literary text to objective reality.

Firstly, such a correlation allows to set the spatio-

temporal coordinates of the world's image re-
vealed in the literary text. Secondly, to create for
the reader an "illusion" of the reality of the events
described in the text. Here, each personal name is
a link that connects objectively existing reality
with the author's fiction, which allows you to "re-
vive" the literary text.

Personal names are capable of specifying a spati-
otemporal framework rather precisely and creat-
ing a unique atmosphere of the reality of events,
maintaining a sense of national identity and col-
our thanks to the nationally-labelled component
present in their meaning, as well as background
information. Due to the presence in the text of per-
sonal names that evoke associations in the read-
er's mind with the culture, history, social struc-
ture of society, the author's vision of the world is
revealed - for example, the works F. Durrenmatt
reflecting the acute social problems of the country
and exposing hypocrisy.

A. Superanskaya considers that proper names in
literary texts have two specific features: "Firstly,
their denotations are constructed based on the
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experience of an artist, writer, musician, but do
not necessarily exist in reality; secondly, they are
created according to models of names of real or
unreal objects, taking into account their belonging
to a certain semantic field" [12, p. 148].

Another onomast, Yu. Karpenko identifies five as-
pects of a proper name [7, p. 34-40]:

1) Secondary literary onomastics is based on na-
tionwide onomastics, which the writer cannot ab-
stract from. That is why literary onomastics is a
"subjective reflection of the objective". Although
the writer modifies onomastic models, he does
not violate the principle of recognition.

2) Different causation of the appearance of liter-
ary onomastics and real onomastics: the genre
and style of the text, as well as the design and pref-
erences of the author, are determining factors for
literary onomastics and for real ones, these will be
social and historical patterns).

3) The difference between the functions of proper
names in every day (the primary function is differ-
entiating) and in artistic speech (the primary
function is stylistic);

4) Literary onomastics is a fact of speech: a proper
name goes into a language only when it becomes
a symbol name/precedent name. In this case, the
information content of the proper name is hyper-
trophied, and it approaches the appeals;

5) The presence of a literary and artistic work of
the title, a particular type of proper names: the ti-
tle in the classification of proper names are chre-
matonyms — the names of individual objects. At
the same time, they are materially homogeneous
with the designated objects. The titles most
clearly combine information richness and ap-
praisal.

The purpose of a proper name in the text is that
they are an essential constructive and connecting
element of the semantic space and the external or-
ganisation of the text. The writer, by chance, does
not create the onomastic space of a novel or story;
it carries the author's intention and helps to reveal
it. The text-forming role of a proper name is
formed based on its functional, sociocultural and
systematic features. An essential role for the dis-
closure of the author's intention through proper
names, their motivation also plays. "Onomastic
text analysis by decoding the semantic content of
onyms leads to an understanding of the system of
images, the author's intention, the literary text as
a whole" [37]. Thus, proper names endowed with
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wealth and various connotations and associative
connections are integral elements of a work of art,
updating much extralinguistic information.
"Speaking about the artistic semantics of proper
names, [ want to note that each unit of a work of
art contributes to the construction of the figura-
tive semantic structure of a work", - writes T. Ba-
kastova [1].

In the process of obtaining new connotations
within a work, proper names undergo a "semantic
increment”, form their semantic structure, as a re-
sult of which there arises an artistic-lexical (indi-
vidually-artistic) meaning of the word, which sig-
nificantly differs from its general linguistic mean-
ing. This is especially characteristic of the so-
called symbolic names, which have turned into
phenomena of a national or world culture due to
frequent use in "cultural” texts. This happens be-
cause proper names enter into connection with
the surrounding context and acquire new connec-
tions in it. Contextual connotations can transform
the reader's perception of proper names. The ac-
cumulation of various kinds of connotations and
semantic components, coming from associations
in the text and behind the text, O. Fonyakova calls
"suggestiveness” [5, p. 32], and V. Kalinkin uses
the term for the development of proper names
throughout an artwork "Poetonimogenesis":
therefore, the connotations of a work of art, even
connotative ones, except for the usual connota-
tions, always have a connotative sphere con-
nected by the test of the work. It is an integral part
of the semantics of literary onym [6, p.181].
Therefore, the process of accumulating infor-
mation goes on continuously, in parallel with the
development of the plot. The name "absorbs" all
the information associated with it. Thus, proper
names fully realise their entire volume of meaning
acquired in art only based on the whole text. It
does not matter if it is about real names, names
that make up the cultural foundation of a particu-
lar nation (names belong to this category charac-
ters of famous books, mythonyms, names of cul-
tural figures and the names of works of art), or of
fictitious names invented by the writer. "Through-
out the work of art, some names go from the first
mention of the object of the nomination to the ac-
cumulation of all information about it - there is a
natural increase, an increase in the amount of in-
formation contained in the name" [6, p. 182].

Friedhelm Debus distinguishes the following
types of proper names in the literary text [4, p. 57-
73]:

Section “Languages”

1.Talking names are those names, lexical and
(possibly) the etymological significance of which
is of characteristic importance. These names are
most often nicknames since they are based on a
characteristic feature of the designated object.
They were used in literature in the ancient period.
Their use experienced a new flourishing in the era
of classicism, but they are often found in works of
the era of realism. Their semantic clarity does not
always lie on the surface, but it is pretty easy to
detect with a more detailed literary analysis. The
subtype of these names is symbol names.

2. Classifying names are those names that deter-
mine the affiliation of the named object to a par-
ticular group according to religious, national, so-
cial or other characteristics relevant to the given
work. This type of name began to appear more of-
ten in texts from the 17th century. The distinction
of one name from a group of others in any way can
be of great importance.

3. Substitution — this is a technique whose har-
mony, the dissonance is essential for artistic con-
tent works. In this case, a considerable role is
played by subjective perception.

4. "Real" names are those names that mean natu-
ral objects and real personalities, historical or
modern, or the names of literary heroes that the
author "incorporates” into his work. Thanks to
formal identity, a sense of the reality of the ficti-
tious world is achieved. Sometimes such names
may be slightly modified to obtain the effect of "al-
ienation" or language game.

Proper names were analysed in detail in the func-
tional aspect. Researchers were able to detect
common manifestations of some of the functional
properties of proper names. The factis that having
differences in terms of the specifics of use in fic-
tion and non-fiction texts, proper names perform
somewhat different functions in literary works
than in other areas of use. I. Maslova concludes
that toponyms and chrononyms usually form a lo-
cal-temporal unity in a workspace. "In this case,
they convey the outline of the events described,
form the background of the narrative," she writes.
Proper names of other categories are most often
used by the author optionally, with the aim of ar-
tistic detail narrative, maximising credibility and
credibility [10, p. 2].

The author also attempted to characterise the
functions of proper names in fiction Bondaletov.
He singled out nominative, ideological, character-
ising, aesthetic and symbolic functions [3, p. 63].

coordination activities, publicity and openness in implementation of coordination
measures, independence of bodies involved in decision-making, based on the results
of coordination activities, the responsibility of heads of prosecuting bodies for the

Abstract. The article covers the international standards and reveals their features in
the context of the formation of the judiciary as a basis for improving the guarantees
of independence of the court and judges. It is established that the reorganization of
the judiciary will affect the relationship between the Supreme Council of Justice and
the Supreme Qualification Commission of Judges of Ukraine. Ensuring the
independence of the judiciary is currently one of the main priorities of this
reorganization. It is determined that the main principles of independence of the
judiciary and judges are legality, freedom of personal beliefs, in particular, a high level
of legal awareness. It is established that one of the guarantees of the independence
of the court and judges is the procedure of selecting candidates for the position of a
judge. It was found out that a judge could not be subject to disciplinary action for a
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court decision that he had made, except in cases of a crime or disciplinary
misconduct. It is proved that the main grounds for bringing a judge to disciplinary
responsibility are: 1) cases of frequent reversal of court decisions made by a
particular judge, based on the grounds of their illegality and/or unfoundedness; 2)
non-compliance by a judge with the requirements of procedural decisions, which
provide the basic principles of the tasks of court proceedings, or failure to take into
account some evidence that is present in the case file during the trial and the relevant
court decision. It is established that the international standards of formation of the
corps of judges are divided into 1) standards that determine the procedure for
selection of staff for the position of a judge; 2) standards that contain requirements
for personnel applying for the position of a judge; 3) standards that define the
features of the training of judges; 4) standards that define guarantees in the course of
judges’ performance of their duties. It is proposed to identify areas of legal and
organizational improvement of forming the judiciary in Ukraine as the prospects for
further research in this direction.

Abstract. The article is devoted to problematic issues of judicial practice in Ukraine,
related to the consideration of civil cases on reducing the amount of maintenance in
the context of defining this category of cases as minor. Attention is drawn to the fact
that according to the current Civil Procedure Code of Ukraine, the cases of recovery of
maintenance, increasing its amount, payment of additional costs for the child,
collection of penalties for late payment, indexation of maintenance, changing the
method of collecting the maintenance payments are considered minor unless they are
related to establishment or contestation of paternity (maternity) (paragraph 3 of Part
6 of Article 19 of the Civil Procedure Code of Ukraine). However, in this norm, there is
no legislative instruction to refer reduction of maintenance to the category of minor
lawsuits, which, taking into account the number of such cases that can be reviewed in
cassation, is viewed as a legislator’s fault.

