Abstract. The article deals with current methods of teaching legal studies. Particular
attention is paid to innovative methodology and learning disciplines at law faculties. It
is substantiated that the following methods are inherent in the creative technique:
analysis of critical situations; «brainstorming»; Socratic method; business (role) game;
«taking a position»; commenting, evaluation (or self-evaluation) of participants’
actions; master classes; project method; modelling; «training ground»; work in small
groups; method of a business trip, etc. Innovative methods arise from the needs of
society in the development of jurisprudence and correspond to its nature and level of
activity in a given period; these are new perspective tendencies, processes and
approaches in the development of modern higher education. The distinction between
innovative and classical methods is made, the possibilities of conducting different
types of classes with the use of other methods are discussed. It is established that
the transition to the methods inherent in innovative methods involves a combination
of practical, educational and research functions in the educational process, which
helps to resolve the contradiction between the knowledge provided by the university
and the requirements of real life.

Abstract. The article analyzes the historical development path of the institute of
reasonable suspicion in criminal proceedings. It is established that reasonable
suspicion as a procedural institution originates from the investigative form of justice.
It is substantiated that the publication of the brief description of proceedings and
litigation at the beginning of the XVIII century is the starting point for studying the
history of this institution, which in one form or another has been enshrined in the
essential sources of procedural law that have operated for the last three centuries in
Ukraine.

Abstract. The article studies the main characteristics of A. Averchenko as a writer in
the pre-revolutionary, post-revolutionary and emigration periods of his creativity,
which was initially divided into journalistic feuilletons and two groups of humorous
stories — every day with common life situations and works with grotesque and
paradoxical plots. In later works during his emigration, the writer became a master of
satire and humour at the European level. It is established that many of his works
created in exile reached the level of world classics or were innovative in genre and
style.

The article defines A. Averchenko’s creative activity - organizational (as an editor and
administrator of «Satyricon» and «New Satyricon»), literary (as a prolific author of
humorous/satirical stories) and theatrical (as a director, screenwriter and actor of
theatres «The House of Artist» and «The Nest of Migratory Birds»). It was found that
the writer had a humorous attitude to life, including ridicule of his shortcomings. He is
best characterized through public communication - his interviews, speeches, and
private correspondence.

It is concluded that the artist’s activity satisfied his vital need not only to be at the
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skills.

Abstract. The article deals with considering scenario structures in the linguocognitive
and linguopragmatic aspects. The scenario phenomenon is determined in connection
with the concept of frame in cognitive linguistics. We call a scenario a kind of frame
because it also contains information about the typical and standard, and we
emphasize such a feature as dynamism, i.e. the deployment of this information over
time. The research is based on two chronologically and essentially different segments
of Ukrainian media discourse (Soviet and modern), and the thematically defined
segment chosen for analysis is texts about holidays and written for holidays, which
usually have a broad audience and potentially influence the formation of public
opinion, fixing estimates in the picture of the world. Therefore, attention is paid to the
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functional measurement of the studied language units. In the studied material, there
are verbalized scenarios of celebration as a type of social interaction - the course of
events in time, with specific roles of participants in the process and with
characteristic attributes. Usually, the detailed recording of scenarios in the text is not
intended to convey information because they contain conventional knowledge but to
reproduce the feelings and experiences that accompany them. This ability of scripts
to exert emotional influence was actively used in Soviet letters, which was to form the
necessary emotions and implant them. In addition, scenarios can be an independent
evaluation unit or provoke an evaluation attitude towards them. Verbalized scripts are
also sometimes used to create irony. We conclude that the script verbalization of
social practices of celebration in the press is a productive means from a functional
point of view of emotionality, evaluation, and creation of irony. Such contexts contain
socio-cultural information and can therefore directly appeal to the readers’ picture of
the world and influence it. Moreover, this influence can be ideologically neutral, as in
many modern articles, where the intention of the publicist is often to reproduce
emotions and feelings, and propagandist, as in Soviet texts, where traditional

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INTRODUCTION

The global economy suffered due to the Covid-
2019 outbreak, and the post-pandemic economy
is still in battle globally. Before the global Corona
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Abstract. Sub-Saharan Africa has been characterized as having a high prevalence of
malaria and HIV. The present COVID-19 outbreak compounds and complicates
Nigeria's health and socio-economic problems that require stringent public health
measures, improved health facilities and achievable economic policies to tackle.
The impact of COVID-19 on national economies depends on the level of
preparedness and responsiveness to shocks. This perspective dissected the
structure of the Nigerian economy and the effect of the pandemic on Nigeria's
economy, having given mild health implications. The study adopted an exploratory
research design and thus, relied on the past socio-economic situation in Nigeria to
explain how Nigeria was affected by the pandemic. This perspective concludes that
the socio-economic foundation in Nigeria is weak. These weak socio-economic
settings have made the economy vulnerable to external and internal shocks. This
study recommends that the Nigerian government provide adequate and
internationally standard training facilities for her health workers and ensure that they
are paid well and as when due. To build a resilient economy that can survive
external and internal shocks, there is a need to diversify the economy’s economic
base fully. Alongside achieving economic diversification, there is the need to
improve the existing agricultural-industrial link. The Central Bank should adopt
effective monetary policy measures to facilitate credit to private sectors to promote
investment in key sectors in the economy. There is a need to increase stimulus
package for all industries and households to sustain and improve employment and
consumption levels. There is a need to improve efficiency in government spending.
The government should sincerely invest in infrastructures to reduce the cost burden
on the private sector. Furthermore, there is a crucial need to increase government
investment in the health and education sector to prepare the nation for any other
health emergency and build its human capital.

Virus outbreak, Nigeria fought infectious diseases
outbreaks such as Lassa fever, Yellow fever, acute
hepatitis E, Meningococcal disease, Cholera, Wild
polio, and Vaccine derived poliovirus type 2, and
Acute fever and rash Syndrome. Nigeria has rec-
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orded commendable victories against Ebola Vi-
rus Disease (EVD), Monkeypox and Avian influ-
enza; however, malaria remains a global health
menace threatening public health in Nigeria be-
fore the Corona Virus (COVID-19) pandemic.
Sub-Saharan Africa has been characterized as
having a high prevalence of malaria and HIV [15,
20, 48, 30]. The present COVID-19 outbreak
compounds and complicates Nigeria’s health and
socio-economic problems that require stringent
public health measures, improved health facili-
ties and achievable economic policies to tackle.
Recall that in December 2019, the World Health
Organization (WHO) was alerted of clusters of
pneumonia cases of unknown causes in Wuhan
City (Hubei Province) of China. A novel strain of
Corona Virus (SARS-CoV-2) was subsequently
identified as the Chinese authorities’ causative
agent [49]. On the 30th of January 2020, WHO
declared the Corona Virus outbreak as a Public
Health Emergency of International Concern
(PHEIC), following the prompt advice of the In-
ternational Health Regulation Emergency Com-
mittee. After that, it was classified as a pandemic
on the 11th of March, 2020 [50]. In February
2020, Africa joined the rest of the world to battle
COVID-19 after the first case was confirmed in

Egypt [14].

The first case of COVID-19 was officially recorded
in Nigeria on the 27th of February, 2020, in Lagos
State. Before confirming the first case, Nigeria
was identified as one of the world’s countries
prone to Corona Virus outbreak due to its cos-
mopolitan nature [26] and forewarned to devel-
op stringent health measures to combat COVID-
19. It is commendable that the government es-
tablished a “Corona Virus preparedness group”
through the National Centre for Disease Control
(NCDC), which began the point of entry testing
and screening for travellers [4]. Due to the
COVID-19 pandemic, the subsequent lockdown
stopped economic, social, political, and religious
activities. All educational institutions and mar-
kets across the country were shut down, and
people were prohibited from coming out of their
houses except for compelling reasons such as
cases of ill health and nutritional requirements.
The lockdown brought a lot of hardship, such as
food and safe drinking water scarcity, environ-
mental pollution, lack of electricity, and lack of
access to medical services. The economy was
hugely punctured, and social activities were pro-
hibited. It is important to note that hospitals
were reluctant in receiving patients with mild
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and severe health problems, especially illnesses
with similar symptoms as COVID-19, such as ma-
laria, during the lockdown. The health workers
lamented inadequate and subsequent lack of
Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) to effec-
tively fight the COVID-19. Also, the lack of diag-
nostic centres, drug availability and other medi-
cal facilities such as ventilators were severe chal-
lenges.

Given that the mode of transmission of COVID-19
includes contact routes and respiratory droplets
[22, 44], there is a need to develop and enforce
stringent health measures to protect the younger
ones who have gone back to school and the elder-
ly in the markets, Churches, Mosques, and social
centres. This is important because research has
shown that asymptomatic and pre-asymptomatic
individuals may transmit the infection to oth-
ers [9]. Although the National Centre for Disease
Control (NCDC) has done commendable work in
testing and establishing diagnostic laboratories
across the country [28], the testing capacity is
still deficient, considering the Nigerian popula-
tion. Therefore, more input is required to effec-
tively eradicate COVID-19 and prevent a third
phase of the outbreak. According to the World
Health Organization, the total confirmed case of
COVID-19 globally as of the 8th of October 2021
was236 132082, including 4 822472 death, rep-
resenting about a 2% mortality rate. The apex
health Organization reported that from the 3rd of
January 2020 to the 7th of October 2021, the
number of confirmed cases in Nigeria was 206
561 persons, including 2 731 deaths (1% mortal-

ity rate).

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
People’s Perceptions on COVID-19 in Nigeria

In Nigeria, different people had a different per-
ception of COVID-19; to some, it is just a means
through which corrupt Nigerian politicians seek
to amass wealth for themselves. On the other
hand, some say that the Nigerian government
wanted to attract foreign grants. At the same
time, there is still some group of people who be-
lieve in the existence of the virus. The former
reasons were due to poor transparency in public
affairs. Nigerian politicians have mostly been
charged or accused of misappropriation of public
funds or the other. Also, many Nigerians attribute
their disbelieve in the existence of the virus to
their inability to see any patient who has suffered
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from the virus except for those they see on tele-
vision. A study by [29] revealed that about a
tenth of respondents do not believe that COVID-
19 exist because they have not seen any victims
except for those shown on their TV screens. An-
other event contributing to the negative percep-
tion and neglect of the virus is hunger and starva-
tion. According to [34], the effects most frequent-
ly reported by respondents (360) were hun-
ger/low income (48.8%) and academic delay
(8.8%).

Furthermore, the distribution of food and relief
materials was sabotaged by corrupt politicians
who had these foodstuff and relief materials
stored in warehouses instead of what they were
meant for. On the 26th of October 2020, [59] re-
ported ongoing looting of warehouses for relief
materials and food items in Abuja, Nigeria. Reu-
ter said a similar incident on the 9th of Novem-
ber, 2020. According to a [60] network report,
the Nigerian government denied hoarding the
relief materials and stated they were strategic
reserves ahead of a projected second wave.
These looting activities got people to the street,
neglecting COVID -19 safety protocols.

In a study by [39], it was observed that the gen-
eral perception of Nigerian youths about the
health system and Government handling of the
COVID-19 was poor. The research work by [34]
revealed that out of a sample of 350 respondents,
the following perceptions were observed: 95% of
the respondent would go to the hospital if they
noticed the development of any COVID-19 symp-
toms. In contrast, 58.3% agreed to call the
COVID-19 helplines. Only 26% knew they could
contract COVID-19, while 41 (12%) perceived it
as an exaggerated event. Author [23] found out
that out of a survey of 886 participants, only
30.47% had good knowledge about the virus,
17.8% had a good attitude, 25.96% kept good
practice. In contrast, over 48% did not agree that
covid-19 originated from animals, 60% per-
ceived the virus as God’s punishment to humani-
ty, and 36% felt it was an artificial virus.

Furthermore, most of the respondents (63.5%)
expressed fear of contracting the virus, and 56%
admitted to modifying their habits recently in
fear of contracting the virus. Author [33] con-
ducted a study on the perception of Nigerians at
the early stage of the COVID-19. Their study re-
vealed that in a sample of 1357 respondents,
46.96% believed that the virus was a biological
weapon designed by the Chinese government.
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As a means of preventing the virus, [33] reported
that 94.25% of respondents (1357) selected reg-
ular hand-washing and social distancing as a way
of avoiding infection, while 11.86% preferred
consuming gins, garlic, ginger, herbal mixtures
and African foods/soups as preventive measures.
[34] reported that the use of face masks (64.5%)
and social distancing (48%) were the most fre-
quently reported practices for prevention. Only
71 (20.8%) demonstrated good hand washing
practices. They wrote a weak correlation be-
tween the likelihood of contracting the virus and
methods to prevent it.

Nigerians' Perceptions on COVID-19 Vaccine

The development of a vaccine was critical to pre-
venting the contraction of COVID-19. Many coun-
tries such as the United Kingdom, China, United
Arab Emirates, and the United States, among oth-
ers, have devoted billions of dollars to the pro-
duction and distribution of COVID-19 vaccines.
Still, the consumption or use of these vaccines
has faced scepticism, fear and criticism among
people, especially in African countries (Nigeria
inclusive). The fear and distrust of taking vac-
cines are not new in Nigeria; for instance, during
the monkeypox outbreak of 2017, there was
widespread rumours and misinformation that
the military was injecting school children with
the monkeypox virus. In northern Nigeria in
2003, the political and religious leaders of Kano,
Zamfara, and Kaduna states stopped the immun-
ization campaign; they advised parents not to
allow their children to be immunized. These
leaders argued that the vaccine could be contam-
inated with anti-fertility agents (estradiol hor-
mone), HIV, and cancerous agents [9]. A report
by [27] indicated that the leaders expressed fear
that the vaccines had been contaminated with
ant-fertility agents by the westerners. The lack of
trust in the Nigerian system, ignorance and care-
free attitude of people are the key reasons many
Nigerians hesitate to take vaccines. Although the
vaccine is critical to ending the spread of COVID-
19, it has not been generally accepted by the gen-
eral public as safe and consumable. A survey by
[29] on some selected states in Nigeria revealed
that out of the numbers of respondents (1,089)
consisting of 730 urban dwellers and 359 rural
dwellers, a large number of the respondent pre-
fer taking local herbs, visiting a traditional healer,
going to chemist or pharmacy at the event of fall-
ing ill but will only go to a hospital when the con-
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dition gets worse. As observed by [33], 11.86% of
1357 respondents preferred consuming gins,
garlic, ginger, herbal mixtures and African
foods/soups as prevention against COVID-19.
The NHW survey revealed that 85% of respond-
ents had knowledge of the existence of the virus,
and over two-thirds were willing to take a vac-
cine. 56% of the entire sample had no fear of tak-
ing a vaccine, while 44% indicated fear. Those
who stated fear acknowledged that it was due to
adverse reactions they had watched and seen on
social media, while others were based on reli-
gious grounds. The common rumour was that the
vaccine was a plan of the devil to insert some-
thing harmful into their body. The World Health
Organization stated that the number of vaccinat-
ed Nigerians was 6 852,590 as of the 7th of Octo-
ber, 2021.

Cost of a Pandemic

Apart from the health challenges currently facing
the country, Nigeria is battling a severe economic
problem that requires critical therapy, rehabilita-
tion and revitalization. The current exchange rate
makes naira disadvantaged in the global econo-
my, facilitating the increasing cost of living in the
country. The Corona Virus pandemic and bad
economic policies have been the major contribu-
tors to the current socio-economic condition of
Nigeria. Every epidemic comes with some direct
and indirect costs to economies. Author [46]
pointed out that the conventional approach uses
information on deaths (mortality) and illness
that prevents work (morbidity) to estimate the
loss of future income due to death and disability.
Loss of time, income and direct expenditure on
medical care and support services are added to
estimate the economic costs associated with the
disease. However, this conventional method has
some observed lapses as it underestimates the
actual cost of these infectious diseases [46]. Au-
thor [16] observed that the HIV/AIDS virus af-
fects households, businesses, and governments
due to changes in labour supply decisions, labour
efficiency, and fall in household incomes. He also
pointed to increased business costs and foregone
investment in staff training by firms, increased
public expenditure on health care and support of
disabled and children orphaned by AIDS by the
public sector as other effects. Though the impact
of HIV/AIDS is long term, there are also
measures to reduce the risks of acquiring HIV.
Improved medicines such as modern antiretrovi-
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ral therapies have been found to extend the life
expectancies of HIV patients. However, the im-
pact of HIV/AIDS remains highly felt in the econ-
omy. Lee and [24] examined the macroeconomic
effects of the SARS epidemic in 2003. They found
a significant impact on economies through large
reductions in consumption of various goods and
services, increased business operating costs, and
re-evaluation of country risks reflected in in-
creased risk premiums. They noted that irrespec-
tive of the small number of cases and death rec-
orded, the global costs were significant and not
limited to the directly affected countries.

A study by [52] on the potential impact of COVID-
19 on GDP and Trade utilizing a standard glob-
al computable general equilibrium model indi-
cated significant declines in GDP in both develop-
ing and industrial countries. They observed a de-
crease of approximately 4 % below the bench-
mark for the world. The worst hit by the lock-
down was the outputs of domestic services and
traded tourist services.

The [61] opined that the measures to check the
spread of the COVID-19 pandemic have led to the
temporary shutdown of many businesses, wide-
spread financial market turmoil, an erosion of
confidence, and heightened business uncertainty,
well as restrictions on travel and mobility [17].
Decline in output, consumer’s expenditures and
decline in GDP were observed to be the signifi-
cant impact. The IMF forecasted that the global
economy would contract by -3% in 2020. The
total loss to world GDP through 2020 and 2021
from the pandemic crisis could be around $9 tril-
lion, making it the worst economic downturn
since the Great Depression.

In Africa, a study by [17] indicated that the
COVID-19-induced lockdown has significantly
constrained economic activities and the circular
flow of income. He further noted that the per-
ceived reduction in the circular flow of income in
the wake of the COVID-19 lockdown has nega-
tively impacted the economic growth in Nigeria.
[45] feared that impact of the Corona Virus Dis-
ease in Africa is likely to be acute. This is a result
of the decline in revenue, employment and out-
put.

Outside economic consequences, pandemics
have health consequences. They result in mas-
sive deaths, thereby reducing the supply of la-
bour. Some may have life-long consequences. For
instance, the Zika Virus has life-long chronic ef-
fects on the patient’s health. Pandemic also re-
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sults in indirect costs, including depletion of re-
sources for routine healthcare, decreased child-
hood immunization rates, and reduced
healthcare access due to the inability to travel
[51]. Author [51] also noted that healthcare
workers’ ability to provide care is also reduced as
they fall ill. These frontline workers are required
to take care of family members or children. Even
the fear of catching the disease also makes them
receptive.

On the socio-political level, pandemic results in
social tension and discrimination, especially in
nations with weak institutions. For example, au-
thor [51] noted that the 2014 Ebola virus result-
ed in political and social unrest in states as gov-
ernment-imposed quarantine and curfews to
mitigate the disease’s spread with security forces
that the general public perceived as a conspiracy
opposing the government. They further stated
that the issue caused riots and violence in the
countries involved, resulting in healthcare per-
sonnel threats, damaging healthcare facilities and
supplies. In addition, pandemics sometimes re-
sult in clashes between nations. For instance, the
US-China tension, the US and some other coun-
tries accused China of withholding information
about COVID-19. Also, some governments may
prefer whom to sell medical provisions and vac-
cines to and whom not to. These events created
tension and disunity among nation-states, there-
by weakening international relations.

This perspective seeks to dissect the structure of
the Nigerian economy and the effect of the pan-
demic on Nigeria’s economy, having given mild
health implications.