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INTRODUCTION

Abstract. Evidence of change in cattle rustling practice among pastoralist
communities worldwide has been noted with globalisation, education, and
modernisation, among other factors. However, there is little known about
transformation in men and women's involvement in this practice in the wake of
easy accessibility of small and light weapons and breakdown of the traditional
leadership and control systems. This paper examined the transformation in cattle
rustling practice among the Pokot community in West Pokot county. This study's
target population included adult residents of the Pokot community, community
elders, opinion leaders, political and administrative leaders, and local and
international NGOs dealing with cattle rustling issues in West Pokot County. A
multi-stage sampling technique was used to recruit 350 respondents. An
unstructured questionnaire, a critical informant interview guide, a focus group
discussion guide, and an observation guide were used to collect primary data.
Qualitative data collected was analysed using patterns and critical themes of this
particular objective. Quantitative data analysis was organised using the SPSS
software version 2.0 and analysed using various descriptive statistics. The
findings indicated that transformation in cattle rustling had seen a cultural activity
for the young people to demonstrate their courage and wit and become a
murderous criminal endeavour. The community no longer benefits from cattle
rustling, but only a few are driven by greed to reap where they never sow. llliteracy,
poverty, unemployment, community conflicts, possession of firearms and
insecurity were identified as the leading causes of cattle rustling. Access to formal
education has seen many in the school-going age among the West Pokot get
exposed to literacy, which has gradually recorded a positive transformation about
its cattle rustling practices. Based on the findings, the paper makes the following
recommendations to address the problem of cattle rustling among the people of
West Pokot County: Enlightenment on contemporary ways of life; formal education
among the Pokot to be advocated for; enhancing Security in West Pokot; opening
a platform for peace talk and persuasions and operationalising the Eastern Africa
Police Chiefs Cooperation Organisation protocol.

Pokot traditions enforce a well-respected hierar-

Cattle rustling is a practice that is common in
many communities globally. In many ways, it has
altered gender roles and negatively impacts the
family set-up, undermines development and dis-
rupts the livelihoods of households. Studies show
that families that have lost men (fathers or elder
brothers) no longer had someone to provide for
and protect them, while those that have lost
women (mothers and/or sisters) have to do with-
out caregivers their lives.

chy in the family where men (as husbands) are
considered heads while women (as wives) are ac-
corded authority and respect in chronological or-
der. The first wife has the highest authority among
the wives, which helps maintain social order. This
implies that regarding cattle rustling, both men
and women benefit from the proceeds of cattle
raids by the relationship they share, mainly as
husbands and wives. The proceeds of a cattle raid
would then be used as a source of food and wealth
for the family and benefit the man, his wives, and
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children [14]. However, individualism rather than
communal ownership of land and wealth in the
modern-day West Pokot means that there is a
high likelihood that a woman will demand equal
rights and control over family wealth as provided
in the customary law of the Kenyan constitu-
tion [1].

As the practice of cattle rustling changes, the im-
plications on gender relations to control and own-
ership of cattle are inevitable. It is noted that in pa-
triarchal societies, the relations between men and
women are unequal. Observably, in all societies,
male domination and female subordination define
such relations, thereby disadvantaging women.
Scholars have noted that such subordination of
women is a global phenomenon that is pegged on
their universal roles and responsibilities as both
mothers and homemakers. Gender roles and rela-
tions are diverse and are determined by contex-
tual factors and change over time. Consequently,
the need to interrogate issues affecting women
and men due to the changes in gender roles de-
serve the attention of scholars.

Cattle rustling was historically perceived as a
masculine oriented practice as it needed in its ex-
ecution a degree of brutality, courage and perse-
verance, attributes that are associated with men
in the practising communities. Traditionally,
women were not allowed to carry out any cattle
raiding. They were required to stay at homes, take
care of the children and wait for their men who
had gone out for raids. This is because women suf-
fered more for, they are weak and needed protec-

tion, unlike the men who were able to run or
fight [3].

Among the Pokot and other communities in which
cattle raids are common, women play active roles
in the practice. Observably, they transport and
hide guns just like the men and depend on cattle
rustling as a source of livelihood for their families,
often resulting in some competition between the
two genders [3]. This has been identified as a pos-
sible cause of breakdown in the family and a de-
terminant of domestic violence in communities. It
is worth noting that by the marital contract, men
expect that women should look after them. How-
ever, when these men cannot perform society's
roles, women may take them up, thus reversing
the role plan in society. The men who cannot go
for cattle raids to support their families are sub-
jected to staying with their wife's family because
they are not men enough to take care of their fam-
ilies. This has an emotional effect on men, who in
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turn lose self-esteem and respect in the commu-
nity. In most cases, if a woman is married to a man
who does not have enough cows and cannot raid,
the woman has a right to leave him and go and
marry someone else considered stable. This has
changed marriage practices by giving women
more power and freedom to choose a marriage
partner who best suits their needs, yet this was
not the practice [3].

Extreme conditions and changing spectrum in
gender power relations have, over time, radical-
ised cattle rustling. Although there is plenty of lit-
erature on cattle rustling, previous scholars have
hardly interrogated how gender roles have histor-
ically affected cattle rustling. Even with moderni-
sation, both men and women have continually
played interchangeable roles in the practice, given
these roles are not static. The intensity, destruc-
tion and killing of women and children being wit-
nessed in the wake of cattle rustling were unheard
of traditionally because of the various taboos and
customs that guided the practice [17].

Of interest, however, is the active involvement of
both genders in cattle rustling. Observably, this
has remained invisible, resulting in gender-blind
approaches in tackling cattle rustling, which ulti-
mately poses a severe security risk. This paper ar-
gues that the notable transformation in men and
women's involvement in cattle rustling, com-
pounded with a breakdown of traditional leader-
ship and control systems; easy accessibility of
small and light weapons (SALWs), pose a security
threat that compromises meaningful efforts to
curb the problem. The paper is hived from a doc-
toral thesis on a summary of a study that sought
to interrogate gender transformation in cattle rus-
tling and its implications on security management
in West Pokot County.

Theoretical framework

To understand the complexity of cattle rustling, it
is fitting to approach it from social cubism per-
spective. As a theory, social cubism has been uti-
lised to identify challenges experienced in places
where violence has erupted and assess the appro-
priateness of the interventions initiated to allevi-
ate the problem. According to [2], Social Cubism
Theory was predominately used in analysing ter-
ritorial conflicts.

This approach is critical in understanding the cat-
tle rustling related to conflict(s). As applied in this
study, social cubism, as postulated by [2] seeks to
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explain conflict from historical, demographic, eco-
nomic, psychological, religious, and political per-
spectives. According to [2], social cubism contains
six interrelated aspects.

1. Historical Aspect of Social Cubism. Authors [2]
argue that history is a robust frame of under-
standing almost everything about human exist-
ence. As one aspect of social cubism, understand-
ing historical factors and/or events helps people
understand some of the reasons behind inter-
group dynamics and relationships. In essence, cat-
tle rustling practise has roots in all pastoral com-
munities because of livestock and their quick mo-
bility and as a store of wealth and value. In most
African societies, most ceremonies involved spill-
ing blood, fat or/and milk to appease spirits and
gods or general appreciation or blessings before a
significant activity like a raid or praying for rain.

2. Religious Aspect of Social Cubism. Religion is one
of the most polarising aspects known to human-
kind. For centuries, societies have fought, and mil-
lions of people have died because of religious dif-
ferences. To social cubism, exploring religious dy-
namics helps people understand how religious
beliefs affect intergroup relationships. Communi-
ties that were predominantly pastoralist were
highly religious and involved the spirits of their
forefathers and gods in everyday activities. In this
respect, cattle raids were highly charged but a
structured religious ceremony. It would involve,
in most cases, burnt ceremonies being offered. A
slaughtered goat, sheep, would have vital organs
removed, and religious leaders' read’ from them.
Good omens could be interpreted from the pat-
terns and singularities of the ligaments, among
other signs in the heart, kidneys, intestines,
among others. The neighbouring communities
also had their diverse religious beliefs, occults and
totems who defined good times and bad seasons,
including predicting when a raid would be exe-
cuted and why a raid targeted a community, espe-
cially when it had gone against their ways for-
bears, ancestors and gods.

3. Demographic Aspect of Social Cubism. Demo-
graphic factors are important aspects of exploring
ethnic conflict. At the centre of demography is
population compositions - especially about who
is superior and inferior? Which ethnic group is
more influential? Who controls wealth? Answer-
ing these questions allows people to understand
how demographic issues affect the way ethnic
groups view each other. Most pastoral communi-
ties have experienced high child mortality rates
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because of the ecological and environmental con-
ditions surrounding them. Many children, espe-
cially boys, preferred to have enough defence
against warring neighbours and a tremendous
mobilising mechanism for raids, war, or other mil-
itary excursions.

4. Political Aspect of Social Cubism. The political
landscape in any given society affects how people
and societies see each other. This is also true when
it comes to understanding ethnic dynamics. In
countries where a particular ethnic group domi-
nates politics, there is always an ethnic suspicion
by those who see themselves outside the political
spectrum. In other words, countries where ethnic
politics dominate political institutions run the risk
of ethnic divisions that could eventually degener-
ate into inter-ethnic conflict if not dealt with
properly. Most pastoral communities had a de-
fined structure with elders' council, and decisions
had to be filtered meticulously. Others had an
anointed chieftain which influenced their ap-
proach to conflict and its resolution.

5. Economic Aspect of Social Cubism. Economic dif-
ferences among ethnic groups significantly affect
any society's political stability and security. It is
known that economic disparity exacerbates ten-
sion among people, communities, and societies
and even nations, particularly among political in-
stitutions that practice favouritism and/or ethnic
patronage. In such countries, ethnic competition
between different ethnic groups over who man-
ages national resources usually affects peoples'
perception of the government. In a nutshell, a
country in which people from a particular ethnic
group control economic institutions is likely to ex-
perience ethnic discontent or a sense of ethnic
marginalisation. In contrast, a country in which
economic institutions advocate for ethnic inclu-
sion in all areas of its economy discourages ethnic
discontentment. A large herd of livestock was a
measure of the economic well-being of a commu-
nity or individual. Loss of livestock through
drought, natural attrition or theft and raid could
precipitate conflict and worsen it.