The pre-COVID-19 economic structure of Nigeria

Economic Structure. The Nigerian economy is best
described as a mono-product economy. The
economy was formally built as an agricultural
economy in early Nigerian society. Nigerians
were known to be agriculturists from the onset
until the discovery of crude oil in Oloibiri, pre-
sent-day Bayelsa State, Nigeria, in 1956. In the
early 90s, before the discovery of crude oil, Nige-
ria was self-sufficient in food production. Nigeria
ranked top as a net exporter of cash crops such
as rubber produced in Delta State (south-south
region), Palm oil and kernels produced in Eastern
Nigeria, and cocoa and coffee are grown in West-
ern Nigeria. During that period (pre-oil times),
the agricultural sector catered for 95% of the
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food needs of Nigerians; the industry accounted
for 64.1% of GDP and employed over 70% of the
labour force in Nigeria [37]. Also, the sector ac-
counted for 80% of export earnings and 50% of
government revenue [32]. Statistics from African
Development Bank reveals that in the 1960s, ag-
riculture accounted for 65-70% of total exports it
fell to about 40% in the 1970s and down to less
than 2% in the late 1990s. The oil boom of the
1970s changed the Nigerian economy from one
built on agriculture to a net exporter of petrole-
um products. Crude oil started to account for
about 95% of Nigeria’s foreign exchange earn-
ings after the oil boom of the 1970s. A study by
[38] revealed that the agricultural sector con-
tributed 57% of GDP and 64.5% of export earn-
ings between 1960 and 1969. The sector’s con-
tribution declined from 1970 to the late 2000s
due to a shift from the industry to crude oil ex-
ploration. The industry had only contributed an
average of 23.5% of GDP and 5.1% of export
earnings in 5 years. In 2016, the agricultural sec-
tor accounted for 24.4% of GDP but just 4.8% of
export earnings, unlike Brazil. The agricultural
sector alone contributed to 46.3% of export earn-
ings for the same period [38]. According to Budg-
et Office, non-oil revenue, including revenue from
the agricultural sector, constitutes 38% of gov-
ernment revenue and 23% of export earnings in
2019. This indicates that many agricultural
products are consumed locally, relying heavily on
crude oil for foreign exchange earnings. Irrespec-
tive of local consumption to export, Nigeria re-
mains an importer of almost all food commodi-
ties.

Agriculture is regarded as the mainstay in many
African countries. The desire of nations to
achieve food security and adequacy makes the
agricultural sector paramount for national devel-
opment. The Food and Agricultural Organisation
(FAO) recommends that 25 % of the government
capital budget be allocated to agricultural devel-
opment. This is not the case in Nigeria, especially
after discovering crude oil. Since the discovery of
crude oil, the attention given to the agricultural
sector in Nigeria has continued to decline; for in-
stance, expenditure on agriculture, as a percent-
age of overall spending, fluctuated from 4.57 %
between1986-1993 to an average of 4.51 % per
annum between 1994-1998 and to 3.53 % be-
tween 1999-2005. Author [31] commented that
the Nigerian economy has also failed to reach the
10 per cent agriculture budget standard of the
Maputo declaration, which has led to negative
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implications for food security. The continued re-
duction in agricultural expenditure over the
years relative to the overall spending of Nigeria
has led to inadequate funds for the sector [36].
This has, among other things, reduced food secu-
rity and availability in Nigeria. [12] estimated
that the number of undernourished Nigerians
increased to 25.6 million people between 2016
and 2018 from 9.1 million between 2004 and
2006, indicating a 281.32 % increase. Despite
various programmes and policies adopted by the
Nigerian government to promote agriculture, the
sector still performs. The poor performance from
the agricultural industry can be related to the in-
sufficient budgetary allocations, policy imple-
mentation and policy continuity in the industry.

Nigeria consumes over 60% of its agricultural
produce locally; yet, Nigeria remains a major im-
porter of foods and agricultural produce despite
its vast arable land, working population and po-
tential to produce food and agricultural products.
Statistics from 2016 shows that the top five agri-
cultural export includes cocoa ($698 million),
oilseed and oleaginous fruits ($216 million),
fruits and nuts ($156 million), milk, cream and
milk products ($68 million) and spices ($48 mil-
lion) while the top five imports are fish ($1,461,
wheat ($1,070), sugar, molasses and honey
($373 million), milk, cream and milk products
($295) and fixed vegetables, fat and oil ($250
million) [38]. This shows a trade deficit of -
$2,263 million. The import of just fish alone co-
vers the total export of the top five products.
Aside from being an importer of food and agricul-
tural produce, Nigeria is still a net importer of
general merchandise such as machinery, com-
puters, cars, pharmaceuticals, glass and glass-
ware, Plastics Cereals etc. Despite being the larg-
est oil producer in Africa, the 8th largest reserve
in the Organization of the Petroleum Exporting
Countries (OPEC) and the world’s 4th largest ex-
porter of liquefied natural gas, many petroleum
products used in Nigeria are imported. The man-
ufacturing sector of the Nigerian economy has
not been up to the task of producing quality
commodities needed by Nigerians; most Nigeri-
ans, especially elites, demand foreign-made
goods due to the sub-standard nature of most
locally made products. According to statisti-
ca.com, the manufacturing sector in Nigeria ac-
counted for 13% of GDP in 2020. Value addition
in the manufacturing sectors has witnessed a
steady decline from 1995. It only started to pick
since 2010. The recession of 2016 caused a de-
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cline through 2017. Manufacturing value addi-
tion caught a boost in 2018 and 2019.

Among the things observed from the figure is the
inverse direction followed by the agricultural and
manufacturing value addition trends. This indi-
cates a negative correlation or link between the
sectors. Also, manufacturing value addition has
continued to fall, as indicated by the downward
trend. The decreasing value addition in the man-
ufacturing industry signals high production costs
and a weak productive base in the economy.
However, there is an observed improvement in
2018 and 2018. The manufacturing trend relates
to the decreasing contribution of the manufactur-
ing sector to total export. It further implies that
most manufactured goods in Nigeria are not ex-
ported but consumed locally. This may be due to
the low export quality or high absorption rate.
The Absorption principle states that total domes-
tic demand equals total domestic production plus
all imports. Export can only be possible if the
domestic output is large enough to satisfy do-
mestic needs. Thus, export can be expressed as
E=Q-A, where E is export; Q, - national produc-
tion and A - absorption. Absorption is the part of
national output plus imports that are consumed
locally. When the domestic production is low giv-
en a high absorption rate, the export will be small
and vice versa. Export can only be improved if
output grows faster than the population growth
rate. Also, crude oil product takes a larger share
of export revenue in Nigeria which reduces at-
tention on the non-oil sector. On the side of im-
port, the import trend indicates that importance
has increased over time to surpass domestic
production.
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On the other hand, agricultural value addition
indicated continued improvement with a peak of
37% in 2002. However, it declined subsequently.
It took until 2015 for the trend to show any form
of progress. Export and import (% of GDP) have

followed a similar pattern indicating they are
both income functions. Export has been greater
than import in most cases except for 1982, 1998,
2016 and 2018 and 20109.
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The trend line on imports indicates that between
1960 and 1973, a more significant fraction of
GDP was spent on importation to the income on
export. The oil shock of 1973, which caused a
spike in oil price from $4 to nearly $12 globally,
led to imports and exports rising sharply to over
19% and 29% of GDP respectively in 1980. In
that same year (1980), the global oil market
faced an oil glut, leading to a fall in oil prices from
over $35 in 1980 to below $10 in 1986. This was
reflected in the export-import figures as shown
in the graphs above. The export sector experi-
enced a sharp rise from 1988 to 1990 while im-
ports grew less. Both sectors have experienced
swing-swag movement with peaks (export) in
1980, 1989, 1997, 2000, 2003, 2006, 2008 and
2012 as percentages of GDP. Export had peaked
in 1974, 1980, 2000 and 2012. On the other
hand, imports had peaked at 1981, 2003, 2006,
2007, 2008, 2010, 2011 and 2019. As a percent-
age of GDP, it had peaked at 1960, 1967, 1976
(highest peak), 2011 and 2019. The declining
import percentage of GDP does not imply that
Nigeria imports less than before. It only indicated
that the GDP basket is more significant than be-
fore. Taking a ten-year average, export as a per-
centage of GDP from 1960 to 1969 was 9.8% by
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1979, it rose to 17.7%, it fell to 11.8% in 1989,
and it then rose to 21.8% in 1999 and 25% in
2009 before falling to 18.8% in 2019. For import,
between the same periods as export, importance
on the average was 15.5, 17.8, 7.2, 15.0, 16.1 and
15.0 % respectively. These statistics show how
closely import and export as percentages of GDP
have been. In fact, after the recession of 2016, the
volume of imports has significantly risen. This
made Nigeria highly vulnerable to a fall in output
due to the global lockdown.

Take a timeframe closer to the Coronal virus era,
for instance, 2015 through 2019; import out-
weighed export. This situation has consequences,
among which are: exchange rate depreciation,
inflation, fall in foreign exchange reserve and
balance of payment deficit etc. Most firms in Ni-
geria depend heavily on imported input, making
the demand for imports inelastic to price. Excess
substances make a domestic currency less com-
petitive in the foreign exchange market, but they
also can choke local industries. Depreciation of
the Naira implies costlier imports, reflecting on
production cost and price. To reduce the import
effect on exchange rates, the CBN will attempt to
use its foreign exchange reserve by flooding the
US dollars into the market to buy naira, thereby
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reducing its budget. The question is, “how long
can they do that?” Such action can only sustain
the depressed naira for a while, after which. It
will continue to decline in value if measures are
not implemented to increase export, foreign di-
rect and portfolio investment and any other ac-
tivity that implies exchanging the dollar for naira.
Import-export imbalances in Nigeria have had a
significant impact on the balance of payment po-
sition of the country. According to data obtained
from the Central Bank of Nigeria, the current ac-
count percentage of GDP fell from 32.84% in
2005 to 8.33% in 2009. It continued downwards
to negative 3.19% and 3.58% in 2015 and 2019.
According to the data, the current account per-
centage of GDP has declined since 2005, reflect-
ing excess imports over exports. Overall, the bal-
ance of payment as a percentage of GDP main-
tained a downward trend in 2005 through to

2009 before indicating a slight improvement
from the previous of -6.31 to -2.73 in 2010 and
0.09 in 2011. It fell back into negatives in 2012,
2016 and 2019.

Foreign Investments in Nigeria. Foreign in-
vestment includes both portfolio and direct in-
vestment. It is believed that a nation’s growth
and sustainability depend on its ability to attract
foreign investments. There are several ad-
vantages to doing so; technological transfers,
capital inflow, improved export, spillover to do-
mestic firms, exchange rate improvement, em-
ployment, increased tax revenue to the govern-
ment and increased consumer choice and satis-
faction are some of them. But unfortunately, data
shows that Nigerians has not been able to attract
much foreign investment.

The diagram above represents the net inflow of
foreign direct investment as a percentage of GDP
in Nigeria. 1980 witnessed the lowest net inflow
of FDI into Nigeria with a value of -1.15%. The
period with the highest value was 1994 with
5.79%. It dropped to 0.76% in the following year.
On average, net foreign direct investment (% of
GDP) only grew by 1.79% from 1996 to 20009.
FDI has continued to show no significant im-
provement as indicated by the downward-
sloping curve from 2011 with a slight improve-
ment in 2019, averaging at 1.02% from 2010 to
20109.
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Risks of Over-Dependence on a Single Com-
modity. Before discovering crude oil in Nigeria,
no one imagined that oil could take centre stage
of economic importance in Nigeria. When crude
oil was first found in Nigeria in the fifties, the
prognosis was that Nigeria would never become
more than a dot on the world oil map [35]. Nige-
ria is the 11th highest producer and 8th highest
exporter of crude oil and 13th highest exporter of
natural gas globally. Nigerian crude oil is undeni-
ably one of the most demanded crude oil world-
wide, accounting for about 90% to 98% of for-
eign exchange earnings in Nigeria. This high de-
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gree of dependency on oil has brought a lot of
associated risks, namely:

The risk that our products could fall due to do-
mestic factors such as civil unrest and sabotage,
the risk that the demand for our oil could fall
mainly due to external factors like the COVID-19.
The chance that the price might decrease due to
external forces like OPEC decisions, oil glut etc.
Threats of a revenue shortfall due to the inter-
play of internal and external forces such as low
production, low demand, fall in oil price, etc., the
country could run out of reserves or risk com-
plete depletion [35]. These associated risks make
the Nigerian economy highly vulnerable to ex-
ternal and internal shocks.

Impact on External Reserve. Authors [19] de-
fined foreign exchange reserve as “consisting of
official public sector foreign assets that are readi-
ly available to, and controlled by the monetary
authorities, for direct financing of payment im-
balances, and directly regulating the magnitude
of such imbalances, through intervention in the
exchange marketing to affect the currency ex-
change rate and/or for other purposes”. The ex-
ternal reserve serves as a store of a nation’s ex-
cess income and regulates the exchange rate. Fac-
tors that affect foreign reserves include import,
export, external debt and exchange rates. Since
inflation makes local commodities expensive and
reflects on the exchange rate, inflation can also
determine external reserve position. Author [8]
stated that a high inflation rate could affect re-
serves because the funds needed are used to sta-
bilize the value of the foreign exchange rate.

The exchange rate position strongly determines
external reserves. Since the foreign accounts are
expressed in dollar amounts, naira depreciation
will invariably result in a fall in foreign reserves.
In addition, the continued use of foreign ex-
change reserves to correct foreign exchange dis-
equilibrium occasioned by the weak internal
economy sectors and less competitive demand
for naira has further plunged the foreign re-
serves. Outside of stabilizing exchange rates, ex-
ternal resources serve as a buffer to external
shocks [40]. Thus, depletion of external reserves
implies less resistance to external shocks.

In a general sense, the Nigerian economy has
been an import-dependent economy with a weak
export sector, depreciating exchange rates, de-
pleting external reserves and persistent balance
of payment deficit. Moreover, an increasing pop-
ulation estimated to be 201 million, an annual
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population growth rate of 2.6% in 2019, an un-
derperforming economic base, and a mono-
product economy’s associated risk render it high-
ly vulnerable to shocks. Due to the weak internal
structure of the Nigerian economy, the nation has
experienced three wonders between 2009 and
2021. First was the 2009 economic crisis which
was the aftermath of the 2007/8 financial crisis,
the second was the 2016 economic recession
caused by the global oil glut, and the third was
the global recession of 2020 caused by the COVD-
19. A more resilient economic structure would
have saved the nation from the first two and re-
duced the third effect.

Social Structure

The socio-economic setting in Nigeria has been
filled with chaos, political tension and unrest
since independence. This has been reflected in
the poor levels of development, especially in the
northern and eastern parts of Nigeria. Relative
peace and stability are the most important fac-
tors that investors consider before investing, es-
pecially when such an investment is made away
from home. Figure three shows that Nigeria has
not attracted enough foreign direct investment.
The government of Nigeria has paid little atten-
tion to relevant social sectors of the economy,
such as the health and educational sectors. Be-
fore the Corona Virus disease of 2019, which saw
an increase in government spending on health,
there had been little investment by the govern-
ment in the sector. The educational industry also
faced poor funding and infrastructural deteriora-
tion, especially in public schools.

Health Sector. The health sector is one of the
most critical sectors in any economy; this sup-
ports the saying that “a healthy nation is a pro-
ductive nation”. Given the observed impact of
health and well-being on productivity and na-
tional growth, nations of the world must contin-
ually allocate vast amounts of money to improve
their health sector. A study by [13] revealed that
public spending and health outcome are closely
related. The World Health Organization recom-
mended at least 15% of the total budget to the
health sector. However, this is not the case in Ni-
geria, where investments in the health sector
have been less than 10% of the total budget.

The health sector in Nigeria has faced neglect,
poor funding, insufficient bed per head and de-
caying infrastructures. Government expenditures
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to all industries in Nigeria have continued to in-
crease yearly (health sector inclusive). However,
as a percentage of total spending, allocation to
the health sector has not improved. Statistics
show that between 1986 and 1990, health ex-
penditure as a percentage of GDP averaged
0.32% and only improved to 0.33% between
1995 and 1999. Author [42] revealed that Nige-
ria’s spending in the health sector is lower than
16 % of GDP. Between 2000 and 2007, govern-
ment expenditure on health averaged about
2.1% to 5.8% [25]. Apart from inadequate budg-
etary allocation to the health sector, the few
health infrastructures available are unbalanced
between urban and rural areas. Between 2010
and 2017, government expenditure allocation to
the health sector in the percentage of total ex-
penditures was 3.58, 5.58, 5.95, 5.66, 5.78, 4.13,
to 5.17%, respectively are lower than the WHO
benchmark [41].

Apart from the call for increased budgetary allo-
cation to the health sector, management and fis-
cal implementation play a vital role in ensuring
that the desired outcomes are reached. World
Bank in 1998 identified bad budget management
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as one of the main reasons for inefficient public
spending in many developing countries. On the
other hand, author [7] attributed public spending
efficacies to good governance.

The Economic and Financial Crime Commission
in 2005 stated that corruption has stunted
growth in all sectors of the Nigerian economy.
Author [5] concludes that in Nigeria, corruptions
stifle economic growth; reduce economic effi-
ciency and development despite the enormous
resources in the country. In addition, it devalues
the quality of human life, robs schools, agricul-
tural sectors, hospitals and welfare services of
funds. In 2004, Transparency International (TI)
released the Corruption Perceptions Index, rank-
ing Nigeria the third most corrupt country glob-
ally. In 2020, [53] ranked Nigeria 149 of 180 with
a 25 of 100. Nigeria’s score had only reduced by
two since 2012. The high level of corruption in
Nigeria makes room for doubt on the effective
use of the resources available to the government.
Most times projects worth millions of dollars are
left unattended, and politicians loot funds. In the
least bad scenarios, the projects are done using
sub-standard equipment or left unfinished.

The red line represents recurrent government
expenditures to the health sector, while the black
line represents government capital expenditures
on social services, including the health sector.
The blue and green lines represent government
total recurrent and total capital expenditures,
respectively. These trends reveal an obvious gap
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between the total and the allocation to the health
sector. This insufficient funding has created a
void on health performance in the country.

In 1999, Nigeria was ranked 74th out of 115
countries, based on the performance of some se-
lected health indicators. Among 191 member
states, the WHO in the year 2000 ranked Nigeria
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187th on overall health performance. A report by
the [63] stated that Nigeria was rated 187th out
of 191 countries in terms of health care delivery
by the World Health Organization in 2019. The
report also noted that Nigeria was placed Nigeria
as the third-highest maternal and infant mortali-
ty rate globally, with about 70 % of the country’s
population still spending out-of-pocket for health
services.

The health sector’s poor state, especially in de-
veloping countries, possesses huge challenges
and the prevalence of large-scale health prob-
lems. The Infant Mortality rate has remained
high, coupled with low life expectancy and poor
sanitation due to scarce health resources. Ac-
cording to the WDI report, the Nigerian popula-
tion was 206 139587 million in 2020. Author
[54] reported that between 2006 and 2011, the
Nigerian population growth rate averaged
2.55%. The population growth rate was 2.6%
from 2015 to 2019 and declined to 2.5% in 2020.
The fertility rate was as high as 6.5 per woman in
1990 but have declined in subsequent years. It
was 5.81in 2011 and 2012, 5.6 in 2015 and 5.3 in
2019. The mortality rate under five per 1,000 has
shown slight improvement over time. The rate
was 209.5 in 1990, declined to 133.6 in 2011,
131.7, 129.9, 128.5, 126.8, 125, 122.8, 120, and
117.2 from 2012 to 2019 [54]. According to [47],
bed per head for every 1000 peaked at 6.37 in
1988. By 1999, it had fallen to 1.67, and by 2004,
it was 0.5. Life expectancy in Nigeria has in-
creased slowly to reach 53 years in 1991. The life
expectancy was 48.2 years for females and 46.8
years for males in 1999. The disability-adjusted
life expectancy for Nigeria was 38.3 years for fe-
males and 38.1 years for males in 1999. The life
expectancy rate improved from 48.8 years in
2006 to 50.4 years in 2011. In 2015, it was 53.1
and 54.7 years in 2019.

On overall human capital index, Nigeria’s HDI
improved only slightly from the last two decades;
0.465, 0.482, 0.526, 0.526, 0.531, 0.534 and 0.539
in 2005, 2010, 2015, 2016, 2017, 2018 and 2019
respectively. Between 2005 and 2019, Nigeria’s
HDI value increased from 0.465 to 0.539, an in-
crease of 15.9 %. Between 1990 and 2019, Nige-
ria’s life expectancy at birth increased by 8.8
years [42]. This has placed Nigeria low ranked
among other countries and territories. In 2012,
for instance, Nigeria ranked 153rd position
among 187 countries on the HDI ranking 2012
with an HDI value of 0.47. 0. In 2019, Nigeria
ranked 161 of 189 countries and territories with
an HDI of 0.539.
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In a nutshell, there have been insufficient in-
vestments in human capital, particularly in the
health and educational sectors. The fragile state
of the health sector left Nigeria highly vulnerable
during the early periods of the COVID-19. The
nation struggled with managing the increasing
number of infected persons and available health
infrastructures. There were problems like limited
beds per head, isolation and testing centres, life
supports etc. which were highly important at
those periods. Our developed counterparts re-
turned to their research and development insti-
tutions to provide insulators, life-support ma-
chines, and personal protective equipment. Still,
such provisions could not be gotten in Nigeria
due to its fragile and unproductive level of re-
search and development. Among the several
problems faced by the health sector, the most
identified are the lack of fund and human re-
source management, rural-urban distribution
imbalance, infrastructural inadequacies and poor
maintenance.