6. Psychological Aspect of Social Cubism. Ethnic
tension and emotions escalate during conflict or
crisis. Regarding ethnic conflicts, psychologists of-
ten try to analyse how changes in people and/or
societal behaviours and/or actions affect inter-
group perceptions of others during tense mo-
ments. It is not surprising that political psycholo-
gists often find that groups or societies portray
negative attitudes about each other. For example,
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promoting hate speech or bigotry, stereotypes,
and prejudices highlights important ethnic tradi-
tions, symbols like ethnic identity, religious differ-
ences, heritages, and belief systems to inflame an
ethnic or sectarian tension, resulting in an out-
burst of a physical or violent confrontation.

However, the authors [2] did not suggest that
every conflict could be analysed using these six
metrics of social cubism. Instead, they recognised
the fact that different situations contain factors
that relate differently. However, the use of this
theory in the study conducted on the cattle rus-
tling in West Pokot County ensured that conflict
exploration was approached from different
frames of analysis that exhibit traces of the six
perspectives. The dynamics of gender in cattle
rustling was therefore approached from these dif-
ferent directions and viewpoints. Gender serves
as an underlying force whose transformation has
shaped cattle rustling and its role in fostering con-
flict in the region.

With the transformation in gender roles that have
taken place over time, the study found evidence of
historical, psychosocial, political, religious, eco-
nomic and demographic factors underlying the
progression of cattle rustling. Therefore, the the-
ory was instrumental in facilitating the interroga-
tion of the various variables and themes of the
study.

Gender relations on cattle rustling

A study by [14] revealed that traditionally men
were charged with hunting, raiding/rustling ani-
mals, grazing cattle. At the same time, the women
stayed home and took care of household respon-
sibilities like building the huts, gardening (small-
scale), preparing meals, and looking after the chil-
dren.

However, as noted earlier, gender roles are not
fixed, and they vary considerably over place and
time. With the persistence of the cattle rustling,
the men have been killed in raids, leaving many
widows who have to fend for themselves and their
children. The widows and other women have
adopted new economic activities like brewing lo-
cal beer, selling it, prostitution, and hawking.
Men's roles have also changed over time due to
the reduction in their cows and the restrictions to
cross over to other territories to execute cattle
raids. Consequently, they have started building
houses and doing some gardening to supplement
the relief food offered by the government.

Studies show that inability to carry out cattle raids
may not change the identities of the men and
women. However, there are few instances where
gender roles have been transformed, thereby
blurring masculinity and femininity identities
among pastoralist communities. A case in point is
alterations in men's roles as overall home provid-
ers in conflict and animal loss changes. Studies
have shown that conflicts have rendered some to
be dependent on women for virtually every-
thing [16].

Authors [10] observed that women are most af-
fected when sexual assault and exploitation are
employed as tools of war. Moreover, women in
conflict zones suffer from victimisation, aliena-
tion, prolonged emotional trauma and unwanted
pregnancies. The author further notes that many
communities had definite gender-segregated
roles. Most of them discouraged their women
from using weapons or engaging in any means of
travel as they engaged in warfare. As culturally
designated caregivers, women were expected to
struggle to support their families and keep their
households together even when conflict occurs.
This is worsened by the fact that husbands and
sons who are co-opted into wars cannot provide
for their families in their absence.

Consequently, women are contemporarily shed-
ding off the idea that only men can provide and
protect communities and families. The changes
are also a result of the introduction of machines
that make work easy. Examples of these include
vehicles that dissuade the need for walking long
distances, thus lower tibial or leg endurance and
weapons such as guns that do not require upper
body strength like drawn bows, arrows, spears
and machetes to utilise. The fact that SALWs re-
quire minimal strength in using has redefined the
role of women. Cattle rustling has also become a
lucrative commercial activity that has attracted
women as 'middlemen' and financiers of the activ-
ities and as viable buyers of stolen stock. In a
Western Australia Police Media release (March 20
2021), the police formed a special task force that
identified a criminal enterprise and web that com-
prised of women and men and companies linked
to the business of cattle theft, including aerial and
ground musterers, livestock trucking companies,
truck drivers, stock agents and feedlots.

METHODOLOGY

The study adopted a descriptive survey design.
According to theory descriptive research design
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aims to collect detailed and factual information
that describes an existing phenomenon. This re-
search design also facilitated the use of a mixed-
methods approach hence; questionnaire, an inter-
view guide and an observation checklist were
used to collect both quantitative and qualitative
data for the study. The study sought to describe
the gender relations on cattle rustling among the
Pokot community in West Pokot County.

The target population included all adult men and
women of 18 years and above in West Pokot
County. The key informants included both women
and men, community elders, opinion leaders, po-
litical and administrative officers, community
members, and local and international NGOs. A to-
tal of 350 research participants were targeted, a
sample size determined based on gender roles
and biological sex, whether male or female.

The study employed both probabilistic and non-
probabilistic sampling techniques to identify
study participants. Purposive sampling was used
to identify National Government administrative
units, including sub-counties, divisions, locations,
and sub-locations based on reported incidences of
cattle rustling. Cluster sampling was used to select
villages. Within these, stratified random sampling
was employed to ensure the representation of
women and men in communities since gender
was a critical variable that was investigated. The
unit of analysis was the household. Therefore,
based on the Kenya National Bureau of Statistics
census of 2009, 149% of the households were used
for generalisation, and this was above the mini-
mum 10% recommended for such a descriptive
study.

Both quantitative and qualitative data were col-
lected. Structured questionnaires containing both
open and closed-ended questions were used in
collecting data from women and men members of
households. An interview guide was used to col-
lect data from key informants who included the
County Commissioner, the Deputy County Com-
missioners, the National Police Commanders,
community leaders and representatives of both
local and international NGOs operating in the
study area.

Qualitative data were analysed using thematic
analysis, while quantitative data were analysed
using descriptive and inferential statistics. The
study participants were not only assured of pri-
vacy, confidentiality and anonymity but were also
voluntarily recruited to participate in the study.
There was a written form for guaranteeing

privacy, confidentiality and anonymity, where the
respondents were to sign to confirm.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

This paper aims to assess the effects of changes in
cattle rustling on gender relations among the
Pokot in West Pokot, Kenya. The study examined
various subthemes among them; the gender roles
and raids, the role of women, involvement of un-
married young men and women; knowledge and
responsibility for various stages of cattle rustling
and how the practice of paying bride wealth is re-
lated to cattle raids.

Gender roles and cattle rustling

This section considers gender roles, responsibili-
ties and cattle rustling among the Pokot of West
Pokot, Kenya. Focusing on the gender roles in in-
digenous and contemporary cattle rustling re-
veals the progression of the practice over time
and how these changes influence gender rela-
tions. Data from the study reveals that the respon-
sibility of sanctioning, managing and utilising pro-
ceeds of raids varied significantly by gender both
in the past and today, as in Figure 1.

Men Alone. According to the study established that
toalarge extent, men (71.5%) were solely respon-
sible for planning, executing and managing live-
stock acquired from raids. Among the Pokot, a
man is the head of the family and hence, entitled
to the ownership or control of wealth in the fam-
ily.

In furtherance, men were responsible for design-
ing and making weapons, developing raid strate-
gies, and carrying out raids. Men and women in
the study also explained that since cows are a
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virtual currency and a sign of wealth and power in
the region, livestock was essential to men. Thus
Pokot men aspire to accumulate cattle which they
use to pay the bride price (kandin) before marry-
ing, among other uses.

Men and Women. Some 27.7% of the participants
stated that men and women were jointly respon-
sible for managing, controlling, and using pro-
ceeds of cattle raids. This means that cattle rus-
tling was a joint mission in which men and women
play significant roles. The findings affirm that each
member of society plays a role in cattle raids to a
certain degree. However, the extent of the involve-
ment differs by gender, with men taking more ac-
tive and visible roles while those of women are of-
ten passive and concealed.

Among the Pokot, a girl who had undergone cir-
cumcision was considered ready for marriage by
a potential husband. He, however, had to have the
capacity to pay a bride price. Consequently, young
men would go to raids to acquire livestock to af-
ford the bridewealth price, or they would risk be-
ing seen as outcasts according to the traditions of
the Pokot. The bridewealth was paid to the girl's
father, who then began arrangements to marry off
his daughter. Consequently, both men and women
benefited from the proceeds of cattle raids. The
proceeds of a cattle raid would be used as a source
of food and wealth for the family, which com-
prised the man, his wives, and children.

It is worth noting that individualism rather than
communal ownership of land and wealth in the
modern-day West Pokot means a high likelihood
that a woman will demand equal rights and con-
trol over family wealth as provided in the custom-
ary law of the Kenyan constitution [1]. As cattle
rustling changes, the implications on gender rela-
tions to control and ownership of cattle are inevi-
table.

Women. According to the study findings, only
0.7% of the men and women indicated that
women were responsible for executing and man-
aging the proceeds of a cattle raid. These findings
correspond to the discussion by [15], who ob-
served that traditionally, women were protected
and not involved in the practice of cattle raids. For
instance, the men and women in the FGDs unani-
mously agreed that women and children were not
supposed to be hurt during cattle raids. Therefore,
women's involvement in cattle raids was limited
in the traditional Pokot culture and demonstrated
in the views below:

During a cattle raid, women and children hide. It is
the men that go out to fight and chase away raiders.
Young Morans also protect the community at night
when there are rumours that a raid is imminent
(FGD Pokot North on 19.01.2019).