Before the Corona Virus disease of 2019, Nigeria
had been experiencing high levels of insecurity;
the Boko Haram in the north; Fulani Herdsmen
spreading from the north to the south-east,
south-south and south-west; the militant in the
south-south region and clashes between gov-
ernment forces and the Indigenous People of Bia-
fra (IPOB) in the east. These have resulted in a
high level of instability in the country. Livelihood
and economic activities have been made difficult
in the country and especially in the affected are-
as; there have been food shortages due to the de-
struction of farmlands and the killing of farmers.
There have been reduced economic activities due
to fear of being killed, the limited infrastructures
have been destroyed in the process of crisis, and
these have resulted in a low rate of investment,
employment, a spike in food prices and loss of
investor confidence in these regions and a cumu-
lative impacts on the overall economy.

The Economic Impact of COVID-19

The covid-19, like every other pandemic and
health crisis, was unplanned for; it came as a
shock to everyone and lingered because it was
new and needed a lot of time for scientists to
study its generic features, which will enable them
to develop vaccines. The laps of time between the
initial development of the virus and developing a
vaccine saw economies of the world crying for
aid, especially in less developed countries. To
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date, economies of the world are still recovering
from the impact of the pandemic. An effective
preventive method against contracting the virus
was social distancing; this implied distancing
oneself at least two meters from the next person.
The implementation of social distancing rules led
to the closing of workplaces, factories and manu-
facturing sites, leading to shortages in output,
rising unemployment, low incomes and sub-
standard living. Only health workers and other
workers regarded as essential workers were al-
lowed to work in full compliance with COVID-19
protocols, while extensive cooperation required
their workers to work from their homes. Another
preventive measure the national government
took was restricting travel to and from other
countries. It was observed that most of the con-
firmed cases of COVID-19 were imported from
other countries. The economic implications of
restricting travels included but were not limited
to declining world output levels, low business
activities on domestic and external sectors such
as exports, imports, technological transfers and
any form of investment, thus increasing the over-
all negative impact of the pandemic on output,
income, employment and economic growth. The
most affected by the global lockdown are import-
dependent nations such as Nigeria. Nigerian in-
dustries depend on other countries (import) for
most of their inputs in the production processes,
and with the closing down of international bor-
ders, these firms could no longer operate or op-
erate below capacity. Also, most of the goods
bought and consumed by Nigerians are imported.

The combined effect was a shortage in goods and
services available to Nigerians during that peri-
od. These led to skyrocketing inflation and un-

employment rates. The one Economist classifies
as stagflation and exchange rate depreciation.
The economic structure of Nigeria is best de-
scribed as a mono-product economy; this is be-
cause crude oil is the major contributor to na-
tional income. The natural oil market is volatile
and depends on demand and supply interactions.
The volatility of crude oil prices makes Nigeria
vulnerable to external shocks from the interna-
tional market. For instance, the 2016 recession
was attributed to the oil glut in the global market,
which led to a sharp decline in oil prices from
about $105 in 2013 to about $41 in 2016. There
have been various failed attempts by the gov-
ernment of Nigeria to achieve economic diversifi-
cation. Crude oil exports contribute a more sig-
nificant chunk of total revenue to the govern-
ment yearly. At the same time, sectors like agri-
culture and manufacturing are faced with the
underutilization of resources.

A study by [21] revealed that crude oil price fluc-
tuation has a positive impact on the economic
growth of Nigeria. Author [62] observed that
crude oil prices are the primary determining fac-
tor of the exchange rate, cost of borrowing and
directly influences inflationary and deflationary
tendencies in Nigeria. This study implied that
crude oil is Nigeria’'s most significant export
commodity and determines other macroeconom-
ic variables’ direction. Author [1] concluded that
oil price is a substantial source of shocks to mac-
roeconomic variables in Nigeria.

The graphical representation below represents
the trends of total revenue, non-oil revenue and
oil revenue in Nigeria between 1981 and 2019.
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Figure 5 - Revenue Trends
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Figure 5 shows a strong link between total reve-
nue and oil revenue in Nigeria. According to the
Budget Office, crude oil constitutes about 62% of
government revenue and 77% of export earnings
in 2019. As indicated by the above representa-
tion, there is a significant disparity or gap be-
tween total and non-oil revenue, implying the
insignificant nature of the non-oil sector to the
Nigerian economy.

The non-oil sector experienced significant im-
provement from 2008 and continued until 2015.
The 2016 economic recession also affected
productivity in all oil sectors. However, the oil
sector was most affected. The global oil glut
caused the recession. As shown above, total rev-
enue has followed a similar pattern with oil rev-
enue, indicating a significant relationship be-
tween both.

Among other political administrations in Nigeria,
the 2015-2023 administration has been more
active in achieving economic diversification; the
steeper non-oil revenue curve shows this from
late 2016 to 2019.

However, much is needed to reduce the Nigerian
economy’s vulnerability to crude oil fluctuation.
The global lockdown substantially affected the
demand for crude oil, especially in the early quar-
ters of 2020; the demand for crude oil fell drasti-
cally during these periods. This was due to the
closedown of factories, restricted travels and
close down of businesses that needed crude oil or
crude oil-related products for their operations.
These resulted in a fall in crude oil prices as sup-
ply outweighs demand for crude oil. For instance,
during the early stage of the COVID-19 pandemic,
WTTI crude oil price fell as much as to negative
territory (-$37 per barrel) on the 20th of April
2020. This was because demanders of crude re-
fused to redeem their contracts, and the storage
for crude was almost filled up. At that point,
crude oil companies paid buyers to accumulate
the excess crude oil from their reserves to avoid
a collapse of their storage facilities. OPEC Basket
monthly data revealed that crude oil prices fell
from $63.65 in January 2020 to $17.66 in April
2020. It took till the beginning of the third quar-
ter to see a significant rise in the price of crude
oil. From July to December 2020, the average cost
of crude oil was $43.66.

It took until January 2021 for crude oil prices to
gain significant momentum; this was because as
at that period, countries were starting to ease
restrictive policies which allowed production and
other business activities to operate.

Among other things affected by the drastic fall in
crude oil prices of 2020 is the change in budget-
ary allocation and fiscal plans. For instance, the
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2020 budget passed by the Nigerian legislature
in December 2019 was ¥10.594 trillion (expendi-
ture) and ¥8.419 trillion (revenue) with an oil
price benchmark of $57 per barrel, oil production
of 2.18 million barrels per day and exchange rate
of ¥305/$. The budget was reviewed twice due to
declining oil prices associated with the covid-19
pandemic. First, the budget was revised down-
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wards to ¥N10.27 Trillion (expenditure),
N5.08trillion (revenue) benchmark of $23 per
barrel, oil production of 1.70 million barrels per
day and exchange rate of #360/$ thereby slash-
ing revenue projection by about 40%. The ap-
proved budget was revised to ¥10.811 trillion
(expenditures) and ¥5.835 trillion, indicating
about 31% drop from the initial revenue. The
benchmark was $28 per barrel, 1.8 million bar-
rels per day and a 360/$ exchange rate (Office of
Budget and Planning, 2020).

Impact of COVID-19 on Macro-Economic
Variables

Inflation. Among other macroeconomic varia-
bles affected by the COVID-19 pandemic, infla-
tion and unemployment were the foremost. The
price of virtually everything has gone up; the cost
of living is now very problematic. With the asso-
ciated rising unemployment rate and declining
per capita income, most Nigerians have been
dragged into poverty and untold hardship. Au-
thor [6] reported on the 15th of June, 2021, that
Nigeria’s surging inflation rate could be respon-

sible for pushing 7 million Nigerians into poverty
and criminal activities. Statistical data revealed
that inflation rates increased from late 2019 and
remained high in the third quarter of 2021.The
rate was 12.56 % in June 2020, 12.82, 13.22,
13.71, 14.89, 15.75, 16.47, 17.33, 18.17, 18.12
and 17.93 % from July 2020 till May, 2021 re-
spective. As of May 2021, core inflation hit
13.15%.

Statistics revealed that the inflation rate rose by
16.5% between January 2020 and January 2021.
CBN data put the inflation rate at 18.12, 17.93,
and 17.75 % in April, May and June 2021, respec-
tively, on year-on-year changes. A report from
[11] stated that the inflation rate dropped to
17.01% in August from 17.38% in July 2021. It
represents a 0.37% decline in inflation from the
figure obtained in July. However, on a month-to-
month basis, headline inflation increased by
1.02% in August 2021. The report noted that
food inflation was as high as 21.03% in July but
fell to 20.3% in August 2021, while core inflation
fell from 13.73 in July to 13.41% in August
2021 [11].
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As shown by the above diagram, the inflation rate
in Nigeria was just 11.98% in December 2019,
with food inflation at 14.67%. However, these
went as high as 18.12 (all items) in April and
22.95% (food) in March 2021. Despite the ob-
served downward trends since May 2021, infla-
tion rates are still very high compared to the pre-
COVID-19 era.
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Unemployment. When inflation and unemploy-
ment move in the same direction, it speaks doom
for an economy experiencing such. Such a situa-
tion is regarded as stagflation. The Nigerian
economy has been experiencing stagflation for a
long time now, but the COVID-19 has worsened
matters. The global pandemic shut down indus-
tries and nations’ entire economies, making it
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impossible to engage in economic activities ex-
cept for essential works and big firms that could
afford the work-from-home policy. Other smaller
firms that could not operate had no choice but to
lay off workers. The informal sector, which con-
stitutes a more significant percentage of the Ni-
gerian economy and employs a larger share of
her labour force, was the most affected. Employ-
ees of this sector had dual issues to worry about:
job loss and the risk of contracting the virus.

A report by Bloomberg.com revealed that the un-
employment rate in Nigeria rose to 33.3% in the
last quarter of 2020. This figure is more signifi-
cant than 27.1% in the second quarter of 2020.
Data from that period revealed that the total
number of people in employment during Q4 of
2020 was 46,488,079. Thirty million five hun-
dred seventy-two thousand four hundred forty of
the whole figures (representing 66%) were full-
time employed (i.e, worked 40+ hours per
week). In comparison, 15,915,639 representing
(44%) were under-employed (i.e., working be-
tween 20-29 hours per week). This figure is
20.6% less than the number of people in em-
ployment in Q2, 2020. The rural dweller was the
most affected by the unemployment rate. The
unemployment rate among rural dwellers rose
from 28.2% in Q2, 2020 to 34.5% in Q4, 2020,
while urban dwellers rose from 26.4 in Q2 2020
to 31.3% in Q4, 2020. In addition, youth unem-
ployment for that. Given the high levels of unem-
ployment and inflation coexisting with low-
income groups in the country, plus the growing
population and dependency ratio, one can only
wonder the extent of hardship Nigerian’s face.
This twin scenario of rising inflation and unem-
ployment makes it more difficult to kick start the
economy.

Economic Growth. The Nigerian economy fell
into recession in 2020 after contracting by -
1.79% in 2020 (y-o-y) from 2.2% in 2019 [54].
Before the COVID-19, the World Bank forecasted
that the Nigerian economy would grow by 2.1%
in 2020. Data from the National Bureau of Statis-
tics revealed that quarterly, the GDP growth rate
at the introductory price was 1.87% in Q1, 2020,
from 2.55% in Q4, 2019. It contracted further by
-6.1% in Q2, 2020, -3.62% in Q3 and a marginal
growth rate of 0.11% in Q4, 2020. On year on
year basis, the Nigerian economy contracted by -
1.79% in 2020. It grew by 0.51% in Q1, 2021.
The NBS reported that the growth rate of Q2,
2021 was 12.80% higher compared to the same
period in 2020 and 5.95% higher than Q1, 2021.
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By falling into the negative region twice in 2020,
the Nigerian economy met the definition of re-
cession. With a positive start of the first quarter
of 2021 and 5.01% growth in Q2, arguably the
most robust growth since 2014, the Nigerian
economy is hoping to bounce back from the ills of
the Corona Virus Disease. African Development
Bank predicted that the Nigerian economies will
grow by 1.5% in 2021 and 2.9% in 2022.

Fiscal Deficit. The government went into budg-
etary deficit due to a fall in government receipt,
resulting from falling oil prices, weak demand for
crude oil, low tax revenue, declining yields from
government ventures, and increasing demand for
medical equipment. The period of COVID-19 in-
creased government roles; the government had
to step in to ease the suffering of her citizen and
ensure that business did not collapse. These were
in the form of reliefs, tax holidays, rent freeze,
palliatives, wage support, loans and various
grants to households and businesses. The declin-
ing revenue made it impossible to fund these
services without incurring debts; the govern-
ment had to borrow. Nigeria was already in a
high internal and external debt burden and in-
stabilities before the Corona Virus disease of
2019. Government borrowing had skyrocketed
to a level considered threatening to the stability
of the Nigerian economy. Author [56] observed
that the continuous deficit financing in the econ-
omy through the central banks sometimes re-
sults in inflationary pressures. A study by [55]
revealed that external debt has a significant neg-
ative impact on the economic growth in Nigeria.
In January 2021, the international rating agency
Fitch Ratings warned that continual dependence
on central bank lending could undermine the
stability of the Nigerian economy.

The Debt Management Office stated that an at-
tempt was to reduce new borrowing due to Nige-
ria’s increasing debt to GDP ratio. In 2017, new
borrowing was ¥2.36 trillion, ¥2.01 trillion in
2018, ¥1.61 in 2019 and was initially placed at
¥1.59 trillion in the first appropriation Act of
2020 but was reversed upward due to the
COVID-19. It was reversed to ¥4.20 trillion (DMO,
2021). As of 2018, Nigeria’s debt was ¥22.38 tril-
lion, consisting of internal and external borrow-
ing. As of September 2020, the Nigerian debt was
estimated at ¥13.2 trillion, representing 8.6% of
GDP. The debt ratio rose to 34.98% in 2020 from
29.10% in 2019. As of the end of 2020, the debt
to GDP ratio was 21.61%, according to Debt
Management Office (2021). The fiscal deficit is
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also estimated at 3.6% of GDP (N5.6 trillion) in
the 2021 budget, higher than the 3% benchmark
in the Fiscal Responsibility Act of 2007. As of
March 2021, total internal and external debt out-
standing was $54,379.13million and $32,859.99
million, respectively [57]. According to IMF data,
Nigeria’s debt to GDP ratio was 29.1% in 2019
and 34.98% in 2020. A prediction by statista.com
places the figure to increase to 36.97% in 2026.
IMF data reviewed that the ratio have been rising
since 2011 (17.4%); 17.6% in 2012, 18.3% in
2013, 17.5% in 2014, 23.4% in 2016 and 27.6%
in 2018. The Rising debt burden puts Nigeria’s
economic sustainability in doubt. Continued debt
accumulation has consequences in the burden of
repayment and servicing; this is only detrimental
to the future generation. It is important to note
that borrowing only becomes detrimental if there
are not put to good and productive use.

Exchange Rate. As the price of any other com-
modity, the exchange is the price of a country’s
currency to the currencies of other countries in
the foreign exchange market. Exchange rates are
determined mainly by the forces of demand and
supply in the market. The central bank often
steps in to influence exchange rate positions us-
ing some available tools called a managed float
exchange rate system. Mostly, the CBN use the
excess reserve in controlling the naira position.
The implication of using the resources is deple-
tion in reserves. In the absence of the Central
Bank’s influence, the demand and supply deter-
mine the value of a local currency. As the demand
for a local currency increases due to the need by
foreigners to either invest in a local economy,
buy commodities or perform other transactions
that will require the exchange to a local currency,
the local currency appreciates. This is contrary to
depreciation which occurs due to the fall in de-
mand of a currency relative to its supply.

The coronavirus disease brought about a consid-
erable halt in most productive activities at the
early stages of the virus. Coexisting with the al-
ready depreciated naira at 306.9/$ in 2019
caused by weak demand for naira, the position of
the naira only worsened during the early periods
of COVID (2020) and 2021 COVID era. For in-
stance, in 2020, the naira depreciated to 358.8/%
from 306.9/% in 2019. Even with production and
economic activities kick-starting in the economy,
the exchange rate continued to decline. As of the
29th of June, 2021, the naira had fallen to as low
as 410.83/$ at the investor’s window compared
to 411.28/$ the previous day. The rate was

502/$ and 500/$ for the same periods [11]. The
website further reported that as of Tuesday, 5th
of October, 2021, the naira was trading at
414.3/$ at the investor’s window and 575/$ at
the parallel market. In a similar market, the naira
has been more volatile, depreciating above 575/$
in September 2021. A study by [58] revealed that
exchange rate depreciation and money supply
are the major causes of inflation in Nigeria. In line
with his findings, the depreciated naira value of
358.8/$ in 2020 to 410.83/$ in June 2021 corre-
sponds to 13.25% and 17.75% inflation rates in
the same periods. As the naira continues to
weaken, it becomes costly for producers to im-
port intermediate inputs required for the prod-
uct. The implication is that domestic and import-
ed commodities have become expensive, as ob-
served in recent months.

CONCLUSIONS

The Nigerian economy was not prepared to resist
or withstand shocks from historical observation.
The socio-economic foundation is weak.

These weak socio-economic settings have made
the economy vulnerable to external and internal
shocks. A single stream of wealth is not enough
to sustain a nation. Economic diversification is
paramount. The health sector contributes to the
stability and prosperity of a nation’s economy
and thus, should be adequately funded to ensure
functionality and meet international best practic-
es. A stable health sector will help mitigate the
effects of pandemics and hence, sustain the econ-
omy.

Recommendations. A healthy nation is always a
wealthy nation. Health is paramount and must be
a top priority for Government, Non-
Governmental Organizations and individuals.
The Nigerian government should provide ade-
quate and internationally standard training facili-
ties for her health workers and ensure that they
are paid well when due. The habit of a constant
strike by health workers due to the inability of
the government to address their needs such as
salary increment, provision of hospital equip-
ment, security of health staff some level of auton-
omy should be addressed for the interest of the
nation and health of Nigerians. Healthy Nigerians
will produce a healthy socio-economic develop-
ment. There is a need to fully diversify the eco-
nomic/productive base in the economy. Along-
side achieving economic diversification, there is a
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need to improve the existing agricultural-
industrial link. An improvement in the agricul-
tural sector will imply more available raw mate-
rials to industries, reduced imports and less bur-
den on exchange rates. Other sectors should be
exploited. Exploration of abundant mineral de-
posits scattered all over Nigeria should be con-
sidered. The ICT sector is rapidly growing in Ni-
geria that needs more support. Among other sec-
tors, there is a need to improve manufacturing
and agricultural value addition; exporting or con-
suming commodities in their primary form or
depending on other nations to add values to our
items should be discouraged. They are encourag-
ing and empowering companies (especially do-
mestic companies) that can convert these com-
modities in Nigeria. The government should
scrap out petroleum subsidies and use the mon-
ies to build domestic refineries while encourag-
ing privately owned refineries. In the short term,
it might increase the already high petroleum
prices. However, there will be a significant drop
in prices and an increased volume of petroleum
products in Nigeria and export in the long term.

The Central Bank should adopt effective mone-
tary policy measures to facilitate credit to private
sectors to promote investment in key sectors in
the economy. The CBN should adopt low-
interest-rate policies to expand the financial base
of the economy; attention should be placed on
the most productive sectors. There is a need for
an increased stimulus package to all industries
and households to sustain and improve employ-
ment and consumption levels. There is a need for
improved efficiency in government spending.
The government should sincerely invest in infra-
structures to reduce the cost burden on the pri-
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INTRODUCTION

Abstract. Government expenditure is an essential instrument for achieving full
employment, price stability, improved standard of living, economic growth and other
macroeconomic objectives. However, questions regarding the efficacy of
government expenditures to attain these objectives have continued to rise due to
the alarming rate of unemployment, inflation, poverty and other socio-economic
problems in Nigeria. This has called for the need to investigate the allocation of
resources to some selected sectors and their resultant impact on the Nigerian
economy. This study examined the effect of various components of Government
Expenditures on Economic Growth in Nigeria for periods between 1981 and 2020.
The analysis was based on Secondary data. The study adopted the Error Correction
model and Granger Causality Test. The short-run model revealed that the
components of government expenditures like recurrent expenditures on agriculture,
health and education have an insignificant negative impact on economic growth.
Recurrent expenditure on debt servicing and road and construction indicated a
positive and negligible impact on economic growth. Concerning capital
expenditures, government capital expenditures on social services were shown to
have a negative and significant impact on economic growth. In contrast,
government capital expenditures on economic services indicated a positive and
insignificant impact on economic growth in Nigeria. In the long run, all the
components of government expenditures employed showed a significant effect on
economic growth. The research finding establishes no clear conclusion about
whether Keynesian or Adolf Wagner's law is operational in Nigeria. The study
concludes that the Nigerian economy is on the wrong path to sustainable growth
and development. The study recommends that the government should increase its
allocations to priority sectors like health, education, agriculture and infrastructures.
Furthermore, the government should stimulate investment and output using
monetary and fiscal policies to increase internally generated revenue and reduce
government borrowing. Lastly, the study emphasises the need to improve
government spending efficiencies, transparency in budgetary processes, and strict
monitoring of government projects.