Active Roles of Women in Cattle Rustling

The study noted that women were key players in
the sanctioning of a raid. Therefore, the various
roles played by women were further probed by
interrogating the data to illustrate this. In a single-
gender FGD, it was noted that there are actions
undertaken by women that instigate cattle raids.
Given this, elder Kamket informed the study that:

Our women wear this Loketio (pregnancy support
belt) as an honour to us. We use Loketio to prevent
conflicts between communities/tribes. Loketio
stops terrible acts. When a mother removes Loketio
and just as the womb opens in childbirth, it is be-
lieved a woman who does this exposes her sons to
the elements, which include curses or even death.
When a mother passes on, beads or cowrie shells
from her Loketio is sawn into the son's belt, hat or
bangle. He will wear this at all time for his protec-
tion and safety. Women wear it to keep their fami-
lies at peace. In cattle raids, when women are in
support of the invasion, they wear Loketio. It reas-
sures men that they are protected and will be suc-
cessful in their raid (Kapenguria-Makutano, KII on
18.01.2019).

The findings align with [3], who points out that
women were identified to initiate or escalate cat-
tle raiding directly and indirectly. The author pos-
tulates this through actions like celebrating suc-
cessful rustlers with a song while using mockery
against those who did not participate in raids.
Women, therefore, actively instigated raids
through song and dance, a popular mode of com-
munication among the Pokot. The women also
highly regarded men with vast herds of cattle,
while those without are seen as poor cowards
who would not possibly take good care of a wife.

The study identified the various ways through
which women were actively involved in modern-
day cattle rustling. These included praising warri-
ors with song and dance, honouring brave warri-
ors, supplying food and water to warriors in their
hideouts, acting as spies, hiding raiders, nursing
wounded warriors and going to raids. These roles
are illustrated in Figure 2.
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Figure 2 — The active role of Women in Cattle Rustling

Praising and honouring Warriors. Praising and
honouring warriors was the most famous role
played by Pokot women to cattle rustling. The
study gathered that women used songs to encour-
age and congratulate men while going and

returning from a raid. These findings cohere with
the observations made by [15], who acknowl-
edges that songs among the Pokot were powerful
instruments for influencing behaviour. This is il-
lustrated in the song below:

This is a typical example of a song prompted by
Pokot women in adong'o and joined by the young
men in unison. It incites the Pokot cattle rustlers
into planning for a raid against the Marakwet.
Therefore, praise songs by Pokot women contrib-
ute a lot towards cattle rustling.

Supplying food and Water to Raiders. According to
the study findings, a significant number of men
and women, 48.5%, stated that supplying food
and water to raiders was the second most critical
role that women played in the process of cattle
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rustling. The women facilitated the actions of the
warriors by ensuring that they had supplies.

Elder Mangat reported that:

Women and children did not go out to raid. They
supported cattle rustling by taking part in comple-
mentary roles such as giving them food and water.
Warriors would be met with milk on return after a
successful raid (Kapenguria-Makutano, KII on
18.01.2019).

Acting as Spies. The study findings revealed that
young women and girls actively served as spies in-
forming warriors about the plans and strategies of
other communities. Information about the pre-
paredness of the neighbouring communities was
essential in ensuring that the warriors were not
caught off guard. Women and girls travelling to
fetch water would watch out for approaching
raiders from higher grounds. While it was not a
designated role for women and girls to spy on
other communities, they had an obligation to relay
any information on potential threats if they came
across any.

In a KII an elderly lady, Lucy reported:

Women have a lot of information. I always knew
when my husband was preparing to go on a raid.
Sometimes I would overhear men discussing their
strategies. I understood the proverbs, sayings and
metaphors they used when discussing matters of
war (Key informant interview in Pokot North on
15.01.2019).

An important aspect that facilitated women's
roles as spies is the fact the Pokot marriages are
exogamous. As a result, women are married out-
side their birth clans but cared deeply about the
welfare of their kin. Thus, they would warn their
tribesmen or women of an upcoming raid, espe-
cially when they met in the forest while gathering
firewood or water pans. The information would
be passed on to an eligible confidant, such as an
older woman, who would then pass the message
to the elders. The elders would then make deci-
sions on how to defend the community or attack
the aggressors.

These findings align with findings by [16], who es-
tablished that women served as valuable inform-
ants for the warriors. Precisely, this meant that
women, although not actively involved, we're
keen to gather intelligence on the raids, which
they passed on to warriors through well-estab-
lished channels.

Hidings and Nursing Wounded Warriors. Accord-
ing to the study, women played an active role in
hiding and nursing wounded warriors. As illus-
trated in Figure 2 above, a third of the men and
women, 33.8% and 33.1% stated that women
were actively engaged in hiding warriors from
law enforcement agents and nursing wounded
warriors, respectively. A key informant in the
study reported:

Women alert their husbands to go and hide when
there is an imminent operation. They take food to
the hiding places (Chelangat, 21.01.2019).

Moreover, a key informant in the study reported
that women still serve as informants for their hus-
bands and sons whenever there is a disarmament
operation. Jared, a KII reported:

Women and children transport guns from Kenya to
Uganda when there is a mop-up or operation. They
will also talk to the police and inform their hus-
bands if there are signs of danger. Often, they can be
heard saying, let me leave. I feel like there will be
trouble here today (Key informant interview in
Kibichbich on 17.01.2019).

The qualitative data gathered through the various
key informant interviews indicates that women
also helped the men transport guns. These find-
ings are coherent with [8] observation that
women are accomplices in propagating cattle rus-
tling in Northern Kenya. In addition, the study ob-
served that women and children in the commu-
nity did not speak to strangers, making them good
confidants for the men or warriors.

Going to Raids. The study established women's ac-
tive involvement in raiding cattle was minimal, as
indicated by 6.4% of the participants. In new cat-
tle rustling, wealthy women are the masterminds
and financiers under the guise of businesswomen,
of rogue warriors (FGD Pokot North on
19.01.2019). Thus although women and children
were majorly left out of the indigenous cattle rus-
tling, some play an active role among the contem-
porary Pokot of West Pokot. These findings align
with those by [3], who reports that in various pas-
toralist communities such as the Amazon, women
were allowed to go on raiding sprees if they had
the necessary skills and training.

Roles of Young Unmarried Men and Women

To further explore the impact of cattle rustling on
gender relations, the study examined the tradi-
tional roles of young unmarried men and women
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in the Pokot community. As shown in Figure 3 be-
low, young unmarried men and women had dif-
fering roles in cattle rustling. Women took prece-
dence in specific roles while men had more signif-
icant responsibility in others. Some roles involved
men alone, while in others, both men and women
had a part to play.

Performing Rituals to Protect Warriors. Figure 3
above shows that the majority 22.9% believed
that men assumed a greater responsibility than
women in performing rituals to protect warriors.
On the other hand, only 6.4% of women were in-
volved in performing rituals to protect warriors.

These findings were collaborated by insights
gathered during FGDs in Kibichbich. In consensus,
the FGD participants — both men and women ex-
plained:

Unmarried men and women do not perform rituals.
Those are particular roles and can only be per-
formed by older women or men (wilkoyong or lai-
bon-pokot), especially past childbearing age. This is
because a spiritual leader acquired the necessary
skills for the trade upon many years of learning by
doing, that is, by performing alongside the older rit-
ual practitioners as they engaged in rituals aimed
at cleansing warriors.

In Kibichbich, a KII reported that:

A spiritual leader had to observe certain precau-
tions such as secrecy. Seers and prophets who
blessed the warriors before they would leave for
battle kept the secrets about planning and strate-
gies of a cattle raid to their graves. Such responsi-
bility could not be left to a young person. So, it takes

many years for one to become a spiritual leader and
to be able to perform rituals (Kapenguria-Maku-
tano key informant interview on 18.01.2019).

These findings corroborate the observations by
[15] that elders and spiritual leaders such as heal-
ers and seers conducted rituals before and after
the raids underwent many years of training.

Making a Pre-visit or Spying. The study established
that men were mainly responsible for making pre-
visits and spying on neighbouring communities
before a raid. The results shown in figure 3 above
indicate that 30.7% of the men and women
thought that young unmarried men were charged
with conducting pre-visits and spying. According
to [7], the treatment of young unmarried men and
women varied within the community. This is be-
cause women were protected from harm, while
young men were expected to protect their com-
munity even before circumcision. This explains
why none of the men and women associated spy-
ing and conducting pre- visits to unmarried young
women in the community. However, the study
gathered from the FGD that older women spied
and passed secrets to their clans as demonstrated
in the qualitative data below:

A woman married off to the Turkana or Marakwet
shares secrets with her clan about the plans and
strategies. This helps her clan or community to pre-
pare before a raid. However, young girls cannot
travel long distances to go spy on the Turkana or
Marakwet (FGD in Pokot North on 19.01.2019).

These findings agree with the views put across by
[5], who stated that while women do not actively
participate in cattle rustling, they often suffer the
aftermath of the practice. For instance, in recent
years, women and children mainly fall victim to
the practice, with many having to pay the price
with their lives.