Keynesian economics brought the government
into the spotlight of economic affairs since the
1930s. In almost all economies of the world to-
day, the government have taken a decisive and
critical role. One primary reason for the change
from the pre-Keynesian era was the market fail-
ure of the late 1920s, which resulted in arguably
the worse economic downturn in history. The
market had failed to regulate itself. Against the
classical thought, over-production was due to
falling demand, which resulted in unemployment
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failed to achieve full employment. This event
questioned the "let be" or laissez-faire policy that
existed. There was then the need for a central
body to set the rule of the game and take actions
that directly and indirectly affect the economy,
"government”. Authors [4] noted that the per-
ceived failure of the market system to efficiently
and equitably allocate economic resources for
social and infrastructural development is one
reason for government involvement in the econ-
omy. One of the primary instruments that the
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government use in regulating the economy is
government spending. The instrument of gov-
ernment expenditure is used to achieve macroe-
conomic objectives like full employment, price
stability and sustained economic growth. The
government also uses its expenditure to provide
public goods like education, health, infrastruc-
tures, etc., which helps reduce socio-economic
imbalances. Authors [17] commented that gov-
ernment expenditure is a fiscal instrument that
serves a valuable role in controlling inflation, un-
employment, depression, the balance of payment
equilibrium, and foreign exchange rate stability.
Government spending is used to raise aggregate
demand in periods of depression and unem-
ployment, further stimulating employment and
output [7].

The government's interference in the economy
does not automatically guarantee stability. How-
ever, it reduces the rate of instability. For in-
stance, the government involvement in the econ-
omy did not prevent the oil shock of the 1970s,
the financial crisis of 2007, Nigeria's economic
recession of 2016 or the global recession of 2020.
However, the government's involvement makes
it easy for nations to bounce back after these
shocks.

The government roles have become more rele-
vant in developing countries where income, out-
put and employment are low. These countries
are characterised by internal and external imbal-
ances and instability, lack of social amenities,
poor human capital development, and high pov-
erty rates, thus, making government an essential
agent of reducing the socio-economic problems
these countries face. Authors [7] commented that
developing countries’ governments have em-
barked on various spending programs to achieve
economic growth. However, as pointed out by
the authors, there is no consensus on the exact
effect of government expenditure on economic
growth. For instance, while Keynesian economics
proposes the intervention of government to
stimulate the economy, especially in periods of
downturn, authors [20] explained that the Classi-
cal school of thought considered fiscal policy as
ineffective in ensuring macroeconomic growth
on the grounds of crowding-out effects. Authors
[21] noted that government intervention might
slow down the economy's overall performance.
The authors stated further that the government
might increase taxes and/or borrowing to fi-

nance rising expenditure. Taxation discourages
work while government borrowing burdens fu-
ture generations, especially if the borrowed re-
sources are not productive. Thus, there is a ten-
dency to misallocate resources by the govern-
ment, which impedes national growth [21]. For
the stages of development, Keynes established a
link based on the short run from government ex-
penditure to economic growth. In contrast, Adolf
Wagner's law of increasing state activities ex-
plained that the increased government expendi-
tures result from economic growth or increased
economic activities, which is, in order words, a
long-run analysis.

In Nigeria, government expenditures are in the
form of capital and recurrent costs. These are
further categorised into administration, social
and community service, financial services and
transfers, [10].

Authors [20] defined government recurrent ex-
penditures as expenses on administration such
as wages, salaries, interest on loans, maintenance
etc., whereas capital expenditures are expenses
on capital projects like roads, airports, health,
education, telecommunication, electricity genera-
tion etc. Authors [5] defined economic growth as
the increase in output of an economy capacity to
produce goods and services needed to improve
the welfare of the citizens of the country. Thus,
the ultimate goal of economic growth is to make
the people better off.

Most empirical studies have focused attention on
analysing the aggregate of capital and recurrent
expenditures. Some claimed that capital expendi-
tures promote economic growth than recurrent
expenditure. For instance, [20] noted govern-
ment expenditure on health and education raises
labour productivity and increases the develop-
ment of national output. In a similar vein, gov-
ernment capital expenditures reduce private
costs and thus, stimulate investment, promoting
economic growth [20]. It is also argued that
when capital stock exceeds the provision of con-
sumer goods, the resultant effect is a recession.
Thus, there is the need to balance the allocations
of funds to recurrent and capital components ex-
penditure. It is noteworthy that aggregating costs
into capital and recurrent segments can be mis-
leading because individual sectors of government
expenditures do not have the same weight of in-
fluence on economic growth.
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There has been an annual increase in govern-
ment expenditure in Nigeria, but there are still
public outcries over decaying infrastructural fa-
cilities [18]. The poverty rate has remained high,
with inflation and unemployment increasing at
alarming rates. The rising government expendi-
tures have not significantly contributed to the
economic growth in Nigeria, as more than 50 %
of Nigerians live below the $2 per day bench-
mark [18]. Economic growth rates have contin-
ued to stagger between positive and negative ter-
ritories. In recent years, population growth rates
have outweighed output growth rates. The
growth rates have not been consistent with the
increasing rate of government expenditure. [15]
wrote that government expenditure growth rate
was 37.9% in 2008, before dropping to 6.4% in
2009 and increased to 21.5% in 2010, and then
started declining from 12.3% in 2011 to -2.3% in
2012 while the growth rate of the GDP was 6.0%
in 2008, 7.0% in 2009, 8.0% in 2010, 7.4% in
2011 and 6.6% in 2012. However, from 2011 to
2019, it grew by 181.35%. GDP growth rate av-
eraged at 3.15% from 2010 to 2020 with reces-
sions of -1.62% and -1.79% in 2016 and 2020
respectively, [10]. Terms of trade have remained
unfavourable while the balance of payment has
been mostly deficits. Rising expenditures have
brought about rising internal and external debt
profiles, which creates a burden for future gener-
ations, thus defeating the idea of achieving sus-
tainable development and deviating from the ul-
timate goal of economic growth, making the peo-
ple better off. Nigeria's poor ranking in the Hu-
man Development Index has reflected the poor
state of education and health sectors in Nigeria.
Between 2005 and 2019, Nigeria's HDI value has
only increased from 0.465 to 0.539, an increase
of 15.9 % [23]. The agricultural sector has also
underperformed as Nigeria remains a major im-
porter of food commodities.

Several empirical findings have also proven to be
inconsistent. No consensus has been established
on the exact relationship between economic
growth and government expenditures or the
amount of government expenditure required to
stimulate economic growth. Empirical studies
have produced divergent results. For instance,
authors [20] found that Government Capital Ex-
penditures was inversely related to RGDP in the
short-run and the long run. The recurrent com-
ponent was positively associated with RGDP in
the long and short run. A study by [21] shows an
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inverse relationship between government ex-
penditures on health and economic growth.

In contrast, government expenditure on the edu-
cation sector was shown to be is seen to be insuf-
ficient to cater for the expanding industry in Ni-
geria. Authors [24] found out that none of the
components of government expenditures con-
tributes to economic growth in the short run.
Still, in the long run, government expenditure on
defence retards economic growth, and govern-
ment expenditure on agriculture promotes eco-
nomic growth. In contrast, government expendi-
ture on education and transport/communication
has no long-term impact on economic growth.

Therefore, it is essential to examine further the
impact of government expenditures on the eco-
nomic growth in Nigeria. Accordingly, the study
adopts a disaggregated analysis.

Objectives of the Study

The primary objective of this study is to examine
the impact of public expenditure on the economic
growth of Nigeria. While the specific goals in-
clude to:

1. Assess the extent to which expenditures on
Education (EDU) affects economic growth

2. Examine the extent to which government ex-
penditures on Health (HLT) affects economic
growth.

3. Determine the effect of government expendi-
tures on Agriculture (AGR) on economic growth.

4. Evaluate the extent to which Public Debt Ser-
vicing (PDS) affects economic growth.

5. Understand the relationship between govern-
ment expenditures on road and construction on
economic growth in Nigeria.

6. Examine the impact of capital expenditures on
social (CAPSO) and financial services (CAPSEC)
on economic growth.

Review of Related Literature

Conceptual Review. According to [7], govern-
ment expenditure is the government's costs for
providing and maintaining itself as an institution,
the economy, and society. They further stated
that government expenditures tend to increase
with time as the economy becomes large and
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more developed or as a result of an increase in its
scope of activities.

In Nigeria, government expenditures are in the
form of capital and recurrent costs. These are
further categorised into administration, social
and community service, financial services and
transfers, [10].

Administration. The administrative category
comprises general administration, defence, in-
ternal security and national assembly.

Social and Community Services. This consists of
government expenditures on health, education
and other social and community services. There-
fore, this session plays a critical role in deciding
the level of human capital development in Nige-
ria.

Economic Services. Government expenditures on
agriculture, road and construction, transport and
communication and other economic services are
grouped in this category.

Transfers. This includes public debt servicing (in-
cluding domestic and foreign), pension and gra-
tuities, FCT/other/other CFR charges, contingen-
cies and subventions [10].

Economic growth is the quantitative and sus-
tained increase in a country's per-capita output
or income accompanied by an increase in the la-
bour force, consumption, and trade volume. As
defined by [22], economic growth increases the
market value of goods and services produced by
the economy over time. GDP growth rate is main-
ly used as a measure of economic growth. Posi-
tive change in GDP indicates economic progress
and, as such, desirable, while negative change
indicates contraction.

Between 1960 and 1970, the Nigerian economy
recorded an annual growth rate of 3.1%. The
growth rate went as high as 6.2% between 1970
and 1978 due to the oil boom. However, in the
1980s, the Nigerian economy had negative
growth rates. The economic adjustment policy of
1986 was reflected in the positive growth rate of
about 4% between 1988 and 1997 [11]. The
economy grew by an average of 7.7% between
2000 and 2010, with a peak of 15.3% in 2002.
GDP growth rate averaged at 3.15% from 2010
to 2020 with recessions of -1.62% and -1.79% in
2016 and 2020 respectively, [10].

Government Expenditure on Selected Sectors.
The trend lines below show that the agricultural
sector has received lesser budgetary allocation

among the three industries, whereas the educa-
tional sector received the most funding. During
the 1960s and 70s, the agricultural sector con-
tributed largely to GDP, export revenue and em-
ployed over 60% of Nigerians. However, the dis-
covery of crude oil has drawn attention away
from the agricultural sector. Due to the poor per-
formance of the agricultural sector, Nigeria has
remained a significant importer of roughly all
food commodities.

Government recurrent expenditures to health
and education witnessed a boost from 2000.
However, these have been dramatically below
the 15% and 26% benchmark to health and edu-
cation, respectively. The health and education
sectors experienced a significant rise in budget-
ary allocation starting in 2016/17; however, ex-
penditures to the agricultural industry only im-
proved marginally. Declines in these trends are
observed in 2019 and 2020 due to decreased
government revenues.

Author [14] noted that in the year 2000, the
budget for education was 9.6% which was fur-
ther reduced to 6.3% in 2005, 8.7% in 2007 and
about 8% in 2012. According to [9], government
expenditure on education declined from 7.14%
in 2018 to 7.11% in 2019 and then to 6.48% in
2020, while government total spending on health
was less than 5%. The Nigerian budget directed
towards the educational and health sector has
continually been below 26% on education and
15% on health as recommended by the United
Nations and the World Health Organization. Au-
thor [14] further opined that the policies directed
towards education and health have not signifi-
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cantly impacted due to structural defects in the
Nigerian economy, particularly the oil windfalls.

Human Capital Development in Nigeria. It is
believed that significant investment in human
capital is compulsory if a nation seeks to attain
economic development. This is because human
capital constitutes the most valuable resource of
a country; in its absence, there will be the non-
performance of physical capital (tools, machin-
ery, and equipment) which will impede economic
growth [13; 14]. However, little attention has
been paid to human capital development in Nige-
ria; this is as shown by low government expendi-
tures on health and education and reflected in
the Human Development Index.

The United Nations recommended that develop-
ing countries invest a minimum of 26% of na-
tional income on education while the World
Health Organisation specified at least 15% on
health. It is seen that government expenditures
on health and education in Nigeria are far below
these benchmarks. The low investment in these
sectors is reflected in the poor state of existing
infrastructures, lack of modern equipment and
infrastructures in these sectors, continues outcry
of workers on non-payment of salaries, and other
enumerations, resulting in the low overall per-
formance in these sectors. Nigeria was placed in
158th position out of 182 countries on United
Nations Development Program report (2009).
Nigeria was rated 10th out of 10 developing
countries selected in that report. The human de-
velopment index (HDI) report of 2011 showed
that Nigeria ranked 156 with a value of 0.459
among 187 countries, while in 2013, Nigeria
ranked 153 with a value of 0.471 among 187
countries. The United Nations Development Pro-
grammes (UNDP) 2019 report placed Nigeria in
the 158th position underneath the low Human
Development category [23]. Between 2005 and
2019, Nigeria's HDI value increased from 0.465
to 0.539, an increase of 15.9 %. The 2020 ranking
maintained the country's low human develop-
ment category positioning it at 161 out of 189
countries and territories [23].

Capital Expenditures. Historical data reveals
that capital expenditure about total expenditure
has been falling over the last two decades while
recurrent spending has been on the rise. Howev-
er, this does not show that capitalist develop-
ment in terms of infrastructure is sufficient or
enough to boost the economy. On the contrary,
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the necessary infrastructures to drive the econ-
omy are scarce and deteriorating.

The figure above shows how poorly capital ex-
penditures have been. Politicians may claim that
government capital expenditures have been im-
proved but comparing the rate of increase to that
of recurrent expenses or as a ratio of total costs
reveals that there has not been any significant
improvement in government capital expendi-
tures. For example, author [12] stated that capital
expenditures as a percentage of GDP decreased
steadily from 20.48 % in 1980 to 6.27 % in 1995.
Between 1999 and 2010, it had fallen to a low of
0.30 %, from 5.23 % in 2000.

Public Debt Servicing. As seen in figure 3, Ni-
geria's debt service payment was very low up to
the year, 2000 after which it rose steadily, mostly
from 2009. Debt servicing has taken a massive
bite on the Nigerian economy. It represents a
substantial annual leakage from the Nigerian
economy to service external debts. Internally, it
means a reallocation of funds.

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Theoretical Review. The classical school of eco-
nomic thought dominated economic literature
before the great depression. This school argues
that the government should perform only the
primary function of providing security and the
administration of justice. Outside these functions,
government expenditures were considered
waste and harmful to the economy. Their as-
sumption of money neutrality emphasised that
an increase in money supply will result in no
change in the output; instead, it will result in in-
flation. To them, government spending crowds
out private consumption and investment. They
believed that the economy was better left alone;
this brought about the Laissez-faire policy.

One of the earliest theories of government ex-
penditure was developed by a German econo-
mist, Adolf Wagner (1835-1917). This law states
that there are inherent tendencies for activities of
different layers of governments to increase both
intensively and extensively [12]. The theory es-
tablishes a linkage from industrialisation, urbani-
sation and education to the expansion of the pub-
lic sector [15].

The theory explains that government expendi-
tures on administration and regulation increase
as an economy become more industrialised. The
development of modern industrial society would
give rise to increasing political pressure for social
progress and call for increased allowance for so-
cial consideration in industry conduct [15]. Pub-
lic expenditures increase more than the propor-
tional increase in national income, which will ex-
pand the public sector. This theory establishes
causality from economic growth to public spend-
ing and is a long-run analysis.

Musgrave's Theory of Public Expenditure Growth
explains that the demand for public goods in-
creases as per capita income increases. At low
per capita income levels, the demand for public
goods is small because such low income is devot-
ed to satisfying primary needs. However, as in-
come improves, the demand for public goods like
education, transportation, health, regulation and
other maintenances [15]. This theory supports
Adolf Wagner's law that government expendi-
tures tend to rise as the economy improves.
However, [15] pointed out that with high per
capita income typical in developed nations, pub-
lic spending falls as most basic wants are satis-
fied.

The Wiseman and Peacock hypothesis, built on
Wagner's law, also validates Wagner's rule in the

UK between 1891 and 1955. Their theory ex-
plained the increase in government expenditures
from the socio-political viewpoint [15]. This hy-
pothesis emphasised that government expendi-
ture does not follow a smooth path. Instead, it
jumps at discrete intervals due to political insta-
bility. For instance, during times of war, taxation
tends to increase to fund government expendi-
tures. However, the increased tax rate was un-
changed after the war because people became
used to it. Therefore, peacock and Wiseman con-
clude that government revenue is a function of
government expenditures. The more the gov-
ernment generates revenue, the greater they
spend on the economic welfare of the citi-
zen [18].

The market failure of the 1930s questioned the
validity of classical doctrine that the market
should be left alone. The Keynesian theory was a
demand-side theory as against the classical sup-
ply-side theories. Keynes proposed increasing
government expenditure to stimulate aggregate
demand to economic recovery through the mul-
tiplier effect. This was given as a remedy to coun-
tries experiencing economic recession. Contrary
to Wagner's law, the Keynesian theory estab-
lished causality from government expenditures
to economic growth. However, [19] pointed that
government consumption may crowd out private
investment, dampen economic stimulus in the
short run and reduce capital accumulation in the
long run.

Different viewpoints have been established to
explain the relationship between government
expenditures and economic growth. No clear line
has been drawn, no consensus, different perspec-
tives and different conclusions.

Empirical Review. Public sector economics is
considered one of the most researched areas in
economics. Various research works have tried to
ascertain the precise effect of government on the
economy. This session reviews some of the re-
searcher findings by some researchers.

Author [20] investigated the impact of govern-
ment expenditure on economic growth in Nigeria
between 1981 and 2016. The researchers em-
ployed the ordinary least square method. They
found that government capital expenditures
were inversely related to RGDP in the short and
long run. In contrast, recurrent government ex-
penditures were positively associated with RGDP
in the long and short run. Authors [21] investi-
gated the empirical relationship between gov-
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ernment expenditure and economic growth us-
ing OLS techniques. They found an inverse rela-
tionship between government expenditures on
health and economic development. In contrast,
government expenditure on the education sector
was shown to be insufficient to cater to Nigeria's
expanding industry. A study by [18] revealed the
existence of bi-directional causality between
economic growth and government expenditure
on administration and between economic growth
and government expenditure on financial ser-
vices in Nigeria. Authors [3] employed Error Cor-
rection Model to examine the impact of govern-
ment expenditure on Nigeria's economic growth
for 1984-2015. Their results showed that public
(recurrent and capital) expenditure has a signifi-
cant positive effect on the economy's growth in
the long run and an insignificant negative impact
on the Nigerian economy. Authors [6] employed
an autoregressive distributed lagged model and
granger causality test in examining the effects of
government expenditure on economic growth in
Nigeria using time series data from 1970 to 2017.
Their findings revealed that capital and recurrent
are statistically significant, and hence these are
the essential variables in explaining the impact of
government expenditure on economic growth.
The Granger causality test demonstrates a unidi-
rectional causality from government expenditure
to economic growth, invalidating the Keynesian
theory. [19] concludes that a long-run relation-
ship exists between government expenditures
and economic development in Nigeria. Authors
[15] found out that government expenditure has
a positive and significant impact on economic
growth. A study by [1] found out that total gov-
ernment expenditure, total recurrent expendi-
ture and expenditure on education have adverse
effects on economic growth. In contrast, spend-
ing on transport, communication, and health
have a significant positive impact on economic
growth in Nigeria. Authors[2] found that eco-
nomic growth had a positive and meaningful lin-
ear relationship with recurrent expenditure and
a negative but and significant relationship with
capital expenditure in the short run. However,
the connections were positive and statistically
significant in the long run. A study by [8] found
that social and economic services had a negative
and insignificant effect on economic growth
while the administration was positive and signif-
icant [3].