Making Weapons. The study established that mak-
ing weapons was solely a man's duty in the tradi-
tional Pokot culture. A majority of the men and
women, 27.1% stated that young unmarried men
in the traditional Pokot culture made most of the
weapons used during cattle rustling. These find-
ings are in line with [12] concluded that while
women are involved, they conducted or executed
the raids. Consequently, they developed craft and
experience in practice, which included the devel-
opment of weaponry. Jared, a KII reported that:

Young boys learnt the art of making arrows and
bows from a young age. They would use them as
play toys while grazing. Those that had special
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skills would graduate into making sophisticated
weapons such as spears and swords (KII in
Kibichbich on 17.01.2019).

Evidence from the focus group discussion indi-
cated the life of s girl before marriage was steered
in a different direction. The men and women
unanimously agreed that:

Ayoung girl was prepared for marriage since birth.
The mothers taught their daughters the various
roles of women, such as caring for children and the
husband (FGD in Pokot North on 19.01.2019).

Ratemo, a KII, also supported the position. He re-
ported that:

The Pokot did not value women. They force them
into a marriage where a group of young men kid-
napped a girl and took her to her husband's home-
stead without her consent. If a lady sees cattle being
brought to her home, she knows it is not good and
that her consent or denial thereof will not matter
(Key informant interview at Kapenguria-Maku-
tano on 19.09.2018).

In essence, making weapons was not aligned with
a girl's destiny as a wife. Consequently, the girls
were not allowed access to skills that were
deemed manly. However, there is increased ac-
cess to Small arms and light weapons in recent
times, making cattle rustling more violent and
radical. Women own guns and help men transport
the guns, and this has encouraged women to par-
ticipate in cattle rustling actively. In later years,
[8] observed that the same justification was used
to bar girls from attending school. Although many
girls in Pokot attend school today, practices such
as circumcision and early marriages still prevail in
remote areas.

In summary, from the findings, it has been ob-
served that there are changes affecting cattle rus-
tling, mostly on gender relations among the Pokot.
Although highly undervalued in the community,
the study indicated that women had a significant
role in steering cattle rustling.
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INTRODUCTION

Abstract. The global COVID-19 pandemic envokes numerous challenges in many
areas of societies, including social services. The idea of ‘social distancing’
contradicts the whole idea of social work and inevitably causes deepening social
exclusion. This study is aimed to analyse peculiarities of Ukrainian social workers’
activities under severe quarantine restrictions or lockdown. Special attention is paid
to local social services for the elderly as a group recognised as most vulnerable to
COVID-19.

A survey of representatives of territorial centres of social services in Ukraine,
conducted in August 2020, revealed some problems caused by restrictive quarantine
measures and positive changes in the centres. The study highlights some surprising
contradictions in the impact of the pandemic on social work practice with the elderly.
Social services providers in local communities (territorial centres of social services,
social services centres for families, children, youth, etc.) received almost no
additional support during the quarantine. Yet, they consider introducing new, distant
forms of communication, adjusting the work schedule, etc., as positive changes in
service provision.

The study determines that the response to the challenges of a problematic situation
depends on local characteristics and mostly on human resources - work organisation
and professional adaptability. An important role belongs to the ability of social
workers to act in emergencies, the availability of standard procedures, protocols, and
resources for use in such situations, understanding the need to adhere to values of
social solidarity. The specific applications from the study results are drawn for
Ukrainian social work.

And although strict nationwide lockdown
to enable social distancing norms eventually

The global COVID-19 pandemic threw down
emergency alternations in many areas of socie-
ties [1, 14, 20]. This pandemic becomes a disas-
trous crisis (real ‘Corona crisis’) for the Ukrainian
state, market, and population.

In Ukraine, starting in March 2020, the vast ma-
jority of jobs at face-to-face communication sites,
schools and universities were closed, public
transport was restricted, and public meetings
were postponed or cancelled. Visits to medical
and social facilities were also restricted. In addi-
tion to these measures, considerable attention
has been paid to enhancing responsibility for
one’s health and safe behaviour towards others,
including hand hygiene, cough etiquette, physical
(called ‘social’) distance, and self-isolation when
necessary, to stop or slow down the spread of the

turned into a so-called adaptive form, the re-
strictions for social services institutions contin-
ued.

The burden of the restrictive measures is shared
disproportionally: the interests of small and me-
dium businesses are sacrificed and neglected,
and the needs of the working people in general,
not saying about the disadvantaged and deprived
strata [24]. The deterioration of the economic
situation has forced more and more people to
seek social support and express dissatisfaction
with social services’ unavailability. At the same
time, social workers faced a new reality of per-
forming professional functions, as they had no
experience working in situations of quarantine
restrictions and emergency challenges [12]. Cri-
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sis counselling and psychological support, the so-
called hotlines, were the first to be successfully
established in the format of remote delivery of
services to the population, yet that arisen the is-
sue of the digital divide. The practice of social
work must respond sensitively to society’s new
demands and those social changes that deter-
mine the situation of vulnerable groups.

This study aims to analyse Ukrainian social
workers’ peculiarities under severe quarantine
restrictions or lockdown. Special attention is paid
to local social services for the elderly as a group
recognised as most vulnerable to COVID-19.

Literature review

Some studies (N. Kipgen [14]; S. Rahman [16];
Y. Zhang, B. Jiang, ]. Yuan, Y. Tao [25]] conducted
since the beginning of the COVID-19 pandemic
demonstrate that the response to the pandemic
at the global and national levels has had a signifi-
cant impact on lifestyles and has raised a lot of
question about how we support the most vulner-
able and how it is possible to provide the proper
care under the restriction measures.

According to T. Harrikari [9], in many countries,
coercive efforts have been taken to enforce
emergency legislation, and individual social re-
sponsibility has been strengthened. Researchers
E. Keddell, L. Beddoe [13] note, unusual societal
rules required rapid adaptation, which in part
was considered difficult, and at the same time,
the testing of new norms of behaviour for public
institutions, public institutions, and individuals.
All of this falls to the typical public reactions to
new epidemics described by P. Strong [21, p.
249] as “as ‘fear, panic, stigma, moralising and
calls to or for action ... Societies are caught up in
an extraordinary emotional maelstrom which
seems, at least for a time, to be beyond one’s im-
mediate control”.

According to researchers from different coun-
tries (C. Czymara, A. Langenkamp, T. Cano [4];
M. Dauti, E. Dhémbo, E.Bejko, M. Allmuca [5];
G. Goggin, K. Ellis [7], UNICEF [23]), the current
pandemic already has direct and indirect conse-
quences. The direct social consequences include
loss of work and income in some families, and
thus deterioration of socio-economic status; high
risks of infection in various inpatient social insti-
tutions, permanent institutions, and related ac-
tions to relocate some clients of such institutions,
including children, to families or alternative
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forms of maintenance; restricting the physical
accessibility of many social services, etc. Indirect
consequences include 1) an increase in domestic
violence, particularly against children; 2) increas-
ing the vulnerability of the elderly and marginal-
ised social groups; 3) return of circular labour
migrants; 4) increased anxiety and depression;
5) increasing social instability and “cognitive
wars” (dissemination of false information that
distorts reality, increases despair and destroys
individual responsibility). S. Rahman points out
the issue of deepening social exclusion, as social
distancing exposes enduring inequities.

Researchers T. Semigina, T. Skliar [19] note, that
quarantine measures have led to the emergence
of new norms of behaviour, which guided both
the state and many citizens, particularly
strengthening control and neglect of public opin-
ion. These implications draw attention to social
work principles as a collective responsibility, re-
spect for human dignity and human rights, em-
powerment of marginalised  (A.Pentini,
W. Lorenz [15]; R. Truell [22]), and social work-
ers’ professional qualifications and the problems
they face in society the new working conditions.

An analysis of international experience
(T. Harrikari [9]; UNICEF [23]) shows a greater
readiness to act in a pandemic of social work in-
stitutions in those countries where an appropri-
ate emergency response system is in place. Social
workers are trained to act in such circumstances;
emergency care, including medical and primary
psychological care, was provided, and communi-
ty resources for mutual assistance.

International organisations stress that despite
rapid response measures, including ‘social dis-
tancing’, the effective recovery from the socio-
economic crisis caused by the coronavirus could
be achieved only by expanding the universal so-
cial protection system (International Labour Or-
ganization [10]; International Federation of So-
cial Workers [11]; UNICEF [23]). To do this, it is
necessary to expand the coverage of existing
programs, simplify the criteria for access to assis-
tance, and introduce new programs. This, in turn,
requires the mobilisation of social resources and
political will.

So, the response to the epidemic should be multi-
level and comprehensive, based on the ideas of
collective solidarity and readiness to tackle the
emergency.
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METHODOLOGY

The study was conducted according to the meth-
odology of “rapid appraisal’, which involves
achieving a preliminary understanding of the sit-
uation, identifying the most acute problems and
available solutions [2]. It includes 1) survey of
crucial informants; 2) desk review of available
official information and research reports.

The survey of “key informants” was chosen as a
technological solution to the tasks of “rapid as-
sessment”. In August 2020, a mini-survey was
conducted in Kyiv and Dnipro. It was arranged
with representatives of the administrative staff of
the territorial social services centres. The pur-
pose of this appraisal was to identify the prob-
lems caused by the COVID-19 epidemic and
quarantine restrictions in the activities of special-
ists of centres that provide social services to the
elderly. Invitations to participate in the survey
were sent to ten centres in Kyiv and seven cen-
tres in Dnipro. Consent to participate in the sur-
vey was obtained from four centres in Kyiv and
seven centres in Dnipro. Thus, a total of 11 re-
spondents took part in the survey.