METHODOLOGY

This study employed an ex-post factor research
design. This is because the study aimed at explor-
ing cause and effect relationships. Secondary da-
ta obtained from CBN Statistical Bulletin, and
World Bank Development Indicators, 2020 were
used for the empirical analysis. Gross Domestic
Product growth rate (GDPG), Government Recur-
rent Expenditures on Education (EDU), Health
(HLT), Agriculture (AGR), Public Debt Servicing
(PDS), Road Constructions (RC) and Government
capital expenditures of Social Services (CAPSO)
and Economic Services (CAPEC) were the varia-
bles used. The study covers a sample period from
1981 to 2020.

The model specification is based on the Keynes-
ian theory, which states that economic growth is
a positive function of government expenditure.
Keynes (1936) regarded government expendi-
ture as an exogenous variable that stimulates
growth in the short run. The Keynesian national
income model is given as follows:

Y=C+I+G (1)

where Y represents national income; C - private
consumption expenditure; I - private invest-
ment; G - government expenditure.

For the sake of this research, the Keynesian mod-
el (all things being equal) will be given as follows:

Y=fo+G (2)

The functional relationship is given as:
GDPG=f{EDU, HLT, DFS, AGR, PDS, CAPSO, CAPSEC)

The mathematical specification of the model for
the study is as follows:

While the log linearised econometric model is
given as:

where (o is the intercept or constant term while
Ut is the error term; Bi-f7 are parameters to be
estimated.
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They are the regression parameters used to de-
termine the impact of each independent or ex-
planatory variable on the dependent variable.

Economic criteria are concerned with determin-
ing the consistency of the parameter estimates
with economic theories in terms of signs and
magnitude. As such, we expect that our parame-
ter estimate must be consistent with economic
theory in terms of characters and importance.
Theoretically, the relationship between govern-
ment expenditure and economic growth is ex-
pected to be positive. The parameters (ito 37 ex-
cluding 4 are expected to carry a positive sign
after estimation while the intercept might be ei-
ther positive or negative.

The researchers carried out a unit root test on all
the variables employed for this research. This is
because most macroeconomic time series have
unit roots, and the regression of a non-stationary
time series on another non-stationary time series
would produce a spurious or nonsensical regres-
sion. The Augmented Dickey-Fuller test was used

to test the nature of stationarity and determine
the order of the integration of the variables. Jo-
hansen Co-integration test was employed to test
for long-run relationships. At the same time, the
Error Correction Model was used to ascertain the
short-run impacts and the speed of adjustment
from short-run dynamics to long-run equilibri-
um. The Granger causality test was employed to
check the causality between government expend-
itures and economic growth components.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

Unit Root Test. Data collected were subjected to
unit root test, Johansen co-integration, error cor-
rection model and granger causality test. The re-
sults obtained are as given below.

To test for the presence or absence of unit root in
the series used for the empirical study, the Aug-
mented Dickey-Fuller (ADF) test was employed,
and the results are as presented below.

The unit root test result, as shown in Table 1
above, reveals that none of the variables intend-
ed to be used for this research work is stationary
at the level since, by comparison, their critical
values at 5 % level of significance are more sig-
nificant than the Dickey-Fuller (ADF) test statis-
tics in absolute terms. However, at the first dif-
ference, all the variables became stationary.
Thus, all the variables were static and integrated
of the first order, I (I). Since the variables were
not fixed at the level, Johansen co-integration is
conducted to test the long-run relationship.

Co-Integration. Co-integration was used to test
for the long-run relationship between the varia-
bles used. The researcher adopted the Johansen
co-integration test. In Johansen's method, the
trace or Maximum Eigenvalue can check for the
long-run relationship. The researcher adopted

trace statistics to determine the existence of co-
integration. Co-integration exists if the trace sta-
tistics are more significant than the critical values
ata 5 % significance level.

The Johansen co-integration test reveals at least
five co-integrating equations. This confirms that
long-run relationships exist between the compo-
nents of government expenditures and the eco-
nomic growth rate in Nigeria.

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Short-Run Impacts. To examine the short-run
impacts, the Error Correction Model was em-
ployed. As shown later, the Error Correction
model explains the short-run effects, models the
long-run consequences, and links the long run

and short run using the ECT value. As shown be-
low, the error correction estimates are converted
into a system model for simplicity and to incor-
porate the probability values into our analysis.

Decision Rule. The coefficient of parameters is
assumed to be statistically significant if the cor-
responding probability value is less than 5%.

The Error Correction Model above shows that
only government capital expenditures on social
service significantly impact the economic growth
in Nigeria.

The system equation representing the short-run
impacts reveals that recurrent government ex-
penditures on agriculture, education and health
have insignificant adverse effects on the GDP
growth rate in Nigeria. Specifically, a one billion
naira change in government recurrent spending
in these sectors will result in an inverse trans-
formation of ¥0.60 billion, ¥2.73 billion and
¥0.40 billion in GDP, respectively. These out-
comes do not correspond to economic expecta-
tions. However, it relates to Nigeria's poor hu-
man capital development and agricultural per-
formance.

Government recurrent expenditures on construc-
tion and public debt servicing showed a positive
and insignificant impact on the GDP growth.
However, debt servicing is regarded as leakages
from the domestic economy, so its effect is ex-
pected to be negative. On the other hand, recur-
rent government expenditure on construction is
expected to promote economic growth by reduc-
ing both direct and indirect cost of production of
a private firm and hence, stimulating private in-
vestment. Thus, the result correlates with a priori
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expectations. However, the relationship between
construction and economic growth is insignifi-
cant, implying that much needs to be done.

The short-run model reveals divergent results
from the two components of capital expenditures
used for capital expenditures. While capital ex-
penditure on social services is shown to have a
negative and significant impact on growth, gov-
ernment capital expenditure on financial services
indicates a positive and insignificant effect. This
outcome points further to Nigeria's low human
capital development and infrastructural decay.

The R? of 0.47 implies that the model could ex-
plain 47% of GDP changes. It is considered a
good fit for the sample. The f-statistics is signifi-
cant by assuming a probability value less than
5%. This shows that there is a joint influence on
the dependent variable. It also implied that the
model is a good sample fit for the entire popula-
tion.

Conclusion on the Short Run model. The short-
run model indicated that only government capi-
tal expenditure on social services significantly
influenced the Nigerian economy's growth rate.
Irrespective of the observed negative effect, the
significant impact reveals that a slight improve-
ment in this sector can dramatically impact the
economy. This is becoming clearer when we re-
call that education and health are among the
components of capital expenditures on social
services. An improvement in the levels of educa-
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tion and health directly affects the labour's
productivity which can be relied upon to boost
the economy. Government expenditures to other
sectors indicated an insignificant impact. The
findings suggest, among other things, that gov-
ernment expenditures to these sectors have ei-
ther been insufficient or have not been efficiently
allocated. Nigerian have remained a significant
importer of roughly all food commodities, educa-
tional infrastructures have continually been di-
lapidated, investment in the health sector has
remained very low, social infrastructure are in-

sufficient, and the available ones are not correct-
ly maintained yet, debt stock profile have contin-
ued to rise.

Long-Run Impacts. For the sake of this analysis,
the long-run impacts are extracted from the up-
per session of the Error Correction estimates.
This shows the changes in the dependent varia-
ble due to a difference in the independent varia-
bles in the long run. The forecast is as given be-
low.

Decision Rule. The standard error is used to de-
cide the significance of the long-run coefficients.
The coefficients are assumed to be statistically
insignificant if, in absolute terms, the standard
error is greater than the coefficient divided by 2.
That is ifs(Bk)>Px/2. This implies that k=0, that
is, no relationship exists between the independ-
ent and dependent variables, GDPG.

From table 4 above, we can observe that all the
independent variables indicated significant im-
pacts on gross domestic product growth rate.
However, recurrent government expenditures on
agriculture, education and government capital

expenditure on social services, which includes
health and education, were shown to have nega-
tive impacts whereas, recurrent government ex-
penditures on health, debt servicing, road and
construction and capital expenditures on finan-
cial services such as agriculture, road, infrastruc-
ture etc. indicated positive impacts in the long
run.

It is essential to observe the speed of adjustment
from the short run disequilibrium to long-run
equilibrium; this is shown by the Error Correc-
tion term below.

The Error Correction Term ties the short run dis-
equilibrium of the co-integrating equations to
their long-run static equilibrium. The acceptance
of the error correction value depends on three
factors. Namely, it must be a negative value indi-
cating a reversal, it must be statistically signifi-
cant, and thirdly, a fraction. As shown in Table 5,
the Error Correction value satisfies these three
acceptance criteria. The Error Correction Term of
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-0.411735 implies an annual speed of adjustment
of 41% from the short-run dynamics to long-run
static equilibrium.

Engle-Granger Causality Test. Engle-Granger
causality test was done to check for the direction
of causality in the model. The results are pre-
sented below.

Decision Rule. Causality exists if the probability
value corresponding to the variable is less than
5%. The causality test result reveals that unidi-
rectional causality runs from government capital
expenditures on social services to GDPG. There is
no causal relationship between other compo-
nents of government-employed and GDPG.

The causality test revealed that GDPG did not
make granger causal any of the components of
government expenditures employed. However,
on the details of government expenditures them-

selves, it was seen that a bidirectional causality
exists between recurrent government expendi-
tures on health and education. Also, a bidirec-
tional causal relationship exists between recur-
rent government expenditures on education and
government capital expenditures on social ser-
vices.

Judging from the theoretical frameworks of
Keynes and Adolf Wagner, there is no apparent
justification for the relevance of either theory in
Nigeria. As shown by the causality test, only a
single component of government expenditures
followed the Keynesian theory. At the same time,
there was no causality running from economic
growth (increase in economic activities) to gov-
ernment expenditure, as postulated by Adolf
Wagner.

Post Estimation Test. Post estimation test was
done to determine how seriously the results of
this research will be taken. That is, the validity
and forecast strength of the results obtained. In
doing this, the researcher conducted a normality
test

The probability value of the Jarque-Bera statistics
(approximately 7%) signifies that the series are
typically distributed.

The implication of the study. The study re-
vealed that recurrent government expenditures
on agriculture, education, health, public debt ser-
vicing, road and construction, and government
capital expenditures on financial services have
no significant relationship with economic growth
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in Nigeria. By implication, these expenditures
have not impacted the Nigerian economy irre-
spective of the annual increase in budgetary allo-
cation to these sectors. These findings point to
the inefficiency in government spending in Nige-
ria. Although according to the global competi-
tiveness index reports, Nigeria ranked 120th of
137 countries and territories on the efficiency of
government spending in 2018 and 2019, Nigeria
ranked 17 of 100 (best) on budget transparency.
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There is, therefore, a need for efficient govern-
ment spending, accountability and improved
budget transparency in Nigeria.

The government have also not paid enough at-
tention to human capital development in Nigeria.
This is shown by the negative and insignificant
impacts of government expenditures on health
and education and the significant negative effect
of capital expenditures on social services. Budg-
etary allocations to health and education have
been below 15% health and 26% on education,
respectively. No wonder Nigeria has continually
ranked poorly in the human development index
over the years.

The Granger causality test supports the insignifi-
cant relationships between the components of
government expenditures and economic growth
in Nigeria by indicating that except for govern-
ment capital expenditure on social services,
which impacted negatively on the economy, no
other component of government expenditures
granger causes economic growth; implying that
government expenditures have been inefficient
in stimulating economic growth in Nigeria.

CONCLUSIONS

The study analysed the impact of various com-
ponents of Government Expenditures on Eco-
nomic Growth in Nigeria for periods between
1981 and 2020 by employing multiple tech-
niques of econometrics analysis such as ADF Unit
Root Test, Johansen Co-integration, Error Correc-
tion Model and Granger Causality Test.

On employing these techniques, the following
findings were made:

1. None of the variables was stationary at a level
using the Augmented Dickey-fuller unit root test.
This means that all the variables used have unit-
roots.

2. However, all the variables were stationary at
the first difference, which necessitated the appli-
cation of Johansen co-integration in other to test
if there is a long-run relationship between the
variables.

3. The Johansen co-integration test revealed at
least five co-integrating equations exists between
government expenditure and economic growth
in Nigeria.

4. The short-run estimate revealed that recurrent
government expenditures on education, health
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and agriculture have a negative and insignificant
impact on economic growth. However, govern-
ment capital expenditures on social services indi-
cated a negative and significant impact on devel-
opment. In contrast, recurrent government ex-
penditures on public debt servicing, road and
construction, and capital expenditures on finan-
cial services were shown to have a positive and
insignificant impact on economic growth in Nige-
ria.

5. The Granger Causality revealed that only gov-
ernment capital expenditure on social services
caused economic growth in Nigeria.

6. It was observed that all the components of
government expenditures have significant im-
pacts on economic growth in the long run.

7. The Error Correction Model indicated an an-
nual speed of adjustment of 41%.

The impact of government expenditures on the
economy has drawn much attention in recent
years. In Nigeria, the annual increase in budget-
ary allocation to various sectors has not been ef-
ficiently used to achieve critical macroeconomic
objectives such as employment, price stability,
and economic growth. This has called for empiri-
cal investigation. This study finds that the various
components of government expenditures have
not significantly impacted the economic growth
in Nigeria except for capital expenditures on so-
cial services, which indicated a negative and sig-
nificant impact on economic growth. The study
concludes that the Nigerian economy is on the
wrong path to sustainable growth and develop-
ment. The study points out the need to improve
government spending efficiency and transparen-
cy and increase investments in human capital
and infrastructural development in Nigeria.

Given the finding from the study, the following is
therefore recommended:

1. Capital stock is necessary to drive growth in
any economy. This includes roads, bridges, elec-
tricity, productive plants and other long-term
fixed asset. The availability of these social infra-
structures reduces private costs and hence, stim-
ulates private investment and economic growth.
When social infrastructures are adequately pro-
vided, it will enable the development of other
sectors such as the agricultural and industrial
sectors when these sectors are stimulated. The
problem of unemployment, inflation and balance
of trade deficit and other macroeconomic issues
will be curbed. It is recommended that govern-
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ment should increase its capital expenditure on
both social and economic services as doing so
will stimulate economic growth by encouraging
private investments, employment, output and
economic development.

2. Human capital development is the key to eco-
nomic growth. This is proven in many economies
of the world. Government should pay special at-
tention to improving the level of development of
human capital in Nigeria. There should be an in-
crease in the annual investments in the education
and health sectors to at least 10% to 15% of the
total budget.

3. The agricultural sector is paramount for
growth; this sector is responsible for feeding the
nation (both human and animals), generating
foreign exchange and supplying raw materials
and labour to the industrial sector. A poorly fi-
nanced and unmanaged agricultural industry
would not perform the above function and re-
main subsistence. The estimates of this research
reveal that government expenditure on agricul-
ture had an insignificant negative impact on the
economic growth of Nigeria. It is advised that the
government increase her allocation to the agri-
cultural sector and monitor such allocated funds.
It is a well-known fact that the problem in Nige-
ria today is corruption; this is a virus that has
deeply eaten Nigeria to its root and has rendered
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Abstract. Investigating willingness to pay for green buildings in Nigeria and other
developing nations is an urgent need since the world is advocating sustainable
development, which the building industry must adopt while attempting to satisfy
housing needs that are yet to be met in most developing countries. Recognizing that
medium-income earners are victims of housing deficit who can afford housing to a
reasonable extent in Nigeria, this paper aimed to investigate medium-income
householders’ willingness to pay for a green residential building to aid green
building investment decisions in Makurdi. Three objectives were put in place to
pursue the aim in which the study was approached quantitatively and adopted
survey strategy using 300 questionnaires as the instruments for data collection as
suitable for contingent valuation technique. Data collected were analyzed using the
weighted mean, logistic model and multiple regression. The findings were that
Makurdi medium-income earners find green features essential and are willing to pay
a 3.3% premium price to purchase residential buildings with green features.
Therefore, the paper recommends that the government and private investors

INTRODUCTION

Man’s numerous needs that have called for the
continuous exploitation of the Earth’s natural re-
source for development over the last decades
have negatively impacted the environment, en-
dangering the survival of the Earth and future
generations. The visible evidence is the increas-
ingly unfavourable climate changes and natural
disasters seen globally [14]. The construction in-
dustry has significantly destroyed the natural en-
vironment. It has been a significant consumer of
non-renewable natural resources; the industry
produces substantial waste, pollutes air and wa-
ter, and accounts significantly for the greenhouse
gas emissions affecting climate change [18]. For
instance, [10] reported that buildings represent
38.9% of primary energy use, 38% of all carbon
dioxide (CO2) emissions, and 72% of electricity
consumption in developed nations such as the
United States. Buildings also use 13.6% of all po-
table water or 15 trillion gallons per year; addi-
tionally, 40% of raw materials used globally are
consumed by the building industry (3 billion tons
annually) [10]. This report is not far from the re-
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ria is still a developing country trying to emulate
modernization.

Moderate scenarios developed by the United Na-
tions suggested that, if the current population
and natural resource consumption trends con-
tinue, humanity will, by the year 2030, require
the equivalent of two piles of Earth to support
it [8]. Recognizing that the planet’s resources are
not inexhaustible and that there is a need to con-
serve the Earth’s natural resources, the concept
of sustainable development became necessary,
which gave rise to the idea of green building to
guide the building industry. As against conven-
tional buildings, green buildings seek to use land
and energy efficiently, conserve water, improve
indoor environmental quality and increase the
use of recycled and renewable materials and at
the same time improve the well-being of the oc-
cupants [4].

The building sector in developed countries has
embraced building green and has developed and
embraced some green building -certification
schemes. As a result, these countries have wit-
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nessed a green building revolution, driving de-
sign and construction toward sustainability.
However, the concept of building green has not
been embraced in most developing nations, such
as Nigeria, which has yet to develop or adopt a
green building certification scheme [22]. In addi-
tion, the upfront cost issue in building green is
frequently cited as an obstacle to adopting the
concept of building green [23, 26]. However, [11]
argued that an ideal green building should not be
expensive, should last long with modest mainte-
nance, and return ultimately to the Earth when
abandoned. These arguments and the intent to go
the noble way of building green while meeting
housing demand have motivated the need for
this study.

Thus, recognising that over the years housing
deficit in Nigeria affects medium and low-income
earners, and the debt currently stands at 22 mil-
lion units, coupled with the increasing need for
housing by the aforementioned income groups
[1], it is of utmost importance that the govern-
ment and private developers find an urgent solu-
tion to this problem as the importance of housing
cannot be overemphasized. With the desire to
meet housing needs, coupled with the desire to
build green, this paper investigated how willing
will medium-income earners be to pay for green
building features if provided using the contingent
valuation method as also adopted by [22, 27] by
creating a hypothetical market and soliciting me-
dium-income householders’ opinion on their
willingness to pay since there is no evidence of
green building in the study area.

The choice of medium-income earners arises as a
result of the fact that the national minimum an-
nual income in Nigeria (¥360,000) is far below
the yearly household income needed to purchase
the cheapest newly built house by a formal de-
veloper, which in 2018 stood at N3.09M [7]
hence, justifying the target market as medium
income earners who are likely to make effective
demand, rather than low-income earners whose
demand may not be effective. This has further
shed light on the choice of the study area - Ma-
kurdi, as medium-income earners predominantly
occupy it, basically civil servants and commercial
businessmen [16, 19].

This paper aimed to investigate medium-income
earners’ willingness to pay for green residential
building features to aid green building invest-
ment decisions in Makurdi.

The following objectives were pursued:

1. To assess medium-income householders’ pref-
erence of green residential building features in
Makurdi.

2. To estimate the amount medium-income
householders will pay for a green residential
building in Makurdi.

3. To assess the effect of preference for green
building features on the amount householders
will pay for a green residential building in Ma-
kurdi.

LITERATURE REVIEW
Concept of Green Building

The idea of green building is considered a way
for the building industry to achieve sustainable
development goals taking into account environ-
mental, socio and economic issues to protect the
environment [30]. Green building is a subset of
sustainable building concepts used to describe
structures built in an environmentally friendly
manner by minimizing resources and ensuring
the health and well-being of occupants and the
environment both today and for future genera-
tions [17]. Authors [21] referred to “Green build-
ings” as structures with a minimum environmen-
tal footprint that optimize the utilization of mate-
rials, water, energy and other resources and that
mitigate the negative impacts of the building on
the health and well-being of occupants. These
buildings are usually designed to minimize their
environmental footprint and, at the same time,
improve the well-being of the persons who occu-
py the buildings. An ideal green building should
not be expensive to build, should last long with
modest maintenance, but return entirely to the
Earth when abandoned [3].