The main thematic areas of the survey were: (a)
the problems faced by the staff of the territorial
centres during the epidemic, (b) the ways to
overcome these problems, and (c) the resources
used to solve the problem situations or received
by the institutions in connection with the epi-
demic. The texts of the answers were analysed,
which contained stylistic and semantic compo-
nents. The answers were evaluated on the indica-
tors of expansiveness - conciseness, depth - su-
perficiality, analytical - formal; semantic analysis
was to comprehend, compare, and summarise
the respondents’ facts.

The retrospective desk review was aimed to en-
rich the picture and place the key informants’ vi-
sions in the broader context of the national re-
sponse to the pandemic in Ukraine. The tech-
niques of thematic analysis were applied.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

The beginning of the lockdown period in Ukraine
occurred when implementing new legislation on
social services. At that moment, some regulations
defining specific issues of social services centres
activities, the order of interaction between insti-
tutions, specific procedures necessary for the
implementation of the reform, and in particular,
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the provisions of the new version of the Law on
Social Services were adopted with significant de-
lays, often contain contradictions, or have not yet
been developed and approved [3]. Thus, many
procedures for receiving social services, benefits,
payments were not transparent and understand-
able.

At the same time, since 2014, the decentralisa-
tion reform has been underway in Ukraine. Its
primary purpose is to transfer power, authority,
and resources to local governments to ensure the
population’s safety and well-being. Up to now,
the clear distinctions between the state and local
communities’ responsibilities regarding social
services provision are absent [17]. Public ser-
vices are financed through the local budget, but
they should act according to the national regula-
tions in many cases.

In April 2020, people over the age of 60 were
forced to isolate themselves and not leave home
unnecessarily; the number of responsibilities of
social workers increased, and they often had to
spend more time with their clients. So, according
to respondents, the intensity and frequency of
home care assistance increased during quaran-
tine, as daily activities, such as going to the store
during quarantine, became risky for some older
people.

Another additional burden was the introduction
by the Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine to the
food kits for the elderly. The delivery of this in-
kind support was also the responsibility of social
workers and their main job.

Respondents also reported an increase in the
workload of social workers, mainly because
workers with young children were granted leave
for the period of quarantine restrictions.

Social services providers in local communities
(territorial centres of social services, centres of
social services for families, children and youth,
etc.) received almost no additional support dur-
ing the quarantine and other employees of these
institutions. For example, most territorial centres
did not receive any additional funds to cope with
the new needs of the older people that arose dur-
ing the quarantine because these funds are not in
local budgets.

Describing the challenges facing social institu-
tions at the beginning of implementing strict
quarantine measures in Ukraine, respondents
mentioned the need to purchase disinfectants
and disposable masks. The problem was the lack
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of funds to purchase many personal protective
types of equipment against the background of
their significantly rising cost. They tried to solve
the problem by allocating additional funds to
purchase personal care products for employees.

Most respondents pointed to obstacles related to
the temporary suspension and restriction of the
regular operation of public transport during the
lockdown. As a result, there were difficulties with
the arrival of employees to work, delivery of
food, and necessities to persons who use the cen-
tre’s social services. In the future, this problem
was solved by issuing passes for employees to
travel on public transport, official transport, and
private transport of local volunteers. Employees
living at a considerable distance from the centre
were transferred to remote work. In addition, a
few respondents noted that their work schedules
had changed significantly, which made it possible
to optimise the institution’s activities and allo-
cate human resources more rationally.

There was a lack of national guidelines on how to
provide social services in a state of emergency.
Most of the respondents noted that only the or-
ders of the local authorities, to some extent, al-
lowed to work. However, guided by the require-
ments to limit social contacts, the centres were
obliged to stop serving citizens in the daycare
centre. As a result, the employees of these de-
partments got rid of the routine professional
workload, and they were issued a temporary
downtime. In turn, the additional burden fell on
those who remained to work. In order not to lose
their clients - recipients of social services, the
shopping centre employees tried to identify the
additional needs of their clients by phone, which
arose against the background of the epidemic
and led to the aggravation of their life problems.

The most significant burden on employees was
the need to deliver products to the elderly who
do not have the support of relatives. But this
challenge also had a reverse - positive - aspect.
According to one respondent, “the decision to
deliver food kits home to each customer made it
possible to keep the elderly at home, which re-
duced the risk of spreading the disease. In addi-
tion, it improved not only the material condition
of each of them but also the mood... ». Only in
two districts of the city did the respondents state
that they did not receive “special instructions...,
everything was in working order”. Accordingly,
they did not feel adequate support from man-
agement due to constructive instructions.

At the end of May 2020, the Cabinet of Ministers
issued a resolution with a clear list of providers
of public social services who had to ensure a
100% salary increase. However, apart from the
apparent delay, the biggest problem is that this
additional payment must be made at the expense
and within the limits of local budget expendi-
tures according to the law. That required redis-
tribution of funds from the existing local budgets
to social services was impossible in many local
communities.

Regarding the positive changes in the centre’s
organisation during the quarantine, almost all
respondents noted increased team cohesion and
mutual support. Restrictions on face-to-face
meetings and staff meetings encouraged them to
master the means of remote communication,
mainly to communicate in group chats to re-
spond quickly to unusual situations and make
urgent decisions. New forms of organisation of
activities for employees contributed to develop-
ing such professional qualities as mobility, flexi-
bility, and rapid adaptation to change. Respond-
ents indicated an awareness of greater responsi-
bility for their own lives and the lives of those
around them. At the same time, during the quar-
antine restrictions, some of them felt a more ap-
parent need, the importance of their professional
activities.

During the first wave of the epidemic, significant
support of the centre’s staff was a monetary in-
centive (surcharge for work in quarantine) and
assistance from the local community, volunteers
in providing temporary use of vehicles [12].

It is worth mentioning that during the first wave
of the coronavirus epidemic in Ukraine, not only
social service providers were confused. Accord-
ing to Ukrainian experts, the national health care
system and specialised rapid response structures
have proven to be largely unprepared to deal
with large-scale biological disasters [8, 24]. Do-
mestic practitioners lack professional readiness
for social work in disasters. Our survey shows
that social institutions and social workers have to
wait for additional regulations and instructions,
find ways to respond to new requests and chal-
lenges caused by restrictive measures, and lack
standard procedures, protocols, and resources
for emergencies.

The challenges Ukrainian social service institu-
tions experiencing during the COVID-19 lock-
down [3, 12, 19] are presented in table 1.
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The International Federation of Social Workers
[11] states that social workers should advocate
for social services to remain open during lock-
down and quarantine, to adapt social services to
the new world, and solve ethical dilemmas. We
agree with A. Bobrova and N. Lomonosova [3],
that it is necessary to finance from the local
communities’ budgets to establish favourable
conditions for safe visits to social centres for
those who need social adaptation, rehabilitation,
daycare to provide services on an alternative ba-
sis, including E-services. The increase in the
workload in providing social services, which is
growing due to the pandemic and quarantine re-
strictions, should be accompanied by the opening
of new staff units in the relevant public institu-
tions (social centres). If local budgets do not have
enough funds for this, these additional expendi-
tures should be financed by additional sectoral
subventions for these needs to local budgets.

According to sociological research [6], the popu-
lation of Ukraine in the times of lockdown expe-
rienced a very significant and traumatic psycho-
logical distress. Belonging to a vulnerable group
was a predictor of such stress. Social workers
who provide services to members of this group
in emergencies may experience helplessness and
secondary traumatic stress; they could be caught
by ‘emotional maelstrom’ [21]. To avoid such re-
actions, workers need to understand their safe
behaviour, the balance of professional and per-
sonal, and most importantly, a combination of
professional support and specially organised re-
covery social interactions should be provided. At
present, questions remain open for Ukraine: who
will help social workers properly assess their
condition and constantly monitor its dynamics;
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should professionals provide appropriate sup-
port to social workers to facilitate their recovery?

The ongoing COVID-19 pandemic has proven
that although the profession of social work origi-
nated in Ukraine more than two decades ago, and
there have been significant changes in its field
since then [18], the strengthening of the profes-
sion will require further much more organised
effort. It is also time to conduct in-depth re-
search, in particular with the involvement of cli-
ents, to determine the impact of urgent, large-
scale (including catastrophic) situations on social
work practices, means of counteracting “social
distancing” and social exclusion caused by forced
physical distance, and upholding social justice.

CONCLUSIONS

The social changes caused by the COVID-19 pan-
demic have inevitably affected social work prac-
tice on a global scale. At present, implementing
the principles of social justice by meeting the
needs of social work clients, adapting services
and programs to new realities have become rele-
vant in various countries around the world.

The study highlights some surprising contradic-
tions in the impact of the pandemic on social
work practice. A survey of representatives of ter-
ritorial centers of social services in Ukraine, con-
ducted in August 2020, revealed a number of
problems caused by quarantine restrictive
measures (the need to purchase hygiene prod-
ucts, difficulties with the arrival of employees to
work, delivery products, restrictions on the pro-
vision of social services in the center, increasing
the workload due to personnel changes, filling in
additional documents, providing explanations to
customers, etc.) and positive changes in the cen-
ters (mastering remote forms of communication,
in particular, their use of communication in
group chats for prompt response and decision-
making, adjusting the work schedule of social
workers and workers, receiving in-kind assis-
tance in the form of food, hygiene products from
retail chains, charitable foundations for low-
income single elderly people and people with
disabilities went to the high-risk group; involve-
ment of volunteers in providing assistance to cli-
ents and ensuring the work of employees). In the
face of the challenges of an extreme situation, the
development of self-analysis, professional reflec-
tion, the introduction of practices of professional
interaction, the formation of professional sup-
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port networks for the frontline professionals be-
comes especially important.

approach of seasonal epidemics, or the threat of
other biological hazards. Moreover, standard

procedures, protocols, and resources for emer-
gencies should be developed for social services,
while social workers have to be trained to act in
times of uncertainty and panic. Thus, teaching
about social work responses to crises and disas-
ters should be included in the curriculum.