The concept of green building is based on a life
cycle perspective during a building’s site selec-
tion, design, construction and operation, renova-
tion and demolition. The buildings’ adverse effect
on the natural environment and human health is
minimized [32]. The authors [3] outlined four
principles of green building: social, economic, bi-
ophysical, and technical. The extent of the princi-
ples of the green building mirrors those of sus-
tainable development, which is about synergistic
relationships between economic, social and envi-
ronmental aspects of sustainability. Three gen-
eral objectives that should shape the framework
for implementing green building design and con-
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struction while keeping in mind the sustainabil-
ity principles have been identified. These objec-
tives are resource conservation, cost efficiency
and innovation for human adaptation [3]. As
against conventional buildings, green buildings
seek to use land and energy efficiently, conserve
water, improve indoor environmental quality,
and increase recycled and renewable materi-
als [34].

The building industry accounts for a large per-
centage of greenhouse gas emissions. Therefore,
the sector presents opportunities to reduce
emissions [34]. A few decades ago, the building
sector in developed countries witnessed a green
building revolution, driving design and construc-
tion toward sustainability. However, green build-
ings constitute a small subset of existing build-
ings, increasing gradually [12]. One of the most
significant parts of the green building movement
was the launch of a series of green building rating
systems, guidelines, standards and certifications,
such as Leadership in Energy and Environmental
Design (LEED) in the United States, Building Re-
search Establishment Environmental Assessment
Method (BREEAM) in the United Kingdom, Green
Building Label (GBL) of China and Green Star in
South Africa [34, 23]. These certification bodies
define the extent (features) of what can be called
a green building which will be reviewed critically
in the next session.

Despite the impetus of environmental move-
ment, the green building faces significant chal-
lenges that are traced to non-environmentally
friendly habits and require a behaviour change
[34]. There have been increasing concerns and
controversies surrounding the performance of
green buildings. Scholars argue this not as a re-
sult of the wrong design of the green building,
nor tools, nor techniques nor the technology
adopted, but due to the reality that facilities do
not use materials such as energy and water, but
the occupants do [34]. A green building becomes
a greenwash if it relies on technological solutions,
such as solar panels and thermal insulation,
while retaining intensive energy use habits. Good
use behaviours can significantly reduce energy
and water consumption [13].

Despite the controversy, the benefits of green
building cannot be overemphasized. It can be
measured environmentally, which involves en-
hancing and protecting biodiversity and ecosys-
tems, improving air and water quality, reducing
waste streams and conserving and restoring nat-

ural resources [26]. Also, the benefits can be
measured economic which involves, reduction in
operating costs, higher effective rental income
leading to higher financial return, creating and
expanding markets for green products and ser-
vices, improving occupant productivity and op-
timizing life-cycle economic performance [23]. In
addition, the benefits of green building can also
be measured socially. These benefits can be seen
as enhancing occupant comfort and health, aes-
thetic qualities, minimizing strain on local infra-
structure, and improving the overall quality of
life [26, 23]. Despite the numerous benefits asso-
ciated with green buildings, the issue of upfront
cost is an obstacle that is frequently cited which
precludes the widespread adoption of green
buildings, which has given birth to this study.

Most Common Features of Green Building

Five credit categories appear to be ordinary look-
ing at different green building schemes world-
wide, which this paper adopted as the basic fea-
tures of a green building as also used by [22, 26]
in their respective works. Therefore, to tag a
building as the environmentally friendly building
must pass the following test:

Water Efficiency: This feature of a green building
ensures that the water consumed in and by the
facility is adequately utilized since water is a nat-
ural resource, hence the need to conserve it. The
aim is to increase the efficient use of water within
the building by reducing the water needed for
operations [25, 36].

Energy Efficiency: Buildings use energy to heat
water, lighting, mechanical ventilation and ma-
chinery such as lifts. Hence there is a need to con-
trol the use of energy. In doing so, the energy sys-
tems should be properly installed and calibrated
to perform to their intended efficiency levels.
This should reduce the overall energy use and
lower operating costs. A minimum grade of ac-
ceptable energy performance for the facility
should be determined and monitored. Green
buildings are expected to use sophisticated build-
ing automation systems such as indirect comput-
er-controlled lighting to reduce the need for arti-
ficial lighting. It should be designed to turn off to
reduce energy consumption [25] automatically.

Sustainable Sites: Green buildings are designed to
reduce site disturbances. It should preserve ex-
isting trees and habitats [25]. In selecting a site
for construction, one must ensure that the loca-
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tion poses a minor environmental threat when
the building takes place. While considering the
site to be chosen, essential factors such as; pollu-
tion prevention, soil erosion control, airborne
dust generation and waterway sedimentation
must be critically evaluated [17].

Materials and Resources: The amount of landfill
waste created during construction and operation
can be reduced by efficient use of materials and
design for recycling, such as the use of recycled
concrete aggregate, recycled content materials
such as structural steel, ceiling and floor tiles, re-
cycled glass chips for terrazzo floor, carpet fibre
sheathing, gypsum wallboard and other materi-
als which should be locally sourced [17, 25, 36].

Indoor Environmental Quality: For a building to
pass the indoor environmental quality test, such
a building is expected to adopt sustainable mate-
rials and furniture with off-gassing volatile or-
ganic compounds [VOCs] [25]. Such facilities
should use low emitting materials in construc-
tion; ventilation systems that promote outdoor
air ventilation; should provide a high amount of
fresh air intake [17]; is expected to be smoke-
free.

Contingent Valuation Method

The contingent valuation method (CVM) is
broadly used for cost-benefit analysis and envi-
ronmental impact assessments of non-market
goods and resources. The way estimates the eco-
nomic value for the various ecosystem and eco-
logical goods and services. It has been said to cal-
culate both use and non-use values and has
proven to be most helpful in assessing the value
of non-market goods and services (non-use val-
ue) [24]. The method directly asks people in a
survey how much they are willing to pay for a
particular environmental good or service. It is
called contingent valuation because people state
their willingness to deliver depending on a hypo-
thetical scenario and description of the ecological
interest [6].

The method has been adopted and used to assess
the value for green buildings [22, 26], renewable
energy [5], forests [9], wetlands [28], watersheds
[37], and other non-market resource [33]. Alt-
hough the contingent valuation method has been
criticized for its reliability and validity of results,
this problem has been avoided through many
scholars’ efforts by suggesting best practices for
its survey [24, 35].

METHODOLOGY

This paper employed the quantitative research
approach under which the descriptive research
design is adopted based on the nature of the in-
vestigation. Based on the number of contact with
the study population, this study is designed as a
cross-sectional study since the study is aimed at
finding out how medium-income earners will act
in a green residential market. As such, the study
investigates the willingness to pay for green
building features at one shot by taking a cross-
section of the population. In addition, this study
is designed as a prospective study based on a ref-
erence period since the aim is to forecast the
price to be paid for a good yet to be provided or a
good that is likely to be provided in the future.

The paper further employed the survey research
strategy in which a questionnaire was developed
as the instrument for data collection. The ques-
tionnaire consisted of three sections, section one
bordered on demographic information of the re-
spondents. In contrast, section two consisted of a
contingent valuation survey describing the green
building. A hypothetical market was created (a
three-bedroom green bungalow to be construct-
ed by private investors and sold close to Makurdi
International Market). The price medium-income
earners will pay was sought using both the pay-
ment card method of contingent valuation and
the open-ended process of contingent valuation.
The third section of the questionnaire centred on
information regarding green building features.

Data for the study was obtained from the popula-
tion of the study, which are medium income
householders of; BIPC Housing Estate Nyiman,
BIPC Ever Green Housing Estate North Bank,
Aper Aku Housing Estate, Eskay Housing Estate
Naka Road, Eskay Housing Estate Akpehe and
Grace land Housing Estate. It is noteworthy that
the scope of this work narrows the population
for the study to only include householders of the
above housing estate since there were construct-
ed for the middle-income class, and their housing
size and neighbourhood characteristic (medium
dense neighbourhood) best suits medium-
income households [19].

The sample frame for the study amounted to 552
medium-income householders. A sample size of
300 was drawn out using Krejcie and Morgan
table and adjusted to take care of the uncertainty
of all householders responding to the survey
missing data and outliers’ exclusion. The study
adopted the stratified sampling technique. Six
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strata were created such that the householders of
each of the housing estates formed a stratum. As
it is familiar with surveys, about 26 question-
naires (8.7%) were not returned by the respond-
ents, therefore amounting to a total retrieved
number of 274 questionnaires.

The data collected were analyzed using descrip-
tive and inferential statistics with the Statistical
Package for the Social Sciences (SPSS). For the
first objective, the Relative Preference Index was
employed to analyze data where the weighted
mean of responses from a six-point Likert scale
was computed. Then, a decision was made using
the scale presented in Table 1.

The second objective, which involved estimating
the value householders’ are willing to pay for a 3-
bedroom green building, was analyzed using an
econometric model (binary logistic). The logistic
model explains the willingness to pay (WTP) as a
function of observable characteristics of the re-
spondents [2]. The mean willingness to pay
(MWTP) was then computed from the output of

the binary logistic model using the equation be-
low:

The third objective was analyzed using a multiple
regression model. The effect of satisfaction with
conventional housing attributes and preference
for green building features on the amount
householders are willing to pay was tested.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

Makurdi Medium Income Householders’ Preference
of Green Residential Building Features

Table 2 reveals that among all the five most
common green building features, Makurdi medi-
um-income householders opined that Indoor En-
vironmental Quality, Sustainable Site, Energy Ef-
ficilency and Building Materials/Resource were
significant to them, recording mean values of
5.16, 5.00, 4.81 and 4.56, respectively. On the
other hand, regarding Water Efficiency, house
householders revealed that it was simply neces-
sary to have a recorded mean value of 4.49.
Therefore, it can be said that Makurdi medium-
income householders prefer each of the five
green features in the following order; Indoor En-
vironmental Quality, Sustainable Site, Energy Ef-
ficiency, Building Materials/Resource, and Water
Efficiency.

To measure preference of Indoor Environmental
Quality, two items were used [High Ventilating
Windows (P21) and Large Size of Room (P22)],
which householders opined that both things
were essential to them with a recorded mean of
5.20 and 5.11 respectively. Preference of sustain-
able site adopted five items of measurement. The
items are Infrastructure Availability (P14), Prox-
imity to Urban Development (P15), Availability
of Trees and Habitant (P16), Pollution Preven-
tion (P17) and Erosion Control (P18). Similarly,
householders perceived all the five items to be
very important to them with mean values of 4.95,
4.80, 5.03, 5.02 and 5.18, respectively.

Preference of Energy Efficiency was measured
using seven items, in which householders re-
vealed that all seven things were essential to
them and preferred each of them in this order;
Energy Efficient Bulbs (P8) with a mean of 5.00,
Solar/Wind Energy (P11) with mean of 4.94, En-
ergy Certified Appliances (P13) with a standard
of 4.90, Computer Controlled Lighting(P7) with a
mean value of 4.75, Refrigerator Management
System (P12) with mean of 4.75, Significant Day-
lighting Building Design (P9) with mean of 4.66
and LED Lighting Design (P10) with a mean of
4.64. Preference for Sustainable Building the Ma-
terial feature of green building was measured
using two items, Locally Sourced Building Mate-
rials (P14) with a standard of 4.37, which sug-
gests that this item is essential to Makurdi medi-
um-income householders. The second item that
measured preference for Sustainable Building
Materials was renewable construction materials
(P20) which recorded a mean value of 4.75,
which is interpreted to be very important to
them.

Water Efficiency preference was measured using
six items of measurement. Medium-income
householders opined that three of the items were
very important to them and their order of choice
for these items were as follows; Innovative
Waste Management Technology (P1) having a
recorded mean of 4.64, Innovative Rain Water
Harvesting Technology (P4) having a recorded
mean of 4.63 and Use of Bio-Swales/Bio-Filters
(P6) having a documented standard of 4.54. Nev-
ertheless, householders perceived three of the
items used to measure preference of water effi-
ciency to be important to them in this order
simply; Low Flow WC (P3) with a mean of 4.44,
Gray Water Recycling Technology (P5) with a
standard of 4.39 and Waterless Urinals (P2) with
a mean of 4.30.

This finding is closely related to [29], as most of
the same green features were mostly preferred
by residents of Canberra, Australia. Equally, es-
tate surveyors and valuers in Lagos expressed a
preference for most green features to conven-
tional elements in the study conducted by [15],
which is similar to the opinion of Makurdi medi-
um-income residents.

Estimated Amount Medium Income Earners will pay
for Three Bedroom Green Residential Bungalow

The result of the binary logistic regression is pre-
sented in Table 3 which the intercept and the bid
coefficient is extracted to compute the mean will-
ingness to pay.

Table 3 shows the coefficient of f1 to be
0.00004549 and a as -700.877. The result
showed that Makurdi medium-income house-
holders are willing to purchase a three-bedroom
green bungalow at an estimated price of

N15,407,276.32 (Say; N15,500,000).

By extension, it can be said that Makurdi medi-
um-income householders are willing to pay a
3.3% premium for green features considering the
price to purchase a new high standard three-
bedroom conventional building in Makurdi. This
finding is closely related to the results of [20],
who in their study revealed that commercial and
industrial building users of Ibadan, Nigeria were
willing to pay a premium of between 1% and
10%.

Effect of Preference for Green Building features on
the Amount Willing to Pay

This study measured if the preference for green
building features affects Makurdi medium-
income householders’ willingness to pay for a
green building and the pattern of such effect. The
regression model was built to include the prefer-
ence of each of the five green features as the pre-
dictors to explain how each of the green features
contributes to the amount willing to pay.

Table 4 reveals a 31.2% relationship between the
predictors (preference for the five green fea-
tures) and the dependent variable (amount will-
ing to pay). This is seen with an R-value of 0.312.
In addition, the R? of 0.097 suggests that prefer-
ence for green building features has a 9.7% col-
lective influence on the amount willing to pay.
That is to say, the predictor variables account for
a 9.7% variance in the dependent variable,
whereas 90.3% of the conflict in the amount will-
ing to pay is accounted for by other factors not
considered in the model. The p-value further tells
that the effect of the predictor variables on the
dependent variable is significant since the p-
value is less than 0.01.

The Unstandardized {3 Coefficients in Table 5 fur-
ther reveal that; a unit increase of water efficien-
cy (PWE) will lead to an N422,735.51 decrease in
the amount willing to pay, while a unit increase
of energy efficiency (PEE) will result to
N614,262.46 increase in the amount willing to
pay. Also, a unit increase of sustainable site (PSS)
will result in an N540,105.47 rise in the amount
willing to pay. In contrast, a unit increase in sus-
tainable building materials (PSBM) will lead to an
N396,934.23 increase in the willingness to pay.
In addition, a unit increase in indoor environ-
mental quality (PIEQ) will increase the amount
willing to pay by §1,223,980.87.

CONCLUSIONS

This study has concluded that Makurdi medium-
income earners are willing to pay a 3.3% premi-
um price for green residential building features,
which suggests a low premium regarding the vi-
ability of such an investment considering the
economic implication of acquiring the green
technology in Nigeria and the financial standing
of the nation. However, suppose awareness is
created on green building and its benefits. In that
case, Makurdi medium-income earners will be
likely to pay more to purchase green homes,
which may increase the premium to pay for
green building features to a more realizable val-
ue. Therefore, government and private investors
may consider delving into such a project consid-
ering the militating factors.

Abstract. The article analyzes the main changes in the formation of the policy of
regional development of Ukraine in the process of adapting Ukrainian legislation to
the legislation of the European Union. In particular, the consequences of the
decentralization process, innovations in regional strategic planning through the prism
of state policy of innovation development are outlined. The concepts of “creative
industries” and “smart specialization” are presented. The peculiarities of using the
tool of development of individual regions - smart specialization, based on the existing
experience of the European Union member states are revealed. The Ukrainian regions
where smart specialization is defined as creative industries, as one of the promising
dynamic economic spheres of the leading countries have been singled out. Ukraine’s
position on competitiveness and development of innovative activity is presented. At
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the same time, it is noted that the existing directions of development of innovation
activities, defined in the state strategy of Ukraine, provide for the systematic
development of innovation infrastructure. It is substantiated that the provision of
infrastructure for the development of creative industries should be carried out through
the creation of Centers for Creative Economy. It is proposed to determine the
functioning of the Centers of Creative Economy in the regions of Ukraine, where the
creative industries are defined as smart specialization, based on a globally oriented
and integrated approach. The purpose and impact of such innovation centers on
certain areas of civil society using these approaches are reflected. The results of
activities that the region and the state will receive from the process of functioning of
innovation centers are outlined. The goals of sustainable development that can be
achieved in Ukraine through the proposed changes have been identified.

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Abstract. The study aimed to assess the level of students' satisfaction with the
hostel facilities in the Gubi Campus of Abubakar Tafawa Balewa University Bauchi
to evaluate the performance of the hostels. A survey approach was used to collect
relevant data for the study. Two hundred forty-three students were selected to
participate in the study using a systematic random sampling strategy. Data were
analysed using both descriptive and inferential statistics. The study revealed that
the students were delighted with the alternative power supply, artificial lighting, and
the room's natural lighting. It was also found that students were dissatisfied with
the bathroom facilities, handheld fire extinguishers and toilet facilities. The result of
the ANOVA revealed that there is no significant difference among the students
occupying different blocks of hostels regarding their satisfaction with the facilities
provided similarly. The t-test showed that there is no significant difference between
male and female students in satisfaction with the hostel facilities offered.

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INTRODUCTION

Student hostel is an accommodation that is
specifically designed to accommodate students,
such as a 'live-in' residential college or boarding
house containing student units with other
combined ancillary facilities, which includes:
study areas, communal lounge, laundry, toilets
and kitchens [35].

Post-Occupancy Evaluation (POE) is the
evaluation of the performance of buildings after
they have been occupied. In addition, POE
provides a mechanism for understanding the
mutual interaction process between facilities and
users’ needs and recommending ways to
improve the environment necessary to
accommodate these needs [44]. POE is the
process of evaluating buildings systematically
and rigorously after they have been built and
occupied for some time [26]. A POE is usually
needed to assess the performance of existing
facilities in a building. Results obtained from a
POE will inform how well the building matches
its user needs and reveal ways to improve any
design, construction, and performance of its built
facilities.
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Completed residential buildings should not only
be fit for the users but also perform their
functions in such ways as to ensure relative
residents' satisfaction [20]. This is, however,
without prejudice to the need for routine
maintenance to ensure that buildings function
well at all times [19].

The age of the hostel buildings necessitates the
need for a POE to ascertain the students' needs.
These hostels were conceived and designed with
standards that conformed to the generation's
demand to which the universities belong. The
technological advancement that has been
unfolding many ways of doing things makes the
hostel facilities obsolete and inadequate for the
student teeming population. The living spaces in
these hostels were designed for six users in the
female hostels and four & five users, respectively,
for the male hostels initially. However, this space
now accommodates many students more than its

capacity.
Facilities are provided in the hostels to satisfy the
users and promote effective learning. Still, the

hostels of Nigerian universities are faced with
inadequacies in terms of services, including
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water supply, enough space in the hostels,
cleanliness of the hostels and their environs,
internet services, natural lighting and ventilation.
Lack of some of these services will bring
discomfort to the students in the hostels and
sometimes cause riots in the schools as in the
case of ATBU in 2018 as reported by Armstrong
Baka in the Punch newspaper published 2nd
June, 2018 "Hundreds of students of Abubakar
Tafawa Balewa University Bauchi disrupted
vehicular and academic activities in the
institution on Friday following their protest
march against alleged lack of social amenities on
their campus. The students at the Yelwa campus
of the university blocked the main entrance to
the institution, thereby denying both workers
and students from entering or leaving the school.
The protesters demanded that the authority
should quickly move to ameliorate their
suffering. Therefore, this study focused on
evaluating the performance of students' hostel
facilities via assessment of student's satisfaction
in the Gubi Campus of the university, which is the
second and new campus of the ATBU.

Overview on students' hostel accommodation in
higher education institutions. The hostel is a
cheap boarding accommodation facility provided
for students. The hostel accommodation is
conceived to keep students within the learning
environment to facilitate ease of accessing the
education facilities. Authors [41] described it as a
residence close to workplaces with dual
functions: living and private studying. The
student hostels and accommodation encourage
students' social interactions at all levels and
enhance lifelong familiarity [25].