The particular note is the provision of personal
protective equipment and safety for social work-
ers. It is not always possible to go through
lengthy procedures to find additional funds for
their purchase. Such funds should always be in a
social institution, especially in pandemics, the

Abstract. The purpose of the study is to determine the level of readiness of social
workers to teach digital technologies to the elderly in universities of the third age,
which operate based on territorial centres of social services. The study was
conducted in the Poltava region from June 2020 - October 2020. The sample was
social workers who provide educational services to students of the University of the
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Third Age. The total number of respondents was 73 people.

The digital literacy analysis of social workers providing geronto-education services
was conducted according to five main parameters: information literacy, computer
literacy, communication and media literacy, and technology literacy.

The results of the digital literacy assessment show that two-thirds of social worker-
teachers have enough knowledge, skills and follow the right attitudes. At the same
time, digital skills received an average of 3.2 points (3.4 urban and 3.0 rural) out of 5
possible. The majority of social workers (66 people, 90%) have been actively using
digital technologies in the geronto-educational process of the Third Age University for
less than ten years.

The study found out that 96% of social workers-gerorogists desire to move to online
learning in the current situation, of which 78% expressed a desire to undergo
professional retraining in online learning.

As the main obstacles to mastering and developing gerorogical technologies-
innovations, social workers named: insufficient awareness of digital innovations, lack
of scientific and methodological literature on social technologies for teaching elderly
people; lack of logistics for the application of gerorogical digital innovations; lack of
material incentives.

The results of the study indicate the need to develop social workers-gerorogists:
knowledge in the field of modern computer technology and software, as well as the
principles of their work; skills of using modern technologies (gadgets and
applications); installations in the field of verification of information from the Internet
and mass media; attitudes about the benefits of modern gadgets for the daily life of a
professional.

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INTRODUCTION
Reportedly originating

the recent
outbreak of the deadly Coronavirus, otherwise
called COVID-19, started in Wuhan, China, and
was first reported by Chinese officials in
December 2019. By February 2020, the virus
found its way into Europe and North America.
Among the top five countries most hit by the
virus are the United States, India, Brazil, France,
and Turkey [19]. The USA leads globally in Covid-
19 cases with over 33 million confirmed cases as
of May 12, 2021 [19]. Due to the continuous

Abstract. As the world battles the novel Coronavirus pandemic ravaging lives
and destroying economies, many nations have entrusted the detection,
handling and management of confirmed coronavirus cases to their leading
public health institutions. For Nigeria, the Nigeria Centre for Disease Control
(NCDC), charged with the said responsibility, faces a worrisome myriad of
backlash from citizens' who regard their daily update of confirmed cases as
misleading. In this survey, the researchers purposively study this category of
sceptic individuals to understand their level of awareness of the virus and
their perceptions about the government agency, to determine the factors
responsible for the lack of confidence in the reportage, and how their
confidence level may be boosted. The study adopted a mixed-method to
recruit some 425 respondents that fit the profile of 'those who lack
confidence in the NCDC daily reports'. Findings revealed that even the aware,
educated, and high-income Nigerians equally constitute those with
misperceptions and scepticism about the NCDC. Key reasons for the distrust
include inconsistent reporting, secrecy about patients' database, and
perceived corruption tendencies. Recommendations based on the findings
call for increased openness and access to compelling information about
activities to curtail the infection, especially transparency in treatment and
budget spending.

Nigeria recorded its first case on February 7,
2020, and 31 days later, the Federal government
imposed a lockdown on Lagos, Abuja, Ogun, and
later on Kano States, while Governors of other
States followed suit in efforts to limit the spread
of the virus. Within this period, the country saw
an increasing level of distrust among some
Nigerians regarding the accuracy of the daily
reportage of confirmed cases by the Nigeria
Centre for Disease Control (NCDC), and this was
evident in the series of criticisms and public
outcries against the government, particularly on
social media platforms.

spread of the virus to other Continents, the

World Health Organization declared the crisis a
pandemic. As of May 12 2021, the total number
of confirmed cases globally stood at 160+ Million,
while the total number of deaths was 3+ Mil-

lion [19].
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Considering that it is nearly a decade since the
country witnessed a public health crisis of this
nature, the last one being the 1918 Influenza
pandemic, there are not many perception types
of research that give insight on Nigerians'
societal reactions towards government and its
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agencies in periods of epidemics. While studies
such as [15, 16] help understand general public
perceptions about the virus, this one sought to
narrow down the study scope to Nigerians in the
Federal Capital Territory. They lack confidence in
the NCDC, hoping to unravel why and what needs
to be done to boost public confidence in the
agency and its ability to manage the health crisis.

Research Questions

1. What is the level of Covid-19 awareness among
Nigerians who are doubtful of NCDC reportage?

2. What are the factors responsible for the
hesitancy towards NCDC by this select group of
Nigerians?

3. What may be done to boost the confidence
level of citizens regarding the transparency of
NCDC in handling issues about the Covid-19
virus?

Literature Review

Despite the newness of this common enemy,
Covid-19, there has been a remarkable number
of articles, reports and studies that seek to
broaden the general understanding of this
phenomenon. Researchers [14] warn that Africa
is at a high risk of a widespread infection based
on weak healthcare systems, inadequate
surveillance and laboratory capacity, scarcity of
public health human resources, limited financial
means and thus called for a unified Continent-
wide strategy for preparedness and response.

In contrast, authors [2] carried out a study on the
early transmission dynamics of Coronavirus in
Nigeria, using a 45-day estimate. Their findings
suggested that cases of COVID-19 in Nigeria have
been remarkably lower than expected; however,
the level of preparedness to detect cases needs to
be improved upon to stop local transmission.

From an economic impact perspective, author
[17] argues that the spill-over of the Covid-19
pandemic to Nigeria coupled with the structural
weaknesses in Nigeria's infrastructure will lead
to severe economic crises if a reconstruction and
development programme for the country is not
implemented.

Authors [15] sought to understand the public
knowledge and perception about the virus in
Nigeria. Their findings revealed the Nigerian
public's negative perceptions of COVID-19 bears
implications across public health initiatives,
compliance with preventive behaviour, and
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bilateral relations with foreign nations. The
researchers called for an intensified evidence-
based campaign to remove misconceptions and
promote preventive measures. Though another
study on vaccine hesitancy in Nigeria indicated a
high willingness rate by respondents to accept
the vaccine, their findings impress the public's
need to reassure the public that any vaccine that
becomes available is safe and effective [1].

Despite the series of backlash on the NCDC by
several Nigerians for purporting daily figures,
researchers [13] carried out public health
emergency preparedness assessment towards
the COVID-19 outbreak. They opined that the
NCDC is steadfast, efficient and capable of
curtailing the spread of COVID-19 in the Country.
The study, however, did not extend its inquiry to
attest to the transparency and timely information
output of the NCDC to Nigerian citizens.

Theoretical Framework

Theories help researchers systematically give a
clear explanation of realities based on objective
and sustained propositions. This study adopts
the Perception Media Theory to explain why
some Nigerians remain 'negative' towards Covid-
19 and the NCDC news despite the heavy influx of
coverage in the media (Radio, Television,
Newspapers, Social Media Platforms, and
Websites). Proponents of the limited-effect
perspective of the mass media, a perspective
within which this theory falls, argue that the
media does not have a maximum universal and
uniform effect on its audience. This view came
alive when a 1994 study titled "The People's
Choice: How the Voter Makes up His Mind in a
Presidential Campaign" by Paul Lazersfeld and his
associates revealed that factors such as age, sex,
social interactions, beliefs all serve as intervening
variables that determine how individuals receive,
process and respond to communication
messages. The Perception theory explains how
people often interpret facts and realities to suit
their pre-existing biases (beliefs, notions,
judgements) [8]. When people hear what they
want to hear, see what they want to see, recall
what they want to recall, they result in
interpreting information in ways that conform
with their existing values and accepting new
ideas, realities, and innovations becomes a
problem. Author [8] better puts this view into
perspective in the explanation of the media
selectivity processes below [8].
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Selective Exposure. People seek out information
that caters for their interests, confirms their
beliefs, and boosts their ego while avoiding those
that are contrary to their predispositions and
attack their self-image and determines which
papers they subscribe to or read at all, which
television stations they turn to, and which
programmes they watch on those channels.

Selective  Attention. The eye  processes
information much faster than the brain can
interpret. The human brain has to select which
information to pay attention to at any given time
to avoid confusion.

Selective Perception. Each of us tends to perceive
and then decode communication messages in
light of our previous experiences and current
dispositions, needs, moods, and memories. The
language we speak and the words we use also
tend to circumscribe our perception.

Selective  Retention. We more accurately
remember messages favourable to our self-image
than unfavourable messages.

These principles of selective exposure, attention,
perception and retention give an insight to the
divergent interpretations, conscious negative
attitudes, and conspiracy theories about the
NCDC and Coronavirus in Nigeria by Nigerians.
Based on the tenets of Selective Exposure,
Attention, Perception and Retention, it becomes
understandable how the people are limited to
NCDC information as put out by the selected
media they choose to expose themselves and pay
attention to and take up such information
selectively. In essence, the cascades of news from
these media sources do not automatically lead
them to the formation of positive perceptions of
NCDC management of Covid-19 matters.

METHODOLOGY

This study employed the purposive and snowball
(referred participants) sampling techniques to
interview and recruit some 425 respondents
within the F.C.T.