Hostel accommodation enables heterogeneous
students to learn from each other, promoting
peer interactions required for human
development [30]. Through daily interactions
among their peers, the weak learning students
improve their understanding and become
focused as hostel accommodation reduces side
attractions inimical to a learning activity. The
HEIs environment allows students to participate
in many social activities like sport, use of the
cafeteria, and leadership training opportunities
like student union and religion associations
purposely for students without any background
or exposure [35]. The hostel facilities are meant
to provide learning convenience and enhance
students' behavioural attitudes needed for social
interactions and leadership purposes. The
provision of hostel accommodations enables the
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students of diverse cultures and exposures to
come together and enhances their academic and
behavioural attitudes [29].

A study conducted by [35] revealed that hostel
accommodation enhances academic success,
especially among the students of poor
background as it blends this category of students
with the brilliant ones, improves students social
value through enhanced interactions, exposes
students to resource management, and prepares
students for self-reliance and leadership
resilience.

Hostels facilities. Many scholars have considered
students' accommodation as one of the adequate
facilities provided by the institutions of higher
learning. Authors [40] noted that students
intellectual capabilities can be expanded by
facilitating an excellent physical environment at
their residence halls. Moreover, it was observed
by [17] that desirable educational outcomes and
mutual interests (among students) could be
fostered through adequately planned residential
facilities. He further observed that suitable hostel
facilities could provide security, cooperation,
responsible citizenship, intellectual stimulation,
inspiration and mutual composition. Thus, for
achieving the mission of improving student
performance, the contribution of sustainable
campus housing facilities should not be
underestimated.

Authors [38] viewed student housing as a dense
building with a large number of rooms in which
each room is comprised of many beds. According
to this definition, student housing offers sleeping
and living residences, typically without a private
bath, for a large number of people and such
housing is supplied with various furniture items
and rented by the bed. Furthermore, students"
housing has many names including halls of
residence student dormitory [9]. Therefore,
student housing continues to be an essential part
of the facilities delivered by the management of
higher learning institutions to support students"
intellectual capabilities. According to [5], student
housing is made up of bedroom units and other
shared utilities, including bathrooms, kitchens,
laundry, toilets, recreation rooms and canteens
that can be placed either on each floor or block or
for the whole student housing accommodation.

Hostel facilities such as standard rooms, parks,
recreation gardens, cafeteria, and internet cafe
on the campuses encourage such attitudinal
learning. In recent times, facilities such as
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campus shuttle-bus, mini-markets, corner shops,
public toilets, and security outfits are becoming
necessary [35]. Living on the campus as a student
in the university makes students' lifestyles more
refined and orderly and gives the student a
complete academic experience. The hostel
accommodation allows students to learn,
worship, and establish many far-reaching good
relationships among their peers. Students'
capacity influences their growth, behaviour and
study performance [14].

Overview on the concept of POE. POE is the
process of evaluating buildings systematically
and rigorously after they have been built and
occupied for some time. POEs focus on building
occupants and their needs, and thus they provide
insights into the consequences of past design
decisions and the resulting building
performance. This knowledge forms a sound
basis for creating better buildings in the future
[10].

Author [43] defined POE as "process of
assessment of buildings that have been occupied
for some time and typically includes: surveys of
building occupants; interviews or observations of
occupants; performance measurements in terms
of energy or water consumption; and physical
measurements (temperature, humidity,
acoustics, artificial or daylighting). POE is a
process of evaluating the performance of
buildings after they have been built and occupied
for some time" [36].

Authors [4] stated a POE is a "systematic process
guided by research covering human needs,
building performances and facilities
management. POE are a systematic way to
determine the user's satisfaction with a building
after they have used it for some time [13].

POE is essentially feedback about how buildings
perform and interact with their users. In other
words, it can be said to be a method for data
gathering on facilities performance. It helps
analyse data and make recommendations for
facilities improvements. The application of
performance evaluation information to the
building delivery process assists in closing the
information loop in facilities management [36].
This is particularly useful when the evaluation
results are fed into databases focusing on
building performance from the user's
perspective.
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POE has been an active research area for many
disciplines. As a result of this, different
interpretations of the topic have been provided
by researchers. One of the most cited definitions
was provided by [36]. POE can be said to be an
appraisal of the degree to which a designed
setting satisfies and supports explicit and
implicitly human needs and values of those for
whom a building is intended [15].

POE is a process of systematically evaluating the
performance of buildings after they have been
built and occupied for some time [36]. While POE
carried out in the 1970s and 1980s were
targeted at the performance of buildings, more
recent developments in POE have been focused
on Building Performance Evaluation (BPE) and
Universal Design Evaluation (UDE), emphasising
a "more  holistic and process-oriented
evaluation" [36]. This means that POE
evaluations started to consider non-technical
factors influencing the design and building of
facilities. Over the years, researchers worldwide
have been dedicated to defining the concept of
POE.

According to [42] POE is used not only to
determine clients' or users' satisfaction, but also
to fulfil other objectives, including determining
building defects, supporting design and
construction criteria, supporting performance
measures for asset and facility management,
lowering facility lifecycle costs by identifying
design errors that could lead to increased
maintenance and operating costs, clarifying
design objectives and improving building
performance. The POE methodology must
consider the entire building procurement
lifecycle [27]. This approach implies a strong
relationship between the development of a brief
for a building project and the POE stage. It serves
as a tool to account for building quality, which is
essential when organisations are required to
demonstrate that building programs are
responsibly managed [31].

Therefore, POE is beneficial to improving school
buildings' quality of life, comfort, and
productivity [26]. Some key elements to measure
the POE process are space, communication,
safety, and security. The results of POE being
applied in school buildings will enhance the
teaching and learning environment to be more
comprehensive [12].

Generally, facilities management practice is
relatively new in Nigeria. Its usage and adoption
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were first recorded in the 1980s when Chevron
and Mobil used it as part of their relocation
activities. Today many organisations have
realised that managing assets within traditional
organisational structures is unsatisfactory. Thus,
there is increasing demand for an integrated
approach to management [8].

In the context of Nigeria, there is improper
maintenance of the services and infrastructure of
hostel accommodation. Students have been
reported to fall sick in such buildings due to poor
sanitary conditions. Sometimes there are threats
to the security of life and property owing to
failure to screen room allows adequately to
prevent criminals entering hostels [7]. Some of
the hostels are also overcrowded. In some
instances, students are accommodating
"squatters” and "floaters"”, thus overstretching
the facilities available. Also, it has been observed
that the revenue generated is not sufficient to
manage such hostels and still make a profit since
the hostels are not collected on a commercial
basis as they are viewed more as social rather
economic goods that should be managed
sustainably [39].

Studies specifically on student hostel buildings in
Saudi Arabia conducted by [17] using an
indicative assessment of the existing indoor
environmental qualities found that thermal,
acoustic, visual comfort and indoor air quality) at
the King Fahd University of Petroleum and
Minerals, Dhahran, Saudi Arabia, were the
significant areas of complaint and discomfort for
the occupants. A user satisfaction survey was
developed to obtain the students' qualitative
feedback on their experience with the designed
indoor environment. The study found that the
student residents were dissatisfied with the
performance.

In Malaysia, a POE study was undertaken to
identify students' level of satisfaction with hostel
facilities in wuniversities [40]. Authors [15]
conducted a POE assessment of students'
residences in South Africa. The results from their
survey revealed that the students of the places
were only satisfied with the quality of artificial
lighting in their rooms and disabled facilities.

A similar and more generalised study in Nigeria
by [5] on students' housing satisfaction in South-
Western Nigeria revealed that the morphological
configuration of the student hostel influenced
satisfaction. Students were mainly satisfied with
the social qualities of the residences. Author [39]

examined the effectiveness of facilities
management on undergraduate hostels at the
University of Lagos, Akoka, Lagos, Nigeria and
revealed that students were satisfied with
security and response to complaints but were not
dissatisfied with most of the facilities in the
hostels. Authors [3] conducted an investigative
POE study and showed that the building's users
were satisfied with the performance criteria
identified. The staff members were satisfied with
all the listed elements, while students were not
satisfied with telephones, temperature, informal
meeting spaces and archiving and storage
facilities.

Author [2] undertook a POE of Lagos State
Polytechnic Facilities: User-Based System. The
researchers concluded that the learning
environment's infrastructures do not fully
incorporate the user's opinions on existing
facilities to achieve a high-performance building
to meet the developers' goal. He suggested that
the government make it a policy for POE to be
conducted on public buildings periodically to
determine the level of satisfaction of the users.

Also, in Nigeria, several studies have been
conducted on the POE of university students'
hostel facilities. Authors [3] also carried out a
POE on the facilities of postgraduate student
hostels in Nigeria. The findings of their study
revealed that the respondents of the study were
not satisfied with cleanliness, lighting, comfort
and noise levels, among others.

In a similar study, authors [32] conducted a POE
of privatised students' hostels at the Federal
University of Technology campus in Akure,
Nigeria. Their study revealed that most of the
respondents indicated dissatisfaction with most
of the facilities available on the campus.
However, they were dissatisfied with the quality
of natural light, size of study halls, among others.

METHODOLOGY

A quantitative research design was used in the
study. Using a questionnaire survey approach, a
total number of 275 questionnaires were
administered to the students occupying the five
blocks hostels in Gubi Campus of ATBU Bauchi
through a systematic sampling strategy. The
questionnaire was designed in a 5-point Likert-
scale format with five assigned to the most
preferred descriptor and 1 to least preferred
descriptor in measuring the study's variables.
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Following Hassanain and Iftikhar, (2015) the
following decision criterion for interpretation of
mean was adopted: M<1.49 = Very Dissatisfied;
M=1.50-2.49 => Dissatisfied; M=2.50-3.49 =>
Satisfied and M = 3.50 => Very Satisfied. Data
were analysed with the aid of SPSS software
version 25, where descriptive statistics
(percentage and frequency; mean and standard
deviation) and inferential statistics (t-test and
ANOVA) were conducted.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

Level of students' satisfaction with the students'
hostel facilities in Gubi campus ATBU

Table 1 presents student satisfaction with the
hostel facilities' performance in the study area.
The mean and the standard deviation of pleasure
of alternative power supply was among the
respondents was (M=4.18; SD=%0.88), which
indicates that the respondents are very satisfied
with the alternative power supply. In terms of
percentages, the results further show that 43.2%
of the respondents were delighted with the
alternative power supply, 16.7% were satisfied
with the facility, and only 0.9% of them were
very dissatisfied with the alternative power
supply in the university. The mean and standard
deviation of satisfaction with the room's artificial
lighting was (M=3.56; SD=+1.01). This indicates
that the respondents were satisfied with the
room's artificial lighting. Concerning
percentages, 37.4% of the respondents were

pleased with the artificial lighting, 27.3% were
somehow satisfied, while 1.8% were very
dissatisfied

The mean and standard deviation of natural
ventilation of the room and natural lighting of the
room was (M=3.54; SD=%1.22), which also
indicates that the respondents were satisfied
with the natural ventilation of the room. In terms
of percentage, 36.6% of the respondents showed
their satisfaction with the facility, and 24.7%
were delighted. In comparison, only 5.3% of the
respondents were dissatisfied with the natural
ventilation of the room. The mean and standard
of the room's natural lighting were (M=3.33;
SD=#1.20), which also indicates that the
respondents were satisfied with the facilities, and
the results further show that 30.8% of the
respondents were satisfied were pleased with
the facilities. It also shows that 26.9% were
somehow satisfied while 9.3% were dissatisfied
with the facilities in the study area. The mean
and standard deviation of water supply in the
building was (M=3.30; SD=+1.06), indicating that
students were satisfied with the facilities. In
terms of percentage, 33.0% of the respondents
were pleased with the facilities, and 30.8% were
somehow happy. In comparison, only 4.8% of the
respondents were dissatisfied with the water
supply in the building. The students were also
pleased with the width of corridors and lobbies,
the width of stairs, the location of stair case and
height of risers, accessibility for persons with
disabilities and vehicle parking facilities.

However, bathroom facilities' mean and standard
deviation was (M=2.21; SD=#1.18). This
indicates that the respondents were dissatisfied
with the facilities in the study area. 35.7% of the
respondents were very dissatisfied, 28.2% were
dissatisfied, while only 4.8% of the respondents
were delighted with the facilities in the study
area. The mean and standard deviation of
handheld fire extinguishers was (M=2.23;
SD=#1.27), indicating that the respondents were
dissatisfied with the facilities in the study area.
Concerning  percentage, 39.2% of the
respondents were dissatisfied, 24.2% of the
students were depressed, and only 5.7% were
delighted with facilities in the study area. The
mean and standard deviation of toilet facilities
and room furniture arrangement was (M=2.30;
SD=+1.11) and (M=2.70; SD=+1.13). This
indicates that the respondents were dissatisfied
with the facilities provided in the hostels. 35.7%
and 31.3% of the respondents were dissatisfied
with the facilities, 26.9% and 14.5% were very
dissatisfied, while 4.4% and 7.9% were delighted
with the facilities. This indicates that most of the
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students were satisfied with the facilities
provided in the hostels.

Gender difference in students’ satisfaction with the
hostel facilities

Table 2 presents the group statistic of gender
difference on students' satisfaction with hostels
facilities in the study area. The mean for space
configuration for the two groups is (M=3.0Z;
SD=0.59) and (M=3.08; SD=0.55) for males and
females, respectively, indicating that both male
and female students were satisfied with the
spatial configuration of the hostels. The results
for accessibility and circulation shows the mean
value of (M=3.22; SD=2.97) and (M=2.97; 0.56)
for male and female students, respectively, which
indicate that both male and female were
dissatisfied with the accessibility and circulation
in the hostels. The mean and standard deviation
for facilities and services are (M=2.82; SD=.54)
and (M=2.89; 0.53) for males and females,
respectively, which suggests that both males and
females were dissatisfied with the facilities
services in the hostels.

To further understand whether there is a
significant difference between male and female
students with satisfaction with the hostel
facilities, a t-test was conducted. The result
presented in Table 3 shows no statistically
significant difference between male and female
students in their level of satisfaction with space
configuration (t=-.892; p=.373) and facilities and

services (t=-909; p=.365) at a 5% level of
significance. However, the result shows a
statistically significant difference between male
and female students in their level of satisfaction
with accessibility and circulation (t=2.948;
p=.004) at a 5% significance level. This may be
since one of the female hostels is a single storey
building compared to the other hostels.

In addition, to understand whether there is a
significant difference among the students
occupying the different blocks of the hostels,
ANOVA was conducted. Table 4 presents the
ANOVA results of the difference in satisfaction
among the respondents to Hostels Blocks in the
study area. The results show F-values of 0.496,
0.701 and 1.481, respectively, which are not
significant at 95 % confidence interval as
indicated 0.739, 0.592 and 0.209 p-values above
0.05. This indicated no statistically significant
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differences among the students' satisfaction
across the different Blocks of the hostels.

Table 5 presents the ANOVA results of
satisfaction level among students to grade. The
results show the F-values 1.057, 1.434 and 1.115,
respectively, which are not significant at 95 %
confidence interval and indicated 0.378, 0.224
and 0.350 P-values above 0.05. This shows that
the students have an equal level of satisfaction
with the facilities provided in the hostels.

CONCLUSIONS

The research sought to assess the students'
hostel facilities to improve students' living
conditions in the study area. The study revealed
that the students were delighted with the
alternative power supply, artificial lighting of the
room, natural ventilation of the room and the
natural lighting of the room and were somewhat
satisfied with the room's natural ventilation and
the room's natural lighting. At the same time,
they were dissatisfied with the bathroom
facilities, handheld fire extinguishers, toilet
facilities, arrangement of room furniture and
vehicle parking facilities. This contradicts the
findings of [11]. The study found that the
students expressed dissatisfaction with most of
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Abstract. This research aims to assess cooperators involvement and satisfaction
with housing activities in Plateau State, Nigeria, to measure their degree of influence
on housing activities. The study was based on various questionnaire survey
methods conducted on institution-based cooperative societies engaged in suitable
housing activities. The data was collected from Jos University Teaching Hospital
JUTH multipurpose cooperative society cooperators and analysed using mean
ranking descriptive statistical tools. Multiple regression was conducted. Regression
model summary and the ANOVA result were obtained. The model produced an
overall R-value of 0.421 and an R%value of 0.177 with F-statistics of 32.685, which
are significant as indicated by a p-value of 0.000. The two independent variables
included in the study explain about 17.7 % of the variation in housing activities. This
shows that both involvement and satisfaction of cooperators influenced housing
activities. The study recommended that cooperators be more involved in all housing
activities from the initial stage to the completion for a more positive outcome and
ensure their utmost satisfaction based on their housing demand. This will motivate
them and increase patronage of the cooperative society for their housing needs at

INTRODUCTION

Housing is one of the three basic needs of man,
and it is the most essential for the physical sur-
vival of man after the provision of food. It is col-
lectively acknowledged as the second most basic
human need after food and is a significant eco-
nomic asset in every nation [4]. The provision of
decent and qualitative housing for the teeming
population had been a fundamental objective of
various governments across the world. Despite
this, the housing problem persists from quantita-
tive to qualitative, particularly in developing
countries [8]. For example, authors [18] asserted
that to adequately house the urban population in
Nigeria, a conservative figure of 409 227 housing
units should have been constructed in 1990 due
to negligence the number rose to 783 042 units
in 1995; 1 333 176 units in the year 2000; 1 543
318 units in 2003, 2 171 603 units in 2010,
17 million units in 2012 and 20 million units in
2018 [17]. Hence the need for all the stakehold-
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ers to join hands in providing housing needs for
the populace.

Plateau State's housing deficit is estimated be-
tween 450 000 to 500 000 for the entire state,
with about 900 000 residents based on the 2006
census and 240000 debts for the more excellent
Jos’s master plan. Since the State low-cost hous-
ing units of the 1970s and the Shagari mass hous-
ing scheme in 1980's not much has been done in
terms of direct provision of mass housing units
for citizens in Plateau state, except for this pre-
sent administration that intends to provide about
50800 housing units across the state. Thus, the
federal government has acquired land for mass
housing to citizens in the state, yet no positive
result has been recorded [16]. Moreover, fre-
quent crises in the state led to the destruction of
houses and properties without any proper plan
for erecting new ones or rehabilitating their old
ones. This increases demand for places that out-
weigh its supply in the state. The resultant effect
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of this shortfall led to high rental prices, over-
crowding, uncontrolled squatter settlements and
slums. The situation is worrisome. Like any other
part of the country, Plateau State has a high de-
mand for housing that outweighs the supply,
hence the need for other bodies to curb this
menace.

However, one of the solutions being explored by
underprivileged groups is cooperative societies
housing. It has been said to have played vital
roles in housing in some countries, but the con-
cern is the activities of cooperative societies in
the area of housing in Nigeria [29]. Author [6]
suggested that cooperative societies can be a via-
ble mechanism in positively impacting funding
housing in urban centres, especially for public
institutions in Nigeria. It can assist the govern-
ment in meeting the targets set under the 1991
National Housing Policy to ensure the under-
privileged people gain access to decent housing.

Literature Review

Author [2] stated that cooperative societies are
formed principally to meet peoples’ mutual
needs based on the idea that a group of people
can achieve goals that none of them could
achieve alone. The formation and purpose of co-
operative societies are not to meet unessential
collective or individual needs. Instead, it aims to
provide necessities that otherwise might take a
long time to implement or are completely unaf-
fordable without assistance. Housing activities by
cooperative societies are various methods, tech-
niques, and processes that assist co-operator’s in
building their own houses or directly purchasing
the homes to solve their housing problems. Un-
like the government and profit-oriented private
sector, the cooperative method of housing em-
phasises end users' participation from the com-
mencement of the process [27]. This is made
possible based on the principles and values that
govern the operation and activities of coopera-
tive societies.