Advertisements were made on social networking
sites (Facebook, Twitter, WhatsApp, and
Nairaland.com) to pre-interview and then recruit
those willing to partake in the survey. The
samples were carefully selected to ensure they fit
the profile of those who lack confidence in the
NCDC daily reportage of confirmed Covid-19
cases in Nigeria. After that, it was tested in an
online pilot study of 21 social media users,

different from the 425 respondents later
recruited. Descriptive statistics involving tables,
charts, percentage distributions and frequency
patterns are used to analyze the outcome of the
responses from the questionnaires.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

Findings were classified into sections: Bio-data,
News Source, Knowledge and Awareness Level
and Respondents' Perceptions. Analysis of data
was undertaken using frequency tables and
percentages to determine significant findings.

Section A. Bio-data

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The age distribution shows that the majority of
the respondents are between the ages of 20-29
(42.8 %) of the entire sample, thus corroborating
the 2018 statistics from Pew Research Centre,
that of all age groups, 18-29 year-olds drive most
of the social media consumption globally.
Respondent's levels of education were needed to
understand its possible influence on the
perception of Covid-19 management by the
NCDC in Nigeria. Findings show that majority of
the respondents are educated, at least by general
societal standards, with 236 (61.9 %) of them
possessing Bachelor's/HND degree, and 19 %
and 3.8% of them respectively being Master's
and Doctoral degree holders.

Many studies, such as [5], find that employees are
most affected by the pandemic. Likewise, a US
study on vaccine acceptance noted that
employed persons have a stake and are more
likely to accept covid-19 vaccinations, perhaps to
avoid job losses willingly but tended to trust
more the information on Covid-19 from their
healthcare professionals and officials [12]. In
essence, employees are more likely to develop
concerns about the management of the virus.
This assertion is justified in the above occupation
distribution, where most respondents (74 % a
summation of all employed respondents) are
employed, with only 14.4 % unemployed and
11 % students.

The Nigerian National Population Commission
puts the total population of F.C.T to 1.4 million,
with the more significant percentages of that
population residing in Abuja Municipal, Bwari,
and Gwagwalada. This very much tallies with the
figures arrived at in the above table as
respondents are representative of the leading
communities of the F.C.T. Although studies like
[4, 7] show how poverty is viewed as a factor
behind the disbelief in the Covid-19 pandemic in
Nigeria, data from the above table shows that
majority of the respondents earn above the $1.90
(N725) daily international poverty line set by the
World Bank [21].

Section B. Sources of Covid-19 and NCDC News for
Respondents

As expected, social media (18.3 %), then
Television (15.9 %) and Radio (13.5 %) took the
lead in that order on the most common source
for Covid-19 news stories by respondents. With
close Friends (12.2 %), News Websites (12.1 %)
and Online Forums (11 %) trailing behind. Data
from this chart indicates that people are less
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likely to rely on their religious leaders (1.2 %) for
information about the virus (Figure 1).

Authors [3] find that reliance on social media for
news is one reason fake news and unhealthy
attitude and practices towards the virus are
prevalent. They further contend that unregulated
social media may present a health risk that is
partly but not wholly reducible to their role as
disseminators of health-related conspiracy
beliefs when used as an information source. A
comparative study in Pakistan portrayed the
media as responsible for disseminating and
amplifying narratives of conspiracy theories that
led to hitherto failed immunization programmes
and capable of resulting in health risks in
managing Covid-19 [10].

The earlier referred US study showed that only a
few participants reported Social Media as a
reliable source of Covid-19 information [12]. The
higher use of social media by our respondents
may not be unconnected with the poor
availability of news from traditional media and
healthcare professionals during the pandemic.

Section C. Knowledge & Awareness Level

To determine how the level of knowledge and
awareness about the virus may affect the
respondents' perceptions towards its
management by the NCDC, a series of basic
questions about transmission, symptoms and
preventive measures were set. Responses
retrieved indicate that most respondents'
scepticism towards the NCDC reportage of Covid-
19 issues management is not due to lack of
knowledge or awareness about the virus
(Table 2).

Section D. Respondents’ Perceptions

The following Table 3 is a multiple response
table with eight categories that attempt to
capture the perception of the respondents,
mainly the reasons behind their scepticism
towards NCDC reportage of the virus.

In the first column, all 425 respondents disagree
that Covid-19 is a hoax. In the same vein, some
40 (9.4%) agree that although the virus exists
elsewhere, it doesn't work in Nigeria. Some 265
(62%) agree that the covid-19 case numbers are
being bloated by the NCDC, while 263 (61%) say
their disbelief is tied to the fact that they do not
personally know anyone with the virus since its
inception. While 281 (66%) worry that NCDC
attributes all deaths, even unrelated ones, to
Covid19, some 243 (57.2%) believe that the
NCDC is bloating Covid-19 figures to embezzle

Perhaps, this lack of overwhelming confidence in
the operations of a Country's health Institution
managing the virus is implied elsewhere in the
US study by [12] where only 67% of study
participants had the highest confidence in the
Centre for Disease Control (C.D.C.) compared to
75%  confidence level for  healthcare
professionals who, in their estimation, are the
"most reliable sources of information on COVID-
19".

From the table 3, the inconsistent nature of the
daily figures released by NCDC is why the
majority (71.5%) of the respondents’ lack
confidence in the NCDC reportage. This can be
linked to the sometimes irregular rise and fall of
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daily figures and the several instances where
there were discrepancies in the report by
individual State Ministries and the NCDC. Some
respondents cited the stagnant situation in Kogi
State - Nigeria, where NCDC officials have
reported only five cases of the infection since the
beginning of the pandemic to date as justification
of their viewpoint [20].

Discussion question 1: What is the level of Covid-
19 awareness among Nigerians doubtful of NCDC
reportage?

Findings from this study indicated that despite
the lack of confidence in the NCDC reportage, all
the respondents recruited have essential
awareness about the virus. This finding contrasts
with [18], who view that health literacy,
particularly in this pandemic era, helps the public
grasp the reasons behind experts'
recommendations and reflect on their outcomes
various possible actions. Findings here show that
health literacy as a single factor does not
necessarily counter peoples' misperceptions as
the case may be.

Discussion question 2: What are the factors
responsible for the hesitancy towards NCDC by
the select Nigerians?

As earlier reported, 62% (n=263) of the 425
respondents say their disbelief is tied to the fact
that they do not personally know anyone
infected with the virus since its inception, 57%
(n=243) others agree that the NCDC, in
collaboration with other government officials are
out to embezzle public funds. While the former
could be credited to personal covid-19
experience gaps, the latter describes the common
Nigerian notion that every government
administration, whether past, present or future,
are out to satisfy selfish interests. Corroborating
this notion is authors [9], who argue that Nigeria
has lost traction in its attempt to achieve national
development because of the unfair climate of
"chop-I-chop" politics, ethnicity, mediocrity,
partisanship, cronyism, corrupted process of
recruitment of leaders, among other factors [9].

The Kogi State Government out-rightly accused
the P.T.F. of being "hell-bent in squandering over
$1Billion in the procurement of COVID-19
vaccines" (where the high success rate of
treatment of patients has been without vaccines)
rather than more pressing health issues like
maternal mortality [20]. However, this should
not hold sway for the importance of
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administering COVID-19 vaccines as a step to
curtail the virus's rage. These results corroborate
the study by [16], who found that 324
participants (86.63%) of their respondents think
the government is using the avenue to siphon
public funds. In comparison, some 223
Participants (59.62%) think the government has
the wrong test kit and probably diagnoses
something else due to the excellent recovery rate
and low death to infection ratio. The same study
also found that the composition of the
Presidential Task Force against Covid-19 mainly
comprises of Politicians rather than Career
Research Scientists, Virologist or
Statistical/Mathematical Modellers compared to
task-forces of other nations [16].

Discussion question 3: What may be done to boost
the confidence level of citizens towards the
transparency of NCDC in handling the virus?

A famous proverb reads that 'seeing is believing.
This notion plays out in this study, as shown
above in Figure 2, where 16.7% and 11.8% of
respondents respectively suggest routine visuals
and interviews with people undergoing
treatment. Some 8.5% others further suggested
providing information about hospitals and health
institutions/centres where all covid-19 patients
are managed. In the same vein, some 9.4% of the
respondents opined that the availability of a
publicly accessible database of infected persons,
their names, community locations on Google map
would foster public trust. The issue of privacy
associated with personal health information may
arise here concerning the provision of names of
infected persons. While 12.2% of respondents
suggest that credibility is increased when daily
case numbers reported are consistent across the
States, another 9.6% «call for better
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enlightenment about the NCDC day-to-day
activity and protocol as a means to understand
their workflow better.

A significant conspiracy about Covid-19 in
Nigeria, as can be seen from responses thus far, is
that the NCDC is bloating Covid-19 figures to
embezzle public funds, that is; the higher the case
numbers, the higher the monetary budgets for
fighting the virus, and the higher the chances of
these monies getting embezzled. So, 18% of the
respondents recommend providing a publicly
accessible database for Covid-19 spending in the
country to boost public confidence and trust in
the fight against Coronavirus in Nigeria. The U.S.
health Institution, C.D.C,, transparently displays
updated activity and spending details on the
website and the media. Nevertheless, these
results point to the need for a high level of trust
in NCDC if COVID-19 protocols and vaccines to
curtail the virus infection will be accepted by
Nigerians. Other findings have thrown up results
indicating that respondents who reported high
levels of trust in information from government
sources were more likely to accept a health
recommendation for a vaccine [11]. The NCDC
will need to take a «cue from this
recommendation to manage the virus henceforth.
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