Authors [13] revealed that the cooperative hous-
ing approach yielded little progress in alleviating
the housing problem. Author [5] submitted that
the housing cooperatives are not only instru-
ments of collective ownership but are also mech-
anisms of housing finance and construction in the
developing world. On the other hand, author [19]
expressed the contrary opinion that cooperative
societies have yet to make any signify significant-

ly impact revealed that housing cooperatives
have provided adequate housing for women in
Nairobi, Kenya. Author [30] asserted that SACCO
had done tremendously well in the housing sec-
tor, given the challenging environment in which
it operates. Author [20] submitted that despite
the seeming failure of cooperative housing initia-
tives in the country, the same societies are still
viewed as instrumental vehicles for facilitating
the poor to access decent housing, especially in
the urban context in Tanzania. Authors [14]
submitted that housing provision through coop-
eratives exhibits affordability through bulky pro-
curement of construction materials and technical
expertise, involvement of members in the do-it-
yourself and improved efficiency through repeti-
tive works in house construction. Authors [25]
stated that housing activities by cooperative so-
cieties include land acquisition, houses devel-
oped and allocated to co-operator’s at a subsi-
dised rate, building materials procurement, di-
rect housing purchase, and direct private project
and providing loans for housing to co-operator’s.
Efforts directed at meeting the housing objec-
tives of cooperative members have resulted in
different strategies depending on the goal, finan-
cial capacity, and level of assistance re-
ceived [27].

Authors [9] stated that involvement is the act of
participating in cooperative societies activities or
an act of including co-operators in activities of
having co-operators in cooperative societies' ac-
tivities. It is crucial to the adequate performance
of a harmonious society, which is also pertinent
to their goal attainment. Author [21] revealed
that the inclusion of poor people through deci-
sion-making builds commitment to change since
people gain self-confidence and a sense of per-
sonal control through participation. On the other
hand, lack of involvement creates powerlessness
among poor people. The involvements of co-
operators in housing activities decisions are cru-
cial to the achievement of cooperative societies
housing. Author [20] stated that co-operators
should be involved in the decision regarding
housing activities such as the decision on the lo-
cation of the site to purchase, on how to finance
housing sector activity, on type of infrastructure
to provide on land, the decision to carry out actu-
al construction, processes of land and building
documentation deciding, on professionals to hire,
deciding on the size of plot to purchase, deciding
on whom to buy land from and how much to pay
for the ground etc. Authors [23] submitted that
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co-operator’s involvement in housing decisions
has been a significant driving force for the fa-
vourable and favourable performance of the co-
operative society housing. Authors [1] averred
that the involvement of cooperative societies in
housing activities has been successful.

Author [22] stated that satisfaction is the degree
of pleasure provided by the goods and services of
a company as measured by the number of repeat
customers. It is also the quality or state of being
satisfied or contentment. Author [26] asserted
that cooperators satisfaction is a precursor of
improved performance and cooperator retention
for any cooperative society. Member's goals,
what they desire from their cooperatives are crit-
ically related to why they joined the joint in the
first place. These goals also affect member satis-
faction with the cooperative, commitment to it,
and participation in its activities. This definition
clarifies that satisfaction is a function of per-
ceived performance and expectations. The ability
of a cooperative to meet its members' expecta-
tions depends on whether management effec-
tively evaluates membership needs [2]. Author
[7] reported that cooperators' attitudes towards
their cooperatives significantly impact their co-
operative participation behavioural intentions.
Author [24] submitted that achieving high coop-
erators satisfaction requires a harmonious socie-
ty to continually monitor and examine their co-
operators' experiences, opinions, and sugges-
tions. Authors [4] reported that cooperators ex-
pressed their satisfaction with housing coopera-
tive loans than the National housing fund (NHF).
Author [12] also revealed that cooperators ex-
pressed their satisfaction with an interest rate,
affordability, transaction cost, availability and
collateral for housing finance. However, in hous-
ing activities, cooperators need to be satisfied
with all processes, methods and techniques of

housing activities from the initial stage to the
completion based on demand.

METHODS

This research was carried out in Plateau State;
the quantitative approach was adopted, descrip-
tive survey design. The study's target population
was co-operators of Jos University Teaching
Hospital (JUTH) Multipurpose Cooperative Socie-
ty. The sample frame obtained from JUTH Multi-
purpose cooperative society is 3000 co-
operators, but only 2200 members are active;
therefore, only the active members were consid-
ered for this study. The sample size of 327 used
for this research was chosen using the [10] sam-
ple table. Multistage sampling was used. This in-
volved taking samples in stages using smaller
and smaller units at each step [3]. Then simple
random sampling technique was also adopted.
This is because it gives each equal chance or
probability of being selected, reducing selection
bias [3]. Three hundred twenty-seven close-
ended questionnaires were distributed to the co-
operators of the cooperative societies to generate
data for the study.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

The reliability of the measurement scale was as-
sessed using the recommended minimum
Cronbach's alpha coefficient of 0.7. The
Cronbach's Alpha test was conducted on the
questionnaire constructs. The test revealed that
involvement and satisfaction have good internal
consistency with Cronbach's Alpha of 0.710 and
0.723 each, while housing activities have an in-
ternal consistency with Cronbach's alpha of
0.753. This is shown in table 1.

Effects of cooperators involvement and satisfac-
tion on housing activities by cooperatives socie-
ties in the study area were determined using
Multiple Regression Analysis (MRA). The enter
method was used with housing activities as the
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dependent variable while involvement and satis-
faction were the independent variables. The re-
gression model was specified to produce the
model summary and analysis of variance
(ANOVA) to determine the independent varia-
bles' influences or predictors on the dependent
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variable. The model summary and ANOVA are
presented in table 2. The model produced an
overall R-value of 0.421 and an R2-value of 0.177
with F-statistics of 32.685, which are significant

about 17.7 % of the variation in housing activi-
ties.

The result shows that co-operator’s involvement
has a relationship contribution of 0.204 magni-
tudes on housing activities.

This means that for a unit increase in co-
operator’s involvement, there is a corresponding
increase of 20.4% in housing activities. Moreo-
ver, co-operator’s satisfaction with housing activ-
ities in Jos North as indicated by standardised
beta coefficient of 0.318. This means that xo for a
unit increase in co-operator’s satisfaction, there
is a corresponding increase of 31.8% in housing
activities. This means that the higher the level of
co-operator’s satisfaction with housing activities
in Jos North, the higher the housing activities and
vice versa.

CONCLUSIONS

The study came when the government was trying
to make housing available to its citizens. The sur-
vey findings indicated that co-operators are fully
involved, very well satisfied with housing activi-
ties by their cooperative society. The study
demonstrated a significant effect of cooperative
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societies' involvement and satisfaction with
housing activities. A regression analysis was
conducted, and it indicated a summary of regres-
sion and ANOVA model that fitted well and good
as it produced strong R? and F-statistics values.
Therefore, co-operators should be more involved
in all processes of housing activities from the ini-
tial stage to the completion for a more positive
outcome.

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Abstract. We examine the challenges faced by women for effective communication
on social media. The majority of the data used in this study was primary, and it was
gathered in the field using a questionnaire. The questionnaire utilized in this study
was a written list of questions that had been carefully designed and selected to col-
lect data. The questions were closed-ended and focused on women’s issues and
their use of social media. Cronbach alpha was used to test the dataset’s validity,
consistency, and reliability based on the obtained information. Cronbach’s Alpha for
all constructs or items was more significant than the minimum acceptable reliability
coefficient of 0.5 to 0.9, indicating strong internal consistency.

Furthermore, Cronbach’s Alpha for all constructs was more than the minimal
permissible reliability coefficient, indicating that they were valid and trustworthy and
hence suitable for use.

INTRODUCTION

Violence against women (VAW) is one of the
most systematic and prevalent human rights
abuses globally. Such gender-based violence
against women is a form of discrimination deeply
rooted in power imbalances and structural ine-
quality between women and men. Violence
against women is a global phenomenon, occur-
ring in every continent, country, and culture. It
harms families, impoverishes communities, and
reinforces other forms of inequality and violence
throughout societies.

Sexual assault continues to be a pervasive prob-
lem in the United States. While prevalence esti-
mates vary considerably based on research sam-
ples and definitions of sexual assault, a nationally
representative survey estimates that 19.3 % of
women and 1.7 % of men have been sexually as-
saulted at some point in their lifetime [1]. A sig-
nificant body of research has been devoted to ex-
amining the typical characteristics of male perpe-
trators who sexually assault female victims. A

deeper understanding of the characteristics most
frequently associated with sexual assault perpe-
trators helps understand the etiology of sexual
assault perpetration.

Several non-governmental organizations (NGOs),
international organizations, and government in-
terventions have used mass media in the past
few years to combat sexual harassment and oth-
er forms of VAW and promote family planning -
which is another essential sexual health issue -
through development communication [14].
However, most of these campaigns, especially
recent ones, lack published data measuring their
impacts.

Data on sexual violence typically come from the
police, clinical settings, non-governmental organ-
izations, and survey research. The relationship
between these sources and the global magnitude
of the problem of sexual violence may be viewed
as corresponding to an iceberg floating in the wa-
ter. Research on female sexual assault perpetra-
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tors is still emerging, with fewer studies than on
male perpetrators who assault female victims.
Most existing research has focused on the charac-
teristics and behaviours of female offenders who
commit assaults against children or adolescents.
There is little consensus on the role of social me-
dia in combating sexual assaults, hence the moti-
vation for this study.

The output of this study is a theoretical proposi-
tion aiming to identify ways in which online and
social media could be used to combat sexual har-
assment on different levels, namely: the sexual
harassment survivor; bystanders/witnesses of
sexual harassment, or the immediate social cir-
cles of survivors and perpetrators; the Nigerian
society at large; different organizations such as
educational institutions, workplaces, malls, etc;
and the country’s legislation and policies. To-
gether, these propositions form a framework that
other organizations and entities could utilize in
Nigeria for development communication cam-
paigns against sexual harassment. Ultimately, the
use of this framework shall play a role in creating
sexual harassment-free spaces and decreasing
sexual harassment prevalence rates in Nigeria.

Literature review

Social media has gained a lot of popularity over
the past few years. As a result of this popularity,
other traditional Media have experienced a de-
cline in business and popularity. Social media
networks are applications that allow users to
build personal websites accessible to other users
for the exchange of unique content and commu-
nication [9]. According to [9], social media can be
characterized as online applications, platforms,
and media to facilitate interactions, collabora-
tions, and content sharing. Author [3] argues that
though communication is the core dimension of
social media networks, not all platform catego-
ries are equally suitable for all marketing objec-
tives because most platforms are not equally well
suited for information, collaboration, and culti-
vating relationships. Social networks are primari-
ly for communication and exchanging ideas of
interest among peer groups or communities. Ac-
cording to [5], however, a long-term friendship
can be developed and maintained through fre-
quent communication initiated by the marketer
on the interactive social networks.

Furthermore, the vocal members become the
opinion leaders. In this way, a collaboration be-

tween the marketer and the online consumer/or
prospect is developed. This means that there
would be no severe engagement amongst the
online communities without information flow
within the communities and the brand.

Sexual harassment is defined as: “any form of
unwanted words and/or actions of a sexual na-
ture that violate a person’s body, privacy, or feel-
ings and make that person feel uncomfortable,
threatened, insecure, scared, disrespected, star-
tled, insulted, intimidated, abused, offended, or
objectified”. Sexual harassment is a global prob-
lem that women suffer from in developing devel-
oped countries. For example, studies have shown
that 79 % of women living in urban settings in
India, 86 % in Thailand, and 89 % in Brazil have
faced harassment or violence in public spaces
[16]. Furthermore, a survey conducted in Af-
ghanistan - a country where women are required
to cover completely - found that 93 % of the
women were subjected to harassment in public
spaces, 87 % in workplaces, and 89 % in educa-
tional institutions. The case in the United King-
dom is no better; 75 % of women living in UK cit-
ies have been subjected to sexual violence or
harassment in public areas, and 51 % of female
Londoners feel at risk of facing harassment in
public transportation [16]. Table 1 below shows
some prevalence rates of different forms of sexu-
al harassment in several countries.

Recently, as online and social media became
more accessible, popular, and ubiquitous, they
have become a communication medium. This in-
cludes health issues, such as changing beliefs and
providing tips about prevention of certain dis-
eases [6], providing health tips [17], awareness
about specific conditions and their risks, and un-
derstanding of health risks. It also includes
means of empowering women such as [2, 8], as
well as combating violence against women in dif-
ferent forms, such as female genital mutila-
tion/cutting (FGM/C), sexual harassment, and
domestic violence [11].

Theoretical Framework. Earlier models used in
development interventions, such as the self-
efficacy model, focused mainly on the individual.
However, changing violent behaviour does not
depend entirely on the individual but also on so-
cial and physical environments and the individu-
al’s interaction with them. As such, campaigns
aiming to combat violent behaviour must ad-
dress the different levels of influence that may
lead to such behaviour, thus increasing the prob-
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ability of changing it. Therefore, the theoretical
framework for this study is primarily based on
the Social Ecological Model, which was first de-
veloped following World War I to understand the
interrelations between different levels of influ-
ence on human behaviour. By the 1970s, Urie
Bronfenbrenner had developed a conceptual, so-
cial-ecological model for human development
and continued to revise it throughout his scholar-
ly career until 2005. The concept behind Bron-
fenbrenner’s model is that to understand human
development, the whole environment where this
development occurs and the person’s interaction
with it should be studied. He defines develop-
ment as: “a lasting change in how a person per-
ceives and deals with his environment”.

Empirical Review. Several studies have found
that individuals with access to different mediums
(e.g. radio, television, print media, and the Inter-
net) use other mediums to fulfil different needs.
The Internet - is a medium for different types of
communication; one-to-one communication (e. g.
email, private messages), group communication
(e.g. group chats, social media posts), and mass
communication (online newspapers, IPTV) -
makes identifying uses of the Internet as a medi-
um for communication more problematic than
traditional mediums which usually support one
type of communication [4]. According to [4],
people use online media with standard commu-
nication tools to fulfil different needs in their dai-
ly lives. For example, web surfing is used in ways
similar to newspapers and television for collect-
ing information and entertainment. The Internet
was found to be the medium used most for or-
dering information. Interpersonal platforms are
used for social bonding, maintaining relation-
ships, problem-solving, and persuasion. This
shows that as people get used to specific media
types, the way they use them evolves, as the dif-
fusion of innovations concept suggests.

In the past decade, social media has become in-
creasingly popular. Today, it is used to “pass the
time, maintain relationships, meet new people,
keep up with current trends, and gather social
information” [13]. Although, in addition, social
media has been linked to collecting political in-
formation and civic engagement, it has also been
found that college students who use Facebook for
politics and civic engagement are more likely to
practice them offline [10]. In addition, it has been
found that social media users usually do not use
one form of social media but rather utilize differ-
ent forms of online and offline communication.

Furthermore, new social media platforms are
linked to social trends to maintain a specific
“communication repertoire” [12]. One increas-
ingly widespread use of online media is help-
seeking, especially in the case of health issues.
Research has suggested that four in every ten
adults have used the Internet at least once in the
previous year to seek health information. In addi-
tion, using health websites has had a positive ef-
fect on attitude and behaviour change.

Using such websites is linked to reducing anxiety
and increasing self-efficacy [17]. With the emer-
gence of social media platforms, the Internet has
become a more important source for seeking
help and collecting health-related information.
For example, in their study, [7] have used Face-
book, Twitter and Google search engine for a pi-
lot campaign about maternity health and found
that these platforms - especially Facebook and
Google - have a broad reach and are a cheap
means of communicating public health infor-
mation. This was of particular importance since
45 % of the media time for Americans was spent
on the Internet and mobile devices [7], and 73 %
of the adults use social media [13]. However, it is
essential to note that the Internet and social me-
dia are also abused to harass women. In fact, with
the rise in the use of social media, sexual harass-
ment has become more prevalent. There are dif-
ferent ways of doing so, including sending un-
wanted messages with sexual content, abusing
someone’s data and photographs, online stalking,
and even stalking in person [11].

METHODOLOGY

Data for this paper are drawn from 50 respond-
ents of a cross-section of service providers, pub-
lic educators, activists, advocates, writers, and
researchers engaged in various activities relating
to social media and sexual assaults. The majority
of these respondents were engaged in a survey
on social media. Thus, participants were not ran-
dom but found through nonprobability sampling.
Such sampling is appropriate, given that this
study seeks to gain a deeper understanding of
the perspectives and work of those already
committed to sexual assaults prevention, rather
than generalizing to the population at large.
However, the data used for this study were ma-
jorly primary, and these were obtained from the
field through a questionnaire. The questionnaire
used in this study took the form of a written list
of questions, which were constructed and ade-
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quately selected to obtain information. The ques-
tions were closed-ended based on social media
and sexual assaults. Cronbach alpha was then
used to test for the dataset’s validity, consistency,
and reliability from the data obtained. All the
constructs or items had Cronbach’s Alpha above
the minimum acceptable reliability coefficient
between 0.5 to 0.9 and exhibited good internal
consistency. Since all the constructs had
Cronbach’s Alpha above the minimum proper
reliability coefficient, it can be considered valid
and reliable, therefore suitable for usage.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

This section analyses the questionnaire adminis-
tered and retrieved from the respondents, from
which our recommendation and conclusion are
drawn. A total of 50 questionnaires were sent out
to the respondents for data generation, as shown
in the table below.

From the table above, out of the 50 question-
naires that were sent, 40 of them were retrieved
and validated. This represented 80% of the total
questionnaire sent, and this was the number
used for analysis in the subsequent sections that
will follow.

From the table, we observed that, on average, 37
respondents agreed that through social media,
they could confidently express their opinion on
social harassment issues. This represented about
93% of the total respondents. This implies that
most of the respondents in this study agreed that
social media could positively influence the fight
against sexual harassment. Similarly, about 3 of
the respondents disagreed that they can confi-
dently express their opinion on social harass-
ment issues through social media. This repre-
sented about 7% of the entire respondents. Also,

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entire respondents. We also find that 38 re-
spondents participated in various campaigns on
social media on sexual harassment and assaults.
This represented about 95% of the total re-
spondents. This implies that most of the re-
spondents in this study participated in various
campaigns on social media on sexual harassment
and assaults. Similarly, we find that about 2 of the
respondents did not participate in various cam-
paigns on social media on sexual harassment and
assaults, representing 5% of the respondents.

Social mobilization aims to raise awareness on a
particular issue to achieve social
change/development. Social mobilization can be
any action taken by groups with the same devel-
opment objective to mobilize society to reach this
objective. This action could be in the form of sign-
ing a petition, protesting, or creating a social me-
dia campaign. Based on the findings of this study,
we find that social media is a veritable tool to
draw the attention of policymakers on sexual
harassment. Mainly, our results show that major-
ity of the respondents in this study participated
in various campaigns on social media on sexual
harassment and assaults. Media advocacy cam-
paigns are designed to address the “power gap”
rather than the “information gap”.

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Abstract. Article purpose - to classify acrobatic movements of group A “airborne”
(jumps) and identify the main components that affect their technical value. According
to research, acrobatic movements of group A “airborne” - (in the air) - are not divided
into subgroups but differ (classified) by the variety of construction, the direction of the
jump, the position of the featured swimmer’s body in the air (posture) and the type and
number of rotation demonstrated by the featured-swimmer in the air.

The first criteria of difficulty was defined as “Construction” - is a generalized name for
collaborated work of all athletes according to their assigned role in the acrobatic
movement (base+ support+ featured swimmer), and it is also the name of a “formation”
from which the acrobatic moves of group A “airborne” begins. Depending on the
complexity and efficiency of the design, was is classified into four levels. The fourth
level of construction - a “square” (basket), is defined as the most difficult and highly
effective. The main components that affect the technical value of the component
“Construction” were defined. The second criterion of difficulty, respectively, and
technical value, was the directions of the jumps. Five directions of jumps are classified.
The most difficult, and rated at 0,4 points, is the jump “in the opposite direction”. The
next evaluation criterion was how the acrobatic movement is performed in the air. All
positions are divided into four groups (considering flexibility and additional factors). An
important criterion for assessing the technical value of acrobatic exercise is the number
of rotations and the plane in which the rotation is performed in the air. Rotations are
classified into 4 types: "twists", "somersaults”, "side flips" and "two-dimensional
rotations". The technical value of rotation depends on each additional 180 degrees
rotation and increases with 0,2 for each 360 to prevent disbalance in the general
classification. So, the rotation of 180 ° is estimated at 0,1 point, 360 ° - 0,3 points, 540
° - 0,5 points, 720 ° - 0,7 points, 900 - 0,9 ° points. To get total technical value of the
acrobatic movement, all components’ numbers should be summarized. Technical value
varies between all acrobatic movements in this group depending on which coach would
choose different components of the acrobatic movements.

The developed system allows the creation of any combination (“set”) of the
components, so it doesn't ruin the creativity of routine in artistic swimming, which is
one of the main ideas of this sport. Based on the developed method of calculating the
technical value of acrobatic movements, a single table of technical value of acrobatic
exercises “group A" was created - in the air, where acrobatic moves were distributed
from easiest to most accessible most difficult according to the calculated technical
value.
